Undoubtedly, propaganda, misinformation
or false news, misleading reports and alleged
fake news etc. are serious threats to the
modern democratic society. This danger is
increasing continuously in the digital era,
because the common man has become very
easy to access such information. The draft
amendments being brought by the Ministry
of Information Technology, Government of
India in this context is an attempt at
censorship and unauthorized interference of
our structure. Freedom of expression, the
fundamental right to speak and write, given
in Article 19 of the Constitution, should not
be encroached upon, nor should it be
suppressed. This constitutional right is the
foundation and first expression of
democracy.

In the past, the Press Information Bureau
(PIB) under the Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting had issued some strict
instructions especially for TV channels that
news and discussions, analysis etc. should be
provocative, communal, religious, divisive,
provocative, anti-national, image of the
country. should not be tarnishing and overly
sensationalistic. We have given these
instructions in summary. However, his
vocabulary is wide. While giving these
instructions, strict penal provisions did not
come out, because the channels have been
more or less 'autocratic' in presenting their
programs and still are. This is a living
example of the chaos of modern media. The
PIB had also kept the tabloid media within
the ambit of the directives. Now in the
proposed amendment draft, it is proposed
to give such powers to PIB or any other
government agency that they can give orders
to the media. That is, if government agencies
find any post on the platform of any social
media or digital intermediary to be fake or
objectionable or to be 'fake news', then the
agency can order its removal or ban. Should
it be so? Will this remain democratic
autonomy, because government agencies
have biases, but there is no neutral, original,
intellectual assessment to question any news
or analysis. If the government will question
the analysis itself, then what will happen to
the fundamental freedom of expression and
speech? If that is not freedom, then what is
the meaning of democracy? PIB itself has
been raising the flag of misinformation.
Accepting 'mistakes’', it has also been
withdrawing such information. Reports and
news related to many notices of many state
governments, police forces and intelligence
bureau are vivid examples of this. Above all
the PIB or any other agency is 'Government'
and their roles are fixed as per the
constitution. How can such agencies be
'editors'? According to the Constitution and
the Supreme Court, government agencies do
not have the authority to issue such orders.
Actually PIB has been terming any news,
post as 'fake and fake', but the amendment
draft of I'T Ministry seems to go beyond this.
If this draft is passed, it will allow the
government to order any digital entity,
component, platform etc. to remove fake
posts. There will be no forum for appeal,
redress, rectification or review for the same.
This is the suppression of freedom of
expression. Those who are preparing the
amendment draft and those who want to
implement it, they should think once what
should be the scope of amendment.
