There are still a few days left for the month
|lof February to end, but the weather has
started heating up. The average temperature
which used to be in the month of April, has
[now started heating up in February itself.
The mind starts getting scared just by
imagining how the heat and heat wave will
be in May-June.

In many areas of many states of the country,
the temperature has shot up to 38-40 degree
Celsius.

European countries
are relatively cold, so the practice of fan-AC
in their homes and workplaces is nominal,
but there have been so many changes in the
weather that now fans are being bought and
|installed.

Climate-change talk, concerns or warnings
are not limited to a few global forums. Now
|this change has also started unbalancing the
existence of man. Of course, serious efforts
are being made at the international level to
reduce carbon emissions and save the earth
through the environment, targets have also
been set, but the consequences of climate and
weather change are in front that February
litself has started heating up.

Since India is an agricultural country,

worried. If the temperature continues to rise,
not only wheat, but also barley and mustard
crops can be adversely affected. Wheat grain
can remain half-incomplete. Yellow rust
disease can also occur and there is a
possibility of reduction in production up to
15 percent. Wheat production was 106
million tonnes in March last year due to high
temperature.
This was the lowest production in 15 years,
as a result of which a ban had to be imposed
|on the export of wheat in May 2022. Under
Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojana, rice was distributed by reducing the
amount of wheat in the free food grains being
distributed to more than 81 crore people. By
the way, no clear crisis of wheat has come to
the fore.

This year, the Ministry of Agriculture
estimates that the wheat production could be
112 million tonnes. It is obvious that the total
production of the country will also be less.
Of course climate and weather changing
conditions can affect a lot.

If this trend continues every year and
February continues to heat up like this, then
the situation of food crisis can also arise,
because India is a country with a population
of more than 140 crores and food security
law is also in force. Experts of Agriculture
and Meteorological Departments are
reaching out to the common farmer and

advising him how to save the crops.

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First Dhoni now Harmanpreet, Indian
fans heart broken again in semi-final,
remembered 2019 World Cup semi-final

Team India's defeat was decided as soon as Harmanpreet was run out in the match against Australia and in the end
India lost the match by five runs. India's defeat brought back memories of the 2019 World Cup semi-final, when the
Indian team lost after Dhoni was run out. Team India suffered a five-run defeat in the semi- finals of the
Women's T20 World Cup between India and Australia. With this defeat, the Indian team is
out of the World Cup. In this match, Indian captain Harmanpreet Kaur was run

out on the score of 52 runs and from here India lost the match.

For
this reason, the Australian team got a great start and in the end, Renuka looted the runs and allowed Australia to
score 172 runs. Bad fielding sinks Lutia- The Indian team did a very poor fielding in this match, Meg Lanning missed
a simple catch in the ninth over when she was playing for one run. After this, wicketkeeper Richa Ghosh missed the
chance to stump him out. At this time she was batting on nine runs. In the end, Lanning scored an unbeaten 49 and
took Australia to a good score. Beth Mooney, who scored 32 runs, also got a lifeline and played a brilliant inning of 54
runs. India lost 10 to 12 runs during fielding and these runs proved to be the difference between victory and defeat.
Bowlers could not create pressure- In this match, India did not take any wicket in the powerplay and allowed a half-
century partnership for the first wicket. The first wicket fell on the score of 52 runs, but after that the bowlers could
not create pressure. Due to poor fielding, the Australian batsmen continued to build partnerships and put the team in
a better position. The Indian bowlers also failed to contain the runs in the death overs and the Australian team failed
to reach big scores. Top-order failure - India's U-19 team recently won the T20 World Cup and openers, including
Shafali Verma, were among the top run-getters, but she was dismissed for nine in a crucial match. Vice-captain Smriti
Mandhana was dismissed for two runs and Yastika Bhatia for four runs. Chasing 173, India lost three wickets for 28
runs.
