your tongue...
Congress spokesperson Pawan Khera was

dramatically arrested at the Delhi airport,

produced in the Dwarka court for transit

remand, but at the same time was granted

interim bail by the Supreme Court. The

reference was to insulting PM Modi's late

father by taking the wrong name. Assam

police had come till Delhi to arrest Pawan

Kheda. Kheda was taken off the plane in a

very dramatic manner. Then after the

announcement of the arrest, the Congress

leaders sat on a dharna near the runway

of the airport. However, this whirlwind has

not stopped yet, because profanity and use

of indecent language have become our

political culture. What is interesting and

questionable in this whole scenario is that

within a few minutes the Supreme Court

heard Kheda's case and also granted him

bail. More than 69,000 cases are still

pending in the apex court itself. A total of

about 7 crore cases are still pending in

various courts of the country. Don't know

how many ages pass by wearing slippers in

the courts and justice is not achieved till the

last breath.

Surely it is not just a question of the courts,

our entire system is riddled with holes from

which 'justice' oozes. Pawan Kheda proved

to be very fortunate and a very special

citizen that his freedom was protected

within minutes. Who listens to the common

citizen of the country! The top court had

refused to hear the case of cracks in houses

in Joshimath town and apprehensions of

their collapse and directed them to

approach the trial court. However, the relief

to Kheda has come with a warning from

the judicial bench. Whatever rhetoric he

made was not a slip of the tongue, as his

facial expressions were sarcastic, so his

intention is also understandable. Kheda

had uttered such a profanity that his lawyer

and Congress Rajya Sabha MP Abhishek

Manu Singhvi did not even think it ethical

to repeat those words in front of the court.

The judges heard the audio and understood

the matter. Kheda's counsel assured the

court that his client had apologized earlier

as well and was ready to tender an

unconditional apology even now. The

lawyer definitely said that such words

should not have been spoken. The court

warned Kheda that the rhetoric and

conversation should be level.

This warning of the apex court is also for

our entire political fraternity – 'Leaders!

Speak carefully!' This warning began to fall

into disfavor only after Kheda's release,

because Congress President Mallikarjun

Kharge himself termed the Supreme

Court's order as a 'slap' on the government.

After that party spokespersons were seen

crossing the limits of profanity on TV

channels. Gritting his teeth, he kept arguing

that Modi has said so many objectionable

words about the Nehru-Gandhi family, but

no case has been registered against him.

Even in the Parliament, indecent language

was used, but they were never criticized.

However, in the current context, a slogan

of the crowd has been issued from the

official Twitter handle of the Congress -

'Modi teri kabr khudegi'. The question is,

has the politics of protest got any license for

'bad-mouthing'? Now what will the

Supreme Court say and what action can it

take? Leaders who personally attack Prime

Minister Modi in Congress are rewarded.

Now Pawan Kheda can also be made a big

leader. Congress spokespersons are even

calling the Prime Minister a 'serial offender'

(serial killer) on the public media. Who can

shut his mouth? In our country, one leader

often indulges in abusing while degrading

another leader. It seems like there is no issue

other than this. Issues related to the public

should be resolved.
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Population: To take advantage of the maximum

population, there is a need to connect the backward

sections with the mainstream of development.
We may be ahead of China and America in terms of demographic dividend, but in terms of overall development, our position is far from

satisfactory. These days it is very common to discuss that even before the end of the year 2023, India's population will be the largest in the

world. However, on the basis of various global reports, it is believed that at present the population of India is at an initial level above 140

crores. Significantly, these days we are preparing the Amrit Mahotsav of Independence. The growth rate of population in India was

about six percent in the year 1950, which was around 3.4 percent in 1992 and now it is around two percent. It is clear

from this that the population grew at a rapid pace in the initial years after independence, but in the last

two-three decades its rate of growth is quite controlled. However, the population of entire Europe is

around 75 crores, whereas the population of entire North and South American continent is

only half of that of India. According to the global research company Pew

Research, for the coming 40 years, the age group (25 to 65 years) will

be the largest contributor to the world's largest labor force

and economic growth in the world in terms of

c o l l e c t i v e productivity. This makes

it clear that in the coming

t i m e s , India will take a big

lead on the front of economic

d e v e l o p m e n t ,

b e c a u s e about 43 percent of

t h e population will be

below 25 years of age and 50

percent of the population will

be in the age group of 25

years to 65 years, And only seven

percent of the population will be

over 65 years old. That is, for the next three to

four decades, the number of earners in India will be

more and the number of dependents will be less. At the same

time, the population above 65 years is 14 percent in China and 18 percent in

America and it is going to be around 30 percent by the next decade. According to reports,

in view of the economic development in both China and America, the ratio of demographic dividend

is going to fall rapidly in the coming times, whereas in this context, India will emerge strongly on the global

stage. The average age in India is 28 years, while it is 39 years in China and 38 years in America. In the coming time,

when it will be officially announced that India has become the most populous country in the world, the Indian society will focus

on it. It will not be proud, rather it will emerge as a cause of concern. This will spell trouble for lower middle class families and middle class

families. The reason for this is that even though India is the fifth largest economy in the world today, a large section of the society is not

included in the mainstream of economic development. Economic disparity is the biggest problem for Indian democracy today, whose diagnosis

is nowhere visible in economic policies. It is believed that due to the reins of the economy being indirectly in the hands of the private sector,

the gap between poverty and richness will increase rapidly in the coming times. Unemployment has become a continuous problem and it is

not being solved. Having become the world's most populous country at the initial level, we are definitely ahead in demographic dividend

compared to China and America (which are our upcoming challenges on the economic footing). But the reality is also that today our

educational system is not seen in a developed form at the global level. How India's young population, which has not been able to get quality

education, will be able to beat India in comparison to developed countries, it is a matter of deep thinking. Obviously, change in economic

policies should start immediately and it should be done in the early stages. The focus should be on the upliftment of the rural economy from

the very beginning, so that the backward sections of the society can join the mainstream of economic development at the earliest. Otherwise,

this huge population will become an indicator of our economic plight in the coming years.

Alarm bells ringing in Punjab,

surrender of police in front of

anarchy is beyond comprehension
The way the Punjab Police looked helpless in front of the anarchy of the Khalistan supporters who came to the Ajnala police station in

Punjab to release one of their comrades, reminded of the days when Khalistani terrorism was at its peak. Several Punjab Police constables

were seriously injured in the attack by these Khalistani sympathizers and yet the police officials agreed to release the man who was arrested

for kidnapping and assault.

The Hon'ble Government should know that the way

the law and order situation is being challenged

in the state, investors are already turning away from

Punjab. Active Khalistan supporters in Punjab are

on the one hand challenging the law and

order, on the other hand the drug peddlers are also

running rampant. Due to all this, Punjab is becoming

an empty slogan. For a long time, the activism of

Khalistan supporters is increasing in Punjab, but

the state government is not showing the will to rein

them.
