Under

Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna

Yojana, rice was distributed by reducing

the amount of wheat in the free food grains

being distributed to more than 81 crore

people.

By the way, no clear crisis of wheat has

come to the fore. This year, the Ministry of

Agriculture estimates that the wheat

production could be 112 million tonnes. It

is obvious that the total production of the

country will also be less. Of course climate

and weather changing conditions can affect

a lot.

 If this trend continues every year and

February continues to heat up like this, then

the situation of food crisis can also arise,

because India is a country with a population

of more than 140 crores and food security

law is also in force.

Ajay Banga is set to become the head of the World Bank!

Know why American is elected president every time
All the 13 presidents of the World Bank so far have been American citizens. The only exception is Bulgarian national Kristalina Georgieva,

who served as the acting President of the World Bank in 2019. This connection between the United States and the presidency of the World

Bank is no coincidence. Indian-American executive Ajay Banga has been nominated by US President Joe Biden to be the new President of

the World Bank. His election to the post would be a mere formality as the presidency has traditionally remained with the US. All the 13

presidents of the World Bank so far have been American citizens. The only exception is Bulgarian national

Kristalina Georgieva, who served as the acting President of the World Bank in 2019. This connection between

the United States and the presidency of the World Bank is no coincidence. America is the largest shareholder in

the bank. It has the largest stake of 16.35 per cent in the World Bank and more than 15 per cent votes. The United

States is also the only country with veto power over certain changes to the bank's structure. A report in 'The

Wall Street Journal' states that the US dominance over the World Bank has been used by the US to advance

US economic interests, power and development priorities around the world. In fact, America did not get

any challenge for the presidency till 2011. The World Bank system was then changed to a "Transparent, Merit-Based Process". The era of

American dominance has started since the establishment of the World Bank. The origin of the World Bank is another reason for the

dominance of the United States over it. The World Bank was established at the end of World War II. European economies were devastated

during that time but America emerged as an economic powerhouse. At that time Washington DC bought the most shares of the World Bank.

The US took control of 35.07 percent of the voting rights and invested heavily in the bank. In its early years, the World Bank focused on the

reconstruction of Western Europe. America, which had largely escaped the tragedy of the war, was in a position to play the role of a leader.

On the other hand, according to an informal agreement, the Europeans chose to lead the International Monetary Fund. It was also established

along with the World Bank. All managing directors of the IMF have been Europeans. # How is the President of the World Bank elected?- In

the World Bank, decisions are taken on the basis of a weighted system of voting. All member nations receive share votes (one vote for each

share of the Bank's capital stock held on behalf of the member nation) and votes consisting of basic votes.out of equal distribution among all

the members, is 5.55 per cent of the aggregate of the voting power of the members.
