Falling growth rate
In the third quarter of the financial year

2022-23, October-December, our GDP

growth rate has come down to 4.4 per cent.

The growth rate had jumped to 13.2 per cent

in the first quarter, April-June, and 6.3 per

cent in the second quarter, July-September.

Based on them, it was estimated that the

average growth rate during the current

financial year could be around 7 per cent,

but to touch that level now, the rate should

be more or less 5.1 per cent in the last

quarter, January-March. The red signals

are that economists estimate that the growth

rate in the last quarter could be close to 4

per cent. This does not mean that after

recovering our economy has again reached

the state of diving. Internationally, India's

growth rate is still in a much better position

than countries like America, Germany,

France, Japan etc. We are almost at par with

China, but private consumption demand,

government spending, exports and

manufacturing declined during the third

quarter, as a result of which the growth rate

has also been affected. The purchasing

power of the people has decreased, so the

demand has decreased. Demand and

consumption are complementary to each

other. If the demand is less, then the factories

will also reduce the production. As a result,

employment will also be affected. A decline

of 1.1 per cent has been registered in the

manufacturing sector, while this rate was

11.2 per cent in the same quarter last year.

Manufacturing is a very important

component of GDP, as it is one of the largest

employment generating sectors. Private

consumption of the people has decreased by

2.1 percent, while government consumption

expenditure has also decreased by 1.0

percent and net exports have also been

reduced by 6.7 percent.

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Weather: Heat may increase

under the effect of El Nino
NOAA estimates that El Niño conditions may form this year. This will not only increase the heat, it can also affect the monsoon. After nine

years of continuous good monsoon in the country, now once again the conditions of 'El Nino' are being created. Due to this, the summer

season in the country may remain dry and extremely hot this year. For this reason, more heat waves have also been predicted

this year. But the worse news may be that due to the effect of El Nino, the monsoon may be spoiled. According to

the latest forecast by the US weather agency 'National Oceanic and Atmospheric

Administration' (NOAA), El Nino conditions may prevail between May

and July this year and this may have an impact on the upcoming

monsoon as well. In fact, this time in February, without

realizing spring, the weather increased day by day and the

country's north-west, central and west India to Delhi, Uttar

Pradesh, Haryana, Punjab, Rajasthan, Gujarat,

Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra Conditions like 'heat

wave' are being created in the states. A heat wave alert is

triggered when the maximum temperature in plains

exceeds 40 °C or more, while in hilly regions the maximum

temperature exceeds 30 °C and in coastal areas it exceeds 37

°C. From this it seems that the conditions of the year 1998

can be created here. In 1998, India received 90.6 per cent

rainfall, ie 9.4 per cent less than normal. When it is less than

10 percent of normal, it is declared as a 'mild drought' year

in the definition of meteorology. According to the

American Geoscience Institute, El Niño (and likewise La Niño) is related to

periodic changes in sea surface temperatures in the Pacific Ocean. El Niño is a cyclical

environmental condition that begins in the equatorial region of the Pacific Ocean. Simply put, El Nino is a

natural phenomenon in which warm water from the Pacific Ocean spreads to North and South America and then increases

the temperature all over the world. The most visible effect of El Nino is on the rainfall pattern. India's monsoon rains are also unable to

survive its effect and because of this the rainfall is less. In this, the probability of normal rain is only up to 10 percent. Similar effect can also

happen in Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines and surrounding areas. Even in developing countries like India, almost all agriculture is dependent

on rain. Due to less rains and less crop production, food problems may arise in front of a large section. In the poor countries of the continent

of Africa, the situation can be even worse. Significantly, since last year the world is troubled by the problem of inflation. In the year 2023, the

World Economic Forum has predicted a decline in inflation from 8.8 percent to 6.5 percent, but if the effect of El Niño is formed, then water

can turn on this estimate and most of the world's regions can again get caught in the vicious cycle of inflation. Are. However, El Niño does not

prove that drought will occur, because 40 percent of El Niños did not result in drought. There have been 10 such occasions in India since

1951, when El Nino caused drought. While there were many El Niños even when there was no drought. Many times such drought conditions

were also created, due to which El Nino was not the reason. 10 per cent less rainfall than normal is mild drought, 15 to 20 per cent less than

normal, moderate drought and less than 20 per cent severe drought. The worst El Nino in India was in 1972, when it received 24 per cent less

rainfall than normal. After this, in 2009, when there was 22 percent less rainfall.

CSR spending: Fund distribution uneven, country

needs new CSR monitoring policy
In the period from 2014 to 2021, Rs 126938 crore was collected under this law, which was released from public sector companies apart from

private industrial houses. Obviously, this amount of more than 1.25 lakh crore has been spent in the prescribed areas like education, health,

culture, basic development, nutrition, rural development, social justice. The need for analysis and policy change of this money expenditure

is being felt at this time because the distribution of this amount in the country is unequal. India is the only country in the world where CSR

i.e. Corporate Social Responsibility has been made mandatory by law. This law makes provisions for spending some part of the profit

earned from business activities socially. This law is applicable from 01 April 2014. Today, nearly a decade later, there is a need to reflect on

this law and the experiences of its implementation. This law stands on the foundation of our thousand years old philosophy of life where

charity and philanthropy have been aimed at ensuring opportunities for growth and flourishing to the genuine needy of the society. The

CSR law does not apply only to Indian companies, but it applies to all foreign companies that operate in India. As per the law, a company

with an annual net worth of Rs 500 crores or an annual income of Rs 1000 crores or an annual profit of Rs 5 crores is required to spend on

CSR. This expenditure should be at least two percent of their average profit of 3 years. In the period from 2014 to 2021, Rs 126938 crore was

collected under this law, which was released from private industrial houses and public sector companies. Obviously, this amount of more

than 1.25 lakh crore has been spent in the prescribed areas like education, health, culture, basic development, nutrition, rural development,

social justice. The need for analysis and policy change of this money expenditure is being felt at this time because the distribution of this

amount in the country is unequal. Are the real needy people getting the benefits? - Relatively more real needy areas are not getting any

special benefit from this. No doubt the law gives priority to local areas of industrial units for spending this amount but it is also a fact that the

pace of overall development in India is very uneven geographically. States like Maharashtra, Gujarat, Karnataka, Telangana, Andhra

Pradesh, Haryana are still ahead of other states in North India on almost all indicators of development. CSR funding figures seem to be

increasing rather than reducing this uneven development. are coming 40% of the total CSR amount spent so far has been spent in only

seven states. If pan India i.e. countrywide allotment is also added to this, then this figure goes up to 60. According to official figures, Delhi has

spent Rs 4023 crore, Maharashtra 18605, Gujarat 6221, Karnataka 7160, Tamil Nadu 5437, Andhra Pradesh 5100 and Telangana Rs 2500

crore under CSR since 2014. These are the states where along with industrial development, other indicators including human standard of

living are better than other states of the country. The total population of these states is also not the same in proportion to the expenditure. In

the states of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Orissa or the North East, the need for investment from basic development

to social is still high, but the fact is that Uttar Pradesh with a population of 22 crores has a population of half that of Gujarat i.e. 3288 crores.

Only funds could be found. Similarly, in Bihar this figure has been reduced to only 691 crores. More or less MP 1149, Chhattisgarh 1385,

Bengal 2487, Jharkhand this figure is only 873 crores. Obviously, big industrial houses or companies in the service sector first increase the

availability of local employment with the establishment of their units in already developed states and then also spend a large amount of CSR

at the local level. On the other hand states like UP, Bihar, MP are not able to bring industrial investment for the state after lakhs of efforts,

in this case these states have to depend on the all India allocation of this quota for CSR which is very less. Research and development also

included - The government has made some amendments and added research and development to the CSR head, but no concrete work is

visible in this direction. Another discrepancy is that big industrial houses have set up NGOs and trusts with their influence, in which

universities, hospitals and skill development centers are also being run. It is just a diversion of money in a way. The government would be

better off ensuring some major fundamental changes for CSR. For example, so far 75 percent of the total money has been spent on education,

health and poverty, in these three areas all the governments are also spending money like water for the last 75 years. The expenditure of

CSR funds in these areas actually seems to be duplicative. It would be good if a regulatory body is set up for CSR and the CSR amount

across the country is compiled at one place. For the expenditure of this amount, an expert panel should be formed consisting of public

representatives, civil society and officers. Apart from equal distribution of funds, this regulatory system should ensure creation of such

infrastructure from CSR which proves the merit. his direction, then undoubtedly the concrete results for which the CSR law has been made

will prove to be beneficial for the country. Rather, the current experience is proving a large amount of misuse of this fund, fraudulent

appropriation and serving the interests of discredited NGOs. According to a data from the Ministry of Corporate Affairs, 60 per cent of the

total CSR funds have been spent through implementing agencies ie NGOs. Presently, CSR Registry has 38199 registrations of working

agencies. It is worth noting that no data is condensed with the Central Government at the State/Union level of the working agencies, that is,

by which NGOs this huge amount is being spent, the certified accounting of the Corporate Affairs Ministry does not have.

Taking a total of 11 wickets in the match, he broke the 15-

year-old record of former India captain Anil Kumble. Lyon became the highest wicket-taker

in Test matches between India and Australia.

Kumble took 111 wickets in 20 Test matches between India and Australia between 1996 and

2008. Lyon has taken 113 wickets in 25 Tests. Ravichandran Ashwin can leave him behind.

Ashwin has taken 106 wickets in 21 Tests. Most wickets in Jadeja's name in the current

series - Nathan Lyon has taken 19 wickets in the current series. Ravindra Jadeja is ahead of

him. Jadeja has taken 21 wickets. Ashwin has 17 wickets in his account. Jadeja and Ashwin

will have a chance to bowl in the third Test. Jadeja will have a chance to increase the difference

of wickets. At the same time, Ashwin will be eyeing to leave Lyon behind. What happened so

far in the Indore Test? - Indian captain Rohit Sharma won the toss and decided to bat first.

Team India was reduced to 109 runs in the first innings. Australia scored 197 runs in their

first innings.
