When he got a chance to debut in films
through classic directors like Shekhar
Kapur, Shyam Benegal and Kundan Shah,
he became the common face Satish Kaushik.
On this Holi, we saw him celebrating with
old friends, enjoying, playing with colors and
dancing a bit.

A day before, he also played Holi at
Javed Akhtar-Shabana Azmi's house in
Mumbai. He was a very positive and
optimistic person — a friend of friends. He
was serious till the bottomless depths, but we
have never seen him sad. He did not even
realize that death was slipping closer to him
with silent steps.
Holi festival was full of colors and laughter,
but the night brought darkness in life.
Suddenly within a few minutes he became a
'stone', a lifeless idol. Couldn't even reach
the doctors of the hospital. Today Satish
Kaushik is not among us.
Full stop. His close friends—Anupam Kher
and Anil Kapoor—feel a part of him gone.
He became disabled. Satish Kaushik became
'History of the Past' by merging with
Panchatattva, but according to our thinking,
we do not consider him as departed. His
directorial film 'Kaagaz' is yet to come. He is
to be seen in the role of Babu Jagjivan Ram
in Kangana Ranaut's film 'Emergency'. He
will be seen walking on the screen, so who
would believe that he is dead! He did
'Calendar' in 'Mr India', 'Pappu Pager' in
'Deewana-Mastana’', 'Sharafat Ali' in 'Bade
Miyan, Chhote Miyan', 'Panipuri Sharma'
in 'Andaz' and 'Hum Aapke Dil Mein Rehte
Hain'."'

Farmer's son became India's super
batter, scored 6 centuries in 90 days

The record of scoring the most centuries in the year 2023 is also in the name of Shubman. He has scored 5 centuries so far this year. Players
like Virat Kohli, Rohit Sharma, Jason Roy, Usman Khawaja, David Malan are behind him. Team India has got a new super batter. This
batsman is the rising star of the Indian cricket team, Shubman Gill. Shubman has beaten his talent by scoring his sixth century in 90 days
in the fourth Test of the Border-Gavaskar Trophy against Australia at the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad. This is the second
century of his Test career. Shubman is only 23 years old and he is one of the few players who have scored centuries in all the current formats
of cricket. He is also the fourth Indian batsman to score a century in all formats in a calendar year. Shubman has scored two centuries in Test
cricket, 4 in ODIs and one in T20. Shubman became a cricketer, this dream was seen by his farmer father Lakhwinder Singh. Lakhwinder
used to do farming in a village in Fazilka district of Punjab. Father's passion for making Shubman a cricketer was such that he had made
a cricket ground in the fields itself. He used to give a reward of 100 rupees to the child who dismissed Shubman. Son could become a
professional cricketer, so Lakhwinder Singh left the village and came to Mohali. For a few days, Shubman took cricket coaching in the
school itself and after that his father got him admitted in the Punjab Cricket Association Academy. Shubman's name is also a triple century
- Shubman has been devoted to cricket since childhood. In the year 2018, when Team India won the Under-19 World Cup, he was the Vice
Captain of the team. Before that in 2017, he had made his Ranji Trophy debut for Punjab. He scored a century in the second Ranji match.
In the Punjab Inter-District Under-16 tournament in 2014, Shubman played a mammoth inning of 351 and put on 587 runs for the first
wicket with Nirmal Singh. He has also scored a double century for Punjab in the Vijay Merchant Trophy. Shubman has also been a part of
the National Under-19 team and scored 351 runs in four innings in the Youth ODI series against England and was the man of the series.
Talking about Shubman's last 10 innings, apart from scoring 128 runs in the first innings of the ongoing Test match in Ahmedabad, 126 not
out in T20 match against New Zealand in Ahmedabad itself, 112 runs against New Zealand in Indore ODI, New Zealand's He has scored
208 runs in ODI against Hyderabad and 116 runs in ODI against Sri Lanka in Thiruvananthapuram. He scored an inning of 70 runs in the
ODI against Sri Lanka in Guwahati. He has become such a run machine that the opponents are unable to stop him. Talking about Shubman's
cricket career, he has scored 762 runs in 14 matches in Tests and has scored a century in the 15th match. He also has the best score in ODI
cricket. Has 1254 runs in 21 matches, with 4 centuries, 5 fifties and a maximum of 208 runs. He has scored 202 runs in 6 matches of T20 and
126 not out is the maximum score. Shubman Gill is the fourth Indian batsman to score a century in all formats in a calendar year. Before
him, this charisma has been done in Suresh Raina (2010), KL. Rahul (2016), Rohit Sharma (2017). Most centuries this year — The record of
scoring most centuries in the year 2023 is still in the name of Shubman. He has scored 5 centuries so far this year. Players like Virat Kohli,
Rohit Sharma, Jason Roy, Usman Khawaja, David Malan are behind him. Just 23 years old, Shubman has a long career ahead of him. If
his rhythm continues, he will join the ranks of great cricketers like Sachin Tendulkar, Virat Kohli and break their records as well. Coming
from a farming family, Shubman is still interested in farming.

Goodbye Satish Kaushik: Behind the
cheerful face resided an emotional person

The last time I met him was under the office of producer Jayanti Lal Gada. He was sitting in a car which was gifted to Gada by his son. He
met with the same warmth. After that we never met. May you find peace wherever you are. Actor, director Satish Kaushik is no more with
us. He was 66 years old. He has gone from our midst, I cannot believe it. Always full of enthusiasm and making others laugh. My memories
of Satish go back a long time. It is about the year 1982. I had then become an assistant to the famous director Shyam Benegal. My first film
as an assistant director was Mandi. The shooting of this film was to go on continuously for two months in a small town near Hyderabad. The
entire film unit left for their destination in a second class bogie of the train, which was reserved for us only. I did not recognize any of the
passengers who were with me. Till then I had never come across anyone I didn't like or didn't get along with. Call it my stupidity, I was
assuming that everyone will like me and my track will sit easily with everyone. Before leaving for the journey, mother had packed a lot of
homemade sweets with my luggage so that her beloved would never go hungry. When the train started moving, my mind also started
moving. I started thinking that I meet everyone, introduce myself and the excuse I found for this was to distribute homemade sweets among
them as my own. But, the matter did not accumulate much. The sweetness of my intimacy could not make the syrup of relationships. But,
two people turned out to be exceptions in this whole circle. These were Satish Kaushik and Ila Arun. I can never forget the warmth and
affection of these two. In a way, without expressing it, I got such assurance that my journey would pass smoothly. However, many such
things happened in this journey which even if I want to forget, I cannot forget. When the shooting started, the atmosphere got worse. Only
the women knew what roles they had to play. Shyam Babu had not told anything about this to the men. The result was that everyone started
trying to impress him. The opportunity to eat would have turned into a court and Shyam Babu would have become 'Maharaja'. And, like
courtiers, all the male artists would get involved in her presence. In a way, a different spectacle would go on. Someone sang a song, someone
copied someone. One recited poetry as well, but I liked Satish Kaushik the most. Satish was an amazing artist - he copied the train. He
recounted our entire journey from beginning to end, making a characteristic patak sound. It was very original and innovative too. However,
all this could not translate into their characters and the mouths of these actors kept getting bigger and bigger day by day. On the other hand,
Satish Kaushik had kidney problem and returned from there without shooting for a single day. But, Satish Kaushik's artwork had left its
mark in Shyam Babu's mind. He gave Satish the role of a sycophantic government officer in his film 'Susman'. Satish was a wonderful artist.
I got to know him a little more closely in those days and also came to know that a very serious but emotional person is hidden inside this
person who always makes others laugh. The last time I met him was under the office of producer Jayanti Lal Gada. He was sitting in a car
which was gifted to Gada by his son. He met with the same warmth. And, after that we never met. May you rest in peace, Satish. You will
always be greatly missed.
