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Scenario: Need to invest in youth,

need to enhance digital skills
According to the latest NSSO survey, a large number of rural youth still do not know how to send emails with attached files, even though it

is a basic digital skill. There is a need to enhance digital skills to take advantage of the demographic dividend. Ahead of the 2024 Lok Sabha

elections, we are hearing a lot about India's important role in the rapidly changing new world order. We'll also be hearing a lot about the

potential demographic dividend. India with its young population is on track to become the fastest growing major economy in the coming

years, while China with its aging population is expected to see slower growth after years of rapid expansion. Undoubtedly, India's young

population provides a vast window of opportunities. But there are some stark truths that we cannot ignore – having a large young population

does not necessarily bring us demographic dividend. For this we need to invest in our youth. The digital divide is one of the most pressing

issues in our country and this divide can be seen between people living in cities and villages, between men and women, and in information

and communication technology (ICT) skills in different regions of the country. Is. As part of the process of monitoring the Sustainable

Development Goals (SDGs), the National Sample Survey Office (NSSO) conducted a multi-indicator survey among 2,76,409 Indian households

between January 2020 and August 2021. In that recently released survey report, interesting figures have been given on many issues. Here

are some facts on youth aged 15 to 24, who reported ICT skills potential. Overall, the NSSO survey suggests that a large proportion of our

youth are not ready to work or study online, despite well-intentioned schemes by the government. Take just one of the nine questions asked

to assess computer skills, only about 27 per cent of people aged 15-24 can send emails with attached files, a basic skill in the modern world.

But when you look at the disparities within countries, the situation becomes even more dire. The figure for rural women in the same age

group is 15.9 per cent, while for urban women the figure is 43.3 per cent. Rural and urban men are far better in this regard than rural and

urban women. The urban-rural or gender-gender divide is not the only point of inequality. If you look at the report in totality, there are

tables that reveal huge differences between states. In Kerala, 73.5% of rural males between the ages of 15 and 24 use attached files (such as

documents, images and videos). ) know how to send email with. In Assam, this figure is 14.4%; In Uttar Pradesh it is 13.2 percent, while in

Tamil Nadu this figure is 49.9 percent. 76% of urban males aged 15 to 24 can send email with attached files; In Uttar Pradesh this figure is

35 per cent, while in Tamil Nadu this figure is 69.6 per cent. The situation for young girls aged 15-24 in rural India shows huge disparities –

74.1% of young girls in Kerala can send an email with an attached file. If we compare this with rural Assam, then this figure is only 9.7 per

cent there. The NSSO survey also provides several other indicators. All this shows that equal opportunity is not available to all the youth.

And this will be reflected in the opportunities they can take advantage of in the world of work. Many reasons account for this. Not every

household in poorer states has a computer or more than one cellphone, and access to these devices may be one reason for the wide disparities

in ICT skills among Indian youth. There is also a huge divide in access to education. These latest NSSO figures give official acknowledgment

of the need to bridge the gap. But this problem has been flagged earlier also. The year 2022 report by Anirban Sharma and Chandola Basu

of a leading think tank The Observer Research Foundation has acknowledged the initiatives taken by the Government of India's flagship

program Digital India Mission for digital transformation and the employment of youth in the IT/ITES sector. Necessary skill training has

been provided to take advantage of the opportunities. But it has also highlighted some major challenges. The Foundation's report states that

'companies have expressed concern about a growing gap in the skills required of workers. In 2020, Indian companies cited skills shortage as

their biggest constraint, accounting for 34 per cent of the challenges they felt. In the year 2022, it increased to 60 percent. For example, a

Gartner study found that the Indian IT industry now sees talent shortage as the most important barrier (65%) to the adoption of emerging

technologies, while demand is expected to grow twentyfold after 2024. Is. The report stresses the need to urgently close the digital skills gap.

The India Skills Report, 2022 states that only 48.7 per cent of India's educated youth are employable. Clearly, if India is to realize its

potential, more steps must be taken to address these gaps in the country's skills ecosystem. But it also needs to be emphasized that various

ICT skills come on top of basic education. OfJust having a phone does not provide the ICT skills that are in demand in the working world.

If young boys drop out of school, they will be left behind in every way, including ICT. The wide gap in ICT skills among youth in different

partas of the country also reflects the gap in education. This picture must be changed.

Dr. Ved Pratap Vaidik Smriti Shesh: Sudden

demise of the most 'young and old' journalist
Be it small or big, he used to meet everyone easily. He was a source of inspiration for young journalists, and he always had a sense of

friendship for his contemporaries. I met Ved Pratap Vaidik ji for the first time when I started working as a sub editor in Navbharat Times,

it would be in 1985. Although I was familiar with his personality because of his name and his language movement socialist ideas. Soon my

acquaintance turned into intimacy. The movement to abolish the compulsion of English in the Union Public Service Commission examinations

and to conduct them in all the Indian languages included in the Eighth List of the Constitution including Hindi. When the dharna and fast

started, my closeness with Vaidik ji increased further. However, then he left Navbharat Times and became the editor of Hindi news agency

Bhasha. After this, we were continuously together in the struggle against issues like language indigenous and religious hypocrisy, communalism,

casteism. Vaidik ji used to actively participate in all the campaigns and movements run by Swami Agnivesh and Kailash Satyarthi and I used

to join them as a journalist. The understanding of international issues was wonderful - my meeting and dialogue with Vaidik ji remained

continuous. Everyone was impressed by his international understanding and contacts. He had a direct relationship with every big politician

of the country and abroad. He was very outspoken in his writing and speech. He never made any deal or agreement with the power or the

government. The issues and values he fought for he followed throughout his life. Seniority of age, position and experience never dominated

him. Be it small or big, he used to meet everyone with ease. He was a source of inspiration for young journalists, and he always had a sense

of friendship for his contemporaries. "Na kahu sun dosti na kahu sun war" was the basic mantra of his life. His meeting with terrorist

organization Lashkar-e-Taiba chief Hafiz Saeed became very popular. He received both praise and criticism but he remained undeterred

and stuck to his word. Ved Pratap Vedik was unique in many respects and even in the fourth quarter of his life, his activism was more than

any youth. In this context, he can be considered as the youngest elderly journalist of Indian journalism at present. In the sudden demise of

Ved Pratap Vaidik, the pinnacle of journalism, the country has lost an elderly but extremely active journalist and social worker.

Fight against pollution, activism will have to be shown

throughout the year to deal with it
The central government may claim that the air of the cities included in the National Clean Air Program has become cleaner, but on the one

hand, this improvement is minor and on the other, the air quality in many cities has already deteriorated. The government cannot be

satisfied with the National Clean Air Program because many cities of the country are included in the list of polluted cities around the world.

According to a report by IQ Air, a Swiss organization, India is at number eight among the most polluted countries in the world. In this

report released under the name World Air Quality, it has been told that 65 of the world's top 100 polluted cities are from India. Similarly, in

the list of first ten polluted cities, six are from India. These include Delhi as well, where several agencies are active simultaneously to control

pollution. After all, how can the government claim any kind of success regarding the National Clean Air Program? Whatever the statistics

of this program say, it cannot be ignored that air quality in cities suffering from air pollution is good for only a few days in a year. Most of the

time, the level of air quality in them remains worrying. It is high time that the National Clean Air Program is reviewed from the end. Along

with this, it also has to be seen that what are the causes of air pollution and whether they are being redressed properly or not? Some of these

factors are well known, such as vehicular emissions and dust from roads and construction sites. Apart from this, there are some local

reasons in different cities, such as the smoke produced by burning garbage, the use of generators or coal-fired power stations. Only the

municipal bodies can solve these reasons properly, but generally they neither have any solid action plan nor willpower to fight pollution. The

state governments are responsible for the lack of will. It is clear that the central government will have to put pressure on the state governments

to enable their municipal bodies to deal with air pollution. If the National Clean Air Program is to be successful, active participation of the

municipal bodies is necessary in it. It should also be understood that to deal with pollution, action has to be taken throughout the year and

not when it becomes dangerous. Seriousness should not be shown in fighting air pollution only because it affects the image of the country,

but also because it is proving to be dangerous for health.
