The question arose from the utility of the

Janmanch and politics was also spread in its

chessboard. On the pretext of Vidhan Sabha

session, Janmanch once again entered the

stage of politics. If there was an analysis of

the common man's questions somewhere

away from the political contest in favor and

against it, then the system would have been

correct. Complaints need a mike or

governments should have complaint ears that

ring the stage instead of the process.

Undoubtedly, 39726 complaints were raised

on Jan Manch in the figures, but this also

gave good governance an excuse to hide its

face. If the resolution of so many complaints

is showing the relevance of Janmanch or

proving that the offices are failing in routine,

then it is not the efficiency of the system. If

we do not consider Jan Manch as the right

option, then we cannot support similar

platforms in future also. Here the question

is not about the way of catching the ear, nor

will it be a competition on the forums that

which government caught the ear from

where, but the basic question is to change

the tradition of government work culture or

to see where there is a difference in

coordination and public hearing. There are

holes in Whether it is Jan Manch or any

other similar complaint forum may be

established tomorrow, they will continue to

be only political theater in their presentation.

We have seen some ministers in the past on

the public forums only kicking the officials,

while neither the actions resulted in change

in the system nor the permanent creativity

of the solutions developed. The wonder is

that even if the complaint is staged on the

folk character, then there will be only

gimmick in the notes of the atmosphere.

There should be a debate on whether we can

connect good governance with the people's

stage or alert every office. There are many

departments which have to remain active

round the clock, so will their character and

face change due to a few public forums. Jan

Manch has neither been a daily activity nor

the meaningfulness of the reactions gathered

in it has come to the fore. If the routine tasks

of the office get into the habit of being staged,

then the work culture will only be staged and

it started happening when documents like

some certificates or licenses were also

publicly distributed. In the presence of the

government, Jan Manch may choose

political benefits in the heritage of high

addresses, but the originality, transparency,

honesty and purity of the administration

cannot be judged by this. Good governance

will be stamped when the goals of the

departments are fulfilled under their

responsibility. To identify good governance,

one has to get off the stage and see the field

so that it can be known what is the quality

of the works of the Public Works

Department.

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Pahal: Big step in linguistic translation of technology,

significant change expected from Udaan project
IIT Bombay's UDAN project on technical textbook translation can bring a sea change in the way higher education is accessible. The world

knows Lal Bahadur Shastri only for the slogan 'Jai Jawan, Jai Kisan', India's proud victory over Pakistan and the Green Revolution. Very

few people know that Shastri ji had also dreamed of bringing the education system in Indian languages in independent India. Not only this,

he inspired Daulat Singh Kothari for this. Daulat Singh Kothari was the chairman of the Kothari Commission which gave its report in

independent India regarding Indianness in education and teaching in Indian contexts. In the same period, Shastriji had entrusted another

important responsibility to Kothari. Daulat Singh Kothari also fulfilled that responsibility of bringing knowledge-science and technology

information into Indian languages and preparing a dictionary of Indian languages for them. But that was not enough. Now, through the

project that IIT Bombay has made, it can be said that not only Shastri ji's dream is going to be fulfilled, but there is going to be an

uninterrupted supply of western and modern knowledge-science books in Indian languages. This project of IIT Mumbai is Udaan, which

has started becoming a ground reality after a long effort of seven years. Through this, many technical books have started being translated.

IIT Mumbai also put up a stall of the Udaan project at the Delhi Book Fair that ended on February 27. Under this project, the translation

of technical knowledge and science books available in English has started. This translation is currently available in Hindi, Marathi, Telugu,

Kannada, Malayalam, Tamil, Gujarati, Oriya and Bengali. Through this project available online on the Internet, translation from Indian

languages to English can also be done. In recent times, some state governments including Madhya Pradesh have started engineering and

medical studies in Hindi. The major challenge facing the study of technical subjects in Indian languages including Hindi is that modern

technical knowledge-science books are not available. Suddenly, after studying up to twelfth standard in Hindi medium, after passing the

entrance examination of engineering or medical, they go to study, then due to non-availability of Hindi or Indian language medium books,

the challenge in front of them increases. In this tension many times the precious life takes the path of suicide. Ayush Maheshwari, who is

working as a PhD researcher in the project of EIT Mumbai, says that the Kerala government has given recognition to the translation

project from English to Malayalam in a way. The Government of Kerala has entrusted the work of translation of more than 80 technical

and medical books to Project Udaan. The beginning of the Udaan project started seven years ago. It is the brainchild of Professor Ganesh

Ramakrishnan of IIT Mumbai. Mumbai industrialist Ganesh Arnal played a big role in motivating him for this project. I had met Arnal at

a book fair. During this meeting, Ganesh Arnal had said that then he had also proposed to provide financial support for this project from

his name sign Professor Ganesh. According to Praveen Ingale and Ayush Maheshwari associated with this project, only technical books are

translated better through Udaan project. This project is not that successful in the translation of literary works. According to Ayush

Maheshwari, Professor Ganesh noticed that Japan has received about a dozen Nobel Prizes, and the medium of education of all the prize

winners has been Japanese. Not only this, he has been working in Japanese only. Then Professor Ganesh felt that why not work in Indian

languages also to move forward in the direction of higher education. Then he found Ganesh Arnal. After this Professor Ganesh

Ramachandran let loose all his horses.

Politics: Opposition at Crossroads

Crossroads, Rahul at Center
Can a Surat court's verdict convicting Rahul Gandhi in a defamation case become a turning point in opposition politics? Or will the BJP

continue to benefit from the rift in the opposition parties over leadership? On Thursday, as I write this article on how Rahul Gandhi, who

seems to be on the mend after the 'Bharat Jodo Yatra', is being viewed with suspicion by some opposition parties, this important member of

the Nehru-Gandhi family has been given his 'Modi' surname in 2019. has been convicted by a Gujarat court in a criminal defamation case

relating to a statement linking him with a 'thief'. I'll come to this later. It is a paradox of Indian politics that a strong Rahul is good news for

the BJP and bad news for the opposition. Good news because the 2024 election is likely to be 'Modi vs Rahul' and as things stand today, it

looks to Modi's advantage.

 The 4,000-km padyatra across the country has raised Rahul's stature and is his own achievement, with no contribution from the family

name. And that's why he came to be seen as the main opponent of Modi and he was also seen to be the 'face' of the opposition, whether the

opposition parties accept him as such or not. Who will be the leader of the opposition, it will be decided only after the elections of 2024 and

this situation will also come when the opposition is in a position to form the government, but it is not looking like that now. So, Modi vs who

from the opposition?

 This debate helps the BJP's narrative and not the opposition's agenda. Today the opposition is divided into two camps and their differences

center around the issue of who will lead the opposition coalition. There are some parties which have an alliance with the Congress in their

respective states and may agree to give the leadership role to the Congress. These include DMK (Tamil Nadu), Jharkhand Mukti Morcha

(Jharkhand), RJD and Janata Dal (U) (Bihar), NCP and Shiv Sena (Maharashtra). The Left parties, which recently aligned with the

Congress in the Tripura Assembly elections, will support a non-BJP alliance, whether or not the Congress leads it. Apart from these parties,

there are parties and leaders who do not depend on the Congress to run their government, including Mamata Banerjee's Trinamool

Congress (West Bengal), Arvind Kejriwal's Aam Aadmi Party (Delhi and Punjab), K Chandrasekhar Rao's BRS (Telangana) is involved—

and it will not accept Congress (Rahul) leadership.

        Even Samajwadi Party supremo Akhilesh Yadav has made it clear that his party will go it alone and field its candidates from Rae Bareli

and Amethi, considered strongholds of the Gandhi-Nehru family, in 2024. These are the seats where SP has helped Sonia Gandhi and Rahul

Gandhi win elections in the past by not fielding candidates. Last week, Mamata Banerjee apparently distanced herself from the Congress's

demand for a JPC probe into Gautam Adani's alleged closeness to Prime Minister Modi. The Aam Aadmi Party, the Trinamool Congress

and the Bharat Rashtra Samithi, which are not ready to accept the role of 'big brother' of the Congress, have grown at the expense of the

Congress, like some other parties.

These parties know that they may have to pay the price for the revival of the Congress.

So it is not just a matter of arrogance, this crisis can also become a threat to the existence of these regional parties. The only way to break the

impasse in the opposition is for Rahul to back down and pave the way for opposition unity. But that's easy to say, hard to do. This would be

tantamount to frustrating the newly engaged supporters of the Congress, who may not have decided whom to vote for, but see Rahul as a

new hope.

         The regional parties were still weighing their position that the verdict came to convict Rahul. Minutes after the Surat court's conviction,

the most significant support for Rahul came from Aam Aadmi Party chief Arvind Kejriwal, describing him as the biggest opponent of the

Congress than any other opposition party. is seen on It is also a sign of moving on from the past; While AAP got success in Delhi and Punjab

only at the cost of Congress. When Delhi Deputy Chief Minister Manish Sisodia was arrested and sent to jail in connection with the liquor

scam, the Congress did not come to his rescue. With two of his lieutenants-Sisodia and Satyendar Jain-in jail and being at loggerheads at

every step with the Center and the Lieutenant Governor, Kejriwal is isolated.

Even getting the Delhi budget passed became difficult for him.

In such a situation, they feel that BJP can go to any extent in targeting the opposition parties. Right now the important question is whether

Rahul can lose his membership of the Lok Sabha after being sentenced. Conviction in criminal cases can result in loss of membership of the

House and disqualification from contesting elections for six years, as has happened in the case of Lalu Prasad Yadav. The lower court in

Gujarat has given Rahul 30 days to appeal to the Gujarat High Court. But can the High Court hear the matter without staying the

judgment? In other words, should Rahul be disqualified from the Lok Sabha even if he continues to hear his case? What will happen on the

political front now?Can't say, but can it create public sympathy for Rahul Gandhi - even if the BJP is blowing up the issue? Can Rahul as

a 'victim' act as a catalyst for unity among regional parties?

  Opposition parties are condemning the misuse of agencies like ED and CBI against opposition leaders, yet their differences persist. However,

voices are also being raised from within that when they are facing lawsuits and harassment in the second term of BJP, then what will happen

in the third term of Modi? Could Rahul's conviction become a turning point in opposition politics? Or will BJP continue to benefit from this?

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India's matches can be held in

UAE, Sri Lanka or England, Team

India will be in Ireland in August
In the Asia Cup, except India, the matches of the remaining five countries will be held in

Pakistan only. However, just before the Asia Cup, Team India will be on a tour of Ireland. In

such a situation, England is also one of the strong contenders. The Asia Cup Cricket is to be

hosted by Pakistan this year. The Indian cricket team is firm on its decision not to go to

Pakistan for the tournament to be held in September. Due to this, there is also a situation of

tension in both the cricket boards. According to media reports, an agreement is being made

between the two boards that India's matches can be played at a neutral venue while the rest

of the matches are in Pakistan. Recently, a meeting of the Asian Cricket Council (ACC) was

held in this context, in which apart from senior BCCI officials, Pakistan Cricket Board

Chairman Najam Sethi attended. According to the report, Pakistan said in this meeting that

they will boycott the tournament if they are completely stripped of hosting the Asia Cup. It is

being told that after this there was an informal meeting of PCB and ACC officials in which

the tournament was divided between two countries. It was decided to have it in Pakistan,

where India's matches would now be held outside Pakistan. These neutral venues could be

Sri Lanka, United Arab Emirates (UAE), Oman or England where India will have at least

five matches. In the Asia Cup, except India, the matches of the remaining five countries will

be held in Pakistan only. However, just before the Asia Cup, Team India will be on a tour of

Ireland. In such a situation, England is also one of the strong contenders. In view of the

World Cup, in the event of Indian players not being allowed to travel much, BCCI can get its

share of matches in England. Both teams can have a maximum of three matches - India and

Pakistan will play one match in the six-nation ODI Asia Cup tournament. Placed in the same

group with the qualifiers, the other group consists of Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and Afghanistan.

A total of 13 matches including the final are to be played in 13 days. Like the 2022 Asia Cup,

the top two teams from both the groups will enter the Super Four and then the top two teams

from the Super Four will play in the final. In such a situation, there can be a maximum of

three matches between India and Pakistan. In the group of the Indian team, apart from

Pakistan, one team will reach from the qualifier group. Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and Afghanistan

will be in the second group. The top-2 teams from both the groups will advance to the Super-

4 round. In the event of India and Pakistan reaching the Super-4 round, both the teams will

once again compete. The top two teams of the Super-4 round will advance to the finals. If

India and Pakistan finish on top, both the teams will face each other in the final as well. India

is the highest seven-time champion - Last year's Asia Cup was played in August in the twenty-

over format. Its hosting was handed over to Sri Lanka. But, due to economic and political

difficulties in Sri Lanka, it was shifted to UAE. Sri Lanka defeated Pakistan in the final. The

Indian team reached the Super-4 round after winning both the matches of the group round

but could not qualify for the final after losing to Pakistan and Sri Lanka. India last won this

tournament in 2018. He has won the title a total of seven times so far.
