Opposition unity
through Rahul

Soon after the cancellation of Rahul
Gandhi's MP, there are early signs of
opposition unity. Although this is not the final
position and a formal alliance is still a long
way off, the changes that have come to the
fore are also significant. After a gap of almost
a year, the Trinamool Congress sent two of
its MPs to the meeting of Leader of
Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge. Although
Trinamool chief Mamata Banerjee has kept
her parliamentary party leaders away from
the meeting, but the knees have started
turning towards the stomach. Chief Minister
of Telangana and President of Bharat
Rashtra Samithi (BRS) Chandrasekhar
Rao, the bitterness and alienation towards
the Congress has reduced somewhat. He has
realized that with the Enforcement
Directorate (ED) likely to implicate his
daughter Kavita in the Delhi government's
'liquor scam', he will not be able to fight the
bias and abuse of the investigative agencies
alone. When the Lok Sabha Secretariat
issued an order terminating Rahul Gandhi's
membership, Aam Aadmi Party's (AAP)
national convenor Kejriwal's reaction was
the most aggressive. However, it is believed
that AAP is trying to provide an alternative
to the 'void' Congress is creating in politics.
Some important successes have also been
achieved. Kejriwal's mood has changed a bit
on Rahul's issue, so AAP leaders have also
started appearing in the opposition camp.
SP President Akhilesh Yadav has also
spoken almost the same language while
giving a statement in favor of Rahul Gandhi,
which the Congress and its eternal
opposition partner have been speaking. On
Monday, under the leadership of Leader of
Opposition Kharge, wearing black clothes,
the opposition staged a 'Black Protest' and
marched to Vijay Chowk. Former Congress
President and MP Sonia Gandhi also came
on the road wearing a black saree. Leaders
of 17 opposition parties attended the dinner
hosted by Kharge. There is a shared
realization that if Prime Minister Modi and
the BJP have to put up a tough fight in the
2024 general elections, the opposition will
have to put aside their petty differences and
think and worry about the larger politics of
the future. The first sign of opposition unity
is coming from Karnataka where an
informal alliance between Congress and JD-
S is almost certain. The formal seal will come
later, but they will contest elections jointly
and the candidates will also be shared. His
assessment is that the BJP can also be
defeated.However, in the context of Rahul
Gandhi, an important decision has been
taken by the Housing Committee of the Lok
Sabha that the former MP will have to vacate
the government bungalow by 22 April. Rahul
Gandhi has been living in the bungalow at
12, Tughlaq Lane since 2005.

Digital Revolution: Misleading news is a
challenge for society along with politics,
Internet has become a 'deadly weapon'

The Internet has emerged as a powerful tool in creating obstacles to democratic politics and in character assassination. Artificial Intelligence
has been in the news since the arrival of ChatGPT in the last months of last year. A few years ago, hopes were being raised in the journalism
industry that this would bring news distribution to a new generation and would revolutionize the journalism world. It was also expected that
artificial intelligence would also find an effective way to stop the spread of fake news and misinformation, but in practice the opposite is
happening. On one hand technology has brought economic and social development, on the other hand fake news has increased a lot. The
Internet has emerged as a powerful tool in creating obstacles to democratic politics and in character assassination. In its simplest form, Al
can be understood as using computers to do things that require human intelligence. An example of this is the ongoing competition these days
between Microsoft's 'ChatGPT' and Google's 'Bard' to capture the AI market. Deep fakes have made the problem of fake news more
serious. In fact, through the use of artificial intelligence and modern techniques in Deep Fake, the trend of putting another person's face on
a video clip or photo has increased rapidly. Through this, such clips or photos are being developed artificially, which look absolutely real.
Once such videos are on any social media platform, they spread very fast. There are crores of such deep fake videos on the internet. In a
country like India, where digital literacy is very low, deep fake videos compound the problem. When people come across a fake news video,
they do not hesitate to forward it immediately. The next generation of Al called generative Al, takes the problem to the next level. With sites
like Dal-A, ChatGPT, Meta's Make-a-Video, you can make such photos, videos, which are completely imaginary. For example, a picture
went viral in the past, in which Barack Obama and Angela Merkel are seen spending holidays on the seashore, but this picture was created
by Al These sites do not require any other source to convert the video or photo. They can create an image, text or video based on the
prompts. Due to this, there is a possibility of big loss in future, because we will not have any original material as evidence. Two synthetic
videos and a digitally altered screenshot of a Hindi newspaper report, shared on various social media platforms in the past, highlight the
dangerous consequences of Al tools in video making. The figures of AC Nielsen's recent India Internet Report-2023 are shocking. It has
more than 425 million Internet users in rural India, which is 44 percent more than 295 million people in urban India. The report also pointed
out that almost half of rural India is on the Internet, with the potential for further growth. In general, social media create a kind of echo
chamber, in which people with similar interests and tendencies connect with each other. In such a situation, to prevent the spread of deep
fake videos, there is a need to include media literacy and critical thinking in the curriculum in basic education, so that awareness can be
promoted. This creates a proactive approach to help protect people from fake news. We need a multi-pronged, cross-sector approach to
prepare people of all ages for today and tomorrow to guard against deepfakes and fake news.

Issue: Weather events are a threat
to food security, climate change
should be part of the discussion

Recent rains and hailstorms that destroyed the wheat crop in northwest and eastern India show how climate change is affecting food
security. This is a serious warning for policy-makers. Loksabha elections are going to be held in India next year. Not surprisingly, only news
related to this gets priority in the media. But shouldn't we focus on other 'big' issues that often get buried in the political rhetoric between the
ruling and the opposition? For example, recently it rained in Delhi and its surrounding areas. Heavy rains led to water-logging in some parts
of the city and people were seen running to escape. People had to face traffic jam while walking on the roads. The rain brought down the
temperature and we were treated to brilliant blue skies. There was a lot of talk of hot tea and pakoras on social media. I am not blaming
anyone for such happy moments, because I too enjoyed them all, but it is important to see the rain apart from the romantic atmosphere.
How many of us got to see or read prominently the news about the recent rains with hailstorm in North-West and East India? So we must
note that the recent rains have wreaked havoc on rabi crops, especially ready-to-harvest wheat, gram and mustard. According to data from
the India Meteorological Department (IMD), the rainfall recorded in wheat-growing regions was 137 per cent or more above normal on
March 18 alone. Prior to that the same area had received much more rain than this. The heavy rains not only damaged the crops but also
resulted in deaths. I read a news recently, according to which five people including four women and a child died due to heavy rain and
hailstorm in Sonbhadra, Uttar Pradesh. The IMD has now advised farmers in Jammu, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Assam, Meghalaya
and Arunachal Pradesh to stop harvesting of ripe crops. The advisory also asked farmers to store the already harvested produce in safe
places and cover them with tarpaulin, if the crops are in the field. Of course, farmers are the most affected by this, but all this is not limited
to the farmers of the affected districts only. It affects us all, as extreme and erratic weather events triggered by climate change could
potentially threaten India's food security and increase food inflation. And that's not all. Just consider the fact that a major part of the wheat
that the people of India consume comes from just five states — Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan. Unpredictable
weather that damages crops, including unseasonal and heavy rains, can have serious consequences and impact well beyond these states.
That's why we should pay a lot of attention to the storage facilities in these places. We have seen how the harvested crops getting soaked in
rain water can ruin the farmers. Agriculture experts like Sudhir Panwar have been publicly speaking about the need for quick assessment
of crop damage and immediate compensation to farmers, as farmers are facing economic distress. Also, there is a need to develop climate
resilience for crops, as climate change has arrived and farmers will be severely affected if our agriculture is not able to deal with its
uncertainties. On the rest of us too. That's why we should pay more attention to the latest report of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate

Stained politics, only political parties should work to

West Indies match, 433 runs scored
in 40 overs; Windies name series

West Indies have won the three T20 series against South Africa. He won by seven runs in the
third match played in Johannesburg on Tuesday (March 28). The West Indies team has been
able to win a bilateral series against South Africa after eight years. Last time he got success in
2015. Even at that time, the Windies had won the series on African soil. This was the fifth
T201 series between the two teams. West Indies have won two and South Africa have also
won two. A series has been tied at 1-1. In Johannesburg, South Africa won the toss and

decided to bowl first. West Indies scored 220 runs for eight wickets in 20 overs. In response,
the African team fought till the end, but fell seven runs short of the target. He scored 213 runs
for six wickets in 20 overs. A total of 433 runs were scored in 40 overs in this match. It rained
runs in the last T20 played between the two teams as well. Then a total of 517 runs were
scored in the match. West Indies scored 258 and South Africa scored 259. Kyle Meyers 17,
Alzarri Joseph 14, Jason Holder 13 and captain Rovman Powell contributed 11 runs. Roston
Chase could only score six runs. Lungi Angidi, Kagiso Rabada and Enrich Nortje took two
wickets each for South Africa. Captain Aiden Markram got a breakthrough. Reeza
Hendricks's innings went in vain - Chasing the target, South Africa were 112 for two in 10.5
overs. Quinton Dickock, who scored a century in the last match, was dismissed for 21 and
Rilo Russo for 42 runs. David Miller's bat did not work. He got out after scoring 11 runs.
After three wickets fell for 149 runs, opener Reeza Hendricks along with captain Markram
took the team closer to the target. Hendricks could not complete his century. He got out after
scoring 83 runs off 44 balls. He hit 11 fours and two sixes in his innings. When Hendricks was
out, the team's score was 186 for four in 18.1 overs. South Africa had to score 35 runs in 11
balls to win. Markram tried by scoring an unbeaten 35 off 18 balls, but could not win the
team. Heinrich Klaasen scored six off two balls and Wayne Parnell scored two runs off two
balls. Bjorn Fortune remained unbeaten without opening the account on one ball. Alzarri
Joseph took five wickets for the West Indies.
