Hate speech, state 'impotent’

A judge in the Supreme Court remarked
that hate speeches and rhetoric are being
given because states are impotent. States are
powerless. The states do not act on time.
Such hate speech can stop only the moment
politics and religion are separated. Justice
KM Joseph and Justice BV Nagaratna have
raised the question, "'Why do we need such a
state when everything is being hated?'
However, the judge's 'impotent' metaphor
is exaggerated. At least not democratic. He
could have called the state anything weak,
inefficient, ineffective, indecisive, etc., but
'impotent' means that indirectly the people
of the country are responsible, because in a
democracy, the people choose their
government. Hate speech is high between the
two sides. He is constantly inciting people to
create a 'Hindu Rashtra'. A crowd of lakhs
is being mobilized. The other side is such that
it is crazy to do 'Sarakalam'. Hate speech
from communities like Sikh, Christian,
Buddhist, Parsi etc. can be an exception.
Recently, on the day of Ram Navami,
processions were pelted with stones, violence
and even arson were done in many states.
This happens again and again, because at
the root of them is 'hatred'. In front of the
judicial bench, the Solicitor General of the
Government of India, Tushar Mehta said
that not the Central Government, the Kerala
Government is silent. In May 2022, during a
rally, the PFI called for the genocide of
Hindus and Christians. Of course, today this
organization is banned by the Government
of India, but such provocative and
murderous statements are still in vogue. The
statement of a spokesperson of the DMK
party was also quoted, which said that if you
want equality, kill all Brahmins.” The
reference was to Periyar. In fact, these are
not only statements of hatred, but also the
culmination of violence and murder.
Courts have never taken suo moto
cognizance of such statements, this is a very
serious question. From Aristotle, Chanakya
to Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia, it has been
accepted that religion and politics are
mutually complementary, so separating the
two is not the solution to hate politics. In view
of the atmosphere created on the issue of
'Ram Mandir', politics got divided-
communal and secular. Such politics is
continuing since 1989 till today. The 'politics
of hatred' began after Narendra Modi
became the Prime Minister, as secular and
Muslim parties still consider him the 'villain'
of the 2002 Godhra communal riots. We
have also seen the vandalism of many
communal riots on the Hindu-Muslim divide,
but the states can be termed as 'impotent',
because hate statements also have the essence
of religion.

In this context, the 'Dharma Sansad'
organized in Haridwar in December 2021
comes to mind. During that, only Islam and
Muslims were targeted. Some sages and
saints said that Hindus should either be
ready to die or be killed. Calls were made
even to take up arms. On the other hand,
some terrorist faces have done 'Sarkalam'
of Hindus and the threats are still continuing.
Muslim leaders and Maulana-Mullahs like
Owaisi, Madani, Raza, Burke have given
'strong and provocative' answers to the
politics of '"Hinduism'. Since the governments
are not able to take any punitive or effective
action, the judge has termed the state as
'impotent'.

In India such political parties like Muslim
League, Shiromani Akali Dal, Ram Rajya
Parishad and Hindu Mahasabha etc. are
active even today, contest elections regularly,
are registered with the Commission, which
stand completely on the divisive basis of
religion and communalism. However, in
1976, India was declared a 'secular' state by
passing the 42nd amendment to the
constitution. Yet religion based parties do
exist. Punjab and Nagaland were partitioned
on the basis of religion.

Warning: overuse of antibiotics is dangerous,
its overuse will prove to be a mess with health

According to scientists, due to the ever-increasing number of superbugs, there could be 10 million deaths worldwide every year by 2050. A
superbug is a strain of bacteria, virus, and parasite that has arisen due to antibiotic misuse. After becoming a superbug, it does not die from
any existing medicine and on many occasions even kills people. Excessive use of antibiotics creates an 'antimicrobial resistance' in bacteria,
viruses, due to which superbugs are produced, whose infection becomes very difficult to treat. According to doctors, taking antibiotics for a
viral infection like flu is more likely to become a superbug, which can slowly infect other humans as well. In our country too, the drug
'Carpinem Medicine', which is used for the treatment of pneumonia and septicemia, has now become ineffective against bacteria. That's
why there has been a ban on making these medicines. Superbugs are spread from person to person through skin contact and wounds. In the
year 2019, more than 1.2 million deaths occurred worldwide due to antibiotic resistance. The patients were victims of bacterial infection, but
the antibiotic stopped working on them. Medical journal Lancet in its report on antibiotics has put forward some startling facts about India,
stating that people of India are not taking antibiotics. Consume more than necessary without thinking. Due to this, antibiotic resistance is
increasing in bacteria and they are becoming more powerful than before. In general, antibiotics work to eliminate 'bacterial infection' by
killing bacteria. During the Corona period, the people of India have consumed antibiotics arbitrarily. During that time, the antibiotic drug
named 'Azithromycin' was used the most. Generally, antibiotics are given when 'bacterial infection' is completely confirmed in the body and
for this it is necessary to get tested or consult a doctor. The same report also states that 44 per cent of branded antibiotics taken in India were
not approved by the Central Drugs Standard Control Organization (CDSCQ). 10,100 brands of 1,098 different formulations of antibiotics
are manufactured in India and only 46 per cent of these brands are approved by the central agency. Many medicines do not get approval
from the Center, so these pharmaceutical companies take approval from the state government and start selling medicines arbitrarily. The
Lancet clearly states that existing drugs should be used judiciously and sparingly, so that humans' own immune system can also fight the
disease. It has been told in a report that in the last 15 years the use of antibiotics in the world has increased by 65 percent. There is currently
no medicine for superbugs, but it can be prevented by taking some precautions. For example, wash your hands with soap and water at
regular intervals. Use hand sanitizer to wash hands, keep food and drink in a clean place, cook food thoroughly. Minimize the use of
antibiotics and make a habit of taking any medicine only on the advice of a doctor. Recently, concern has also been expressed by the United
Nations for the increasing number of superbugs, as it may become a new threat to mankind. According to scientists, due to the ever-
increasing number of superbugs, there could be 10 million deaths worldwide every year by 2050. Due to this, GDP could fall by at least $ 3.4
trillion annually by the year 2030 and 24 million people could go into poverty.

Covid: No threat of new wave, need to adopt
'better respiratory etiquette' to avoid viral disease

Epidemiological and scientific evidence assures that India is not at risk of a new national wave. Covid is part of our ecosystem, as are other
respiratory viruses. We should be prepared for ups and downs in Covid cases at regular intervals. More than three years have passed since
the start of the COVID-19 pandemic, since then we have witnessed human suffering and challenges during three nationwide waves, as well
as human resilience at every level of society and a return to normalcy due to the vaccination drive. By the beginning of the year 2023, the
daily cases of Kovid had remained less than a hundred. But in the past few weeks, there has been a thirtyfold increase in Covid cases from
less than 100 daily. According to the data released by the Ministry of Health on Sunday, 3,824 new cases were registered in a day in the last
24 hours, which is the highest number of new cases registered in a day in the last six months. Is this the beginning of a new wave of Covid or
is it a cause for concern? Epidemiological and scientific evidence assures that India is not at risk of a new national wave. On 16 March, the
World Health Organization's Technical Advisory Group ranked omicron on a par with the alpha, beta, gamma, and delta variants, which
are older variants. This is the first time since the start of the pandemic that the worrisome variant is not circulating in any part of the world.
XBB spreading infection in India right now. There is a slight concern about the 1.16 sub-variant. But not all variants and sub-variants are
equally important. Since the start of the pandemic, more than 700 sub-variant and recombinant sub-lineages have been reported. However,
only five have been reported as worrying variants. XBB. 1.16 is a subtype of Omicron, which spreads a little faster, but is similar to the other
variants in terms of disease and immunodeficiency. The vaccines that are being given to people now are able to protect against the circulating
subtypes and sublineages. Covid is now ubiquitous and will likely be with humanity forever. Now we must begin to differentiate between risk
of infection and disease. The risk of disease just by being Covid positive is very limited, with cases of mild if mild illness now being the lowest.
The disease-causing ability of the COVID virus has been blunted. Even though the daily cases of Covid in the country are increasing
gradually, the number of hospitalizations and deaths have not increased during this period. In fact, most of the Covid cases in hospitals are
those who are admitted for other reasons and are incidentally found to be Covid positive. In countries that have strong surveillance systems
for respiratory viruses and diseases, it has been observed that the COVID infection rate is much lower as compared to other respiratory
viruses. The number of laboratory-confirmed cases is of little relevance. Data on hospitalisations, critical illness and deaths due to Covid
should be ascertained and used in policy making. An estimated 27,000 people die every day in India due to various reasons including old age.
About one in 4,000 deaths per day is due to COVID-19. While about 500 people die from respiratory diseases, most of these deaths are
preventable. The challenge of respiratory diseases is now 50 times greater than that of Covid-19. We need to focus on preventing deaths from
many other causes. Tools such as genomic, wastewater analysis, influenza-like illness and severe acute respiratory illness surveillance can
help in early detection of the emergence of new variants. The data generated from these monitoring systems can be used more effectively and
guide policy interventions. The current spurt in Covid cases may increase the demand for Covid vaccine for the fourth time. However, there
is no immediate scientific reason to give a fourth dose to people of any age in India. However, at-risk individuals who have not received the
vaccine a third time need to receive a single dose of the vaccine as soon as possible. This is also the time to use the learnings of the last three
years of Covid-19. There is much room for improvement in the government and society's response to Covid. Infectious diseases need to be
evidence based. The government should regularly review the situation at the highest level, but mock drills are not necessary for preparation.
The government should hold regular press conferences with experts and officials. This helps in removing misinformation and giving correct
information. Medical experts also need to be more responsible and should speak only on topics they understand. Covid as a disease has
become endemic, therefore, there is nothing worth calling 'Covid Appropriate Behaviour'. Restrictions such as closing schools or imposing
masks have no role to play. Covid needs to be handled like any other respiratory illness. The time has come for people to start adopting 'good
respiratory etiquette' to combat the seasonal rise in viral illness. People with 'cough and cold' should always wear a mask. Everyone should
cover their face and nose while coughing and sneezing. When there is a rise in cases, the elderly need to wear masks when they go to crowded
places. There are more viruses, bacteria and other organisms on this earth than humans.The number of pathogens is much higher. This is
the world of both. Covid is part of our ecosystem, as are other respiratory viruses. We should be prepared for ups and downs in Covid cases
at regular intervals. Luckily we know more now than three years ago how to protect ourselves.

Challenging the rule of law, it is possible to teach a lesson to the criminal

Due to the violence that started on Ram Navami in Bihar's Sasaram and Bihar Sharif, the manner in which tension was visible at both the
places on the third day also, explains the serious law and order situation.

It
is expected that the states which witnessed violence on Ram Navami will take strict action against the elements who created nuisance. States
have to reflect on why processions are targeted and who are the perpetrators? There are some cities where violence and tension are usually
seen on every festival. Sasaram is counted among such cities. There are some other areas of Bihar too, where violence erupts on Ram
Navami or Durga Puja. Whenever this happens, allegations and counter-allegations erupt between political parties. The same is happening
this time too. This is natural, but because of this, there should not be any laxity in controlling the unruly elements. It should be understood
that the adventurism of unruly elements can be suppressed only by taking stern action. Uttar Pradesh is becoming an example in this matter.
Other state governments have to consider that why Uttar Pradesh is able to set an example in terms of law and order? Stringent action
should be taken against the elements inciting communal violence because they not only hurt social harmony by their antics, but also bring
disrepute to the State Governments.
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Kohli-Duplessis gave a bang to
RCB, Mumbai lost the first
match for the 11th time in a row

Royal Challengers Bangalore made a bang in the 16th season of IPL by defeating Mumbai
Indians. He won the match by eight wickets at the M Chinnaswamy Stadium in Bengaluru.
On Sunday (April 2), RCB captain Faf Duplessis won the toss and decided to bowl first.
Mumbai scored 171 runs for seven wickets in 20 overs. In reply, RCB won the match by
scoring 172 runs for two wickets in 16.2 overs.
