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Book Discussion: In honor of

Ambedkar... Attack on identity politics
Annihilation of Caste is somewhat brief compared to Hind Swaraj, Nationalism or The Discovery of India. Relevant here is the personal

experience of the author, who himself as a Dalit faced caste discrimination. Here are the top four on my list of books that every Indian should

read. In order of publication year, they are Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi's Hind Swaraj (1909), Rabindranath Tagore's Nationalism

(1917), Bhimrao Ambedkar's Annihilation of Caste (1936) and Jawaharlal Nehru's Discovery of India (1946). These works are both timely

and timeless, and they speak to the India in which they were published, but also to the India in which their authors have long passed. Among

these, Gandhi's book is perhaps most notable for its passionate advocacy of Hindu-Muslim harmony and principled opposition to the use of

violence as a means of settling political disputes. Tagore warned of dangers from nationalism fueled by fear of the unknown to the war-

mongering of Japan and America, and now, more than a hundred years later, his words should be read by young Indians who are being

misled by the claim that His country is destined to lead the world. Ambedkar's work focuses on the most characteristic and most discriminatory

of Indian institutions, the caste system, and explains why it must be eradicated if our society is to renew itself on a more humane basis.

Nehru's views on the deeply layered and essentially pluralistic development of Indian culture are a direct challenge to the unifying,

uniformitarian, ideology of Hinduism, which identifies national identity with one religion (and often one language) alone. Undoubtedly,

among these four books, Ambedkar's work is the most consistent in its formulation and presentation. Annihilation of Caste is somewhat

brief compared to Hind Swaraj, Nationalism or The Discovery of India. Relevant here is the personal experience of the author, who himself

as a Dalit faced caste discrimination. Even more relevant is his scholarly nature. Ambedkar had a naturally inquisitive mind and was eager

to read from a very young age. These tendencies were further shaped by his education at Columbia and London and the two doctorates he

earned there. Ambedkar deeply studied sociology, economics, philosophy and history, both inside and outside the classroom. Because of this

scholarly training, he had—unlike Tagore, Gandhi, or Nehru—the analytical skills to synthesize his reading and his experiences into a

coherent and persuasive narrative. Also, Ambedkar had the ability and willingness to communicate his arguments in everyday language,

unlike today's jargon-prone academics. He was writing not for his fellow scholars, but for his fellow citizens. I first read Annihilation of Caste

in the early 1990s. I started studying Gandhi then, and was amazed by the power and direction of Ambedkar's approach. Although Gandhi

is mentioned only in passing in the main text of Annihilation of Caste, it was the Gandhian view of caste that was primarily targeted. Where

the Mahatma thought that Hinduism (Hinduism) could reform itself by taking the initiative of people of different castes eating and living

together, Ambedkar had no time for such ad hocism. He argued, exemplary, that 'caste is so centralized in the moral and religious world of

Hinduism that it can be abolished only by a direct attack on the legitimacy of the sacred texts.' I've read Annihilation of Caste many times

over the years. Sometimes as a university course, with students where I used to teach them. I have followed critical commentary on this from

sociologists, historians, biographers and anti-caste activists interested in Ambedkar and his legacy. Until I read the draft of the book-like

commentary by Hyderabad-based philosopher Syed Sayeed, I thought I knew its scope and the arguments it made. This provided an

entirely new and deeply illuminating perspective on what Ambedkar wanted to say. Earlier commentators on Annihilation of Caste raised

four broad questions and attempted to answer them. First, why did Ambedkar write it, when he could not present it in the form of a speech,

he got it published at his own expense. Second, who was Ambedkar looking for as his potential audience. Third, whether Ambedkar had

Gandhi in mind, apart from Hindus in general, in particular, the most famous Hindu of the time, while writing and publishing the book.

Fourth, what is the exact place of the lesson and its outcome in Ambedkar's own biography. In a bold and original move, Sayeed does not

address any of these questions. He was interested in the nuanced analysis of Annihilation of Caste rather than its wider context. In his own

words, his book was written with a focus on 'what this essay is saying, and just what it is saying.' He defined his technique as, 'It seems that

Ambedkar is saying this and if so,So these are the implications of his approach and his arguments. Thus he links the annihilation of caste

with Ambedkar's other writings, his wider political and social reform work, and the broader question of his place and position in modern

Indian history. His effort, as Professor Sayeed says, was to study the text without being swayed by the shadow of the great author. He was
successful to a great extent in this work. We cannot completely avoid Ambedkar's presence, but through Professor Sayeed's eyes, we can

understand the structure of the book and what it is saying much better. Professor Sayeed shows, on the one hand, that Ambedkar's analysis

of social inequality in India is far more incisive (and comprehensive) than that proposed by the Marxists, and on the other, how Ambedkar's

program to transform Hindu society, as advocated by the Gandhis, is much deeper than that. Professor Sayeed has made a scathing criticism

of today's identity politics. As he writes, 'Ambedkar wanted all traces of caste to disappear, whereas today we see the distinct presence of

those marks.' He states that Ambedkar must have foresaw that identity politics is inevitably the result of the emergence of majoritarian

politics (in the twenty-first century this has become evident in India as well as globally), and that majoritarianism is not democratic. Along

with politics, it also weakens moral politics, or infects the loose civilizational character of the country.' On today's emergence of a glorious

Hindu past and how Ambedkar sees it, Professor Sayeed writes, 'What is the use of a great civilizational heritage of art and culture, when it

is based on oppression, bondage and an inferiority complex compared to the upper caste Hindus. The big class should be considered less and

they should be treated inhumanely? In his book to be published later this month, Syed Sayeed provides us with an in-depth study of the

annihilation of caste which itself demands a very in-depth study.

Economy: A bold step by the Reserve

Bank and a new way to control inflation
Central banks have been raising rates to control inflation, but the Reserve Bank has now shown the way by deciding not to increase the repo

rate. For more than a year, almost all the countries all over the world have been increasing the interest rates with the aim of controlling the

ever-increasing inflation rate. Recently, the US has increased the US Fed rate by 25 basis points and the UK has increased the central interest

rate by 50 basis points. This is the situation in almost all developed countries. Inflation in these countries, however, does not appear to be

under complete control due to the continuous increase in interest rates.

 Developed countries, if they increase the interest rates, other countries are forced to increase the interest rates in order to save the market

value of their currency. However, in the meeting of the Monetary Policy Committee of the Reserve Bank of India held on April 6, it has been

decided not to increase the repo rate. It can be called a bold decision amidst the ongoing economic conditions at the global level. Now a

possibility is being expressed that other countries (including developed countries) may also follow this decision of the Reserve Bank. In a

way, India has shown the way to other countries in this context.

 In fact, continuous increase in interest rates by developed countries to control inflation seems to be adversely affecting other sectors of the

economy, while it does not appear to control inflation. In capitalist economies, the old principles are now proving to be boring. And then, to

keep increasing interest rates only for the purpose of controlling inflation, so that the demand for goods in the market decreases, is a negative

decision. In order to control inflation, positive efforts should be made to increase supply instead of decisions like reducing production by

reducing demand.

With this, production will increase, the pace of development will accelerate and more new employment opportunities will be created. The

Central Government has instructed the Reserve Bank that the rate of inflation based on the Consumer Price Index in India should remain

at 4 percent. After the Corona epidemic and due to the Russia-Ukraine war, the consumer price index-based inflation rate in India had

exceeded seven percent.

Therefore, the Reserve Bank increased the repo rate by 250 basis points during the last one year to reach 6.50 percent. Due to such

decisions, the consumer price index based inflation rate in India is also decreasing now. According to the estimates of the Reserve Bank, the

rate of inflation based on the Consumer Price Index in India will come down to 5.2 percent in the financial year 2023-24. While the rate of

inflation based on the Wholesale Price Index has come down to 3.85 percent in the month of February 2023. Secondly, it is also necessary to

prevent interest rates from rising in India because the use of credit facilities from banks has been increasing a lot due to the boom in

economic activities for some time.

 Increase in interest rates also increases the cost of credit, which ultimately adversely affects the cost of production. Thirdly, the Indian rupee

is now getting stronger in the international market. The Indian rupee was under pressure against the US dollar until recently due to interest

rate hikes by developed countries, especially the US. The value of the Indian rupee against the US dollar had crossed Rs 83 per dollar in the

international market, but on April 6 it has improved to Rs 81.90 per dollar. India's foreign exchange reserves have increased from US$

56,000 crore as on March 10, 2023 to US$ 57,800 crore as on March 24, 2023. Thus, India's position at the international level is also getting

stronger. So now India need not follow US interest rates.

digital made a big dent
Advertisers reduced from 52 to 31 in the first match on TV. The total TV sponsors have also

come down from 16 to 12. Digital is backed by over 125 exclusive - advertisers. A new trend

has emerged in IPL. Advertisers are turning to digital leaving TV. In the TV rating of BARC

India, where in the first match last year, about 52 advertisers had given advertisements on

TV. And this year only 31 advertisers appeared. Means 40 per cent- respondents have turned

away from TV broadcasting. Reduction in the number of advertisers on TV- In the last IPL

season, the number of advertisers on TV was around 100. This time TV will be able to touch

the figure of 100 advertisers, it seems very difficult. The number of sponsors on TV has also

come down, from 16 last year to 12 this year. Out of these 12, one sponsor is also associated

with the third match. IPL telecast on this channel on TV- Companies associated with Reliance

are completely missing from the list of advertisers. The reason is Reliance Group's company

Viacom-18, which has got the digital broadcasting rights of IPL. Other big TV advertisers

who quit include Byju's, Cred, Muthoot, Netmeds, Swiggy, Flipkart, PhonePe, Meesho,

Samsung, OnePlus, Vedantu, Spotify and Havells. Star Sports Network is telecasting the IPL

matches live on TV in India. Digital capture on TV ad revenue- Digital has captured a major

part of TV ad revenue. Over 125 advertisers have tied up with Viacom-18 for digital advertising,

bypassing TV. These include companies like Amazon, PhonePe, Samsung, Geomart, UB,

TVS, Castrol, ET Money, Puma, Ajio. Advertisers are decreasing on TV, obviously this will

have a direct impact on the revenue of TV broadcasters as well. There is still time to come out

with the full figures of IPL revenue, as the IPL progresses, the picture will become more clear.

Here you can watch the matches on digital - Viacom-18 in India is streaming IPL 2023 matches

live on Jio Cinema App Is. For a total of Rs 20,500 crore, Viacom-18 had acquired the rights

for digital live stream of matches in India. Users of all telecom providers with Jio subscribers

can enjoy IPL matches by logging into Jio Cinema app for free.

Sehwag criticized Delhi captain

David Warner, said- If you can't

play fast then don't play in IPL
Warner has played extremely slow innings this IPL, due to which he is facing criticism. In the

first match in Lucknow, the Delhi team was able to score only 143 runs while chasing the

target of 194 runs. Warner scored 56 runs in 48 balls in this match. The Delhi Capitals team

is in bad condition in this season of IPL. The team has lost all its three matches. Delhi's

performance under the captaincy of David Warner has been very disappointing and the

team is missing Rishabh Pant.

Had he been replaced by any

young Indian player, he would have either lost the tournament and this would have been his

last match. Warner will have to take responsibility for this defeat.

During this, his

average is 31.09 and the strike rate is 121.51. Rahane has also scored two centuries

and 29 half-centuries in the IPL.
