The Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) has launched

a 'Degree Dikhao' campaign. First of all,

Kejriwal government's Education Minister

Atishi has revealed her educational degrees.

He graduated from Delhi University and

obtained two post graduate degrees from

foreign universities. Kejriwal, the convenor

of AAP and Chief Minister of Delhi, obtained

the degree of IIT. Later he was selected for

the Indian Revenue Service. AAP is a

relatively new political party. Some educated

people of the new generation may be its

members, but they will be able to become

the prime minister of the country or prove

to be a successful politician or they will be

able to become a strong and visionary

administrative personality and minister

during political power, only possibilities can

be done. . Sharad Pawar, who has been

active in Indian politics for almost six decades

and was the Minister of Defense and

Agriculture in the Government of India, has

been counted among the tall and shrewd

leaders of the country. Pawar has been a

relatively successful politician of the older

generation. He has not crossed the political

scene just on the basis of educational degree.

Ghulam Nabi Azad, former Chief Minister

of Jammu and Kashmir, who was a Union

minister in Congress governments, is also a

politician of Sharad Pawar's group. Leave

aside the country's first Prime Minister

Jawaharlal Nehru and his contemporary

leaders and ministers, because it was a

transition period, then Indira Gandhi, who

was the Prime Minister in Indian politics, the

Prime Ministers and Ministers after her,

neither the infinite leaders who were active

at the national level Degrees were not asked,

nor were their political assessments made on

the basis of degrees, but they were successful

leaders of their respective periods. There is

no mutual complementarity between

democracy, politics and educational degrees.

Actually it is political immaturity of Kejriwal

and AAP leaders that they have started

'Degree Dikhao' campaign. The educational

qualification and eccentricity of many leaders

in his own party is questionable.

They may not be introduced further in this

campaign. Atishi's example pales in

comparison to tall national leaders like

Pawar, Azad and Prime Minister Modi.

Pawar and Ghulam Nabi believe that

degrees cannot be a major issue in any

general election. If you are a degree holder,

you can work as a professor, teacher,

manager or clerk. Degree is not a guarantee

of visionary thinking and vision. If you have

been unemployed for a long time and there

are innumerable youths like him, it can be a

national issue. Inflation is such that the

survival and survival of a person with a job

of Rs 20,000 is in jeopardy, so of course it is

another national issue. Election campaigns

can also be made on agriculture, poverty line

and corruption etc. Pawar and Azad also

believe that like degrees, transactions and

business of Adani group companies cannot

be an election issue. The Father of the

Nation, Mahatma Gandhi lived in the Birla

Rest House and its bungalows. Gandhi also

had close relations with industrial houses like

Bajaj, Dalmia, Singhania, Tata etc. Was

Gandhi corrupt? Dhirubhai Ambani's

industrial empire flourished during the

Congress governments. Was that prime

minister also corrupt? Former MP Rahul

Gandhi has relations with dozens of

'unwanted' industrialists from India and

abroad. Meetings have also been happening.

Can all these be made the issues of General

Elections 2024? Similarly, 'show degree' is

also a barren issue.
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Team India will get another Joginder

Sharma in the form of Rinku Singh!
In 2018, Kolkata Knight Riders bought Rinku for Rs 80 lakhs, while the first season was not good for him. Despite scoring 29 runs in just 4

matches in the year 2018, KKR retained Rinku. Cricket is a game full of uncertainties. These uncertainties make someone from zero to hero

and someone from hero to zero. It is this uncertainty that has made Kolkata Knight Riders (KKR) all-rounder Rinku Singh the new poster

boy of the Indian Premier League (IPL). 25-year-old Rinku Singh has done something similar to the charisma of Team India bowler

Joginder Sharma in the 2007 T20 World Cup final by hitting 5 sixes in the last 5 balls of the match against Gujarat Giants. Joginder Sharma

put India in the bag in 6 balls, which was almost lost against Pakistan. First of all, Rinku Singh – Rinku is a left-handed batsman and a right-

arm offbreak bowler. In the year 2017, Rinku had an entry in IPL. Kings XI Punjab bought Rinku at a base price of Rs 10 lakh. Then it was

widely reported that the 19-year-old LPG gas delivery boy had entered the IPL.

Reforms: Control on election funding is necessary,

there is a need to seriously consider this issue
Former Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee once said that every MLA in India starts his career by filing false returns. The need of the

hour is a concrete and honest initiative towards government funding to reduce the dependence of political parties and candidates on private

donations. Two billion dollars were spent by political parties in India's 2009 general election. This figure reached five billion in 2014 and

$8.6 billion by 2019. The last general election in India was the most expensive election in the world. This surpasses even the US figure, where

$6.5 billion was spent on the 2015 election. According to the Center for Media Studies, 10-12 per cent of this expenditure in India is in the

form of direct cash payments to voters. The issue of state funding regarding election expenditure has already been a matter of consideration

in our country. This issue now needs renewed attention. According to the Association for Democratic Reforms (ADR), 60 per cent of the

income of national parties in the country in 2021-22 came from unknown sources and this amount is more than Rs 2,172 crore. Between the

financial years 2004-05 and 2021-22, Rs 17,249 crore was raised by political parties from unknown sources. There is no doubt that despite

selective reforms, there has been a lack of transparency in election expenditure in the country for decades. According to the Representation

of the People Act (1951), Section 29(c), treasurers of political parties have to share with the Election Commission the documents of any

contribution exceeding Rs 20,000. Corporate donations to political parties were banned in 1968 at the initiative of Indira Gandhi. However,

it was legalized again in 1985. Political parties were also exempt from income and property taxes till 1979. However, they used to file annual

returns and disclose donations above ten thousand rupees and the identity of its donors. It goes without saying that subsequent amendments

in this matter have given priority to the privacy of corporations and political parties over the right to information of ordinary citizens. This

has obviously affected our ability to conduct free and fair elections. Political parties are now required to give annual income-expenditure

details to the Income Tax Department and the Election Commission, but they are not bound to give detailed details of their sources of funds.

Clearly, we have limited disclosures of election expenditure and contributions. In the United States, there are defined limits on financial

assistance to parties and candidates for election campaign expenses, while election campaign expenses are exempt from any such limits.

Also, corporations and labor unions are prohibited from providing direct financial assistance to candidates. Corporate contributions to

political parties in Italy require board approval along with disclosure in the annual report. In the Netherlands, individuals and companies

have incentives for tax deductions for limited donations and payment of party membership fees. We need to set clear limits on expenditure

for candidates and parties during elections. These limits should be realistic and relevant keeping in mind the complexity of conducting

election campaigns. The Election Commission is pushing for a report by political parties. All donations above Rs 2,000 should be welcomed

with the mandate of digital transactions. With such provisions, the playing field will become fairer for smaller parties and independent

candidates will have a more fair chance of success. Electoral bonds have not proved to be a panacea in this matter. In 2018, the Electoral

Bond Scheme was introduced through the Finance Act (2017) and opened the way for the purchase of interest-free electoral bonds by

individuals, institutions or companies. In this, neither the buyer nor the political party is required to disclose to whom the donation has been

made. Meanwhile, foreign funding of elections continues in India. It is ironic that Indians running NGOs have to go round and round to

receive foreign donations, whereas our political parties are legally allowed to receive foreign donations. In conclusion, we can say that public

funding of elections is an idea that needs serious consideration. It is already widely practiced in the West. In France, for example, public

subsidies for political parties and candidates were introduced in 1988. Along with this, corporate donations were banned there. Public

subsidies have been in place in the Netherlands since the 1970s. However, there the fund distribution is done through the party foundation.

Similarly, public subsidies for political parties in Sweden have existed since 1965.

This is not a new idea in relation to India either. In 1990, the Dinesh Goswami Committee on Electoral Reforms recommended state funding

of select expenditures, while penalizing election spending by independent supporters and banning corporate donations to political parties.

Partial state subsidies have also been given since 1998. The allocation of free time on state-owned television and radio networks is one such

initiative. In 1998, the Indrajit Gupta Committee on State Financing of Elections recommended that the mandatory sharing of free airtime

to recognized national and regional parties during elections should be extended to private channels and that necessary subsidies be provided.

Government funding of elections to reduce dependence on private donations to political parties and candidates should move in the direction

Union Health Minister Mansukh Mandaviya's meeting with the health ministers of the states tells that the cases of corona infection have

started increasing to such a level that there is a need to be cautious about them.

One, people have given up the habit of wearing

masks and secondly, they have also become careless. In such a situation, it has to be underlined again and again that the time has come to

apply the mask again and adopt necessary measures to avoid corona infection. While there is a need to create such an environment that

people show seriousness about the measures to avoid corona infection, there is also a need to create such a system that maximum number of

tests are done. For this, the number of centers will have to be increased where tests for corona infection can be done. Similarly, the vaccination

campaign will also have to be given a new impetus. This campaign will gain momentum when on one hand the states will have sufficient

number of vaccines, on the other hand people will also come forward for vaccination. It should not be overlooked that there are a large

number of people who have not taken the second dose of the vaccine. The need to introduce caution regarding the increasing cases of

corona has increased because the number of infected people has increased in the last few days. has grown rapidly.should not be ignored. It

is clear that the states also have to see whether their hospitals are making necessary preparations to deal with Corona or not? They will have

to do this work seriously, because if the corona infection is unbridled, they may have to resort to restrictive measures under compulsion.
