Arunachal
The border disputes between India and

China are several decades old. India has

given a befitting reply to China in Ladakh

and Arunachal Pradesh. The armies of both

the countries are deployed face to face in the

region of Ladakh, so the situation of tension

and war is natural. Border disputes have

escalated since the 1962 war and have now

become so complex that diplomatic and

military dialogue alone are not the solution.

The issue of Tibet also remains hot in

Arunachal. China considers the entire area

of Tibet as 'China', just as it has been

accepting Taiwan as its occupation, but how

can we accept the area of Arunachal which

is under Indian sovereignty as 'China'? Of

course, China may rename some areas and

villages as 'Chinese', as it has done in the

border areas of Indian states like Himachal

and Uttarakhand, but sovereignty cannot be

changed by naming.

 Arunachal is an integral part of the Republic

of India. It is a Lok Sabha constituency. The

assembly has been formed according to the

Indian law and constitution. Elections there

have also been conducted according to the

Indian Constitution and the Chief Minister

comes under the constitutional purview of

the Government of India and the President.

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Half of the population: Financial inclusion

and women, a new and practical strategy

will have to be made for self-reliance
Micro finance companies in India have built a relationship of trust with the poor, working class and rural women who were outside the

banking system for a long time. This industry should now work on such a strategy, which makes vulnerable women self-reliant and responsible.

The trend of providing microfinance to vulnerable groups of women without any collateral (an asset that the lender accepts as security for

the loan) continues to feature prominently in economic news from India. New investments keep pouring in from both domestic and global

sources in this area of micro finance. It is through these investments that dozens of India's micro finance companies (MFIs) ensure financial

inclusion of marginalized groups, and which continues to be a lucrative venture for these companies. Till a decade back, India's micro

finance sector was a media target. In Andhra Pradesh, for example, media outlets tried to put pressure on microfinance companies by citing

violent debt collection methods and the resulting suicides of borrowers. But now the focus of the media in this matter is on other issues rather

than the difficulties of the borrowers. Despite this, microfinance companies are still very important because of their focus on poor women.

But do these companies provide women in need with the help and services they need? And why is it that an industry focused solely on

shareholder returns keeps women from vulnerable groups out of India's financial ecosystem? In my recent book, which is the result of my

decade-long research on India's commercial microfinance sector, I show that India's microfinance industry has not only missed its goal of

bringing marginalized women into the mainstream of development Rather, microfinance companies' strategies rarely concern the needs of

vulnerable women. On the contrary, the evidence of gender disparity in the day-to-day activities of this industry is evident from the work

culture of their institutions to their interactions with the customers-borrowers.This industry employs poor women who have taken loans,

but does not pay them wages. These women help these companies in debt recovery by forming groups and through personal information

and labour. For example, in Bangalore I met a woman leader who claimed to be helping her neighbors. After talking to her and other

women in her group in detail, it became clear that she uses her influence to create such a group of women in her community, which is in the

interest of the small finance company. Such groups include poor women as well as relatively well-to-do women, including entrepreneurs,

tenants, and housewives—all kinds of women. For the creditworthiness of micro finance companies, it is necessary that they form different

types of groups. But till now the employees of these companies have failed to do so. As such, they seek the help of women who have influence

in their community. The woman leader I was referring to, through love and coercion, united different categories of women and asked them

to take a loan from a small finance company together, but in conversation she was claiming that this work was done by women. Do it for

service. There is no doubt that behind such work that woman leader must have had her own interests, but it is certain that the company does

not pay her any money for this work. The micro finance sector has a very positive image. It is believed that this industry does an important

job of making women small entrepreneurs and self-reliant. But such women who take loans in India do not become entrepreneurs. Rather,

they take small loans to pay school fees, necessary medical expenses and repay costly loans. Small finance companies benefit from this. While

repaying the small loan, the borrower can take a bigger loan after one year, due to which the profits of the micro finance companies are also

comparatively higher. In the work culture of small finance companies, women employees get less opportunities to advance as compared to

male employees. A female employee told me that after a group of women took a loan, her eyesight ran out, so it was difficult for the other

women to repay her loan along with theirs. In such a situation, the female employee broke open the door of the absconding leader's house

and asked her to take out her belongings and sell them. Had she not said so, the report card of that female employee herself would have been

spoiled because she had got the loan to that group. Women borrowers from micro finance companies are economically weak, but they are

not necessarily poor. When a woman named Vijaya needed money for her hysterectomy, an influential woman in her community got her a

loan from a small finance company. Vijaya was grateful to her acquaintance as well as to the company, because the interest she charged was

less than that of her neighborhood moneylender. In this sense, the importance of micro finance companies is definitely high for women like

Vijaya, but the irony is that women empowerment is never a part of the strategy of these companies which provide loans to women groups.

Since a large number of these companies-Loans are given to the needy, in which the number of women groups is very high, in such a

situation, they should work on such a strategy, which will make the weak women of the country self-reliant and responsible. There is no

doubt that micro finance companies have built a relationship of trust with the poor, working class and rural women who were outside the

banking system for long. Hence, it is high time that the industry also works towards empowering the large population of women in need.

Community: Women connecting

iron with life, mechanization is

breaking the links of profit
Despite hard work, these women have no fixed daily income. Large scale mechanization has deprived them of profit. Agriculture is an

important business of our country. The utility of tools for agriculture is self-evident. The blacksmiths provide these tools to the farmers.

Blacksmiths have been forging tools by giving different shapes to iron metal since ancient times. But the community of Gadiya Lohars is still

in the darkness of oblivion. He has been using scientific method along with traditional knowledge in his work, without ever going to school.

The women of this community are also playing their part in taking forward this work on par with men. A village of Gadia Lohars in Parsoli

village along the Ajmer-Jaipur highway in Rajasthan is living in abject poverty. Dali Gadiya Lohar, 60, from the same town, says, 'We don't

know what a school looks like? We started working at the age of fifteen. We used to go from one village to another selling iron goods in a

bullock cart with my parents.

Times have changed, but our circumstances have not changed. These blacksmiths were originally from Mewar and made weapons for the

rulers. When Maharana Pratap lost his kingdom, the blacksmiths also vowed to live like nomads. To make a living, they made goods and

sold them on bullock carts from village to village. Because of this bullock cart, he came to be known as Gadiya Lohar. In this community of

blacksmiths, women play an important role in making metal tools. While the man heats the coals and strikes the iron, the women first fan the

coals and then join the man to help shape the metal. It is hard work and very difficult process. These women learn this work from childhood.

Apart from making goods, women also sell their products by going from village to village, fair after fair. They make tongs, sieves, dantlis

(hand saws), axes, sickles and spades.

They buy iron and coal from the city to make goods. Most of them have nothing to do with education, but having settled in one place for the

past decade, their children now go to a nearby government school. There are many dangers involved in their work. Not only do they have

to sit for hours in front of a blazing fire, but there is also a high risk of injury while making tools. Despite hard work, these women have no

fixed daily income. Large scale mechanization has deprived them of profit. Modern machine-made tools are now available, which are

available at very cheap prices.

 In such a situation, why would anyone buy the tools made by them? Now they sell locks, chains, kitchen knives, bells, spoons, mousetraps,

etc., sitting on the roadside, which earns them very little profit. Kamla Gadia Lohar says, we buy goods worth Rs 20,000, but our total

income is only Rs 2,000. In this era of inflation, what can be done by earning two to three thousand rupees a month! Same is the story of

Santosh Gadia Lohar. She says, 'We earn only five to ten rupees from one item. We make some things ourselves, and buy some from the

market to sell. Mechanization has affected our family business.

Fairs are important places for promotion of handicrafts, but it is not profitable for these blacksmiths. Pushkar fair has also not been

profitable for them. The organizers of the fair charge them Rs 3,000 per foot as rent, then they do not get a permanent place in the fair. Rent

has to be paid whether the goods are sold or not. The same story is of the second major fair of the region 'Urs Mela in Ajmer Sharif'. These

hardworking women of the Gadia Lohar community are looking forward to the day when their products will once again become popular

and sell at a good price. (Charkha Feature)
