OBC Census: Mandal vs Kamandal once

again? The brahmastra of castes against

the weapon of religion in the election field
Looking at the way Congress has raised the issue of OBCs, it seems that for 2024, the contest between Mandal vs Kamandal has been

decided. Even in the nineties, the issue of Mandal versus Kamandal had come to the center of politics. The result of the same politics is that

the Bharatiya Janata Party has emerged as the largest party in the world along with occupying the country's power on its own. Right before

the Lok Sabha elections, the ruling BJP is keeping its Hindu vote bank tight. But suddenly the way the Congress, the largest party in the

opposition, has raised the issue of OBCs, it seems that the contest between Mandal vs Kamandal for 2024 has been fixed. In the nineties also,

the issue of Mandal vs Kamandal had come to the center of politics. The result of the same politics is that the Bharatiya Janata Party has

emerged as the largest party in the world along with occupying the country's power on its own. Most of the states also have governments

either with absolute majority of BJP or in coalition with other parties. That's why the opposition has only backward castes to break the

Hindu vote bank of BJP. These backward castes are considered to be the largest part of the Hindu population and if minorities are added,

it makes up 80 per cent of the country's population. Opposition aims to break Hindu vote bank- Till now only some regional parties like SP,

BSP, RJD and Janata Dal were demanding caste based census in the country. In Bihar, the government of the Nitish-led party had even

started the caste census. But now the president of Congress, the largest opposition party, Mallikarjun Kharge has included himself in the

supporters of the caste census by writing a letter to Prime Minister Modi, demanding that the results of the 2011 caste census be made public.

While till now this party was not in favor of caste calculation like BJP and Left parties. Not only this, Rahul Gandhi, the undeclared top

leader of the Congress, also raised the issue of caste enumeration in his constituency Wayanad and proved that if the BJP seeks votes in the

name of Hindus in 2024, then the opposition must form a caste front to make a dent in that vote bank. Will open-  About 2633 castes in India

are considered as Other Backward Classes. Apart from these, there are 1241 Scheduled Castes and 705 Scheduled Tribes. If minorities are

also included in this category, then the rest of the population will be less than 20 percent. BJP benefits from Ram Mandir movement- The

impact of the brahmastra of castes against the weapon of religion in the electoral arena will be known only in 2024, but it is likely that

identity-based politics will continue to play an important role in Indian politics given the complex social and cultural diversity of the country.

In fact, on September 25, 1990, when the then BJP President LK Advani started a journey from Somnath in Gujarat to Ayodhya in Uttar

Pradesh with the aim of gathering support for the construction of Ram temple in Ayodhya, there was a boil in the politics of India. . Although

the then Chief Minister of Bihar, Lalu Prasad Yadav, stopped that yatra on 23 October 1990 at Samastipur in Bihar. The Rath Yatra was

planned as a show of strength and support for the Ram Janmabhoomi movement, and was largely publicized by public rallies and processions.

However, the Rath Yatra helped consolidate the BJP's support base, especially among the Hindu community, despite heavy opposition to the

yatra and violence. In the 1991 Lok Sabha elections, the party BJP won 120 seats and emerged as the second largest party in Parliament

after the Congress, whereas before that it had only 2 members in the Lok Sabha. After that movement, there was a new change in Indian

politics and BJP kept climbing the stairs of success on the basis of Hindu vote bank. Mandal Commission's weapon in the hands of BP Singh

Although in August 1990, when Vishwanath Pratap Singh made a historic announcement to implement 27 percent OBC quota in central

government jobs and took a step towards the recommendations of the Mandal Commission, the immediate challenge before him was not the

Hindutization of politics but the rebellion of the powerful Jat leader Devi Lal. . But later, the pro-social justice political forces got hold of the

Mandal commission report against BJP's Hindutva agenda. That's why the narrative of Mandal vs Kamandal became prevalent in the

politics of the nineties. In fact, the Mandal Commission was constituted by the then Morarji Desai government in 1979 under the chairmanship

of former Bihar Chief Minister B.P. Mandal to identify the socially and educationally backward classes in India and recommend measures

to improve their condition. . The Mandal Commission submitted its report in 1980, in which it identified a total of 3,743 castes and communities

as socially and educationally backward classes, which were then classified as Other Backward Classes (OBCs). The commission recommended

that a certain percentage of government jobs and educational seats be reserved for OBCs, to improve their representation and to remedy

historical disadvantages and discrimination. The implementation of the Mandal Commission's recommendations became a contentious issue

in Indian politics, with some groups opposing the move as a threat to meritocracy and supporting it as a necessary measure to address social

inequality. circle commission The recommendations of the NDA were strongly opposed by the upper classes across the country. The

Uttarakhand movement also emerged from the anti-Mandal movement, as a result of which the state of Uttarakhand was formed, as well as

the states of Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh. Not only this, later the way for the formation of Telangana state was also paved. British started

caste based census in 1872- In fact, the Mandal Commission was not the only one to conduct caste enumeration. In the first caste-based

census conducted in India during the British period (in 1872), about 1,800 castes were identified and classified into four broad categories,

namely Brahmins, Kshatriyas, Vaishyas and Shudras. Thereafter, in the second caste-based census conducted in 1931, more than 2,000

castes were identified and classified into several sub-castes and groups based on various criteria such as occupation, language and region.

The latest caste-based census, conducted in 2011, recorded the caste of the population along with other demographic information, but the

data has not yet been made public. More than 6 thousand OBC and Scheduled Castes in India -In India, the classification of Other Backward

Classes (OBCs) is determined by the National Commission for Backward Classes (NCBC), which was established under the National

Backward Classes Act, 1993. NCBC has classified a total of 5,013 castes and communities as OBC till September 2021. This classification is

based on various criteria such as social, economic and educational backwardness, and is subject to review and revision by the NCBC from

time to time. In India, the classification of Scheduled Castes (SCs) is determined by the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order, 1950, which

lists those castes and communities.  As of September 2021, there are 1,241 castes and communities that are classified as Scheduled Castes in

India. These communities are considered socially and educationally deprived. Similarly as of September 2021, there are 705 tribes or tribal

communities that are classified as Scheduled Tribes in India. These communities are considered socially and educationally disadvantaged

and are entitled to various constitutional safeguards and benefits such as reservation in education, employment and political representation.
