Court verdict
on Rahul

The judge of the Surat sessions court uttered
only one word — 'dismissed.' And dismissed
Rahul Gandhi's petition. The Congress
leader challenged the decision of the lower
court, under which Rahul Gandhi was
sentenced to 2 years. As a result his MP was
dismissed. If this sentence continues, Rahul
will be 'disqualified’ from contesting elections
for 6 years and after all appeals are rejected,
he can also be sent to jail. Of course he will
challenge the sessions court's decision in the
Ahmedabad High Court, revealed senior
Supreme Court lawyer and Congress Rajya
Sabha MP Abhishek Manu Singhvi. Rahul
Gandhi will remain on bail till the final
disposal of the appeal.
The matter is of criminal defamation, but has
more to do with Gandhi family supremacy
and Congress politics. The then Congress
President had raised the question on April
11, 2019, during the Kolar election rally in
Karnataka, that why all the thieves are Modi
- Nirav Modi, Lalit Modi, Narendra Modi?
If you search, you will find more names. In
'Modi surname', Rahul Gandhi had also
taken the name of the country's Prime
Minister Modi.
We have heard the statement time and time
again. Surely this was a grossly objectionable
and insulting statement.

TV Journalism: What kind of live reporting
is this, if the Killers try to escape while firing...

Is everyone wondering who will be the next live murder now? Or will the channel keep a distance of two hands from murderers like Atiq?
Some say that thanks to the promptness of the news channels, the country witnessed the live murder of Atiq and Ashraf. Some say that why
did the cameras go to the hospital at 10.30 pm? Why is the sound bite of dreaded Kkillers like Ateeq Ahmed necessary? Why was the live
murder shown on the channels? News channels are not only watched by strong hearted adults in homes, elders and children also watch
them. Once the live murder went on, but later the pictures could be blurred. But not done. A living person turned into a corpse in no time
and the news anchors kept linking it to the end of the terror. Let's assume for a while that since Vikas Dubey's car overturned, he was killed
in an encounter, so a similar incident could have happened to Atiq Ahmed as well, seeing this news channels escorted Atiq from Ahmedabad
to Prayagraj . Atiq also repaid the favor for this. He said that it was only because of the media that he could reach safely. But after that why
there was a need to put the mike in the mouth every time Atiq came in front of him? Atiq was not going to tell how to avoid the next wave of
Corona. Nor was he going to invent a formula to remove inflation and unemployment. He was neither going to lecture on the plight of
prisoners in the jail, nor was he going to impart some knowledge on police reforms. After all, why is the sound bite taken of murderers and
accused like Atiq Ahmed? Even bigger question is why did the police allow the sound bite to be taken. What would have happened if the
murderers tried to run away from there after committing the murder? There was chaos. Neem was dark. Cameramen and reporters were
running hither and thither. In such a situation, if the murderers used to shoot at the police while trying to escape, the police would also fire
in response. Then the cameramen could also come under the grip and also the reporters doing live reporting. By the way, the family
members of media persons working on payroll would have got the insurance amount, but what would happen to the rest of the stringers,
digital media people? Taking a lesson from this, what new guidelines will the owner-editor of the news channel issue? By law, the Indian
Broadcast Standards Authority should have decided by meeting by now, but nothing like this is going to happen. On the contrary, a channel
has given a reward of five lakh rupees to the cameraman and reporter who shot the live murder. So is it to be believed that henceforth those
covering Killers like Atiq will wear bullet proof jackets and present examples of brave reporting? Talked to old colleagues of many channels
on this incident. He reminded that the police do not give complete information in such cases, so the channels have to resort to sources, giving
unconfirmed information under compulsion. In the year 2010, the Union Home Ministry urged the states that in sensitive cases there should
be no media parade of the accused or the convicts. Also, there should be a separate police officer appointed in such a case, who would answer
the questions of the media. But this does not happen. That's why news channels go on doing all that they shouldn't. Its result becomes like
Atiq Kand. Now every child has come to know that a camera, a mic and a channel strap around the neck is enough to take you closer to
people like Atiq. This is not the first time this has happened. Three years ago, a contract killer from Chechnya was hired by Russian agencies
to kill a celebrity in Ukraine, who met his target posing as a representative of a French newspaper. The man who assassinated Shinzo Abe in
Japan last year also managed to get close to the former prime minister by being a media representative. During the presidential election in
Mexico, the drug mafia sent a shooter to the election rally disguised as a TV journalist. Is everyone wondering who will be the next live
murder? Or will the channel keep distance from murderers like Atiq?

BJP's new questions

Himachal BJP had lost a lot in the earlier elections and now a president Suresh Kashyap had to go. Just before the Shimla Municipal
Corporation elections, but in the calculation of the upcoming Lok Sabha elections, the presence of an MP in the reins of the state BJP was
considered irrelevant.

At
that time, the lullabies of the BJP were making their loved ones sleep peacefully, but somewhere among the workers there must have been
a feeling of the pain of weak leadership. The national president of the party, Jagat Prakash Nadda, who became the 'elephant's foot' for the
state BJP, has undoubtedly been dominated, but the structure required for attendance on the ground has been ignored somewhere. In the
last election, amidst the storms of ticket allocation and rebellion in the field, solutions may have been cultivated, but the weeds within the
party have not gone away. In such a situation, Kashyap's resignation is not unexpected, but also the message of BJP's upcoming strategy and
the beginning of new equation and balance between the party family. For the new president's innings after the departure of Suresh Kashyap,
the BJP will try to give new messages to its history and the geographical potential of the state. The mission repeat of the party has apparently
hit the brakes in the low lying areas including Kangra. In such a situation, there is also a possibility that this time the land of Kangra should
be carved for the leadership of the party.This fact cannot be avoided. How many ministers have become untouchable due to the allocation
of financial powers in the name of power or how many leaders have become crippled in the center of the government, this also has to be
considered. Of course, the BJP has not yet given up on its morale and this budget session has come and proved that how the ruling Congress
has been brought up by the opposition, but the successful role of the BJP does not mean that the party has corrected its internal flaws. Have
done. How balanced, how independent and how explosive the next journey is will depend on how the party presents its new president.

Failing plan - On CSK's performance, he said, ''We knew CSK spinners
would play a big role in the match. Everyone had a plan to counter them. Could have either
played big shots on him or rotated the strike and built partnerships. We had plans but
unfortunately we failed in that. We need to review. How can we improve with the bat. The
effort of our bowlers was very good. Need to review - It should be noted that none of the
Hyderabad batsmen were successful in playing a big innings in the match played on Friday.
Abhishek Sharma scored maximum 34 runs. With this defeat, Sunrisers Hyderabad are at
9th position in the points table with 4 points from 6 matches. Hyderabad has won two out of
6 matches and has lost four. Hyderabad will have to perform well in the remaining matches to
reach the playoffs.

PAK bows down to India, ready
to play at a neutral venue, rest
of the teams will play in Pakistan

The Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) had refused to tour Pakistan due to
political tensions between the two countries and sought to shift the continental tournament
to a neutral venue. The Pakistan Cricket Board (PCB) organized India's matches. The
proposal to host the Asia Cup with a neutral venue has been given to the Asian Cricket
Council (ACC) on Friday. PCB chief Najam Sethi told that he has sent this proposal to ACC.
In this, India can play its matches at a neutral venue while the rest of the teams will play in
Pakistan. The Board of Cricket in India (BCCI) had refused to tour Pakistan due to the

political tension between the two countries and demanded that the Asian tournament be
shifted to a neutral venue. Sethi, who replaced Rameez Raja as PCB chief, said- We have
decided to have it on a 'hybrid model' where Pakistan will play Asia Cup matches at their
home ground and India will play their matches at a neutral venue. This is our proposal to the
Asian Cricket Council. Advising Pakistan to go to India for the World Cup - The Asia Cup
is proposed to be organized from September 2 to 17, in which six teams will participate.
However, the exact schedule of matches is yet to be announced due to the uncertainty over
the venue. Apart from Pakistan and India, a qualifier team along with Sri Lanka, Afghanistan,
Bangladesh will participate in the Asia Cup. The qualifying tournament continues in Nepal.
Sethi has high hopes from Pakistan's Foreign Minister Bilawal Bhutto Zardari's visit to
India next month for the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) Council meeting. He
hoped that the Foreign Minister's visit to Goa would help in improving relations between the
two countries. Sethi said- We have been told that relations can be normalised. If this happens
then India will consider participating in the Champions Trophy in Pakistan in 2025. We
have been advised to go to India for the World Cup along with playing the Asia Cup at a
neutral venue. Sethi, however, did not say who gave the advice. Sethi indicated that the
public opinion in his country was that Pakistan should play cricket on equal terms with
India. He said- There is no restriction from our government to play against India, but I can
say on public opinion that we are not needy and we can stand on our feet financially. We
want to play respectable cricket with India. We are also in talks with ACC.

'This is the last phase of my career’,
Dhoni gave hints of retirement;
Said this for the fans of Chennai

Chennai captain Dhoni has batted in the last overs this season and won the hearts of the
spectators. He has scored 59 runs in four innings of six matches. During this, Dhoni's average
is 59 and strike rate is 210.71. He has hit two fours and six sixes. Chennai Super Kings
captain Mahendra Singh Dhoni has indicated that he will retire from cricket completely
after the current season of IPL. Dhoni, who retired from international cricket in August
2020, plays only in the IPL. He said after winning against Sunrisers Hyderabad at Chennai's
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home ground Chepauk Stadium on Friday (April 21) that this is the last phase of his career.
The 41-year-old Dhoni himself admitted that he wants to enjoy the last phase of his career.
There are many speculations that the current season is Dhoni's last and he is expected to
announce his retirement after IPL 2023. Dhoni said, ‘“No matter how long I play, but this is
the last phase of my career. It is important to enjoy it. After two years, fans have got a chance
to come here and see. It feels good to be here. The audience has given us a lot of love and
affection.'' He said that he is not getting enough chances to bat, but has no complaints. The
Chennai captain has batted in the last overs this season and won the hearts of the spectators.

There is an
imbalance between the ball
and the bat and it is more in
favor of the batsmen at the
moment. Sachin will turn 50
on Monday. He said -
bowlers should also get some
help because in the current
rules batsmen have more
advantage. Due to starting
the innings with two new
balls in ODIs, after a match
of 25 overs, the ball is 12 or
13 overs old, due to which the
bowler cannot reverse swing. This neither softens the ball nor does its color fade. Spin bowlers
are unable to dodge — he said, 'Bowlers should also get benefited. I think that element is
missing from this game right now. With five fielders within 30 yards, the spinners are not
able to take the risk of changing their line too much. The off-spinner is bowling in the line of
middle stump and this does not allow him to dodge the batsman. We are bowling with a
defensive line and we need to make some changes. The importance of the toss will end -
Sachin said on his earlier suggestion of dividing ODI cricket into four innings of 25-25 overs,
'It is a 50-50 over match now, but if you bat first for 25 overs' And then the other team will
bat for 25 overs. Then in the next 25 overs you will start from where you played the first 25
overs. This will eliminate the importance of the toss because in the current format one team
takes advantage of the toss. Will be interested in this format. This format is very challenging
for us. Using different balls at different places will make Test cricket more challenging.
