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Technology: India's strength will increase with

quantum technology, data security will be strong
With the approval of the National Quantum Mission, India has become the seventh country in the world, which is doing research and

development in quantum technology. Scientists from many countries including India are trying to develop quantum technology. In the

digital age, whoever has the data is the power. Quantum computers will greatly increase the speed of data processing. It can store more data

in less space and will make data processing and computing techniques more efficient, which will also reduce energy consumption. Today,

many multinational companies and governments of different countries are spending a large part of the national defense budget on it to make

quantum computers. Two weeks ago, the Government of India has also approved the National Quantum Mission. With this, India has

become the seventh country in the world, which is doing research and development in quantum technology. The Union Cabinet chaired by

the Prime Minister Modi has approved the National Quantum Mission on April 19, 2023 for the period 2023-24 to 2030-31 at a total cost of

Rs 6,003.65 crore. According to the central government, this will help scientific and industrial research and development work. At present,

six countries in the world have related technology, but all these countries are in the research and development stage. None of them have

started any applications on quantum technology. In such a situation, now India is also going to match these countries. With quantum

technology, information can be used in a fast and secure way. The Quantum Technology mission aims to develop intermediate-scale quantum

computers with 50–1,000 physical qubits in eight years, using platforms such as superconducting and photonic technology. The mission aims

to deliver inter-city quantum up to 2,000 km and set up a multi-node quantum network. The mission will also focus on developing highly

sensitive magnetometers in atomic systems and atomic clocks for highly accurate timing, communication and navigation. Right now, it is a

big problem to get some necessary information in a short time from a huge amount of data, which quantum computer can do very easily and

quickly compared to conventional computers. Many encryption systems, such as those used in banking and security applications, are used

in conventional computers, which are beyond a point unable to solve mathematical problems. Quantum computers can overcome these

shortcomings. Additionally, they can be useful for scientific research, astronomical space missions, data protection, etc. According to quantum

technology experts, quantum technology has the potential to revolutionize information processing.

Change: RBI's draft circular is in

the interest of the borrowers,

penalty fee recovery will be curbed
The draft circular issued by the Reserve Bank of India calls for standardization of charges and stresses that the penalty is meant to make

borrowers realize the mistake and should not be treated as a way to monetise the situation. This step is in the interest of borrowers, especially

small borrowers. It is unfortunate that regulators in financial services often play their fair role too late. Banking sector regulator Reserve

Bank of India has issued a draft circular – Fair Lending Regime: Penalties in Loan Accounts. The main objective of this circular is to restrict

lending institutions, such as banks, non-banking financial institutions (NBFCs) and other institutions, from being permitted to levy penal

charges on late payment of loans granted. Currently, all these institutions do not have any standardized rules on how much they can charge

as penalties in case of delays or defaults by borrowers. Institutions have the freedom to determine how much penalty they wish to impose as

long as the penalty is approved by the board of such lending companies. Often, the penalty fee is not outright, but is levied in the form of

interest, which is often very onerous for a borrower who is already struggling with loan repayments. Take for example a monthly EMI

(installment) of Rs 1,000, if the interest rate on the loan is 10 per cent and the penal rate of interest is one per cent per month, basically one

per cent penalty per month on delay or default on the total outstanding loan And not just on the EMI, which is Rs 1,000. This arrangement

proves very costly for any borrower and is unfair to them. The penalty should be a fixed amount and vary depending on the EMI range with

the fee increasing depending on the quantum of EMI. Though belated, finally the Reserve Bank of India in its circular has taken note of the

fact that lending institutions charge penal rates of interest much higher than the applicable interest rates, if the borrower fails to fulfill the

conditions applicable at the time of loan sanction. defaults or non-compliance with them. RBI was not aware of any such huge penalty levied

by the lending financial institutions, it is a mystery, as RBI is the watchdog to whom these institutions report and take action against such

malpractices. Should have known about. The circular issued by the Reserve Bank of India called for standardization of charges and

emphasized that the penalty is meant to make the borrowers realize the mistake and should not be treated as a way to monetise the situation.

Think of late payment fees charged for late payment of school fees or phone bills, which are fixed in nature and do not vary in between.

Apart from this, they are the same for all. In case of loans, the penalties differ not only for different borrowers but also according to the size

of the loan taken from a lender. Therefore, a corporate entity is charged a relatively lower penalty (based on their outstanding loan) for delay

in loan repayment as compared to a small-scale borrower taking a home loan. This discrepancy amounts to unfair practices and encourages

big borrowers to default on payments, as they do not face strict action or heavy monetary penalties. So one can only guess how big corporate

borrowers like Vijay Mallya not only defaulted on huge bank loans; Rather they are living a comfortable life abroad as well. The Reserve

Bank of India has said that interest rates on credit facilities, including conditions for restructuring of interest rates, will be strictly governed

by the relevant regulatory directions issued and lending institutions cannot introduce any additional component to the interest rate. This

means that late and default penalties will not be part of the interest. Further, the rules will be the same for all borrowers and no preference

will be given to them. This change in RBI's attitude is indeed heartening, but the time has come for regulators of all financial products to

know the ground reality of how the entities under their purview actually function. The draft circular is currently open for comments and

suggestions, which can be seen as an opportunity for the players to think about any aspect that may affect their way of functioning. A very

interesting aspect of the draft circular is the Key Fact Statement (KFS), which is required to be displayed on the website of institutions giving

details of various interest rates and service charges. For example, the penalty charge on loans for non-business purposes to individual

borrowers cannot exceed the penalty charge applicable to companies and organizations. The details of all such penal charges should be

disclosed to the borrowers in the loan agreement itself. This step of the Reserve Bank of India is favorable and in the interest of the borrowers,

especially the small borrowers. The Reserve Bank and other regulators need to get their act right by becoming more involved and aware of

the practices followed by the entities under their regulation.Banking sector regulator Reserve Bank of India has issued a draft circular –

Fair Lending Regime: Penalties in Loan Accounts. The main objective of this circular is to restrict lending institutions, such as banks, non-

banking financial institutions (NBFCs) and other institutions, from being permitted to levy penal charges on late payment of loans granted.

Currently, all these institutions do not have any standardized rules on how much they can charge as penalties in case of delays or defaults by

borrowers. Institutions have the freedom to determine how much penalty they wish to impose as long as the penalty is approved by the

board of such lending companies. Often, the penalty fee is not outright, but is levied in the form of interest, which is often very onerous for

a borrower who is already struggling with loan repayments. Take for example a monthly EMI (installment) of Rs 1,000, if the interest rate

on the loan is 10 per cent and the penal rate of interest is one per cent per month, basically one per cent penalty per month on delay or default

on the total outstanding loan And not just on the EMI, which is Rs 1,000. This arrangement proves very costly for any borrower and is

unfair to them. The penalty should be a fixed amount and vary depending on the EMI range with the fee increasing depending on the

quantum of EMI. Though belated, finally the Reserve Bank of India in its circular has taken note of the fact that lending institutions charge

penal rates of interest much higher than the applicable interest rates, if the borrower fails to fulfill the conditions applicable at the time of

loan sanction. defaults or non-compliance with them. RBI was not aware of any such huge penalty levied by the lending financial institutions,

it is a mystery, as RBI is the watchdog to whom these institutions report and take action against such malpractices.

The PCB had recently introduced a 'hybrid model' for the Asia Cup, wherein Pakistan would play all its matches at home. At the

same time, Team India can play its matches in UAE, Dubai, Oman or Sri Lanka. This year Asia Cup is to be held in Pakistan. However, controversies have been going on since last year

regarding this tournament. Asian Cricket Council President Jai Shah had announced a few months ago to hold this tournament at a neutral venue. He had said that Team India will

not go to Pakistan. However, in between there were also reports that Pakistan has agreed to have India's matches at a neutral venue. However, now Pakistani media reports suggest that

the tournament may be cancelled. However, sources in the Asian Cricket Council (ACC) denied these reports to news agency PTI.According to Pakistani media reports – If PCB

persists on hybrid model then Asia Cup 2023 might not happen or rather it will be cancelled. The BCCI is ready to cancel it and

has started planning for a five-nation tournament, which will be held during the Asia Cup window. Apart from Pakistan,

five other countries will play in this tournament.The PCB had recently introduced a 'hybrid model' for the Asia Cup, wherein

Pakistan would play all its matches at home. At the same time, Team India can play its matches in UAE, Dubai, Oman or

Sri Lanka. However, according to new reports in Pakistani media, he has spoken about the tournament not happening.

However, the ACC has ruled out any parallel tournament in which five countries will clash in Dubai. ACC sources told news

agency PTI that they have not sent any such proposal to the member nations. According to media reports, the BCCI wants

the entire tournament to be shifted to the UAE, with three grounds including Dubai, Sharjah and Abu Dhabi. Are. The

same happened in 2018 and 2022, when the tournament was held in the UAE instead of India and Sri Lanka. On the sidelines

of the ICC meeting in Dubai, a member of the ACC Board told PTI on condition of anonymity – messages have been

exchanged, but there has been no discussion or proposal to postpone the Asia Cup.The source said- If the Asia Cup is

cancelled, the PCB will be informed first. Nothing like this has happened so far. The ACC President (Jay Shah) has not put

anything on record so far. In order to postpone or cancel the event, the ACC must convene an Executive Board meeting. The Speaker (Shah) can call a meeting in seven days. There is

no information about any such meeting as of now. ACC sources said that to the best of their knowledge, the last official mail exchange between PCB, ACC and BCCI was sent to the

Indian team with assurance of high quality security and good reception Gone was the invitation. He agreed – but obviously in the current sensitive political climate it is difficult for India

to visit Pakistan. He said- We should remember the deal with media rights and Star Sports who have paid lakhs for at least two matches of Pakistan vs India in Asia Cup.
