Two constitutional

decisions
The five-judge constitution bench of the

Supreme Court has given two very

important and constitutional judgements.

One is who is the 'boss' of Delhi and under

whose control will the administrative services

be? The second decision is that Eknath

Shinde's government will continue in

Maharashtra. Relief cannot be given to

Uddhav Thackeray as he had resigned from

the post of Chief Minister even before the

majority test in the House.

 The constitution bench cannot cancel his

resignation. In the context of both the

judgments, the Constitution Bench has

repeatedly explained the aspects of the

Constitution, democracy, federalism,

unnecessary interference of the Central

Government through the Lieutenant

Governor or Governor and misuse of broad

powers of the Centre.

 Of course, Delhi is a semi-state and a union

territory, but after the 1991 law, it has an

assembly and a government elected by the

people. Of course not a full state, yet Delhi

has the right to make laws. This is the

interpretation of Chief Justice Justice DY

Chandrachud.

The Constitution Bench has given a

unanimous decision that the Lieutenant

Governor (LG) is not the only surveyor in

Delhi. He is bound to follow the decisions of

the Delhi government and act as per the

advice of the cabinet.

The powers of the LG do not give him the

right to interfere with the powers of the Delhi

Assembly and the elected government. Since

the elected government is accountable to the

people of its area and has to take care of the

demands of the public, it must have an

administrative structure under its control.

It has been decided that the Kejriwal

government will have the right to appoint

and transfer officers. Of course, the cadre of

officers is basically under the Government

of India, but the state governments can

decide their posting and transfer. The center

should not take over the rights of the state

through LG.

 If the Center will retain all the legislative

powers, then the federal structure itself will

end. This comment was also made by the

Chief Justice, who was heading the

constitution bench.

Raita was spread between the Kejriwal

government and the LG of Delhi for more

than 9 years. There was tension in

administrative relations as well. Aam Aadmi

Party MLAs and leaders also used abusive

words towards LG.

Since AAP is getting huge mandate in Delhi

and BJP is present in the House with a

handful of MLAs, the strategy must have

been decided at the level of Prime Minister

Modi and BJP's top leadership that Kejriwal

government should not be allowed to work.

Now after the decision of the constitution

bench, BJP should reconsider its strategy

and agenda.

Till now there were questions of confusion

that who will run Delhi? Who is the

'Executive Chief' of Delhi? Who will take the

decisions related to the Delhi half-state? Who

will have control over the bureaucracy?

How far can the central government

interfere? Now the Constitution Bench has

given a clear explanation that the issues of

police, land and public order will be under

the control of the Government of India

through the LG.

Rest of the decisions will be taken by the

elected Kejriwal government. The second

decision has been taken regarding

Maharashtra. The present BJP-Shiv Sena

government will continue. However, the

Constitution Bench has questioned the

decisions of the then Governor Bhagat Singh

Koshyari and Assembly Speaker Rahul

Narvekar.
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Message from the Congress victory in Karnataka
