Pakistan has been scattered and

disintegrated. There are people on the streets

and there are crowds of pro-government

mobs. For the first time, the army is looking

so weak that the crowd can blow anything

of them. Law and Judiciary are gasping.

They are becoming helpless because the

ruling mob has invaded the Supreme Court

itself.

The crowd has also crossed the 'Red Zone'.

The mob has sticks, sticks and stones. The

insides can also be automatic weapons. How

safe are the judges of the Supreme Court,

because the security personnel posted there

are government officials, so they have become

mute spectators. Prime Minister Shehbaz

Sharif's government has formed a committee

in the National Assembly (Parliament) by

approving a resolution against the country's

Chief Justice Justice Umar Ata Bandial. The

government is determined to remove the

Chief Justice itself. Although President Dr.

Arif Alvi can block this campaign, because

he has been the leader of Imran Khan's

party. National Security Council meetings

are being held. All the exercises are focused

on cracking down on former Prime Minister

Imran Khan. Riyaz Ahmed has even

demanded in the Parliament that Imran

should be hanged publicly. He is a traitor.

Therefore, the apprehension of Imran Khan

that the Sharif government may put him in

jail for 10 years on charges of treason seems

solid. His party 'Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf'

(PTI) may be banned. Undoubtedly, the

circumstances of the repetition of 1971 have

been created in Pakistan. Then the

government oppressed Sheikh Mujibur

Rahman of East Pakistan and banned his

party 'Awami League'. Mujib somehow

reached Calcutta in India and declared East

Pakistan as 'independent'. India helped

Mujib, trained his 'Mukti Bahini', but had

to go to war with Pakistan in December

1971. Pakistan was forced to capitulate in

just 13 days of fighting and lost more than

93,000 of its soldiers to the Indian Army. Had

to surrender in front. Pakistan was divided

and 'Bangladesh' was formed in place of East

Pakistan. Are the conditions of 1971 in

Balochistan, Sindh and Punjab also that

Pakistan will be divided once again? There

is discontent in these provinces, agitations are

going on. Even in Pakistan-occupied

Kashmir, there is a situation of rebellion

against the rule. They want to be free and

meet in India. India has also been

formulating its strategy on this issue.

Pakistan is in dire condition. The situation

of bankruptcy is such that if it does not pay

an installment of Rs 1.5 lakh crore loan to

China this year, then Pakistan can even

become a 'colony' of China. Pakistan has a

debt of more than Rs 10.5 lakh crore. The

International Monetary Fund has refused to

lend. The people of Pakistan are dependent

on food grains and are lying on the streets.

The contempt case against Prime Minister

Sharif is also pending in the Supreme Court.

If he is found guilty, he will have to leave the

post of prime minister.
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Challenge: From where will the energy come

for the growing population, there is a need to

formulate a serious policy regarding its use
If on one hand the cities continue to shine and the villages remain immersed in darkness, then many other kinds of inequalities will surround

us. That's why it is necessary that we also make a serious policy regarding energy usage and set a limit on its consumption per person. Be it

village or city. Energy has become the biggest need of the world today. Anyway, the structure of the earth or the whole universe rests on

energy only. The contribution of energy is behind every kind of development. One of the reasons why we are waving the flag of development

in the world is because of energy, which is the basis of all our miracles. It can also be said that today the increasing number of cities in the

world and other physical facilities ranging from motor vehicles to air conditioners or kitchen gadgets to cooking gas are all sources of energy.

This is the reason why energy production is becoming a major challenge in the world. In our own country, the per capita energy consumption

in 2012-13 was around 914 kilowatts, which increased to around 1200 kilowatts in 2019-20. That means the energy consumption directly

increased by about 32 percent. Now the increasing population and the energy requirement for it is still unanswered. India is home to 18 per

cent of the world's population, but we use only six per cent of the world's total energy consumption today. If the current situation continues,

our energy consumption will double by 2040 and for this, whatever sources are explored, their current status needs to be considered to

understand their potential. Other hazards arising out of their exploitation also cannot be ignored. Today, mainly coal, biomass, oil etc.

resources are used for energy, whose conditions cannot be said to be very stable. In fact, unstable sources on the one hand and increasing

consumption on the other have created a crunch. 54 percent of the world's urban areas account for 70 percent of energy consumption and

20 percent of the carbon foot print is due to cities alone. There were 75 million people in cities in 1950 and by 2018, 4.6 billion people have

come to cities. In our country, by 2040, 27 crore people will reach more cities, because cities have been considered as the centers of development.

Apart from the facilities, the cities have also become employment hubs. The needs of housing, water, food for the growing urban population

will be directly dependent on energy. The irony is that urban populations will continue to grow and cities will continue to be the largest

centers of energy consumption in the future. If we look at the data of the Central Energy Authority, then in 2019, 1.37 crore energy units

were required and by 2030, 2.51 crore energy units would be required. Our energy dependence has been high on coal and in the coming

times we will have to reduce this dependence from 63 percent to 56 percent in any case, because this is our resolve at the international level.

But will this be possible, it is also a big question because in the country where we live, coal is the biggest source of energy. This resource is the

largest in the country and being a big country, we will not be able to curb the use of coal much in order to provide energy based facilities to

every home and village. Today we have more than 60 per cent dependence on coal, which supplies about 72 per cent of our energy requirement.

According to the figures of 2014-15, today we have to use about 530 million tonnes of coal. And in that too, 40 percent of the coal being of low

quality creates a serious situation like pollution. In such a situation, we should become serious about alternative energy. Today the world and

our country are engaged in a big initiative regarding alternative sources of energy. For this, where the country has made provision for a

better budget, new sources of energy are being sought with the help of science and technology. Along with hydro power, bio power, we are

looking at atomic energy as a big source. Although we are constantly getting into debates about nuclear energy, but perhaps we do not know

that this earth was born because of a nucleus synthesis. The sun which gives us so much energy, it gives it only through nuclear synthesis.

Now the question is that if we raise questions of nature and environment in such an alternative, then we have already ruined everything.

Then in the coming times, the way energy is going to be required continuously, we will not have to kneel in front of all kinds of energy sources

due to alternative energy sources. In the year 2022, we have received 167.57 GW of energy from alternative sources, of which 63.3 GW came

from solar alone and 66.85 GW from hydro. Similarly, wind energy generated 41.93 GW of energy. If we continue to grow like this in the

coming times, then biomass will also be a big source of energy, which is about 10.73 GW of alternative energy today. The biggest question in

all this is that the way our population has increased to 142.67 crores and still the villages are deprived of many types of development, in such

a situation perhaps we will have to take two big steps. Firstly, promotion of alternative energy and secondly, curbing our excessive energy

requirements, because if on one hand the cities keep shining and the villages remain immersed in darkness, then many other inequalities

surround us. That's why it is necessary that we make a serious policy regarding energy use and set a limit on its consumption per person.

Whether it is a village or a city, it should not be based only on who has economic capacity, but on these capacities. Energy products of the

country and the needs of the population  It should be decided on the basis of need. By the way, we have misused energy and spent more in

luxuries than in necessities. The credit for what is happening around us in the name of global warming and climate change goes to the

increasing luxuries. If we do not improve in the coming few decades, our basic needs will also be in trouble. Unless we set limits on the use of

energy, we cannot be energy secure.

Challenge to take front from

Mocha cyclone, keen eye on

coastal areas
In view of the seriousness of 'Mocha', the coastal areas are heavily guarded and the Coast Guard personnel are keeping an eye on the sea

area. These days the sea storm 'Mocha' has spread panic. The government and administration made tremendous preparations to face this

storm which reached India through the waters of Myanmar-Bangladesh. From NDRF, Civil Defense, Navy to Army personnel are also

ready. Last week, this cyclonic storm had become very dangerous after reaching the southeast region adjacent to the Bay of Central Bengal.

Its initial speed was ninety kilometers per hour, which changed to 520 kilometers by the time it reached Port Blair. After this, the administration

became completely alert. However, by the time it reached India, its speed had reduced considerably. Otherwise, it would have been difficult

to estimate the devastation it would have caused, because it has wreaked havoc near the waters of Bangladesh and Myanmar. Sensing that

situation, our state governments have already taken the lead and have shown understanding by issuing warnings and taking people to safe

places in advance. Significantly, before the monsoon, one or the other cyclonic storm often arrives. This process has been going on regularly

for the last one decade. Earlier there were cyclonic storms like Hudhud, Fani, Phailin, which caused a lot of loss of life and property despite

preparations. Meteorologists have described 'Mocha' as dangerous compared to other cyclonic storms. So far, a total of six types of cyclones

have been identified, in which the polar low (Polar Low), polar cyclone, intra-tropical cyclone, tropical cyclone, socyclones and extra-

tropical cyclone are prominent. Apart from this, low-speed storms also occur from time to time, which do not reach the coastal areas. It is

only in the sea that they go away by booming. At that time ships and fishermen are stopped from going in the sea. The present time of India

is considered to be the change of seasons. Monsoon sets in in June, which sets the mood for the rest of the year. In such a situation, when a

cyclonic storm occurs, changes in the weather begin. Actually, Cyclone is such a structure, which is generated in deep water with low

atmospheric pressure around warm air. When the warm air on one side meets the cold air on the other side, it turns into a circular storm and

is called a cyclone. Between 1836 and 1855 in Calcutta, the great scientist and logician Henry Piddington wrote about forty research papers

related to tropical storms in the book The Journal of the Asiatic Society, which were also translated into other languages and published

around the world. If you understand in native language, then the meaning of cyclone is 'snake coil', which indicates devastation. In 1842, he

explained in detail about cyclones in his landmark thesis 'Laws of the Storm'. The name of a cyclone is given by the country from where the

cyclone originates. Names are mostly kept after animals or insects of violent nature. Other countries call the cyclone by its given name till its

term is over. At present, in view of the severity of the 'Mocha' storm, the coastal areas are heavily guarded. Indian Coast Guard personnel

are on alert in danger-prone waters like West Bengal, Tripura, Manipur, Gujarat and are keeping a close watch on low-pressure areas.

Fishermen have been barred from venturing into the sea. Until the storm calms down completely, there will be an apprehension of danger.

There is a possibility of devastation till May 18. After that the danger will be less. Till then the security forces will have to keep showing

promptness.

year; Shubman Gill joins the club of giants
Shubman Gill is only the third batsman in the world to score centuries in all three formats for his national team in the same calendar year and also scored a century in IPL. David Warner

and Mahela Jayawardene have done this before him. Indian team opener Shubman Gill has ended the drought of his centuries in IPL as well. He played a brilliant inning of 101 runs in the

match against Sunrisers Hyderabad. This is his first century in IPL. He is also the first batsman to score a century for Gujarat Titans. With this century, he has made a place in the exclusive

club of veterans. Shubman Gill is only the third batsman in the world to

have scored a century in all three formats for his country in a calendar

year and followed it up with a century in the IPL. The special thing is that

Gill has done this feat only in the fifth month of 2023. Before Gill, Sri

Lanka's Mahela Jayawardene did this in 2010 and Australia's David

Warner in 2019. Gill has scored six centuries in five months - In the year

2023, Shubman Gill is in excellent form. He has scored six centuries in five

months this year. It started with an inning of 116 runs in the ODI match

against Sri Lanka. After this, he scored 208 runs in ODIs against New

Zealand and also played an innings of 112 runs in the same series. He also

played an unbeaten inning of 126 runs in the T20 series against New

Zealand. After this, he scored 128 runs in the Test series against Australia.

With this, Gill became the first player in 2023 to score a century in all three

formats for India. Now Shubman Gill has played an inning of 101 runs for

Gujarat Titans. He is the first player to score a century for this team. He has

played a century for the first time in IPL. Joining Kohli-Raina's club - so far

there are five players from India who have scored centuries in all three

formats for the country and have also scored centuries in the IPL. The first

name in this list is of Suresh Raina. Raina is the first player for India to

score a century in all three formats.

GTRI in its report said that the decline in the import of electronic goods has been observed

significantly in the regions where the PLI scheme has been introduced. Due to the production

linked incentive (PLI) scheme of the government Imports of electronic goods such as laptops,

personal computers, integrated circuits and solar cells have declined since. Economic think

tank Global Trade Research Initiative (GTRI) said in its report that the decline in imports of

electronic goods has been seen significantly in the regions where the PLI scheme has been

introduced. According to the report, during 2022-23, India imported a total of $ 91 billion

worth of products from China. In 2021-22, this figure was $ 94.6 billion. Imports of medical

equipment from China fell 13.6 per cent year-on-year to $2.2 billion during this period. A

huge decline of 70.9 per cent was registered in the import of solar cells. Solar cells worth $1.9

billion were imported during this period. At the same time, imports of laptops and personal

computers fell by 23.1 percent to $ 4.1 billion. Mobile phone imports also declined 4.1 percent

year-on-year to $857 million. Laptop-PC imports worth $ 4.1 billion in 2022-23 - 23.1% less

than in 2021-22 Fertilizer imports also declined - 26% decline in imports of fertilizers and

other fertilizers from China during the last financial year Got it. Manures and other fertilizers

worth $2.3 billion were imported during this period. Imports of integrated circuits also declined

by 4.5 per cent. 96% jump in lithium-ion batteries:?India to import lithium-ion batteries

worth $2.2 billion from China during 2022-23. This is 96 percent more than in 2021-22. The

adoption of electric vehicles could further spur imports of lithium-ion batteries. Three figures

tell the story of decline... The report states that three figures indicate that India's imports

from China have declined. Import of electronics products from China to come down to $27.6

billion in 2022-23. In 2021-22, this figure was $ 30.3 billion. The pace of gas imports from

China decreased from 16.1 per cent in 2021-22 to 4.2 per cent. China's share in India's

merchandise imports to decline to 13.8 per cent in 2022-23. In 2017-18, this share was 16.4

per cent. Despite this, China remains India's largest supplier. Gold imports lowest in three

months - Gold imports in the country declined by 45 per cent in April to a three-month low.
