It is
obvious that Himachal has developed a
recommendatory system of transfer and that
is why it has such a wide culture and consent,
which not only stains the hem of every
government, but also the discipline of good
governance, development and economy and
the efforts of the governments in pessimism.
drags. In such a situation, if the Sukhu
government is able to fulfill its moral duty
against the political recommendation, then
it will be an inevitable gift of system change.
Although an atmosphere of political cycle
and appeasement is created behind every
transfer, still the governments so far have not
made efforts towards making clear policy
and rules. In the previous government, at
least the rules for the transfer of teachers had
been made, but this was not acceptable to
the politics. If Chief Minister Sukhwinder
Sukhu creates such a glow on his
adventurous mode, then many honest
officers and employees will bless him. The
posting and placement of Shimla does not
allow the transfer policy to be understood
and to keep it a cobweb, the working culture
of the departmental headquarters and state
secretariat of the capital has to be changed.
There is a unique regionalism, casteism,
politics through transfers, political
contracture and the share of being in the
government is down to the lowest level. It is
also an economy in itself and it is also the
salary to keep the government jobs,
appointments and profitable positions and
always keep the employee and officer politics
high. Gradually leaders have started raising
staff and officers to look after their cadre and
choice. This is the reason why most transfer
orders are a kind of pet certification. In this
case, if the Sukhu government does not
change all the District Magistrates,
Superintendents of Police, officers or
technocrats under a one-time action, then the
supervision of good governance can increase,
otherwise now sitting on the post is a political
medal. Due to the interference of social media
in the state, the singing of some officers has
put a heavy burden on their duties, while
many have become famous by dancing.
Right now there is a lot of ruckus on the style
and dress of a young female officer at a
public dance. In such a situation, there is also
a need to fulfill the need of a dignified
environment in the offices. In fact, such a
period of 'Jee Huzoori' has started in
Himachal where many senior officers have
also lost their remaining identity and
backbone. Relevance in good governance
will come when officers with original and
independent thoughts will be identified. For
this, an atmosphere of criticism will arise
when the people sitting on important
positions of power pay attention to the
critical aspects of the officers in front of them
and do not ignore them.

Hope of Justice: How effective will the new law
be in returning the land of Hindus in Bangladesh?

The land of Nobel laureate Amartya Sen, who was fighting a documentary war for 13 decimal land in Shanti Niketan, West Bengal, was
confiscated by the Bangladesh government, but the promise to return it is still pending. Incidents of attacks on Hindus and temples in
Bangladesh make headlines in the country and abroad, but since before the independence of that country, the process of occupying the land
of Hindus is going on continuously. India also sacrificed its soldiers to get freedom for Bangladesh. At that time also India's favor was
considered and it is still considered today. India is counted among friendly countries, but there is so much influence of fundamentalist forces
that even today the government has changed its name and is implementing the Enemy Property Act. This act was made when Bangladesh
was included in Pakistan. The government continued with this act even after independence from Pakistan in 1971. On November 6, 2008, a
division bench of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh sued the Bangladesh government regarding the Enemy Property Law (Continuance of
Emergency Provisions) (Repeal) Act, 1974. Implemented the Rules Nisi and decreed the implementation of the Arpita Assets Transfer Act
circular and its administrative orders. The court had asked to return the grabbed land of Hindus and other communities within four weeks.
After this, in the last 15 years, billions of liters of water from the Padma river has entered the sea, but the order of the court is lying in cold
storage. The government neither filed a review petition nor did the honorable court bother to run a contempt case. This proved once again
that even the courts there bowed down before the fundamentalist forces. It doesn't matter if the Hindu community continues to protest.
Cleverly see that the Hasina government has changed the name of Enemy Property Act to Waste Property Act. By law, this act should have
been applicable to those who left their property and went to West Pakistan after the 1971 war, but perhaps the governments of Hasina and
Khaleda Zia have considered Hindus as the enemy. That's why the government immediately took possession of the property of Hindu
politician Dhirendra Nath Dutt, who was martyred at the hands of the Pakistani army in the 1971 war. The argument given was that his
body had not been found. Apart from this, the entire land of Nobel laureate Amartya Sen, who is currently fighting a documentary battle for
13 decimal land in Shantiniketan, Bengal, was also confiscated after his arrival in India. In 1999, the Bangladesh government announced
that it was considering returning the land to the Sen family, after the award had attracted international attention. The fact is that till date it
is only being considered. Abdul Barkat, Professor of Dhaka University, in one of his books published in 2000, presented a figure of the
captured property of Hindus. It was told that by that time the agricultural land of 7,48,850 Hindu families had been grabbed. Govind Chand
Pramanik, general secretary of the Bangladesh National Hindu Mahajot, told this writer that apart from Hindus, lands belonging to Christians,
tribes like the Moors, Tangchangyas and Santhals in the adjoining areas of Tripura have also fallen into the eyes of fundamentalists. The
land mafia here has not even spared the land of Dhakeshwari, the biggest Hindu temple of Bangladesh. It should be known that Dhaka is
named after Dhakeshwari temple. See the irony that on October 9, 2018, the Hasina government tried to earn the sympathy of Hindus by
giving 1.5 bigha land worth 50 crore Taka (Rs 43 crore) nearby to the Dhakeshwari temple administration for just 10 crore Taka. Apart
from this, the government had increased the fund of Hindu Welfare Trust from 21 crores to 100 crores. It was election season at that time
and the government showed this leniency only to garner international headlines. Bangladesh also has elections in 2024 and the government
recently drafted a law to protect the religious property of Hindus. The new law may allow authorities to return land as well as take steps to
protect such property. But the question arises that what will happen to the Hindu farmers who once used to earn their living by farming,
who are forced to work as laborers in other's fields after losing their land?

Manthan: A couple and their country,
from love saga to national platform
'Winnie and Nelson'

A recent book focusing on leader Nelson Mandela and his wife, Winnie, highlights the great leader's struggle anew. It was the greatness of
Mandela and Gandhi that they were able to awaken humanity even in the imperialists who oppressed them and their people. South Africa
has long been of interest to me and in 1995 I even considered moving there to work. This was also the time when the first multiracial elections
were held and the great Nelson Mandela was elected President. I was extremely curious to see firsthand what the land was like and what the
people there had done with the freedom they had fought so hard for. However, I could not get the job I was interested in. Despite this, I kept
my eye on developments in that country and made five trips there, some to meet friends and some to search in the archives there for an
Indian Mohandas K. What material is available about Gandhi, who spent two decades in South Africa. Reading a book recently rekindled
my interest in South Africa and its people. This book is Winnie and Nelson by Johnny Steinberg, in which he uses the story of a married
couple living independently to tell the complex and conflict-ridden history of the troubled land. The book begins with their first meeting in
1957, when Nelson is struck by Winnie's beauty and vivaciousness. He was not only two decades older than her, but was already married
and had children. All this did not deter him from falling deeply in love with her. She was impressed by his personality and his public
intimidation as a rising star of the African National Congress (ANC). The subtitle of Steinberg's book is Portrait of a Marriage. It portrays
their relationship as it developed over the decades with sensitivity and authority, but always against the backdrop of the political and social
history of the time. The characters of Nelson and Vinnie come to life. Their struggles, sacrifices, concerns and oddities have been written in
depth and detail. However, Steinberg also vividly portrays other individuals, including prominent, comrades and adversaries of Nelson in
the independence struggle, friends and assistants of Winnie, some of the brutal men involved in the operation of the apartheid government,
and foreign friends of the apartheid movement. (Including the illustrious South Indian-born UN official Enuga S Reddy). Due attention is
also given to all of Nelson's children, whose lives were cursed by the circumstances of their upbringing, with their fathers being largely
indifferent or absent from their lives. Steinberg also wrote brazenly about Nelson and Winnie's infidelities. Nelson Mandela and Winnie
Madikizela were married in 1958, a year after their first meeting. Soon they had two children; But their father could hardly see the children
growing up. Shortly after giving birth to Winnie's second child, Mandela went underground and was sent to prison in 1963. While Steinberg's
entire book is readable from first to last page, the sections focusing on Mandela's 27 years in prison capture the most attention. It alternates
between the two's points of view on their life in prison and Vinnie's life in a Johannesburg township. While breaking stones or doing other
manual labor on Robben Island, Nelson used to plan his future political strategy. Importantly, Steinberg, writing about the independence
struggle, underlined that the ANC was not the only important figure. He also wrote about the Pan Africanist Congress (PAC) and its
charismatic leader, Robert Sobukwe. While the ANC opened its arms to whites and Indians as well, the PAC held the view that only Africans
were the legitimate inhabitants of the land. Its ideology was expressed with unusual effect by Sobukwe. He was a man Mandela saw as a rival
and perhaps even a threat. Meanwhile, in Soweto, Winnie was trying not only to save her life, but to pursue a career in public life. Steinberg
describes her struggle with raising children and finding a job, and her harassment and periodic imprisonment by the apartheid government.
Meanwhile, with remarkable courage, she declared herself—as the wife of the imprisoned Mandela—the leader of the people. Winnie,
always seen in stylish clothes, gave many interviews to foreign reporters, spreading the story of Nelson Mandela and his struggle abroad.
She was also surrounded by a group of rogues who were taking advantage of their closeness to Vinny to intimidate and sometimes even
murder people they thought might harm their interests. Is. As Steinberg shows, Winnie herself was not unaware of this, and sometimes
engaged in violence in the name of her own safety. In the late 1980s, the white rulers of South Africa began to belatedly realize that the
existing apartheid system could not be sustainable. They In jail, Nelson started talking to Mandela and started looking for a way to break the
impasse. Among the interlocutors were two white intelligence officers from the apartheid regime who, after spending considerable time with
Mandela, wrote in a secret note that 'it is not possible for him to betray his loyalty to his organization and his deeply rooted political They can
be ""bought'' to divert them from philosophy.' He also wrote, ' Any his spiritual power; The lack of bitterness can be influenced by his natural
benevolence as well as his personal integrity.' These words reminded the author of a remark made by Judge Robert Broomfield in 1922
during the hearing of the sedition case against Mahatma Gandhi in Ahmedabad. The colonial judge told Gandhi, 'You are different from
people I have ever heard or can hear.' The judge further said, 'It would be impossible to ignore the fact that you are a great patriot and a
great leader in the eyes of crores of your countrymen. Even your opponents in politics see you as a man of high ideals and a noble and saintly
life.' In sentencing Gandhi to six years' imprisonment under the law, Broomfield remarked: 'I must say in doing so that if the course of events
going on in India should make it possible for the Government to reduce the term and release you, So no one will be happier than me.
Perhaps, it was the greatness of Mandela and Gandhi that they were able to awaken humanity even in the imperialists who oppressed them
and their people. In February 1990, Nelson Mandela was released after 27 years in prison. Nelson and Vinny divorced in 1996. The book
follows their personal journeys until Nelson's death in December 2013 and Winnie's four and a half years later.

However, they have definitely found a new star and a new
match finisher in Rinku Singh. Rinku has impressed not only India but also cricket experts
from India and abroad with his match finishing skills this year. Rinku is also being called the
new 'Mahendra Singh Dhoni' of Indian cricket for his match finishing ability. 25-year-old
Rinku was bought by KKR for Rs 55 lakh, but he is playing better than many crorepati
players.

Including
all types of T20 cricket, Rinku has scored 1768 runs in 89 matches at an average of 30.48 and
a strike rate of 140.87. Ravi Shastri demands Rinku to be included in the Indian team - Many
big cricketers including Sunil Gavaskar, Ravi Shastri, Irfan Pathan and Suresh Raina have
demanded Rinku to be included in India's T20 team. Gautam Gambhir, the mentor of
Lucknow Super Giants, had called him an extraordinary player after Saturday's match.
