Tomato black marketing
Today tomatoes are being sold at Rs.100-

140 per kg in the country's retail market and

on the street, so one remembers the time

when the traders of agricultural markets

gave the farmer's tomato a price of only

Rs.1-2 per kg. . This is not an old era. Only

3-4 months have passed when the farmers

were subjected to such economic

exploitation and mental harassment. The

farmer was considered a 'free animal'.

Instead of giving him the fair price of the

crop, he was humiliated by giving him a

check of only Rs.2 or Rs.10. That too after

15 days check…! Some cases came to the

fore that the commission agents of the

mandis demanded payment from the farmer

by making round-the-clock calculations.

Farmers are still dependent on jobbers, so

they are trapped in their trap. As a result,

how can the income of the farmer increase?

We are talking about 86 percent of the

farmers who have only 2 hectares of land

or are agricultural laborers. In such a

situation, if the farmers are not compelled

to commit suicide, then what should they do?

How to run a household? How to sow the

next crop? If you keep borrowing from

middlemen, then one day you will become

so indebted that everything can be

auctioned! Neither any government

intervened then nor is it able to stop this

black marketing now. Poor farmers had to

throw tomatoes on the road or he crushed

his own crop under the tractor. The cost has

gone, the crop has been destroyed, but the

hoarders of the market have been fighting.

Tomatoes, onions etc. are suddenly made

expensive in a certain season. Don't know

which regulatory authority takes this

decision and tomatoes start selling at Rs.100-

140 per kg across the country! Tomatoes are

being sold at Rs 90-140 a kg in many markets

of the capital Delhi. Till the first fortnight of

June, tomatoes were available at Rs 30-35

per kg. Suddenly it started being sold at the

rate of 80, 100 and then 140 rupees per kg.

The retailer has only one excuse that it is

coming from the mandi itself. Arguments

were then given that the supply of tomatoes

has been blocked due to rain, hence tomatoes

have reduced, as a result they are being sold

at a higher price. Many states of India grow

tomato and get two crops in a year. It is

estimated that this time 2 lakh tonnes of

tomatoes have been produced. Where did

all that crop go? If tomatoes are being sold

expensive, will farmers also get the benefit?

Our answer is that not at all. If the traders

of mandis collectively buy tomatoes at the

rate of Rs.10 per kg and still it is sold for

Rs.120-140, then in whose pocket would the

rest of the money go? It is obvious that the

traders who are involved in black marketing

and hoarding of tomatoes go into their

vaults. This absurd argument has also been

given that instead of destroying the tomato

crop, farmers should keep it in cold storage

and sell their crop at the right time. So he

can get more profit, but there are separate

provisions in the Mandi Act that purchases

can be made only from licensed mandis. A

law was brought so that farmers could sell

their crops in the open market, against which

the farmers' movement was launched for

almost a year. Ultimately the Prime Minister

had to withdraw all those three laws and

they had to be rejected through the

Parliament. Tomatoes are also eaten in

salads and added to vegetables. Tomato is

essential for every kitchen and household.

If the buyer of one kilo of tomato starts

buying only 250 grams, then it would also

mean that the common man is reducing his

expenditure. It will also affect the country's

economy, because along with okra, ginger,

chili, cauliflower, pulses of tur and arhar are

also expensive. A lot is expensive, so the retail

inflation rate of 4.25 per cent that the

government is promoting seems fake. The

upcoming Lok Sabha elections are not far

away.
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Consent-Disagree: Punishing sex offenders will not

change the picture, change in thinking is necessary
From religion to society, there is dominance of masculinity everywhere. In such a situation, where does the question of caring for the rights

of women and their will and reluctance arise! Unless the attitude of the society towards women changes, mere punishment of sex offenders

is not going to change the picture. The frequent incidents of rape are such a harsh reality of the Indian subcontinent that it cannot be

ignored. Rape is also a malevolent way of punishing girls, women. But men are rarely punished for rape. Forced physical contact with wives

without consent is common in the subcontinent, for which husbands feel no guilt, let alone punishment. Although the term 'marital rape' has

also come here from the West, and it is also discussed, but such women will be counted on the fingers, who file complaints against their

husbands on the basis of this.

In a patriarchal society, not only men, but women also believe that husbands have the right to have physical contact with their wives and

that women should obey their demands. The thinking of our society is also that women cannot have any will of their own in such matters,

nor should they be. Yes, if the woman is not the wife of that man, then there is justification to oppose her. But in the case of physical contact,

wives must obey the demands of their husbands. While every physical contact without the consent of the woman is called rape. When a non-

man making physical contact with a non-woman is called rape, why should it not be so in the case of husband and wife! Does a woman's

desire-reluctance, consent-disagreement have no meaning?

Does getting married mean that a man has a right over a woman's body and mind to beat her whenever he wants, and forcefully make

physical contact with her? Significantly, in backward countries, forced sex by husband without wife's consent may not be considered a

criminal act, but in civilized countries, husbands have to go to jail for this crime. However, in the course of time, many backward countries

change their regressive rules-laws and traditions and bring themselves into the category of civilized countries. But there are some backward

countries, who do not want to change according to the times, where the seven bloods of men are forgiven. In such countries, the husband is

considered as the master or master and the wife as the slave. Not just a slave, but also a sex slave. This is the reason why marital rape is not

considered very seriously in our country.

 Obviously, when a large part of the malevolent society will not consider it a crime, then where does the question of seriously considering it

arise! The extent is that even in the current 21st century, when modern and humanistic ideas have changed many of the earlier beliefs,

marital rape is not considered a crime, especially in backward countries. From religion to society and law and order - there is dominance of

malevolence everywhere. Then where does the question of caring for the rights of women and their will and reluctance arise! In the Indian

subcontinent, women are told from childhood that their dharma is to obey their husbands, to obey their orders.

This is what the elders of the family, religious education and ethics teach and explain to girls, so that after marriage, when they go to their in-

laws house, they show proper manners, obey their husband, do not think about their will or reluctance. etc etc. The harsh truth is that not

much changes in a patriarchal society. Such a society remains inert or stable for a long time. For this reason, it is seen that the face of

patriarchy in the seventh century, its face is more or less the same in the 21st century, there has not been much change in it. There have been

continuous crimes in the male supremacist society.

This society did not hold back in spreading violence as soon as it got a chance. Far from talking about equal rights, this society does not

hesitate to target those who talk about taking steps in this direction. The surprising thing is that despite keeping the characteristics like

humanity and equal rights for centuries, people are not seen as attackers on such a society. People who believe in the male supremacist

system have proved time and again that for them male supremacy is everything, they consider physical and sexual oppression of women as

natural. Even today, it is evident from the escape of powerful people who physically misbehave with girls and women, even their hair is not

bald.

      In most of the crimes against women, it is seen that if they do not talk, walk together or agree to physical contact, then they are killed or

acid is poured on their face. Is it possible to change this situation? In backward countries and societies, will the time never come to give

importance to the consent-disagreement of women and to consider them as human beings? If this situation is going to continue, then it will

definitely be a great disappointment for humanity. But there are such men in the male dominated society, for whom the consent-disagreement

of women and their sensitivities are important, who are not governed by male supremacy, but by intelligence and sensibilities. But I do not

know in which caves such men hide, who do not stand up to oppose the inhuman and anti-equal rights patriarchal system.Would have been

Obviously, merely punishing those who commit atrocities on women will not work.

Thuba Point on Chinta Nahla of Chinta Valley is the

highest point of Bhaderwah.

 Another beautiful place situated 40 km from Bhaderwah is Bal Padri, which is a beautiful picnic spot, where tourists enjoy snowfall and

horse riding. There is a lot of snow here in the winter season. The most beautiful time to visit here is May, June and July. Arjun Thakur, a

resident of Doda Balesa, says that it is one of the most beautiful places in Doda. But there is no better arrangement for tourists to stay in Bal

Padri. Tourists coming here bring their own tents to stay, otherwise they may have to spend the night under the open sky. Since this is a

trekking place, if there is proper arrangement for accommodation and food here, then the number of tourists will also increase. Agriculture

is the main occupation of the people of Chenab Valley. But if the tourist places here are improved and all the facilities are provided for the

tourists, then this place will emerge on the tourism map and new means of employment will also be available for the local people. Kajal

Kumari, a 28-year-old local resident, says,

Smith equaled compatriot Steve Waugh with his 32nd Test century. He scored his eighth on

English soil and his second at the historic ground of Lord's. Australia's Steve Smith has once

again shown why he is counted among the best batsmen of the current generation. On the

second day of the second Test of the Ashes series, he scored an inning of 110 runs which

helped Australia to score 416 runs in the first innings against England. This was Smith's

overall 32nd Test

century innings.

Smith has scored the

fastest 32 Test

hundreds in 174

innings. Ricky

Ponting of Australia

did this in 176 innings

and Sachin

Tendulkar in 179

innings. This is

Smith's 12th century

in the Ashes series

and only veteran Don

Bradman (19) is

ahead of him.

England's Jack

Hobbs also has 12 centuries in the Ashes, which he equaled on Thursday. England fans also

applauded Smith - Australia had started the game at 339 for five on Thursday and lost their

last five wickets for 77 runs. Smith began the second day ahead of a personal score of 85. Alex

Carey (22) and Mitchell Starc (06) returned to the pavilion in the first twenty minutes. At

that time Smith was playing after scoring 87 runs. After the dismissals of Carey and Stark,

Smith started scoring runs fast in view of the time requirement. He hit boundaries on his next

four shots. In this, he completed his century with the 14th four of the innings on Anderson.

He kissed his helmet and looked at his teammates with a big smile to celebrate his century.

Apart from Australian supporters, England fans were also applauding his century. Smith

equals compatriot Steve Waugh - Smith equals compatriot Steve Waugh with his 32nd Test

century. He scored his eighth on English soil and his second hundred at the historic ground

of Lord's. Earlier in 2015, Smith played a match-winning inning of 215 runs here. With 3176

runs, he has reached number four in the list of most runs scored in the Ashes. He left behind

Steve Waugh (3173). He is behind only Don Bradman (5028 runs), Jack Hobbs (3636 runs)

and Allan Border (3222 runs). This was his second century this month, the previous one

coming against India in the final of the Test Championship at The Oval.Oli and Tong took

three wickets each - the floodlights at Lord's were turned on for the first time in the afternoon

match. Smith tried to drive Josh Tongue and was caught by Duckett at gully. He spent more

than five hours in the field. During this, facing 184 balls, he hit 15 fours. After that Australia's

innings could not last more than 25 minutes. Pat Cummins remained unbeaten on 22 runs.

Ollie Robinson took the last two wickets. Oli also took three wickets like Tongue. Talking

about England's Ben Duckett, who missed a century, he has scored 274 runs for four wickets

in the first innings till the end of the second day's play. He is 138 runs behind Australia in the

first innings. Harry Brook is unbeaten on 45 and captain Ben Stokes on 17 runs. Earlier, Ben

Duckett scored the highest 98 runs for England. He missed out on scoring a century at Lord's.

Jack Crawley scored 48 and Oli Pope scored 42 runs. Experienced batsman who could score

only 10 runs. Mitchell Starc, Josh Hazlewood, Nathan Lyon and Cameron Green took one

wicket each for Australia.

India's 'B' cricket team will

participate in Asiad, Shikhar

Dhawan may get captaincy
The main women's team will participate in the Asiad and will be strong contenders to win the

gold medal. Cricket was last played at the Asian Games in the 2014 Incheon phase. The

Board of Cricket in India (BCCI) has decided to send its team (men and women) for the

Asian Games to be held in Hangzhou in

September-October. With the men's event

coinciding with India's World Cup

preparations, the continental tournament

is expected to feature a second-string

team. Shikhar Dhawan's name is being

discussed for the captaincy of the Indian

B team. This decision can be sealed in its

Apex Council meeting to be held on July

7. The main women's team will

participate in the Asiad and will be strong

contenders to win the gold medal. Cricket

was last played at the Asian Games in the

2014 Incheon phase. The Indian team had not participated in that tournament nine years

back. In the meeting, the current policy of participation of retired players in foreign T20

leagues will be reviewed. Upgrading the stadium will be discussed - The BCCI, as per its

long-standing policy, allows self-registered players to participate in overseas T20 leagues only

after they have retired from international cricket and domestic cricket, in which IPL is also

included. Apart from this, the top BCCI officials will also decide on the 'roadmap' to 'upgrade'

the stadiums for the ODI World Cup to be held on home soil. These issues will be raised in the

meeting - This ICC tournament will be held in 10 venues, most of which are in need of repair.

The board is without a broadcaster and jersey sponsor for the domestic season. Both these

issues will also be discussed in the meeting. There was no sponsor logo on the shirts of the

men's team during the World Test Championship final. The playing conditions for the Syed

Mushtaq Ali T20 Trophy will also be decided, including the 'impact player' rule.

Ajit Agarkar can become the

chief selector of the Indian

cricket team, separated from

the Delhi Capitals team
Agarkar has played 191 ODIs, 26 Tests and four T20 matches. The Mumbai Cricket

Association is believed to have a problem with Agarkar's claim in 2021 and that is the reason

why he was not picked as the chief selector. Former India fast bowler Ajit Agarkar is once

again in the race to become the chief selector of the Indian cricket team. Agarkar parted

ways with IPL team Delhi Capitals on Thursday. He was associated with the team as an

assistant coach. The news of stepping down made it clear that he could be the chief selector

while picking the T20 squad

for the upcoming tour of the

West Indies. Delhi Capitals

confirmed that Agarkar and

Shane Watson are no longer

part of the support staff. The

team tweeted, “This will

always be home to you.

Thanks Ajith and Watto

(Watson). Best wishes for the

future. ”Agarkar has also

given interview for the post of

selector in 2021, when Chetan

Sharma from North Zone

became the chairman of the

committee. BCCI will have to

increase the annual salary - With Agarkar's name in the running, the BCCI will have to

increase the annual salary of the head of the selection committee by one crore, while the

salary of the rest of the members will also have to be increased by more than 90 lakhs. Delhi

Capitals assistant coach and commentator Agarkar earns more than the annual package of

the chief selector and this is the reason why the BCCI will have to review the current pay

scale. Why didn't Agarkar become the chief selector in 2021? - 45-year-old Agarkar, a disciple

of late Ramakant Achrekar, has played 191 ODIs, 26 Tests and four T20 matches. The

Mumbai Cricket Association is believed to have a problem with Agarkar's claim in 2021 and

that is the reason why he was not picked as the chief selector. Apart from this, Chetan Sharma,

who had the support of a section of the board, would not have become the president if he was

elected. Vengsarkar and Shastri's names also speculated - the current office bearers of MCA

are no longer in trouble as they have Salil Ankola. The names of Dilip Vengsarkar and Ravi

Shastri are also being speculated but it is not confirmed whether they have applied or not.

Vengsarkar has been the Speaker from 2005 to 2008 and has a maximum term of four years,

which means he has only one year left.

Just one Test

after making a comeback, the national selection committee headed by interim chief selector

Shiv Sunder Das appointed Rahane as Rohit Sharma's deputy for the Test series against the

West Indies. Rahane was the vice-captain on the England tour in 2021. Rahane was then

stripped of the vice-captaincy ahead of the Test series against South Africa later that year

after failing in the Test series. Rahane was also dropped from the team after the Test series

against South Africa. Ganguly considers Jadeja as a contender for the vice-captaincy, when

asked whether it was not the right time to prepare a player like Shubman Gill for this role?

In response to this, Ganguly said- Yes, I think so. However, Ganguly neither described Rahane's

decision as bad, nor did he describe it as good. He said- I would not say that BCCI has taken

a step back. You are out of the team for 18 months, then you play one Test and you become

the vice-captain. I don't understand the thought process behind this. There is Ravindra Jadeja,

he has been with the team for a long time and he is sure to play in the Test matches. He is a

strong contender.
