Caution in

'friendship'
The relationship between India and Nepal

is historical, cultural and spiritual, so the

relationship between bread and daughter is

natural. Nepal was a part of ancient 'Akhand

Bharat', but now Nepalese politicians and

common citizens are also irritated by this

'historicity'. Now the analysis of relationships

is being done on the basis of map also. Rather,

Nepal has started claiming some parts of

India nowadays. This is creating a new kind

of controversy.

The Prime Minister of Nepal Pushpa Kamal

Dahal 'Prachanda' has come to India after

thinking and experiencing that Nepal's

existence, without India, is half-incomplete

and shaky.

After becoming the Prime Minister once

again in December last, Prachanda made his

first foreign stay in India. This visit of

Prachanda is more important than bilateral

relations and dialogue, because after

becoming the Prime Minister of Nepal for

the first time in 2008, Prachanda's priority

was towards China. Perhaps because of

being a communist, his thinking was China-

centric, but since then till today the equation

of India-Nepal-China has completely

changed. There is bitterness in the relations

between India and China. There is tension.

In 2020, the conflict has increased further

after the Galvan Valley conflict in Ladakh.

Thousands of soldiers from both sides are

stationed in front of each other at long

intervals.

China is not desisting from intrusion and

encroachment. Nepal continues to feel that

it is caught between two giant and powerful

neighbors. Another equation is creating new

difficulties and complications. Nepal is

emerging as a new 'strategic battleground'

between the US and China. America has

given a grant of 500 million dollars to Nepal,

but now China is increasing the pressure to

complete the projects for which Nepal has

signed agreements with China under the

'Belt and Road Initiative' etc.

 Nepal cannot ignore this, as its geographical

location is such that maintaining good and

smooth relations with Delhi and Beijing is a

compulsion of Kathmandu. Prime Minister

Prachanda has come to India in view of all

these circumstances. During this stay, both

the countries have signed seven important

agreements.

 Undoubtedly, Nepal is India's brother-in-

law, so since 1950, India-Nepal Friendship

and Peace Treaty is the basis of relations

between the two sides, but India is cautious

in view of some decisions and strategy. Prime

Minister Modi visited Nepal in 2014 only

three months after taking office. The

relations of goodwill that India had

established during that first foreign stay were

completely overturned by the blockade of

Nepal in 2015, so India is being extra cautious

this time.

Nepal had a strong desire that India should

import more electricity than that, so it has

been decided that India will import 10,000

MW of electricity from Nepal. New rail links

will be built between India and Nepal.

Training will also be given to Nepalese

railwaymen in Indian Railways institutes.

Keeping in view the effect of Motihari

pipeline, it has been decided to extend it till

Chitwan.

Another pipeline will be laid from Siliguri to

Eastern Nepal. India has been meeting

Nepal's gas and petrol needs. Buses keep

plying between the two countries, but

caution has to be exercised in 'friendship'

because Nepal's knees turn very fast towards

China as well.
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World Bicycle Day: Cycle promotes mission

life, also helpful in environmental protection
In the current race for technology-based vehicles, simple bicycles can once again become a major means of transportation and protection of

the environment. Individual efforts of citizens have an important role in environmental protection. To encourage this citizen-centric

environmental protection, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has started a very important campaign, Mission Life. Its mission document

makes it clear that citizens should 'use bicycles for local and short distances'. The bicycle is the most environmentally friendly mode of

transport. Bicycles help a large population of India, especially the economically weaker sections, to reach daily chores. According to the 2011

census, about 15 million urban Indians use bicycles as a daily means of commuting to and from work. This number representing urban

India is more than the total population of any single country like Greece, Belgium and Portugal. The use of bicycle for commuting is even

more in rural India. According to the National Family Health Survey-5, 2020, 55 per cent of rural and urban households in India own a

bicycle. With the increase in the number of motor vehicles, income of people and long distance travel, the use of bicycle has declined. Various

studies and experts consider the 'risk of road accidents' as a major concern hindering the use of bicycles in the country. The question then

arises, what can governments do to engage the existing cycling population and encourage the use of cycles among others? For this, the

following efforts can be made for each of the three phases of behavior change given in Mission Life - change in demand, change in supply

and change in policies: Should be promoted. Government offices, corporates and educational institutions can play an important role by

taking the initiative of commuting by cycle once or twice a week, preferably for distances up to five km. Change in supply: Cities must

implement small changes rapidly in infrastructure to protect cyclists. This can be done through innovations such as Bangalore's pop-up

cycle lanes and Mysore's public bike-sharing scheme. Congested areas, historical heritage sites, eco-sensitive areas and educational institutions

should focus on making 'pedestrian and cycle only' roads. Policy change: All cities should create a comprehensive network of infrastructure

for cycling. For this, steps like formulation of city level action plans, development of appropriate technical capacity and assigning responsibility

to various institutions for creating infrastructure can be taken. However, mobilizing long-term financial resources for infrastructure

development and maintenance will be the most important task at this stage. For this, a society like KNMTA can be formed on the lines of

Karnataka. In the current race for technology-based modes of transport, simple two-tyre bicycles will once again emerge as a major means

of public transport and protection of the environment.

Vector Borne Diseases: Extensive efforts

needed for prevention and management, boost

will have to be given to the entomology sector
In 2014, the World Health Organization had kept the theme of World Health Day that year on vector-borne diseases to attract the attention

of the whole world to this issue. Then many countries showed commitment for the prevention and control of these diseases, the benefits of

which also showed. However, there is still work to be done in this direction. The complete eradication of these diseases requires the expertise

of a medical entomologist. Malaria, dengue, kala-azar and lymphatic filariasis affect the lives of hundreds of millions of families in India.

According to World Health Organization (WHO) projections, India will account for 79% of malaria cases and 83% of deaths in the South

East Asia region in 2021. Between January and October 2022, more than one lakh dengue cases were reported in India. Neglected Tropical

Diseases – The Southeast Asia region accounts for 54% of the global burden of Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs). These areas are

targeted to eliminate Lymphatic Filariasis (LF) and Kala Azar. Lymphatic filariasis is a chronic and debilitating disease. The disease has

spread to 328 districts in 21 states and union territories of India. Kala Azar or Visceral Leishmaniasis is a deadly disease affecting some of the

underprivileged sections of the world. Menace of vector borne diseases- One thing that is common in these diseases is that all these diseases

are spread by vectors. Vector means the animal or insect that spreads the pathogen from one place to another. India's geographical and

monsoon pattern contributes to the spread of vector-borne diseases. For example, many species of mosquitoes are found in India. These

diseases mainly spread because of these mosquitoes. To combat these disease-carrying insects, scientists have developed solutions such as

insecticides, long-lasting insecticidal nets (LLINs) and larvicides. However, due to pesticide resistance and climate change, these solutions,

which have worked well in the past, are no longer effective. The damage caused by these diseases is very frightening. Due to suffering from

these diseases, a person also becomes sensitive to many diseases, he gets incapacitated, there is a decrease in productivity. Due to the

treatment of these diseases, he also becomes financially weak. Even such diseases can be fatal for the person. It is imperative that we aim to

eliminate these diseases and one of the best and cheapest ways to address the biggest challenges in controlling insect-borne diseases is to

survey and correlate insect populations. Improve scientific capacity to find solutions to eliminate the ability of pests to spread disease. The

branch of science concerned with the control of vector insects is

known as "Entomology". India has a long and rich tradition

of entomology, dating back to the early 20th century. Significantly,

India was at the forefront of the fight against malaria in the

1950s and 60s by implementing DDT-based indoor

residual spraying (IRS) programs. Entomology sector

needs to be given a boost- The acute shortage of medical

entomologists means that strategies to monitor and test

disease-causing insects and control their resulting impacts have

been neglected over the past few decades. Gaps in entomologist

capacity building also mean that those interested in

entomological research are not equipped with the tools and

information needed to protect society from vector-borne

disease threats. In controlling diseases spread by insects, it is

necessary to increase the capacity to counter the threats. In

addition, it is also important that we invest more in building

entomological capacity and expertise. By training more biologists in entomology, increasing research funding and establishing a network of

disease monitoring systems and insecticide resistance, we aim to create a well-equipped ecosystem for training and research at the national

and sub-national levels in India.

In 2014, the World Health Organization had kept the theme of World Health Day that year on vector-borne diseases to attract

the attention of the whole world to this issue. Then many countries showed commitment for the prevention and control of these diseases, the

benefits of which also showed. However, there is still work to be done in this direction. The complete eradication of these diseases requires

the expertise of a medical entomologist. Entomologists can use an evidence-based approach to control vector-borne diseases and ensure that

we contribute to the solution of these diseases with the resources we have. Integrated vector management is a holistic approach to eliminate

vector-borne diseases by creating a specific environment that includes multiple prevention interventions. Efforts are necessary to stop the

pest population- To achieve the WHO target of eliminating neglected tropical diseases (NTDs) by 2030,It is important to have an understanding

of the speed of spread. Measures such as Integrated Vector Management can reduce vector populations, reducing human exposure to these

pests and thus preventing the spread of disease. Apart from this, one way to prevent the population of insects from increasing can be to

ensure that water is not allowed to stagnate anywhere and if there is stagnant water, spraying of insecticides should be done in it so that the

means of breeding of insects is destroyed. Significantly, due to the Kovid-19 epidemic, there has been a huge burden on the government

health infrastructure of the country. In the last few years, there has been an increase in diseases caused by insects. To make up for lost time

and secure the health of the maximum population across the country, we need to ensure that maximum investment is made in building

India's entomological capacity. By prioritizing and investing in education, research and development, we can develop new solutions to

address specific challenges. This can lead to prevention against these diseases in South East Asia and India can become a leading country in

vector elimination innovation in this direction. By equipping a new generation of entomologists with state-of-the-art technology, equipment

and expertise, we can help rid India of insect-borne diseases. Eliminating deadly insect-borne diseases in India requires sustained and

concerted efforts from all stakeholders – government, communities, researchers and industry. By building our entomological capacity,

investing in research and innovation, and working together, we can create a healthier future for all of us.

Air fares have skyrocketed in many tourist places of the country due

to the shutdown of GoFirst. The return fare from Delhi to Leh has now reached Rs 52,000,

equivalent to Paris. Fares are on the rise this summer due to high demand. Air fares are

already higher this summer than last season as airlines are unable to operate at full capacity.

Air travel has reached the highest level since March with all airlines registering 90 per cent

occupancy. GoFirst has stopped its operations from May 3. Most of its operations were in

tourist areas. Figures show that according to the schedule it released in May, it was scheduled

to operate 199 flights from Delhi to Srinagar, 182 flights from Delhi to Leh and 156 flights

from Mumbai to Goa. GoFirst operated 6 out of 30 flights between Delhi-Srinagar and

Mumbai-Goa, 6 out of 52 flights between Delhi-Mumbai and five out of 13 flights between

Delhi-Leh.
