Somewhere there is a deficiency in the

development model of Himachal or there is

a campaign to make development

unemployed for the future. Wherever

development starts looking for new

employment-new opportunities in its

infrastructure, streets of protest emerge in

Himachal. Especially where tourism is

concerned, there also opposition arises in the

name of protest. The latest example is that

of Bijli Mahadev Ropeway, where in a wave

of protests, the anger of a section of the

society against the will of tourism

development is turning against. In order to

take the tourism of Kullu Valley to a new

dimension, it has been necessary that some

innovative experiments should be done. With

this view, earlier when such an ambitious

project wanted to take a leap of

international destination in the concept of

'Ski Village', the selfish elements of the public

put the gods and goddesses in the arena. As

a result, not only did the 'Ski Village' project

collapse, but a huge potential for high-end

tourism in Himachal was also destroyed. In

this perspective, the Bijli Mahadev Ropeway

Project also wants to find a mountain of

economic possibilities with it, but then the

atmosphere is being stirred up on the pretext

of the same god culture. There may be some

complaints from the present form of the

project or the interests of some panchayats

are coming in the way, but it does not mean

that the whole concept should be destroyed.

If the complaints and wishes of the affected

society are ringing bells for the future, then

its solution is justified, but there should not

be so much hue and cry that the big goals of

the future are left behind. In the same state,

the Dhumal government had prepared a big

concept of an airport under the Special

Economic Zone in Una, but unreasonable

agitations ruined this economic opportunity.

Himachal's development can now be painted

on a big canvas only, so there will be changes.

To catch the right direction and speed of the

future, the state will have to change the

directions of its development. These

directions will emerge only from mega

projects, which will define the progress of

the next hundred years. For example, if the

expansion of Kangra airport is in line with

the progress of the next hundred years, then

new possibilities of investment will also

emerge. More or less the four lane projects

being developed under similar circumstances

will also change the economic opportunities

of tomorrow. While reaching from Ski

Village to Bijli Mahadev Ropeway, it has

been proved that there is a section in

Himachal which can weaken the power and

potential of development. The most

unnecessary and serious question is that the

project or anti-development politics is

holding God's tradition hostage, whereas

from a realistic point of view, today's man is

ready to do anything against traditions and

culture, provided material achievements are

one-sided. . In this Kullu Valley, drug dealers

are setting up cities of sin, so the blood of the

society does not boil. It doesn't matter if JCB

digs the whole mountain. In no time, Manali

filled its existence with absurd concrete, but

we do not see it. We only see that the next

century is not systematically addressed. Our

questions dare to dash any great resolution,

but are not ready to reform. If it is said today

itself that in the area of 10 to 20 square

kilometers around Bijli Mahadev, new

construction will be done under Sada only,

then the electricity will fail. If it is said that

cleanliness or green tax should be imposed

to save the environment, then the same

society Will start rolling. The society needs a

modern bus stand, new offices, new

buildings and new projects, but for the sake

of protest it will sometimes give an appeal

not to cut trees and sometimes it will say that

it is against the will of God. In such a

situation, opposing the Bijli Mahadev project

is opposing Himachal of the next century.
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Politics: Opposition and AAP divided,

how will Kejriwal's campaign proceed
Arvind Kejriwal's drive to unite the opposition on the pretext of an ordinance by the central government ahead of the Lok Sabha elections

has suffered a setback in Tamil Nadu, where the DMK did not stand by the AAP. The stand of the Congress is already not clear on this. It is

obvious that due to the split in the opposition, Kejriwal's campaign is not moving forward. Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) chief Arvind Kejriwal

is engaged in the exercise of connecting 26 regional parties. Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal along with Punjab Chief Minister Bhagwant

Singh Mann visited six states in six days. During this, he met with Sharad Pawar, MK Stalin, Mamata Banerjee, Hemant Soren and K

Chandrasekhar Rao and discussed about stopping the Delhi Ordinance (Delhi Government vs Lieutenant Governor) in the Rajya Sabha,

which is being seen as the semi-final of 2024. . By the time the monsoon session of Parliament begins in the new building in mid-July, 2023, the

euphoria of the semi-final syndrome would have died down, yet you are raising the issue of the Delhi Ordinance. Some Congress leaders

jokingly remarked that the Chief Ministers of Punjab and Delhi are double engines and they both travel in the same plane to Punjab. But

why did he leave the Mayor of Delhi in the lurch? They wanted that the Mayor of Delhi should also meet the leaders of regional parties by

plane for 'Bharat Jodo Darshan'. Recently, the Supreme Court had passed an order in the Delhi Government vs. LG case, in which it

empowered the Delhi government to make laws and transfer-posting of officers. In a unanimous verdict, a five-judge constitution bench of

the apex court had on May 11 said that the Delhi government would have control over administrative services in the national capital, except

in subjects such as public order, police and land. But the central government issued an ordinance to the contrary. In such a situation,

Kejriwal is fighting for his government rights to organize the officers. However, Arvind Kejriwal remained silent when asked by a private

TV channel about his luxurious house worth 60 crores. The basic issue in this fight against the ordinance is to remove the negative image

created by the same Sheeshmahal. Not only this, a woman journalist was also arrested in Punjab over the issue. Delhi Chief Minister Arvind

Kejriwal met his Tamil Nadu counterpart MK Stalin and sought his support in his campaign against the central government's controversial

ordinance aimed at destroying the national capital. In order to have control over administrative services. But the DMK has given you an

'Illai' (Illai means 'no' in Tamil) signal to you. The reason for this is clear that DMK has no commitment with AAP. Congress is yet to talk to

its UPA allies on this and also analyze why DMK should support AAP in Rajya Sabha. Will this not create a spectacle in Tamil Nadu politics?

The Congress party is yet to confirm its stand on the Delhi ordinance in the Rajya Sabha. According to top AAP leaders, the party will do

two things. The Congress will oppose it in the Rajya Sabha, but will walk out conveniently or remain neutral. Such a state of indecision will

ultimately benefit the BJP and the ordinance will be passed. In fact, party president Mallikarjun Kharge will have to take them along to

prevent possible rebellions by Ajay Maken in Delhi and Pratap Singh Bajwa in Punjab. After a meeting with Stalin in the presence of

Bhagwant Mann, Kejriwal said, 'If the elected government does not have control over the officers, there is no point in having an elected

government. For the first time in history, he has overruled the order of the Supreme Court. It is unconstitutional and undemocratic. Kejriwal

told that 'this ordinance will come in the monsoon session. He has 93 seats in Rajya Sabha in his support, if all non-BJP parties come

together, we will be able to defeat him. I am grateful to MK Stalin for his support. With each passing day I am feeling more confident and it

is the semi finals of 2024. Kejriwal aims to unite opposition parties against the ordinance and block it in the Upper House of Parliament,

where the opposition has more seats than the BJP and its allies. In this sequence, Kejriwal also met Jharkhand Chief Minister Hemant Soren

on Friday. When Kejriwal met leaders like Mamata Banerjee, Sharad Pawar and Hemant Soren, he received overwhelming support in the

Rajya Sabha to vote against the ordinance.

Where has the safety 'armour' of the railways gone? How will the horrific train accidents stop?
What should be considered as technical fault or human mistake in such a big train accident? Hundreds of people lost their lives in this

horrendous accident, with hundreds of people still injured and undergoing treatment. Questions are being raised about possible operational

lapses after the gruesome train accident in Odisha's Balasore district. How the Coromandel Shalimar Express derailed after hitting a

stationary goods train and another train, the Yesvantpur-Howrah Superfast, collided with derailed coaches and crashed? Actually, what

should be considered as technical fault or human mistake in such a big train accident? Hundreds of people lost their lives in this horrific

accident and many people are still in injured condition who are undergoing treatment. There were two collisions between three trains, the

collision was so strong that the coaches were lifted high in the air before falling on the tracks. 17 coaches of both the trains were badly

damaged. One of the questions arising regarding the accident is that how the Coromandel Shalimar Express came on the track of the goods

train. Was it a technical fault or human error? On one hand, the central government is showing the country the dream of bullet train, while

on the other hand, gruesome rail accidents are taking place. After this gruesome train accident, now once again the question is being raised

as to who is responsible for such accidents and when the day will come in the country when it will be sure that the passengers traveling by rail

will reach their destination safely. In fact, the effect of a train accident is many times more than any other accident. The direct reason for this

is the number of passengers.

 Rail connects India - Rail is the largest mode of inland transport in India. In India, one of the world's largest rail network, more than 2.25

crore passengers travel everyday, while around 87 lakh tonnes of goods are carried, along with a total of 67415 km of track, a slight

negligence can cost the lives of lakhs of people. could put you at risk. Preliminary investigation cited 'bad signal' as the reason for the

accident. Railways informed that Kavach, a system to prevent train collisions, is not available on this route. Had this armor been there, the

accident could have been prevented. According to the spokesperson of the Indian Railways- 'The armor system was not available on this

route.' The sleeper class coaches of the Coromandel Express were the worst affected, which are packed with people during holidays. The

situation is such that the passengers of general coaches also enter in these coaches and due to this the condition of sleeper coaches also

becomes like general. After the train accident, once again questions are being raised regarding the safety of the passengers. Amidst the news

of the accident, the 'armor' of the Indian Railways is being discussed, which if it had been installed in the Coromandel Express, such a big

train accident would not have happened. Railway's 'Kavach' was inaugurated last year. In fact, keeping in mind the security of its passengers,

the Railways had got 'Kavach' constructed, after its existence, it was believed that train accidents would one day be curbed in the future.

After all, what is the armor technology of railways? After the successful test of 'Kavach', it was being considered as a masterstroke and a big

revolution of the railways.

 In this technique, the railways have developed such a technique in which even if the train comes face to face on the same track, there will be

no accident. The Ministry of Railways had then told that this 'Kavach' technology would be gradually installed on all railway tracks and

trains in the country. Now questions are being raised on these claims of Railways. Last year in March 2022, in the trial of Kavach technology,

out of two trains running on the same track, Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnav was aboard in one train and the Chairman of the Railway

Board himself was present in the engine of the other train. The train and engine coming face to face on the same track did not collide due to

'Kavach' technology, as Kavach stopped the railway minister's train 380 meters away from the oncoming engine and thus the test was

successful. After the successful trial, the Railway Minister had said that if two trains are facing each other on the same track, the Kavach

technology reduces the speed of the train and applies brakes to the engine.

This will avoid both the trains colliding with each other. In 2022-23, the target was to use Kavach technology on 2000 km of rail network,

after that there was a target of adding 4000-5000 km of railway network every year, but the expected speed in this work may not work at

that level. Found. Kavach technology was developed by RDSO (Research Design and Standards Organization) in collaboration with three

vendors of the country to ensure the safety of trains running on the tracks. RDSO had fixed the maximum speed limit of the train for its use

at 160 km/hr. In this system, the 'armour' is in contact with the tracks as well as with the engine of the train. It has a receiver along the tracks,

then a transmitter is installed inside the engine of the train so that the actual location of the train can be known. The specialty of 'Kavach' is

that it will automatically stop a train in case it receives a signal of another train on the same track within a specified distance. Along with this,

during the digital system red signal, as soon as 'jumping' or any other technical fault is reported, it was said that through 'Kavach', the trains

will automatically stop. Despite the successful trial of Kavach last year, it should have been implemented on the rail network across the

country, but the railways did not work properly on it. passenger safety

Dravid said – With

the arrival of Rahane, experience has increased in the team. He has been doing well overseas

and even in England he has played some brilliant innings. Under his leadership, the team has

achieved some good successes.

Now when the Indian team will take on Australia, its

eyes will be on winning the ICC trophy. Before the final match, we are telling you everything

about this match through 10 questions: What is the World Test Championship Final? What's

the significance of this? - This is the World Cup final of the Test. Since 2002, the ICC has

given a trophy annually to the top-ranked team in the Test rankings, but since 2019 it has

changed the format. The ICC introduced the World Test Championship, a league of nine
teams. One version of this is two years old. The final will be played between the top two teams

on the points table out of nine. Who won last time?- The first cycle of the World Test

Championship was from 2019 to 2021. In the final of the first cycle, the teams of New Zealand

and India were face to face. Then New Zealand had won. How did the teams of India and

Australia reach the finals this time? - Australia had to face victory in 11 matches and defeat in

three matches. Five of his matches were drawn. Australia had 152 points in their account. At

the same time, his point percentage was 66.67. India was at the second position after that. He

had won 10 matches. At the same time, Team India had to face defeat in five matches. Three

of his matches were drawn. India has 127 points in its account. His score percentage was

58.8. Which ball will be used in the final? - Duke ball will be used in the final match. This ball

will be used during the Test match in England. Apart from England, this ball will also be

used in Ireland and West Indies. If there is a draw or tie in the final, who will be the champion?

- If there is a draw or tie in the final match, then India and Australia will be declared as joint

winners. Why is the final being held at The Oval? Why not Lord's? - The ICC needed a

clean venue to host the event. Lord's has some agreements with sponsors. Due to this he

could not be available for

the match. The final of the

2019-21 season was also to

be held at this ground, but

could not be held. Then the

match was played in

Southampton due to the

Corona epidemic. The Oval

hosted following the

unavailability of Lord's. Are

there more Tests at the Oval

in June? For the first time

there will be a Test match at

the Oval in the month of

June. In such a situation the

pitch will be faster and the

grass will be new. When is

the sixth day used in the final

match? - The World Test Championship final has a reserve day. It will be used only when

one of the regular five-day games is canceled due to bad weather. The first day of the 2019-21

final was also washed out due to rain. This automatically opened up the option of a sixth day

in the match. What is the weather forecast? - Mostly sunny weather is expected in London

for the first three days and the fifth day of the final. However, scattered rain is expected in the

afternoon of the fourth day. The weather is expected to remain clear even if the reserve day

is implemented. Will the teams enter at full strength? - Unfortunately, no team can claim to

be at full strength. Australia's veteran fast bowler Josh Hazlewood is out. Michael Neser has

been included in his place. On the other hand, India will be without key players like Rishabh

Pant, Jasprit Bumrah, KL Rahul and Shreyas Iyer. How much is the prize money for the

final?- This time around Rs 13.22 crore will be given to the team that emerges as champions.

Whereas, the losing team will take away around Rs 6.61 crore with them. The prize money

was the same in the previous season of the World Test Championship as well. In the 2019-

2021 cycle, Indian team got Rs 6.61 crore and champions New Zealand got Rs 13.21 crore

for losing the final. What time does the final start and where can we watch it? - The final will

start at 11:00 am local time (3:30 pm Indian time). It will be telecast live on Star Sports

network. At the same time, you can watch this match on the Disney + Hotstar app on the

mobile phone. At the same time, news related to this match can be read on Amarujala.com.

The situation has turned and the conflict could jeopardize the future of one of India's most high-flying startups.Byju's on

Monday failed to pay $40 million in interest, according to people with knowledge of the matter. The company said in a statement on June 6 that it has filed a complaint with the New York

Supreme Court regarding the loan. “Noting that both Delaware and New York In the ongoing legal proceedings, it is clear that the entire TLB is disputed. Till the dispute is decided in

court, TLB will not repay the lenders as well as any interest will not be paid. Byju's was trying to strike a deal with creditors to restructure debt with lenders after the online tutoring boom

fizzled out in the pandemic and its financials deteriorated.

RBI's MPC meeting begins

today, decision on repo rate

will come on June 8
In the last meeting held in the month of April, there was no change in the policy interest rates

or the repo rate. However, RBI Governor Shaktikanta Das had said during that time that

this decision has been taken only for this meeting and it is not necessary that the interest rates

will be kept in the same way. The meeting of the Monetary Policy Committee of the Reserve

Bank of India is starting from today. Changes in policy interest rates will be discussed in this

meeting to be held every two months. In the last meeting held in the month of April, there was

Das make on June 8? Can keep the rate unchanged. At present, RBI is trying to reduce

inflation and it has also been successful. Since the last meeting of the MPC, speculations are

being made that RBI may start reducing it in the next financial year by keeping the interest

rates stable for the time being. Repo rate was kept stable at 6.5 percent in the month of

February- From May 2022 to February 2023, the repo rate was increased by 2.50% by RBI.

In the meeting held in April, there was no change in the repo rate and it was kept constant at

6.50%. After raising the repo rate six times, it was kept unchanged in April at 6.5 per cent.

Currently, the reverse repo rate stands at 3.35%, the bank rate at 5.15% and the marginal

standing facility rate at 6.75%. What is repo rate and reverse repo rate? Repo Rate – Repo

rate is the rate at which RBI lends to banks. Banks give loans to customers from this loan.

Lowering the repo rate means that many types of loans from banks, such as home loans, car

loans, etc., will become cheaper. On the other hand, if the repo rate is increased, then such

loans will become expensive for the customers. Reverse Repo Rate - On the other hand,

reverse repo rate is opposite to the repo rate. This is the rate at which banks get interest on

the amount deposited with RBI on their behalf. The reverse repo rate is used to control the

liquidity of cash in the market. Whenever there is too much cash in the market, RBI increases

the reverse repo rate, so that banks deposit their money with it to earn more interest.
