Harassment of forest law

Himachal's name alone is enough in the
bright figures of the country. Himachal is a
big personality in all the measures of progress
made by the country, but regional or national
politics plays against it. Sometime back, the
center which made Himachal a pawn has
started playing again on the slogan of double
engine government. For the purpose of
fueling economic disparities, the attitude of
the Center may have gone up, but loyalty to
the country does not diminish in Himachali
traditions. On the one hand, Himachal will
snatch 947 hectares of land from its own
people and give water to all the states of
North India from the Renuka ji dam, and
on the other hand, it is refusing to provide
relief to Himachal, which is hanging on the
cross of the environment. Himachal Chief
Minister Sukhwinder Sukhu has urged the
Center to give the hill state at least the right
to facilitate its forest land clearance by
opening a regional office of the Central
Environment, Forest and Climate Change
in the capital Shimla. Can get It is felt that
the Central Government wants to hang this
big office related to Himachal like a honey
bowl in Chandigarh so that the affairs of the
state remain hanging like this. It will remain
a thorn in the way of writing the fate of that
state, getting financial rights and becoming
self-reliant, if the office instead of Shimla goes
to advocate Chandigarh.

This would also be unjust because about
three-fourth of Himachal is under forests,
while the total forest land of Chandigarh,
Punjab and Haryana, taken together, hardly
makes up four per cent. Compared to this,
about seventy percent of the land of Himachal
alone comes under forest, but here every step
of development has to be taken after asking
the forest. Hospitals for being born or
cremation grounds for death are mortgaged
to the forest department. Due to the
interference of the Forest Department, not
only the entire pattern of development, but
also the natural systems of social and wildlife
protection have been destroyed. Human
settlements and farms are infested with wild
animals that should by law be in forests. The
extent is that it is prohibited to cut a tree
standing on the road, but there is no
responsibility for the vehicle rider who dies
after colliding with it. There is no account of
the screams of how many vehicles and people
get buried under fallen trees in storms. There
is no account of how dry and unusable the
pine forests made the mountain. Forest fire
has become our destiny, because the country
wants to keep Himachal punished in the
name of environmental protection. It is
surprising that the forest department needs
shelter on the best urban land of Himachal,
but the forest is the hope of development. No.
While building Govind Sagar, Kol Dam or
Bhakra Dam, have we ever wondered how
many rights we have lost in return for the
land that was lost. Not only will 947 hectares
of private land be lost under the Renukaji
dam, but 1408 families will also be displaced.
Can't we get this much land from the forest
instead of losing 947 hectares of land in
national development? Is it a sin to give forest
land for the rehabilitation of displaced
people? The extent is that the department
has put up a fence even after erecting the
electricity supply pole of Smart City in
Dharamshala, but in the middle of this city,
it has occupied uncountable land for its
every duty. Needless to say and we are
constantly saying that if Himachal wants its
rights from the Center and self-reliance to
be self-sufficient, then apart from water
resources, most of the land will have to be
taken back from the forests for its economy.
It would be in the interest of the state that
instead of extermination of forests, a demand
should be made that more than fifty percent
of the land in any state should not be made
forest land. According to the percentage rate
of second forest land, the financial rights of
the states should be ensured.

Neighborhood: New height of bread-daughter
relationship, seven agreements with Nepal will
become the basis of sweet relations

The signing of seven agreements during the recent visit of Prachanda can take the relations between the two countries to a new height. It
was a unique opportunity for India and Nepal, when Prime Minister Narendra Modi recalled his 2014 visit to Nepal and said that he had
formulated the HIT (High-Way, I-Way and Trans-Way) formula to strengthen bilateral relations. The aim was to remove the existing
barriers. When he signed seven agreements with Nepali Prime Minister Pushpa Kamal Dahal Prachanda, who visited India recently, the
atmosphere was different. While Modi expressed hope of taking the age-old ties to a new height, Nepali Prime Minister Prachanda also
showed warmth and praised Modi's neighborhood policy. These agreements will have a significant impact in shaping future economic
relations, which will be mutually beneficial. These agreements include development of cross-border petroleum pipelines, trade and commerce,
integrated check posts and hydropower projects. Both sides have agreed to expeditiously complete the projects related to the Ramayana
Circuit, comprising 15 tourist circuits, which will strengthen religious and cultural ties in the future. Modi and Prachanda resolved to
preserve the age-old 'roti-beti' relationship at all costs. Prachanda, a staunch communist, preferred India over China while considering his
first foreign trip after becoming the Prime Minister for the third time. Also, observers believe that the approval of the Citizenship Bill is
being seen as an attempt by Prachanda to show his closeness with India and the US, which may upset China. Earlier, Indian women
married to Nepali men had to wait for seven years for citizenship, but now this situation will not come. It is a matter of happiness for Nepal
that India has set a target of importing 10,000 MW of electricity from Nepal in the coming ten years, which will generate thousands of crores
of rupees for Nepal and the consumers of our country will get the benefit of additional availability of electricity. Experts say a key element
of the bilateral partnership is a key agreement between India and Nepal to develop the 669 MW Lower Arun Hydro Project, which got
approval from the Nepali Investment Board ahead of Prachanda's visit to New Delhi. Was. India will also cooperate in setting up a fertilizer
plant in Nepal. Modi and Prachanda avoided issues that could spoil the outcome of Prachanda's visit. Prachanda tactfully raised the border
issue and talked about resolving it through diplomatic means. Oli spoiled the relationship between the two countries by showing Indian
territories in his map. Then India had rejected it outright. Then Defense Minister Rajnath Singh also objected to the opening of the
strategically important 80 km long road connecting Lipulekh Pass with Dharchula in Uttarakhand. Prachanda did not raise any such issue
to ensure the success of his yatra. Modi said, ''I and Prachanda took several important decisions to make the partnership between the two
countries a 'super hit' in the future.' Prachanda said, 'The age-old relations between the two nations are of special importance and multifaceted.
The relationship rests on a solid foundation, built on the rich tradition of cultural, socio-economic, civilizational engagement on the one hand
and the firm commitment of both countries to sovereign equality, mutual respect, understanding and cooperation on the other.' Analysts
believe that the outcome of Prachanda's visit could sour China's policy of distancing Nepal from India, as the signing of the seven agreements

could change the dynamics of ties between the two countries, taking ties to new heights in the future. can reach.
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Neighbourhood: Pakistan in
political maelstrom, trouble
for Imran supporters

The Odisha train accident has shocked the people of Pakistan as well. Since the rail heritage of India and Pakistan is one, both the countries
can think of cooperation in this field. Meanwhile, instability in Pakistan has increased as PTI supporters involved in the arson now face trial
in a military court. The horrific accident of the Coromandel Express train in India's eastern state of Odisha has left the whole of Pakistan in
shock. From Prime Minister Shahbaz Sharif and his Union Ministers to heads of all political parties and common people expressed their
sympathy. There were so many pictures related to the accident on the social media that we felt that we have seen this accident happening in
front of our eyes.

We sympathize with people we don't even know. But we knew that humanity is suffering and we felt it. Bad news really does spread fast. As
the Indian government moved to evacuate the dead and injured, I remembered how countries in South Asia, no matter how big and
powerful, have inadequate health support systems, as was seen during COVID-19. Lakhs of rupees are spent on other projects, but we
South Asians feel that our health care system is not strong enough to provide health care in times of such a big emergency because of the
huge population. This includes quickly getting first responders, technical staff, medical staff and ambulances to transfer the dead and
injured. Armies establish field hospitals everywhere very quickly and efficiently. They must come forward to help in such times, because
getting medical help on time helps in saving lives. There have been very tragic train accidents in Pakistan as well. It is generally the common
people who make the most of the railways, as it is the least expensive as compared to other modes of transport. It is now up to the Government
of India to investigate the causes of this accident and make it public and ensure that it can be prevented in the future. This is one area in
which Pakistan and India can cooperate and learn from each other, although the Indian rail system is much larger than Pakistan's. The
English daily The Dawn wrote in its editorial, 'In fact, railway security is one area where Pakistan and India can cooperate, considering that
both have inherited railways from the same colony, although the Indian Railways The network has gone beyond Pakistan. But such
cooperation requires political will as well as leadership that can rise above everyday rhetoric on both sides. At the moment, I do not see such
leadership, because politics decides everything on both sides. However, Pakistan's politics is the same as before and there is speculation that
the country will hold general elections in the coming October or November, as the dissolution of the lower house of parliament is scheduled
for August.

The Senate, the upper house as per the constitution, will remain in place. History is being made in Pakistan, where the number of leaders
and supporters leaving Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) is increasing every day. Some of such people say that they have done too much
politics, while some others may be leaving PTI but will remain in politics. In the tragic incidents of looting and arson on May 9, in which PTI
supporters damaged public property, including the military, even PTI supporters who did not participate are scared. PTI chief Imran Khan
had already warned that if he was arrested, the country should be prepared for a massive backlash from his party. As expected, the security
establishment has taken this very seriously and has decided with the consent of the civilian government that all the accused, including the
women in jail, in connection with the May 9 arson and looting case will be tried by a military court. Not all of them are middle class or lower
middle class women. One of them is Khadija Shah, a famous fashion designer with dual nationality from America. She is also the granddaughter
of former Army Chief General Janjua and daughter of former Finance Minister. Civil society has condemned the government for sending
civilians to military courts and demanded that the cases against these accused be tried in normal courts. But the biggest question is why
hundreds of PTI supporters are leaving the party. Military governments have been oppressed in the past, especially during martial law,
when Zulfikar Ali Bhutto, chairman of the Pakistan People's Party (PPP), was hanged by the Supreme Court. Still the party remained
intact and no one left the party.

Then, during the tenure of another military dictator, General Pervez Musharraf, Pakistan Muslim League Nawaz chief Mian Nawaz Sharif
was disqualified for life and went into exile in London. But his party also remained intact and no one left the party. The question is also
arising whether PTI is a movement or a political party. In this regard, a political analyst says that PTI is not a political party and has never
been. Movements often fail after gaining power, because running a government or a country is different from running a movement. The fact
is that Imran Khan is still a popular leader, with many supporters inside and outside Pakistan.
