Today we as

a nation are able to fight against

superstorms.

 Science and technology have been giving us

accurate warnings, so arrangements are also

being strengthened. The Arabian Sea has

generally been a calm sea, but now its

temperature is rising. He is in anger. This is

also a fatal effect of climate change. As a

result, there has been a 3-fold increase in

storms arising from the Arabian Sea and they

have proved to be destructive. The

Meteorological Department's assessment is

that 'Biparjoy' was an unprecedented storm.

Its results are yet to be revealed. They will

have very important consequences related

to climate, environment, monsoon. It is a

matter of pride that heeding the warnings,

the Gujarat government had shifted more

than one lakh people to safer places. The

government made arrangements for their

accommodation, food and drink. Hundreds

of pregnant women were admitted to

hospitals.

As a result, the great storm of winds with a

speed of about 125 kilometers per hour could

not take any human life. Father-son did die

in Bhavnagar, but the reasons were

different. Thousands of trees were uprooted

in the cyclonic storm. Some trees were

centuries old. Many kutcha houses became

'debris'.

3672 electric poles were bent and fell down.

This figure is till 9.30 pm last night.

Obviously the figures will be higher!

Communication towers collapsed. Thursday

was a long, dark and scary night as 940

villages in the coastal areas were cut off to

prevent any major tragedy. Silence and

darkness….only the terrifying noise of ocean

waves bouncing up to 9 meters..! Of course,

22 people were injured and 23 cattle died,

but still we will thank God that Gujarat did

not become a scene of tragedy. The

government will now assess how widespread

the destruction has been, how much damage

has been done, how much devastation has

happened and what has happened to the

fishermen's boats, but it is certain that we

cannot put an end to disasters, because the

fury of the sea is increasing.

Used to be. The average temperature of the

Bay of Bengal has started to exceed 28 degree

Celsius, as a result of which we will have to

face 5-6 super cyclones annually. Apart from

Gujarat, Odisha and West Bengal are also

prone to cyclonic storms. At present, the

storm has gone towards South Rajasthan.

It is raining heavily now. God knows what

form this water will take.

 This storm stopped the movement of

monsoon. It is believed that Madhya Pradesh

and Chhattisgarh will have 54 percent less

rainfall. Rainfall may be less than 30 percent

across the country. It is obvious that its effect

will be on weather, environment and

agriculture. The effect of the storm will be

on Maharashtra, Goa, some states of the

Northeast, Rajasthan. The radius of this

cyclonic storm has been said to be 300-350

km, but in the Saurashtra-Kutch region

itself, an area of about 1 lakh square km will

be affected. More or less 50 people were

killed in the cyclonic storm that hit

Saurashtra in May, 2021. The super cyclone

of 1998 was very devastating, in which

thousands of people were killed. In fact, we

do not take climate change and cyclones too

seriously and have been looking at them only

by linking them with the weather, but such

superstorms destroy not only human lives,

but also public properties and private homes.

Compensating them is not that easy. It is not

in the control of the human being that the

temperature of the sea should not increase

and the upper surface of the water should

not become too hot.
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Society: Backward classes are deprived

of the benefits of reservation, the policies

of the state government are responsible
According to the report of the commission, due to the policies of the state government, the backward class people are being deprived of the

benefits of reservation. The information given by the National Commission for Backward Classes regarding reservation for backward

classes in some states is surprising. In these, four states-West Bengal, Bihar, Rajasthan and Punjab are discussed in particular. According to

the study report, backward class people in these states are being deprived of the benefits of reservation in jobs and educational institutions

due to government neglect, rules and policies. When the Backward Classes Commission put these things in front, political rhetoric started

taking place on it. First the matter of Bihar. To come below the creamy layer in Bihar, the income of siblings along with parents is also written

in the economic certificate. Not only this, it also includes agricultural income. As a result many people, who should get reservation, remain

deprived. In Bihar, both Nitish Kumar and Lalu Prasad rose to the top because of Mandalist politics. Even today both the leaders declare

themselves as messiahs of the backward castes and this is the basis of their political power. If the same people are depriving the backward

castes of reservation due to the policies of their government, then what should it be called? The backward caste people of Bihar should

understand this truth. In West Bengal, 179 castes have been included in the backward class, out of which 118 castes are from the Muslim

community and the remaining i.e. 61 castes are from the Hindu community. It is not unusual to keep the characters coming from backward

classes in the purview of reservation among Muslims, but it has to be considered that why there are more backward castes among Muslims

than Hindus? When the commission asked about this, it was told that many backward castes converted from Hindu to Muslim religion.

Although the state government does not have the data that how many people of different castes have converted to Muslim religion. After

1971, the population of Muslims in West Bengal has increased rapidly. In the year 1981, the population of Muslims there was 21.5 percent,

which increased to 27.05 percent in 2011. This is an abnormal increase in proportion to the population. At present, it is estimated that the

population of Muslims in Bengal is about 30 percent. Is there a role of reservation behind this? In Rajasthan, no one has received the OBC

certificate for the last several years in seven districts, whereas a large number of OBC people live in these districts. In Rajasthan too, almost

like Bihar, the basis of income certificate has been fixed and due to this a large number of eligible people belonging to other backward classes

are being deprived of reservation. If you look a little deeper, it will be clearly seen that in these three states, the Muslim community is getting

more benefits of reservation in jobs and educational institutions reserved for OBCs. It is clear that vote bank politics is behind this. In 2018,

when the Narendra Modi government gave constitutional status to the Backward Classes Commission, states were given the freedom to

include castes in their list of backward classes. Many other states, including these three states, also included a large number of people from

the Muslim community. It is clear from this that how vote bank politics has fatally misused the reservation system. All this has happened

because of the policies of the state government. Can maintaining the unethical basis of giving benefits of reservation like this to people of

other communities be synonymous with equality of opportunities? If the basis of reservation is Article 16 and 16A of the Constitution, then

this policy cannot be considered favorable to it. Therefore, the time has come to study objectively and take steps to correct it. However, until

the castes deprived of the benefits of reservation do not stand against it, will not force the governments, it is impossible to happen.

Aviation: Air fares on the sky,

it is necessary to maintain

competition in airlines
Due to the mutual competition of the airlines, air fares had come down. But due to the crisis of two airlines and the decrease in competition,

the air fare has increased a lot. Therefore, to maintain competition in this sector, it is necessary to save the troubled airlines. For some time

now, the fares in domestic flight service have been increasing continuously. The maximum airfare for Delhi-Mumbai has gone up to Rs

20,000, which used to be only Rs 7,000 earlier. There are indications of increase in fares on the remaining routes as well, due to which the

passengers are facing difficulties. After the intervention of the central government, there is some reduction in the fares, but still the air fares

are very high. There has been an increase in passenger movement after Covid. On April 30, a record of domestic air travel was created by

4.56 lakh passengers. The monthly number of air passengers remains at 1.2 to 1.3 crore. In the last two decades, due to a significant

reduction in air fares, many passengers traveling by rail have started traveling by air. The Delhi-Mumbai train fare is Rs 4,730 in Rajdhani

AC first class, while the airfare usually comes out to be less than that if booked in time. That's why many people started giving priority to air

travel instead of rail. But due to increase in fare, many people may again give priority to rail travel. This may hinder the development of civil

aviation sector. According to the report of Airports Council International (Asia Pacific), international airfares have also registered an

increase of up to 50 per cent. According to the report, India saw the highest increase in airfares at 41 per cent, followed by 34 per cent in

UAE, 30 per cent in Singapore and 23 per cent in Australia. Two major reasons are being given for the increase in air fares – first, increase

in fuel cost, and second, increase in inflation rate. Fuel prices have increased by 76 per cent since 2019, while other costs for airlines are

increasing at a rate of 10 per cent inflation. However, Airports Council International believes that airlines are trying to keep prices high by

limiting seat availability. This act of companies can affect the growth in the aviation industry. There are many companies in the domestic

aviation sector in India. Indigo was ranked first with a share of 55.9 per cent in February 2023, while Tata Group's Air India and Vistara

were at the second and third position with a market share of 8.9 per cent and 8.7 per cent, respectively. Although Air India and Vistara are

soon going to merge into one entity, together they will be able to account for a little more than a third of IndiGo. GoFirst and SpiceJet are

the two airlines at the fourth and fifth position with a market share of 8.0 per cent and 7.1 per cent, respectively. But both of them are facing

challenges. GoFirst is not only going through financial difficulties, its bankruptcy process has also started. Its difficulties, however, are more

technical than financial, attributed to engine supplier Pratt & Whitney Engines. The company supplies engines for the Airbus A-320 Neo

aircraft. Over the past few years, GoFirst has had to ground many of its airplanes due to engine problems supplied by the company. Due to

this the company went into heavy losses. Since last May 3, GoFirst has submitted an application for bankruptcy by postponing all its flights.

SpiceJet company is also going through financial difficulties. The airline is grappling with several technical glitches in the planes and for this

the Director General of Civil Aviation has directed the company to ground 10 of its Boeing-737 Max planes. From the first quarter of the last

financial year (2022-23), this company had started making losses. Rising fuel costs, inflation and rupee depreciation have been causing

losses for the company and disruption of its services. IndiGo and Tata Group's Air India, Vistara and Air Asia used to compete with SpiceJet

and GoFirst. But due to the trouble of these companies, the competition for Indigo and Tata group companies has decreased, in such a

situation, they are increasing air fares indiscriminately. Decision of air fares after the entry of private sector in civil aviation sector It was left

to the airlines so that they fix the prices according to the market, they do not have to suffer unnecessary losses and there is a healthy

development of the aviation sector. At one time, due to the mutual competition of the airlines, air fares remained affordable and there was

a healthy development of the civil aviation sector. Recently, the world was taken aback by the order of 1,000 aircraft by Indian airlines,

including 550 new aircraft by Air India. This explains the growth story of our civil aviation sector. But the economic difficulties of the two

major airlines have led to a crisis in the civil aviation sector. For a long time, this process has been made easier by the government by making

major changes in the bankruptcy law to provide quick relief to the promoters of companies stuck in financial crisis. But the situation in the

aviation sector is different. If GoFirst and SpiceJet go bankrupt, the aviation sector will be monopolized by Indigo and the Tata group. In

such a situation, in the aviation sector for the last two decades The benefits of development and competition that the common man was

getting in the form of cheap air travel will end. Earlier, due to Air India being in the public sector, the public was getting the benefit of

competition in air travel. Now that Air India is part of the Tata group, it has become all the more important to save GoFirst and SpiceJet in

order to remain competitive. Since these companies are in trouble due to the negligence of the multinational aircraft and engine manufacturers,

therefore, the intervention of the government is necessary in this matter.

A. Sri Lanka, Ireland, Scotland, Oman and UAE have been placed in Group-B. Finalists will

qualify for the main round - Teams from each group will play one match each and the top

three teams from both the groups will qualify for the Super Six round. The two teams that

perform well here will reach the finals and also make it to the main round of the World Cup.

These two teams will play in the main round to be held in India. The qualifying round of the

World Cup is being played in Zimbabwe. All the matches will be held at four grounds in

Zimbabwe.
