'terrorist' veto
China has once again misused the 'Veto

Power' in the United Nations Security

Council. Now it has become accustomed that

whenever there is a proposal to declare any

terrorist of Pakistan as a 'Global Terrorist',

China blocks it through 'Veto'. The latest

case is of Sajid Mir, the 'mastermind' of the

26/11 Mumbai terror attack, who was

proposed by India and the US to be listed as

a 'global terrorist'. America had even

announced a reward of Rs 41 crore on him.

The proposal was made in September last

year, but China had stopped it on technical

grounds. This was continuously considered

and now on 20th June the same proposal was

presented again in the Security Council.

China misused its 'privilege' again. China is

not achieving any great achievement by doing

this, but wants to make its 'special power'

illegitimate. Of course, Pakistan is a 'hostage'

country of China. The burden of China's

debt and other favors on Pakistan is so much

that it cannot speak. China had saved

Masood Azhar, the leader of the Jaish-e-

Muhammad terrorist organization, in the

Security Council for years, advocated for

him, but finally, China could not save him

from being declared a 'global terrorist'. Only

five countries – America, China, Russia,

France and Britain – have veto power in the

United Nations Security Council. The

purpose for which this special power was

given has been destroyed today.

The world system has also changed, so this

demand is repeated again and again that the

system of the United Nations should be

reformed and powerful, prudent countries

like India, Japan, Germany should also be

given the privilege of veto by making them

'permanent members'. Although India has

exposed China and Pakistan in the Security

Council by listening to an audio related to

the 26/11 terrorist attack. In the audio, the

Lashkar-e-Taiba terrorist was instructing

the terrorists who entered Mumbai to shoot

them immediately if there is any movement

around.' Apart from this, Pakistani-

American terrorist David Headley was

arrested by the US agency FBI from Chicago

in 2008. Was caught He testified in a US

court in 2011 and in a Mumbai court in 2016

that Sajid Mir and Major Iqbal, whom he

described as officers of Pakistan's intelligence

agency ISI, were among the "key

conspirators" of the 26/11 attacks. Mir was

also on the FBI's 'Most Wanted Terrorist'

list.

All this information and evidence has been

placed before the Security Council.

Despite that, China has been blocking the

proposal by misusing the 'veto'. This is a

question on the United Nations system. 'Veto'

should be redefined in the new world order.

China can put obstacles in that too, but the

majority 'veto power' of America, France,

Britain can come in favor of the amendment.

It is obvious that the pair of Russia and

China will remain different. If there is a

discussion between US President Joe Biden

and Indian Prime Minister Modi on this role

of China, then China should also be declared

as a haven country for terrorism. The

country which remains as the 'armour' of

terrorists like Pakistan, should be called

'Terrorism' only. What diplomacy says is

meaningless. When China is protecting

terrorists through veto, a befitting reply

should be given to it. China was bound by

its image and after the Pulwama terror attack

in 2019, in the case of Masood Azhar, it had

to withdraw the veto. Now the case of Sajid

Mir has been blocked by China when the

Indian Prime Minister is in America on a

state visit. Since 2006, China has been

misusing the 'Veto Power' for the sake of

Pakistani terrorists.
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Politics: Language in Panchayat elections, an

issue arising in opposition to the ordinance
The West Bengal Government has abolished the option of Hindi, Urdu and Santhali languages in the State Public Service Commission

examinations. Violence in the ongoing panchayat elections in West Bengal has caught the attention of the people, but another issue seems to

be affecting the political life there very fast, which is getting less attention. In fact, in the past, the Mamata government of the state had issued

an ordinance, according to which the options of Hindi, Urdu and Santhali languages have been abolished in the State Public Service

Commission examinations. And it has been made mandatory for all the candidates to appear in Bangla exam of 300 marks. The state

government has issued this ordinance in the name of promoting localism. Due to this, the way of jobs in the State Public Service Commission

seems to be closed for Hindi, Urdu and Santhali speaking people settled in Bengal for almost two centuries. This is the reason why people of

these languages are angry. By the way, there is also anger in the northern hilly region of West Bengal, where Nepali speakers are in sizeable

numbers. Hindi, Bhojpuri, Maithili, Marwari, Nepali and Bhutia languages are spoken in abundance in many areas of West Bengal. The

areas around Kolkata have a sizeable number of people from Hindi speaking regions to Gujarat. They can read, write and speak Bengali,

but have less command of Bengali than the natives. For such people, the option of these languages was also kept in the examination of the

State Public Service Commission. The question arises whether the monopoly of Bangla speaking people in the higher jobs of the state

government will not increase just by making Bangla compulsory. Due to the situation that will be created because of this, will the diverse

colorful nature of the state be reflected in its A grade jobs? If linguistic diversity is not visible in the A grade jobs of the state, will the officers

coming out of it be able to do justice to the diverse linguistic population of the state? Will Hindi, Urdu, Santhali and Nepali speaking people

living for centuries not be considered as the original inhabitants of the state? Keep in mind, there are about two thousand schools in the state,

where Hindi medium is taught. Obviously, how far is it right to make Bangla compulsory for better government jobs for the generation that

has come out of such education? In the state where a person named Nalini Mohan Sanyal got the first MA degree in Hindi, from where the

first Hindi newspaper Udant Martand came out, in that Bengal, if Hindi is excluded from the State Public Service Commission examination,

then it will be surprising. When the Trinamool government formed the Hindi Academy before the last assembly elections, it seemed that

Mamta would continue to promote the pluralistic linguistic culture of the state, but now her attitude is changing. Perhaps he feels that the

native voters of the state will be more favorable towards him because of his love for Bengali, which can benefit him in the Lok Sabha

elections. Those who know the education system of West Bengal, they know that many children of Bengali speaking students studying in

English medium study Hindi in the name of second language. Its effect is visible in the students of Bengali origin who have reached Hindi-

speaking states. It is obvious that such students used to have the option of Hindi also in the State Public Service Commission examinations.

Due to the new ordinance, these students will also suffer. A large section of the voters of the state is understanding this politics of language.

Perhaps this is the reason why this issue of language is also visible in the panchayat elections of the state, especially in areas adjacent to

Jharkhand, Kolkata, Chittaranjan, suburbs of Kolkata, Siliguri, Darjeeling etc. How much effect it will have, it will be known only after the

results. But it is also true that one of the reasons for the attacks on Hindi speakers in Panchayat elections is also the issue arising out of

opposition to the ordinance.

Pakistan: Cracks in coalition

government on the threshold of elections,

will 'small government' replace Imran
Cracks are showing in Pakistan's coalition government and this was expected, as general elections are expected to be held by November this

year. Imran Khan, on the other hand, is facing an uncertain future. In such a situation, there seems to be more possibility of Bilawal Bhutto

appearing in the form of opposition in the upcoming elections.

Last time I wrote this column, I was saddened by the horrific tragedy of the Coromandel Express train accident in India's eastern state of

Odisha. Pakistan's national flag was flown at half-mast this week as the country mourned the tragedy in Greece in which illegal migrants

traveling from Turkey to Italy died in a shipwreck at sea. Seeing no future for themselves in their country, those youths risked their lives for

a better life in Europe.

 Human trafficking is under the control of international mafia and despite arrests there is no guarantee that youth will not flee by road, air

or sea. Meanwhile, the Pakistan People's Party (PPP) celebrated the 70th birthday of late Prime Minister Benazir Bhutto, who died at a

very young age.

His biggest contribution to democracy in Pakistan is that he convinced his political rival Pakistan Muslim League (PML-N) chief Nawaz

Sharif to sign the Charter of Democracy. Nawaz Sharif still remembers that the security establishment was using the PPP against the

PML(N).

It was an era of supremacy of popularly elected government and it was time for the two largest political parties to refuse to be puppets of the

security establishment. Benazir Bhutto is no more in this world. Her husband Asif Ali Zardari and her son and PPP chairman Bilawal

Bhutto Zardari have accused Nawaz Sharif and his brother Prime Minister Shahbaz Sharif of moving a no-confidence motion against

Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) chairman Imran Khan and overthrowing his government. shook hands with Later both the parties joined

hands with other allies to form the new government. However, this week we saw cracks in the ruling coalition government becoming visible

and this is to be expected, as general elections are expected in November this year, with only a few weeks left in the term of the 15th National

Assembly.

Imran Khan, on the other hand, faces an uncertain future and there are high indications that he will either be disqualified or sent to jail.

Most of his senior supporters have deserted him. So, who will now play the role of the opposition during the elections? This was answered

to some extent when Foreign Minister Bilawal Bhutto Zardari announced that he would not participate in the ongoing treasury debate in

the National Assembly, as the Finance Minister had rejected Sindh. Has not allocated funds for the flood affected people as per his promise,

while he had promised it.

 Sindh was worst hit by the 2022 floods, and as elections approach, PPP is particularly concerned that it has to answer to the people in

interior Sindh, who still don't have a roof over their heads And they are constantly being displaced. This caused great embarrassment to

Prime Minister Shahbaz Sharif, and he immediately proceeded to hold meetings with representatives of the PPP to make up for the loss, but

Bilawal Bhutto did not attend these meetings. The English daily The Dawn wrote, 'Ultimately it was always expected to break up this ruling

coalition, which was united for political reasons.' The PPP is in a much better position in the southern region of Sindh and is expected to win

a landslide victory in the elections there. Especially now that PTI has been disbanded and PML(N) doesn't have a very strong foothold

there.

The Jamaat-e-Islami and some smaller parties may spoil the game and get some seats at the provincial level. Pakistan will also hold elections

for the National Assembly as well as four provincial assemblies - Punjab, Sindh, Balochistan and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. Meanwhile, the

PPP has been quietly working in the southern Punjab region, where it has traditionally won a few seats. Politicians who broke away from

other parties have joined the PPP and it is expected that its chances may improve in the upcoming elections. The King's Party (backed by the

security establishment) has been announced recently and is made up of disgruntled senior leaders who have left PTI of Imran Khan. It has

been named IEP (Istehkam-e-Pakistan) and is headed by Jahangir Tareen, a veteran sugar baron from Punjab. Jahangir Tareen, once the

biggest financier of PTI, has now severed ties with Imran Khan. There is a strong possibility that at least in Punjab, PPP may play spoilsport

and snatch seats from PML(N).

Rumors are also being heard that the Pakistan People's Party may enter into an electoral tie-up with the Pakistan Muslim League for seat

sharing with the IEP. A political commentator says, 'IEP probably has the blessings of the security establishment, which consists largely of

PTI defectors, most of them from Punjab.' The PPP wants to distance itself from the PML(N) because of the disastrous financial policies of

Shahbaz Sharif. In addition, the IMF The conditions have led to the highest inflation in the history of Pakistan. Even PML(N) leaders are

finding it difficult to face supporters in their constituencies. This is the reason why PML(N) is now eagerly waiting for the return of its

supremo Nawaz Sharif from London where he is living in self-exile. He is expected to return after Eid and will surely inject some life into his

unpopular party.

Ashwin took 61 wickets in the 2021-23 World Test Championship cycle. He was India's highest

wicket-taker during this period. Talking about the overall 2021-23 WTC cycle, Ashwin finished

third after Australia's Nathan Lyon and South Africa's Kagiso Rabada. The Indian team

suffered a crushing 209-run defeat in the final of the World Test Championship against

years, Ashwin said on his YouTube channel. There is anger between I support the fans in

this. There is now a reaction on social media that this player should be dropped or that

player should be included. However, the quality of a player does not change in just one night.

Ashwin said- Many of us talk about the captaincy of Mahendra Singh Dhoni. What had he

done? He kept things very simple. During his captaincy, in which I also played, he used to

pick a squad of 15 players. In every series, he used to choose the same squad of 15 players

and used to take the field with the same playing-11 throughout the year. The sense of security

in the team is extremely important for any player. Ashwin took 61 wickets in the 2021-23

World Test Championship cycle. He was India's highest wicket-taker during this period.
