Muslims in India and the impending crisis.

Must ask questions. Barak has also made it

clear in the interview that if he were the

President of America today, he would have

definitely asked this question to the Indian

Prime Minister.

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Scenario: Under what pressure is Stalin, how

will a strong opposition stand in such a situation
Even though there was a meeting of opposition leaders in Patna on Friday on the invitation of Nitish Kumar, but still there is no unanimity

among the opposition leaders. The DMK is troubled by these illusions. On top of that several top DMK ministers are facing corruption and

money laundering charges. In such a situation, how will a strong opposition emerge, which can compete with Narendra Modi? The Dravida

Munnetra Kazhagam (DMK), the main ally of the Congress in Tamil Nadu, is under immense political pressure to take a tough stand against

the BJP at the national level. Although the DMK has weakened in Tamil Nadu, yet at the national level, Chief Minister MK Stalin has been

visiting the headquarters of other regional parties from Patna. From this it can be understood that DMK is upset with its current political

situation. And the reason for this is that the BJP is making steady inroads in Tamil Nadu. In Tamil Nadu, the Congress is not developing its

organization, but is completely dependent on the DMK. Is there any specific reason behind Stalin's rapid loss of grip? Senior DMK leaders

quietly share this sentiment with others. From this it seems that the All India Anna Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (AIADMK) and BJP

alliance will do better in the upcoming Lok Sabha elections of 2024. There is movement at the ground level in favor of AIADMK. The tussle

between Governor RN Ravi and Chief Minister Stalin of DMK continues even as the public believes that the tussle could have been avoided.

But raising the issue of migrants from Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Jharkhand by the DMK and calling them pani-puri sellers has also not

wooed the Tamil people. Voters feel that Narendra Modi has deliberately sent Governor RN Ravi to Tamil Nadu to trouble the DMK. BJP

chief in Tamil Nadu K Annamalai says, 'Yes, it is a politics.' Also, Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar's cancellation of his Tamil Nadu tour

was seen as a weakness of opposition unity here. At the same time strategically BJP is sending top Union Ministers and leaders- Rajnath

Singh, Amit Shah, Nitin Gadkari, Yogi Adityanath on tour to many parts of Tamil Nadu. And Prime Minister Modi is preparing to build a

strong base for BJP in Tamil Nadu through Banaras Tamil Sangamam. Apart from this, the way Prime Minister Narendra Modi installed

Sengol in Parliament on the occasion of the inauguration of the new Parliament House on May 28, this indicates that Modi may also consider

contesting from South Chennai or Ramanathapuram Lok Sabha seat. Are. Narendra Modi wants Nirmala Sitharaman and Dr. S Jaishankar

to contest from Coimbatore and Tiruchirappalli Lok Sabha seats respectively. So with these combined approaches, the fight between both

the UPA (United Progressive Alliance) and the NDA (National Democratic Alliance) in Tamil Nadu will be interesting. Superstar Rajinikanth

has retreated from politics in recent months, but other Tamil film actors like Vijay Jacob, Ajith Kumar are making their way into politics. In

such a situation, their entry into politics will help the DMK to a great extent in overcoming the anti-incumbency waves. DMK leader MK

Stalin wants BJP and Narendra Modi not to score a hat-trick in the upcoming Lok Sabha elections. But the Enforcement Directorate (ED)

is also an attacker on the DMK. Three or four top ministers of DMK are facing allegations of corruption and large scale money laundering

in many countries. In such a situation, the image of DMK is not good even in the eyes of the public. Its senior minister Senthil Balaji was

arrested by the Enforcement Directorate last week in an alleged bribery-for-job scam.
