When the Congress seems to be regaining

its lost base after the Karnataka assembly

elections, the regional parties are trying to

limit it. The problem is not only this. The

problem is also that regional parties are

trying to unite only under Modi hatao

agenda. How the initiative to unite the

opposition parties against the BJP is clashing

with the priorities of the regional parties, it

is known from the statement of Aam Aadmi

Party chief Arvind Kejriwal that the

ordinance will be discussed first in the

meeting to be held in Patna. Ho, which has

been brought by the Central Government

regarding the services of the Delhi

Government. Kejriwal wants all the

opposition parties including the Congress to

oppose this ordinance, but the Congress

leaders are not ready for this as they are

facing Aam Aadmi Party in Delhi and

Punjab. The Congress also cannot forget

how the Aam Aadmi Party had harmed it in

the Gujarat assembly elections and how

Kejriwal attacked the Chief Minister of

Rajasthan, Ashok Gehlot, during his recent

visit to Rajasthan. It also cannot be ignored

that Trinamool Congress chief Mamata

Banerjee has said that she will not support

the Congress in Bengal, as the party is a slave

of the CPI(M) here. After all, what good can

she do to the Congress by supporting it in

the rest of the country, because she has no

mass base outside Bengal. Like the

Trinamool Congress, some other regional

parties are also wanting that in the name of

opposition unity, the Congress should

contest the Lok Sabha elections on at least a

few seats and, if possible, stay away from

their states. It is clear that Congress cannot

accept this as it has already lost its political

ground in many states by supporting

regional parties. When the Congress seems

to be regaining its lost base after the

Karnataka assembly elections, the regional

parties are trying to limit it. The problem is

not only this. The problem is also that

regional parties are trying to unite only

under Modi hatao agenda. They are neither

able to present an alternative agenda nor

present their national perspective on

important issues. Instead of national

interests, they are giving more priority to

regional interests. They don't even have an

answer to the question that how will they be

able to help Congress or any other party

outside their states? Opposition unity is

possible, but under the leadership of a party

which has influence at the national level.

Such a party is only Congress. Whatever

claims Nitish Kumar and his allies may make

regarding the Patna meeting, it cannot be

turned away from the fact that neither all

the opposition parties are participating in it

nor is it clear who will be the face of the post

of PM?
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Half a century: This is how the Chipko movement

started, struggle has been historical as an idea
Chipko's half-century has begun, which will continue till 2030. Chipko's resistance spanned more than a decade. As an idea and action,

Chipko has created impressive history. In the early decades of the last century, the Jungle Satyagraha took place in the then Uttarakhand i.e.

British Kumaon against the government encroachment on the forest rights. Fifty years later, the Chipko movement was born challenging the

forest policy of his government. Hundred years of Jungle Satyagraha have been completed. Chipko's half-century has begun, which will

continue till 2030. Chipko's resistance spanned more than a decade. The Alaknanda flood of 1970 shook the Sarvodaya activists and common

mountain dwellers active in Bhoodan. They were able to find the destruction of forests as one of the main causes of floods. The Bhoodan

Yatras helped the activists to identify the real problems of their society. He got his eye on all the issues like drug addiction, casteism, forest-

land, women and children, dalits and tribes, migration and employment etc. In the Gopeshwar demonstration of August 22, 1971, there was

support for running small local industries from forest wealth along with prohibition of alcoholism, untouchability. In the Gopeshwar

demonstration of October 22, 1971, the slogan 'Ours is the first right for our livelihood on the raw materials obtained from the forests' had

emerged. The demand for abolition of contractual practice and discrimination against small Leesa units was prominent. A new slogan was

born – 'Van Jaage-Vanvasi Jaage'. It resonates today along with other slogans from over half a century ago. The wood then went to Star

Paper Mills and Leesa Indian Turpentine & Rosin Company, Bareilly (ITR) etc. Supply of raw material to any co-operative or village

industry could not be started. Reports were given for rights and raw materials by institutions, people's representatives and entrepreneurs.

The war resolutions of 1962, 65 and 71 became an excuse to postpone. Hundreds of youths from Uttarakhand were also martyred in these

wars. From 1965 itself, the Tiladi incident of 1930 started being remembered. Uttarakhand Sarvodaya Mandal organized demonstrations in

Puraula, Uttarkashi and Gopeshwar in December, 1972 and raised the issue of forest rights again. The Gopeshwar demonstration of December

15, 1972 was impressive. The main slogan was - 'The rights of forest dwellers, employment from forest wealth'. Shailani's song was born. The

word 'Chipko' was to appear in it. In 1973, ignoring these demands, it was announced that Angu wood would be given to trading companies

for making agricultural equipment. The villagers and their organizations were asked to make these tools out of pine wood, which was not

possible. Chandi Prasad Bhatt met Aranyapal along with the local MLA, explained. But no effect. On March 27, 1973, the members of the

Simond Company came to Gopeshwar to prepare for the cutting of Angu trees. On hearing this, Chandi Prasad said in natural excitement

that 'Tell him, we will not allow the tree to be cut. We will stick to them.’ Thus the word stick was born. On April 1, 1973, an all-party meeting

was held at Gopeshwar. Everyone came to know that the trees given to the institution have been received by the company. The company was

given trees in the circle. The society was ready to resist. On 24th April a meeting was held in Mandal under the chairmanship of Alamsingh

Bisht. Dashauli Gram Swarajya Mandal members had made preparations. Handwritten posters were put up in Gopeshwar Mandal on 23rd

itself. Chipko movement was publicly announced. The officials of the company went back. This was Chipko's first win without being

chipped. Now the forest department has given trees to the company in Makhanda forest of Phata. A young man like Kedar Singh Rawat

became an ally of the movement. From June 27 to December 31, 1973, several demonstrations took place in FATA. Struggle Committee was

formed. The company's axes and saws could not go into the forest. On the arrival of Prime Minister Indira Gandhi in Garhwal in August, she

was also requested to stop the felling in Phata. On December 29, Shyama Devi reached Phata from Gopeshwar along with other women. The

first women's procession of the Chipko movement took place in Phata. This was a foreshadowing of resistance in the next year. The villagers

and workers did not allow the forest to be cut. Thus Chipko's second resistance after Mandal was also successful. Chandi Prasad Bhatt,

Ghanshyam Shailani, Anand Singh Bisht, Shishupal Kunwar, Murarilal, Alam Singh Bisht, Kedar Singh Rawat, Shyama Devi, Pratap

Self-reliance: Now Tejas will

shine, India will be in the line

of developed countries
With the agreement made during Prime Minister Modi's visit to America, now the engines of fighter ships and drones will be produced in

India with American cooperation. Such steps of self-reliance will bring us in the category of aircraft exporting countries in future. Equipping

our army with the latest equipment and making the production of those equipment completely self-sufficient has become the main priority of

our defense policy.

In this direction, the agreements made between India and America during Prime Minister Modi's visit to America are very important steps

towards increasing India's military power. Prominent among these are the technology sharing agreement by the US with India to manufacture

GE-F414-INS6 fighter jet engines and MQ-9B attack drones in India. America has not shown such generosity to any other country except

the countries that have military treaty with America and India is not a member of any such military treaty. In this deal of construction

cooperation, India will get 31 MQ-9B attack drones, of which 15 will be for our Navy and eight each for the Army and Air Force. Drones are

autonomous vehicles that fly without a human pilot. It would be difficult for a layman to estimate how important the GE-F414 jet engine deal

is to the Indian Air Force.

It is as important for him to be familiar with the weaknesses of the Indian Air Force as it is to understand the difference between the fourth

and fifth generation jet fighters. Therefore, the Indian Air Force will really benefit greatly from the deal of these jet engines. According to

government estimates, the Indian Air Force should have 42 squadrons of aircraft, but currently has a total strength of 31 squadrons, most of

which are of Russian origin. Such a huge reduction in the number is worrying, the quality of the aircraft which are in service also raises

many questions. Mirage aircraft of French origin were associated with the Air Force in the year 1999, of which about 50 aircraft are still in

service.

The old and out of date Mirage aircraft, bought in the last few years by spending Rs 3,000 crores to get parts for these retired aircraft in

France itself, are now being used to extract spare parts. India never thought of making spare parts for these aircraft. The MiG-21, which

once shot down Pakistani Saber jets and Starfighter, had to bear the infamy of being a flying coffin due to lack of spare parts. Thankfully, the

Rafale jet deal that was pending for years somehow reached a point and 36 Rafale jets could be purchased for the Air Force. But now the

situation is such that the Tejas aircraft, which was so glorified as Indian-made when it was decided to replace the MiG-21, is being manufactured

by Hindustan Aeronautics at a very slow pace.

 In the year 2021, the order of about 47 thousand crore rupees, which was given to HAL to make 73 Tejas Mark-1A and 10 trainer aircraft,

is expected to be fulfilled between February 2024 and February 2028. The supply of the first batch of Mark-1A will start next year. Meanwhile,

it has also become clear that the Tejas Mark-1, powered by the GE-F404 engine, cannot be better than a fourth generation fighter. Therefore,

a provision of Rs 9,000 crore was made to make an improved model in the form of Tejas Mark-2 aircraft and it was expected that the Air

Force would be given 126 aircraft, ie seven squadrons of Advanced Multi Combat Aircraft ships. Of these, 36 aircraft will be powered by

American GE-414 engines with 98 kilo Newton thrust and 90 aircraft to be built later will have 110 kilo Newton thrust. India's decision to

develop the twin-engine advanced medium combat aircraft was inspired by the performance of the American F-35A at the Bangalore air

show last February, given its limited aircraft manufacturing capacity. The Tejas Mark-II will be powered by the US-made GE-F414-INS6

turbofan engine. But it is a matter of happiness that while the engine of Tejas Mark-1 was completely imported, America has also agreed to

give us the technology to make the GE-F414-INS6 engine used in Tejas Mark-2. As a result, this engine can be produced in India only with

American cooperation. This is a golden opportunity for the Indian military aircraft manufacturing industry. Such steps of self-reliance will

bring us in the category of aircraft exporting countries in future. In future we will need fifth generation fighter jets. The fifth generation jet

fighter uses state-of-the-art high-end equipment for attack and defence. They have good strike range, ability to fly at high altitude and good

maneuverability. Their biggest feature is cutting-edge electronic and avionics technology, which enables the pilot to make quick decisions by

studying all the information received in an instant using artificial intelligence. In such a situation, this latest step taken in collaboration with

America will take India in the direction of making India at par with developed countries.
