One country, not

two laws
There cannot be two laws in one house. If

the house cannot be run, then how can the

country be run by dual system? Confusion

is being spread on the Uniform Civil Code.

Muslims are being instigated, while the

Supreme Court has been saying repeatedly

to bring Uniform Civil Code. Vote bank

advocating advocates of triple talaq are

spreading this illusion and creating hurdles

in the way of Uniform Civil Code. This is

the first time since 2014 that Prime Minister

Modi has made such an aggressive mention

of this issue in any public forum. It is a clear

indication that the Prime Minister is in a

mood to introduce it in the Parliament and

implement it. He wants to make this the 2024

election issue. Actually this is an old issue,

on which 'Jan Sangh' had been doing

politics. When the BJP was formed, the

Uniform Civil Code was made a part of the

manifesto in the 1989 Lok Sabha elections.

After that, every election manifesto kept on

assuring that if BJP comes, it will implement

Uniform Civil Code. At the Center Atal

Bihari Vajpayee was the Prime Minister of

the country for six years and Narendra Modi

is the Prime Minister for the last nine years,

but the Prime Minister himself has raised this

issue when there are 9-10 months left for the

general elections. The Law Commission has

just sought the opinion of the people and

religious organizations of the country. One

month's time has been given. If public

opinion comes, then time will also be needed

to compile it. It seems impractical to

introduce the Bill in the Monsoon Session of

Parliament. Only the winter session is left,

in which the bill on the Uniform Civil Code

can be introduced in the Parliament. The

opposition will press that the bill be sent to

the Standing Committee or the Select

Committee, so that a wider discussion can

be held. The budget session of January 2024

will be symbolic. One side of the Shri Ram

temple in Ayodhya is to be inaugurated in

January itself.

The BJP will make a lot of noise on that too,

because that is the basic issue of polarisation.

Vote on account will be passed instead of the

budget in the January session. Our question

and concern is that the BJP could not create

a situation of 'one country, one law' during

the 15 years of power, then how can a law

be made on a highly controversial and

divisive issue like the Uniform Civil Code

during the next 6-7 months? Is? Will it once

again prove to be a jumla and an atmosphere

of election mandate will be created on such

a sensitive subject? Undoubtedly, in the

Constituent Assembly, our forefathers

discussed extensively on this subject.

Ultimately it was placed under Article 44 of

the Constitution and authorized both the

Central and State Governments to have a

Uniform Civil Code. Despite the advocacy

of constitutional expert leaders like Baba

Ambedkar and Ram Manohar Lohia, it has

been believed that this system is meant to

divide Hindu-Muslim. It should be termed

as 'Hindu Civil Code'. Today MP Owaisi is

also speaking almost the same language.

Prime Minister Modi has also mentioned only

'Pasmanda Muslims' in the context of

Uniform Civil Code. Do other communities

accept the new system of Uniform Civil

Code? Its draft is yet to come out. Through

digital dialogue, the Prime Minister called

upon BJP workers to reach out to the

Pasmanda community and clear their

confusion. The Prime Minister wants to

garner votes on Triple Talaq and Uniform

Civil Code especially by mobilizing Muslim

women and Pasmandas. It is being claimed

that the aim of the Uniform Civil Code is not

to target Muslims, but when all the laws

become uniform, there will be a massive

reshuffle in the laws of Muslims itself.
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Analysis: India's diplomatic victory over

Pakistan again, the hopes of ending bad

times in the neighborhood are also low
While the mention of terrorism in the joint statement of Prime Minister Modi and President Biden has further isolated Pakistan, Defense

Minister Rajnath Singh's latest statement on Pakistan-occupied Kashmir has added to the uneasiness of the neighboring country, which is

already at political and political loggerheads. going through a period of economic instability. The joint statement issued after the formal talks

between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and US President Joe Biden is not taking the name of ending Pakistan's restlessness. The joint

statement said, 'Prime Minister Modi and President Biden called for concrete action against all terrorist groups listed in the United Nations.

He strongly condemned cross-border terrorism and the use of terrorist proxies and called upon Pakistan to take immediate action to ensure

that its country is not used to launch terrorist attacks. He called for bringing the perpetrators of 26/11 Mumbai and Pathankot attacks to

justice. American citizens were also killed in 26/11, so America is interested in it. This statement was like a heart attack for Pakistan. Pakistan

expected that Prime Minister Modi would deliver a lecture on human rights in Kashmir, but it did not happen. US National Security Council

spokesman John Kirby said that India will not lecture on human rights. What infuriated Pakistan the most were the comments added in the

joint communique, which read, "India and the US have called on the Financial Action Task Force (FATF) to support its global implementation

of standards to combat money laundering and terrorism financing." Asked to identify ways to improve.' It is clear that this was a warning

to Pakistan to reform itself or be ready to go to the gray list. Pakistan's spokesperson denied these comments and said, 'We find the comments

related to Pakistan in the joint statement inappropriate, One-sided and misleading. This is against diplomatic norms and has political

implications. We are surprised that this has been added despite Pakistan's close anti-terror cooperation with the US. He also summoned the

Deputy Chief of Mission of the US Embassy and handed over a letter of objection. Pakistan's attempts to defend itself were further thwarted

when US State Department spokesman Matthew Miller said in his daily press briefing, "We are taking steps to permanently destroy all

terrorist groups in Pakistan and its various key organizations." Persistent even on lifting. We will regularly take up this issue with the

Pakistani authorities. Obviously, Pakistan has no option but to hush up the matter. Pakistan has attempted to balance its relations with the

US and China in recent times. It needs the US to take loans from the IMF and keep India under control, while China is needed for relief

packages and investments. But India is now firmly aligned with the US, while Pakistan is being pushed out of the US camp. The Indo-US

joint statement is a diplomatic victory for India, opening the door for a more aggressive stand against Islamabad. Defense Minister Rajnath

Singh's statement came just days after Prime Minister Modi's visit, in which he said that Pakistan's illegal occupation of a part of Kashmir

does not give it any legitimacy in the region. He further said that we will not have to do much. The oppressed people of PoK will themselves

demand to be a part of India.

Pharmaceutical industry: Patients

also get the benefit of reduction in the

cost of medicines, innovation is needed
Due to large-scale drug production in the country, the cost of many medicines has come down, which benefits the patients as well. Several

important agreements have been signed between the two countries on June 23 during the Prime Minister's visit to the US, including the

agreement on pharmaceutical supply chain and raw materials for vaccines, which will help India's pharmaceutical industry to grow rapidly.

After this, Union Health Minister Mansukh Mandaviya informed in the Quality Forum organized by the Indian Pharmaceutical Alliance

that there is a plan to form a self-regulatory body for the pharmaceutical industry, which will continuously assess the pharmaceutical

industry.

Despite this, there is a need for many improvements on the national and international scenario related to Indian medicines. Keeping in view

the interests of the customers, more attention is needed to bring down the quality and price of medicines. Significantly, at this time India is

being highlighted as the new hub of Pharma in the world. The Indian pharmaceutical industry, which was dependent only on foreign

companies and brands some five decades ago, is now facing fierce competition from multinational companies. New figures show that there

are more than 3,000 pharmaceutical companies in the country, more than 10,500 active pharmaceutical manufacturing units and India

exports drugs to more than 185 countries. The Indian pharmaceutical industry ranks third in the world in terms of production and 14th in

terms of value of drugs.

 It is also no small matter that at present about 70 percent of the world's generic drugs are manufactured in India. India accounts for 50

percent of Africa's demand for generic drugs, 40 percent of America's demand and 25 percent of Britain's demand. More than 50 percent of

the world's various vaccines are also produced in India. Also, thanks to the Production Linked Incentive (PLI) scheme and free trade

agreements (FTAs) with various countries, the turnover of the pharma sector can jump from the current $ 50 billion to $ 70 billion in the next

two years.

 At present, there are many reasons for India's rapid progress in the world's pharma sector. India is reaping the benefits of the disruption in

the supply of medicines across the world due to Covid-19 and the Russia-Ukraine war. The cost of drug production in India is very low as

compared to the US and western countries. It is also important that the Central Government has given a big success to the PLI scheme

launched two and a half years ago to bring self-sufficiency in drug production, to encourage local manufacturing of high-priced drugs and

to produce raw materials-APIs imported from China in India itself. Got it. There is no doubt that in every nook and corner of the country,

where people are facing problems due to the sale system and high prices of medicines, many Indian medicines are coming under attack for

quality. Surely now more attention has to be paid to the quality of medicines in the country. It is often observed that chemists or medical

stores insist the customers to buy a complete strip containing 10, 15 or 20 tablets or capsules. Many times, due to paucity of money, many

poor drug users are unable to buy the entire strip at once. A recent nationwide survey has revealed that a large amount of medicines are

being thrown away without use due to the purchase of full strips. The survey also revealed that 70 per cent of the medicines bought by people

in the last three years were thrown away without use. In this regard, the Department of Consumer Affairs held a meeting with the officials

of the Drug Controller General of India and senior representatives of the pharma medical device industry. The meeting recommended

finding new packaging techniques for medicines. The government has decided that from now on every strip of medicine will have

manufacturing as well as expiry date written on the back of each tablet. Now due to large scale drug production in the country, the cost of

many medicines has come down. In such a situation, there is a need to consider further reducing the prices of medicines.
