Forest land became the web of life
Once again the mountain is fighting with its

own definition. The means of the mountain

have been tied so much with the chains of

the Forest Conservation Act that now even

states like Himachal have to think that how

much water, how much forest and how

much land is needed for the future. Some

natural questions of Himachal that can be

asked are mountains not land? Isn't the

mountain life? Will being in the mountain

just remain living in the list of laws. If the

population needs trees, then it also needs a

path to walk and a field to play. If the income

of the plain states is increasing due to

urbanization, industrialization, connectivity

or construction of modern infrastructure,

then how long will the hill states like

Himachal be held hostage. The latest

example is about the will power trapped in

the periphery of the Shimla Development

Plan, which is seeing the new shape of

Himachal's capital under Vision 2041. The

city is seeing the current population of 2.5

lakhs reaching about 6.25 lakhs in the next

decades. In such a situation, not only is there

a difference between the eyes of NGT and

the eyes of development, but the Forest

Conservation Act is turning a blind eye to

the expanding scope of civil society. In the

next few years, not only every city of

Himachal, but also every village has to be

spread. Obviously then this development

will create many pressures in the civil

society's psyche, which will have to be

addressed now. The Shimla development

project is waiting for these resolutions,

before listening to which it is accepted, it will

have to rub its head in front of the NGT.

However, with the initial relief received from

the Supreme Court, now the reason for

getting relief is getting confirmed.

In the midst of many such objections, the

meaning of the mountain has started

moaning or this state, fed up with the

restrictions in the practicality of living, has

now started searching for new options. In

this regard, the statement of Agriculture

Minister Chandra Kumar is reading the

meaning of the future. According to the

minister, the government, as part of a

proposal, wants to take back from the Center

the traditional grasslands or pastures stuck

in the forest land, so that livestock in the low-

lying areas can get abundant fodder. It is

not so long ago that village animals used to

gather together to regularly search for their

food in the common pastures. If Himachal

has to generate resources through dairy,

then the pastures will have to be freed from

the forests. Unfortunately, in the game of

Jungle-Jungle, Himachal accepted the

auspicious. Because of this, every step of

development is stuck in the forest, while now

even the means of living have gone under

the control of forest land. The extent is that

even if a cremation ground is to be built,

many dead have to be punished till

permission is obtained. It is also surprising

that the state has to carry a heavy staff for

the management of forests and this

department is proving to be only a part of

extracting Meen Mekh. Full definition of

four smart poles of street lights and smart

roads under the Dharamshala Smart City

project. If only the Forest Department is

obstructing, then somewhere this

department is also heavy on democracy. If

the state is licking its teeth by giving 70

percent of its land to the forest or in return

we are getting stray animals and wild

animals, then it is becoming a problem for

the progress of the state and civil rights.

Without taking back the land from the

forests, the structure of Himachal's

economic upliftment will not be complete,

nor will there be a sense of happiness in the

lives of the civil society.

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The Magical World of World Cinema: The

Expanse of Malaysian Cinema and Shadow Play
Indian films have been influenced by Malaysia. The first film in Malaya language was 'Laila Majnu'. Animation films started being made

here with the fourth Prime Minister Dr. Mahathir Mohamad as he was in favor of information and communication technology. About 200

animation films were produced in Malaysia during 20 years, 1995-2015. Prior to 1963, Malaysia was named Malaya or British Malaya. It

gained independence in 1957 and became first the Federation of Malaya and then renamed Malaysia. Cinemas and cinema-goers are often

referred to as 'panguang wayang' in Malaysia. Here pangung means theatre, stage and even audience and wayang means traditional

puppet theatre. Wayang is also spoken by connecting it with 'Gamber', which means picture, painting, photo means movie. Malaysian films

are not talked about prominently in world cinema. It is hardly mentioned anywhere. Cinema in Malaysia has its roots in shadow-drama and

theatre, which have always been abundant here. Shadow theatre, like films, uses a white screen. Like silent cinema, sound and music are

used separately in shadow-drama. In the era of silent films, the instrumentalists used to sit in front of the screen and the audience and play

piano-band etc., dialogue-music is given from behind even in puppet-shadow drama. However, this all changed as soon as cinema became

a reality. For this reason, the actors here did not face much difficulty in converting to become cine-actors and many of them went on to

become cine-directors as well. The first-ever film screening in Malaysia took place in 1897 at the Alhambra Theater Hall in Singapore,

which was screened by Robert William Paul of Britain. In which a series of short films were shown. Later the audience here saw 'Cinderella

and Her Glass Slipper', 'Mesmerism and Wonderful Dream Life Passion of Christ', and Edwin S. Also saw Porter's 'The Great Train

Robbery'. By 1913 there were about 14 theaters in the Malaya Peninsula. In 1929 there were 35 theaters in sixteen cities and 10-12 theaters

were common in smaller towns. India's influence on Malaysian films- Indian films have been influenced by Malaysia. The first film in

Malaya language was 'Laila Majnu'. It happened in 1933 but it was not only the people of Malaya who built it. Apart from Malaya, the

people of Indonesia were also involved in making it. Most of these people were associated with one or the other traditional art. That's why

he had basic knowledge of stagecraft, expression and acting. Later the film was made several times with the same name. This was the

influence of India. In India too, the film 'Laila Majnu' has been made many times. In the forties there were 'Mutiara' (Pearl), 'Bermadu'

was made on the lines of Chaplin's 'City Lights' and don't know how it was even allowed to be shown. In the 1950s, a gradual change began

to take place in Malaya films, mainly due to the local people coming forward in the direction of cinema-direction. These people started

making more realistic and desirable films. They were raising issues related to the life of Malaysians. Commenting on modern civilization. At

this time many people were leaving Malaysia and migrating to Singapore in search of employment and were moving away from their roots,

their tradition, their culture. Malaya films of this period were raising these things in their films. At the same time 'Wistful Read' became B.

S. Rajhans and starred Indonesian artist Sharif Medan. It is Malaysia's first color film. The films of the sixties were mainly comedies. The

'She-Vampire' film series was also made at the same time, but the film 'Grandson of Lord Merah' made at the same time was of a different

nature. In the seventies 'Love and Song' became a musical film. Animation films in the 90s - Animation films started being made here with

the fourth Prime Minister Dr. Mahathir Mohamad as he was in favor of information and communication technology. Around 200 animation

films were produced in Malaysia during 20 years, 1995-2015. These films were also seen outside the country. The animation film 'Gang: The

Adventure Begins' did well at the box office.

As far as the

Bharatiya Janata Party is concerned, Far from distancing itself from the RSS and Hindutva, it has come under its grip more and more

firmly.

 The fact that there is not a single Muslim among its more than 300 MPs in the Lok Sabha speaks volumes about its overarching philosophy

towards minorities in general and Muslims in particular, which is to treat them as equal citizens of this land. does not. The rewriting of

textbooks and the creation of new academic curricula are other manifestations of the majoritarian mindset of the ruling party. During the

rule of NDA-I between 1998 and 2004, the policies and programs of the government were not untouched by the influence of Hindutva.

This fusion of

religious majoritarianism and personality cult was evident in the inauguration ceremony of the new building of the Parliament, in real as well

as symbolic form. In this, where the President and the Vice President were absent, the celebrations were coordinated in such a way that even

the cabinet ministers were hardly visible. It was intended to showcase a single individual, with obliging priests providing the occasion with a

Hindutva platform. Members of his party and the extended Sangh Parivar elevated the prime minister to the status of a Hindu emperor. Now

let's talk about Left. This element of Indian politics also did not improve itself as this writer had expected. Instead of coming forward and

embracing multi-party democracy, the Naxalites are continuing their rampant acts of violence in the districts under their influence. As far as

the parliamentary Left is concerned, in the one state they are in power, Kerala, they have made no significant change in their approach to

governance. High HDI should be a magnet for private investment from outside; However, this is not the case here, as the CPI(M) still

supports the state-controlled approach to the economy. Fourth on my wish list fifteen years ago was the formation of a new party. With the

advent of the Aam Aadmi Party on the Indian political stage in 2012, this wish was fulfilled in principle. However, you did not bring any

major change in practical terms. While it has a good record in providing public education and healthcare in Delhi, it also has negatives on its

balance sheet, such as the creation of a cult around Arvind Kejriwal and the party's refusal to stand up for the oppressed minorities.

I want that no single

party should get majority in the Lok Sabha; In fact the largest party should be substantially behind the majority. Our current Prime Minister

is authoritarian in nature, a sinister aspect of his personality reinforced by the two consecutive majorities his party has won in general

elections.
