Havoc of
corruption

The situation of heavy, torrential rains and
floods is not just a disaster, but a result of
rampant corruption. In this Harappa,
Mohanjodaro civilization has been taught.
Even in that era of civilization, the drainage
system was better. Today we are living in
the era of modernity, technological
development and scientific experiments, but
are incompetent, helpless, helpless in front
of the monsoon rains. What is the root cause
of this? Taking the example of the capital
Delhi itself, the target of cleaning all the
drains should have been achieved by June
28, but by June 30 only about 68 per cent
work was done. When it rained heavily, the
kalai opened because most of the drains
were blocked. As a result, we have presented
a glimpse of the plight of Delhi in yesterday's
editorial. Now see its corrupt dimension too.
In fact, every year 1500 crore rupees are
spent in Delhi on rain preparations,
drainage, sewers, cleaning of drains etc.
Thousands of pumps are bought for smooth
evacuation of water. If this budget is spent
honestly, then why does a metropolis like the
capital Delhi start drowning in water? Why
does everything seem to stand still? Similarly,
in a cyber and modern city like Gurugram,
there is a provision of about 150 crore rupees
for the preparation of rains, but why does
this city turn into a plight and a dirty river
during the rainy season? Gurugram
becomes a pond of debris, through which
the movement of vehicles is as if coming out
of a 'Chakravyuh'! Really pathetic and
insulting.

Where does that money even go? It is a
strange paradox that flats of elite societies
in Gurugram are sold for Rs 5-8-10 crores.
The offices of the world's biggest companies
are here, but only water and debris are
visible on the main roads. Why this
inefficiency and neglect? After all, who will
decide whose responsibility? This can be a
condemnable and shameful situation
globally. In fact, the British era systems are
present in the capital Delhi and its
surrounding cities, so they are not effective
and have become dilapidated. The model of
1976 is applicable in Delhi, when its
population was around 60 lakhs. That is
more than 2.5 crores today. Then why Delhi
will not become 'Darya'? The problem is also
of illegal and irregular colonies. These
residential colonies do not have adequate
arrangements for roads, drains, sewers, etc.
As aresult, water stagnates there during the
rainy season. This affects other areas of the
city as well. Another fundamental condition
is that natural drainage has been
consistently neglected in urban planning.
Apart from this, sewer overflow is also a
serious problem. In many places, there is a
disparity between sewer and sewage
disposal sites. In the capital Delhi, near ITO
Chowk, sewage water and rain water mix
and submerge the Police Headquarters to
the Ring Road. This is the condition of the
country's capital. A very serious problem is
that of the garbage and debris coming out
from the construction work, repairs,
demolition etc. of the houses. These
continuously block the flow of water and
during the rainy season this debris spreads
on the roads. Corruption is at the heart of
all these situations. Leaving aside the
mountains, the states of Delhi, Haryana,
Punjab, Rajasthan, a part of Uttar Pradesh
and Bihar etc. are still on 'alert'. About 100
deaths have taken place so far due to the
rains and floods. This is not a common
figure. After all, the citizen of the country is
dying. Why has this situation come about?
After two months there is a summit of G-20
countries in Delhi. In that, the heads of state
of 20 big countries of the world have to come
to Delhi. If something untoward happened,
what would India say?

Cultivation of Opium: Curse of
addiction as well as boon of nature

India is one of the few countries that is allowed to cultivate the opium poppy for export internationally. But its other side is also very harmful.
The young generation is also being ruined by the misuse of life saving drugs like morphine, codeine and heroin made from it. Opium is
nature's miracle and India's gift to the world because of its unique therapeutic properties and is indispensable in the medical world. Opium
is an antidepressant, which relieves severe pain by slowing down the communication between your brain and body. It is derived from the
poppy (Papaver somniferum L.). The source of opium, the poppy, is believed to be one of the earliest plants recorded for medicinal use.
Along with allopathy, it is also used as a life saver in homeopathy and Ayurveda or Unani systems of indigenous medicines. India is one of the
few countries that is allowed to cultivate the opium poppy for export internationally. But its other side is also very harmful. The young
generation is also being ruined by the misuse of life saving drugs like morphine, codeine and heroin made from it. Poppy seeds, which come
from the poppy seed, are one of the most important ingredients in the Indian kitchen and are seen as an important part of food not only in
India but all over the world. Opium is more than a drug, it is a life-saving drug - opium may be dangerous for addicts, but it is also a source
of life-saving and unbearable pain-relieving drugs in serious diseases like cancer. It contains alkaloids like morphine, narcotine, codeine,
apomorphine, opionion, papaverine etc. and lactic acid, resin, glucose, fat and light yellow odorless oil. The most powerful pain relievers
made from opium are opioids. It is considered very effective in pain. Brand names of opioids are Oxycontin (oxycodone) Vicodin, Norco and
Lortab (hydrocodone with acetaminophen) Percocet (oxycodone with acetaminophen). Opioids are often used after surgical procedures as
a pre-operative tranquilizer and to reduce post-operative pain and make patients comfortable. Opiate-derived drugs are often used in
patients to control pain associated with chemotherapy, radiation therapy, or other cancer treatments. These drugs are used to reduce pain
in chronic incurable diseases. It is sometimes used as an antitussive to suppress cough. Here, loperamide can also be used to treat diarrhea by
slowing down bowel movements. But it is important to note that these should be used as per the prescribed dose and duration and only
under medical supervision due to the potential for addiction, side effects and other risks. After the Mughals, the British also earned from
opium. During the Mughal Empire, opium was grown on a large scale and was an important item of trade with China and other eastern
countries. During the late 16th century, opium was brought under a state monopoly. However, during the final years of the Mughal Empire
the state lost its hold and control over the production and sale of opium was appropriated by a clique of merchants in Patna. After the Battle
of Plassey in 1757, the monopoly of opium cultivation went into the hands of the East India Company. In 1873, the then Governor General
Lord Warren Hastings took the entire opium trade under government control. In addition to medicinal and scientific purposes, keeping in
view the concerns of the world community about the extremely dangerous side effects of opium, the process of limiting the cultivation of
opium had started in India during the British period. In 1909, the Government of India had also signed the international treaty to curb the
cultivation of opium. During the British period itself, in 1910, there was a complete ban on the cultivation of opium in Bihar. The process of
phasing out opium cultivation had begun in Uttar Pradesh as well. After India gained independence in 1947, control over the cultivation and
manufacture of opium became the responsibility of the central government from April 1, 1950. On the basis of the Opium and Revenue Laws
(Extension of Application) Act 1950, the Central Government made three Acts, the Opium Act 1857, the Opium Act 1878 and the Dangerous
Drugs Act 1930, which became equally applicable to all the states of the Indian Union. Over the years there were some changes in the
methods of control, production, distribution, sale and possession of opium and the monopoly remained entirely in the hands of the Government
of India. Opium production was exempted in tribal areas — British laws were always lax in tribal areas. While the tribes were allowed to
make liquor for their own consumption, opium production was also relaxed. For example, in the tribal Jaunsar Bawar region of Uttarakhand,
opium has been cultivated since ancient times for spices etc. Prior to the implementation of the Constitution of India, the Opium Act 1857 and
the Noxious Drugs Act, 1930 were not applicable in Jaunsar Bawar Pargana being a Scheduled Area. After the enactment of the Opium and
Revenue Laws (Extension of Application) Act, 1950 in 1950, the Opium Act, 1857 and the Noxious Drugs Act, 1930 also came into force in
this area from 18th April, 1950. Since licensing was done on 30th September, 1962 On the cultivation of opium from 1st October 1962 till the
expiry of the period A complete ban was imposed and it was widely publicized, yet the central government received information about illegal
cultivation of opium. In the year 1961-62, licenses were given for only 17 hectares but actually 25 hectares were reported to be under opium
cultivation. Thus from October 1, 1963, there was a complete ban on the cultivation of opium in Jaunsar Bawar pargana. Now there is a
demand for the cultivation of opium under the control of the government in this area. Cultivation of opium under government supervision
- Government of India every year announces licensing policy for cultivation of opium poppy, inter alia, minimum qualifying yield for issue or
renewal of license, maximum area that can be cultivated by an individual farmer can be done. Maximum profit that can be allowed to a
farmer for loss due to natural causes etc. Cultivation of opium poppy can be done only in those areas which are notified by the government.
At present these areas are confined to three states, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh. Mandsaur district of Madhya Pradesh
and Chittorgarh and Jhalawar districts of Rajasthan account for about 80 per cent of the total opium growing area. Opium factories run
under the control of the government - under the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act 1985 and the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances Rules, 1985, at present the Narcotics Commissioner with subordinates exercises all powers relating to the cultivation
of opium poppy and superintendence of production of opium does and does all the work. There are two government opium and alkaloid
factories in India, but in the year 1976, the Organization of Controller of Major Factories was established for better control and management.
These factories are at Neemuch in Madhya Pradesh and Ghazipur in Uttar Pradesh.

Solution: Environment planning is important along with cities drowning in monsoon

Just as urban planning is important, similarly environmental planning is also important. It is high time that the governments and planning
agencies focus on these, so that the people of the country stay safe in the monsoon and we have the infrastructure in place to face the
environmental changes. Every summer, most of the Indians face the heat. They do and they get relief only from the monsoon. Farmers who
depend on the monsoon for their crops take extra care to ensure that their crops benefit from the rains. Along with this, there are many
people who are afraid of the wrath of nature, because the fierce rains create havoc. And it is not just a story of urban areas anymore, but the
whole of India is facing the wrath of severe monsoon these days. Submerging of big to small cities and people getting affected by it has
become a common thing now. Torrential rains and floods have badly affected seven states and union territories in northern India, including
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan, Jammu and Kashmir and Delhi. It is the beginning of July and already
many parts of the country are facing heavy rains. Ironically, it was predicted only a few months ago that we would face an El Nino effect,
which basically suppresses the monsoon, reducing the total rainfall during monsoon days. But the rains in recent weeks have brought many
cities to a standstill and schools have been closed in many places. Various offices have been advised to consider getting their employees to
work from home. The loss due to the flood-like situation is estimated to run into several thousand crores and there is no figure for the
benefits. There are a number of factors that are causing the extreme and sometimes unpredictable rainfall, including the effects of climate
change and the rising temperature of the Earth's surface. But the real culprits for the heavy losses are poor infrastructure and unplanned
construction taking into account future weather conditions, especially heavy rains. Cultivable land and dried up old water bodies like lakes
and wetlands are being used to build structures made of concrete, which is not suitable for absorbing water. Generally, lakes and ponds
serve to retain excess surface water and are a major component of natural moisture during heavy rains and floods. Similarly, massive
construction in hilly areas and forced diversion of flow of natural water bodies is causing damage to the environment. Forest land helps in
retaining the soil and recharging the ground water. The loss of natural flow of rivers due to deforestation in the name of development and
making roads is a matter of concern. Every year one or the other hilly area has been bearing the brunt of rains and floods. Often villages are
submerged in these areas and lives and livelihoods are badly affected. Even small unprecedented rains of a day or two submerge cities and
towns for a long period of time. For example, in newly developed townships in the national capital of Delhi or the National Capital Region
of Noida and Gurgaon, it is common for roads to remain waterlogged like rivers for several hours, bringing traffic and life to a standstill.
These cities were built after proper planning, yet they have to face the fury of nature, because monsoon, flow of water and ground water
recharge were not taken care of in the planning. In fact, in the construction of these towns and cities, so much concrete jungle has been laid
that there is no room left for water absorption. The planners of these cities have not paid attention to rain water harvesting and water
conservation, which leads to wastage of water as well as havoc when it rains. The blame for this is entirely on the municipalities and state
governments, which indulge in construction activities without proper planning for contingencies and protection of natural resources, and
without considering the impact of large-scale urbanisation. Master plans of cities and municipalities focus on capacity building without
studying the impact of population growth and limited resources to manage it. They build flyovers and roads to make traffic easier and faster,
but do not have adequate drains for drainage and measures to store excess water in the monsoon. In places where such facilities have been
built, due to lack of maintenance, pipes are found jammed (blocked) on the very days when they are actually needed. The objective of urban
planning is to make the city functional by creating a network of mobility, water supply, electricity, sanitation and drainage by demarcating
city maps and areas. Sometimes the focus on creating an efficient city neglects the conservation of its natural resources.

SL-W vs NZ-W 3rd T20I Sri Lanka women's cricket team put up a fine performance to
hand New Zealand a 10-wicket defeat in the third T20I. In the format of quick cricket, Sri

Lanka has won by 10 wickets for the first time in any match. At the same time, the Kiwi team
had to face defeat by 10 wickets in T20 for the first time. Sri Lanka women's cricket team has
created history in Colombo. Under the captaincy of Chamari Atapattu, Sri Lanka tasted
victory by 10 wickets for the first time in the history of T20 cricket. Sri Lanka beat New
Zealand in a one-sided match. At the same time, in the format of fast cricket, New Zealand
had to face defeat by 10 wickets for the first time. Sri Lanka's resounding victory - In the
third T20 match of the series, New Zealand, batting first, scored 140 runs on the score board
losing 9 wickets in 20 overs.

Captain Chamari
Atapattu, who is in excellent form, played a blistering inning of 80 not out in just 47 balls
while batting in a blistering manner. During his innings, Atapattu scored 13 fours and two
sixes while playing at a strike rate of 170. The Sri Lankan skipper was well supported by
Harshita Samarawickrama and the duo shared an unbroken 143-run partnership for the
first wicket to take the team to a memorable victory. Harshita scored an unbeaten 49 off 40
balls. For the first time in the history of T20 cricket, the New Zealand women's team had to
face defeat by 10 wickets.

Asia Cup', BCCI retorts to

IPL chairman Arun Dhumal's big statement has come amidst the hysteria of Pakistan. He
has given a befitting reply to Pakistan. Dhumal has said that whatever happens, Team India
will not travel to Pakistan. Pakistan's drama regarding the Asia Cup and the World Cup has
been going on for some time now. Despite the Asia Cup tournament being fixed on the hybrid

model, Pakistan is trying to create a ruckus on it. There

Sports Minister Ahsan Mazari had said that he would again oppose India not coming to
Pakistan for this tournament and if Team India does not come here, Pakistan team will also
demand its match at a neutral place for the World Cup. . IPL chairman Arun Dhumal's big
statement has come amidst the hysteria of Pakistan. He has given a befitting reply to Pakistan.
Dhumal has said that whatever happens, Team India will not travel to Pakistan. Dhumal is
currently in Durban for the ICC Chief Executives' Meeting (CEC). He confirmed that BCCI
secretary Jay Shah and PCB representative chief Zaka Ashraf met ahead of Thursday's
ICC board meeting to finalize the schedule. Dhumal said- BCCI secretary met PCB chief
Zaka Ashraf and the schedule of Asia Cup was finalised. As discussed earlier about this
tournament, the talk continues on the same. Pakistan will have four matches in the league
round, while nine matches will be played in Sri Lanka. These include both the matches between
India and Pakistan. If both teams play the final, the third game will also be played in Sri
Lanka. Pakistan will play only one match on its soil He dismissed reports coming from Pakistani
media that India will travel to the neighboring country as claimed by their Sports Minister
Ahsan Mazari. Dhumal said, ''There was no such discussion. All the reports are fake. Neither
India is traveling to Pakistan nor will our secretary travel there. Only the program has been
finalised." In all likelihood, India will play Pakistan in Dambulla, Sri Lanka, just like the
2010 edition. Pakistan's only home match at home will be against weak Nepal. The other
three matches to be played there could be Afghanistan vs Bangladesh, Bangladesh vs Sri
Lanka and Sri Lanka vs Afghanistan. Pakistan's drama continues since last year Actually,
since last year there is a dispute regarding the venue of the Asia Cup. The PCB drama continues
after Asian Cricket Council President Jay Shah announced to hold the tournament at a
neutral venue. Former PCB chief Rameez Raja had protested against the tournament not
being held in Pakistan and had threatened not to come to India for the World Cup. Then
Najam Sethi became the interim chairman of PCB. He also made the same threat. However,
later after several meetings, it was decided to conduct the tournament on a hybrid model. In
which it was decided to have four matches in Pakistan, while all the other matches including
the Super-Four and the final would be held in Sri Lanka. Pakistan had also expressed objection
on the World Cup schedule, after this the chairman was changed again in PCB. Najam Sethi
left his post. However, the new chairman of PCB has not been announced yet and Zaka
Ashraf is certain to be elected. Meanwhile, the ICC released the World Cup schedule after
Pakistan's consent. As soon as the schedule was released, Pakistan disputed the venue of the
two matches. These include matches against Afghanistan at Chepauk, Chennai and against
Australia at Chinnaswamy, Bengaluru. However, the ICC turned down the PCB's demand.
Then Pakistan raised the issue of security and Prime Minister Shahbaz Sharif formed a high
level committee. No PCB official was included in this committee. Only politicians were kept in
it, on which former cricketers targeted. Pakistan's Sports Minister Ahsan Mazari is also
included in this committee. He had recently said in a statement- Since the Pakistan Cricket
Board (PCB) comes under my ministry, if India demands to play its Asia Cup matches at a
neutral venue, we will also play our matches in India. Will demand the same for World Cup
matches. He had said that Zaka Ashraf would demand this in the ICC Board meetings.
However, the ICC had also once warned the PCB on Pakistan's repeated threat of not coming
to India. He had said that Pakistan has signed an agreement to participate in the World Cup.
We are hoping that he will not renege on this agreement and will come to India. ICC had said
- Itis expected that Pakistan team will come to India ICC had said - All the teams participating
in the World Cup are bound by the rules and regulations of their country and we also respect
it. However, we are sure that Pakistan will definitely come to India to play the World Cup.
The Asia Cup is going to begin on August 31, while the final will be played on September 17.
At the same time, the ODI World Cup is going to start from October 5 in Ahmedabad with
the match between England and New Zealand. India will start their campaign with a match
against Australia on October 8. At the same time, Pakistan has to play the first two matches
against Netherlands and Sri Lanka.
