In the era where data is called gold, with
such a state of data security, no country can
be sure of staying safe and walking on the
path of development.

The statements given
by the government on the hacking of
personal data of people stored through the
Covin app do not inspire confidence that
such an incident has not happened. It may
not be enough to simply say that all data is
secure and reports of breaches are
mischievous. If so, then how come screen
shots of personal details of politicians and
others got published first in a Malayalam
website and then in several other news
media? Information Technology Minister
Rajeev Chandrasekhar's first statement in
this regard raised many new questions
instead of clarifying the situation. That's why
it would have been better if the hackers had
broken the security of the personal
information that the government had
collected through the app by making it a
mandatory condition for getting the corona
vaccine, then it would have accepted it. At
the same time, it would have started a
comprehensive investigation, so that the
hackers could be reached. A few months ago,
the server of All India Institute of Medical
Sciences, New Delhi was also hacked. Then
the hackers stole important health data.
Where his investigation reached, it has not
been made public till date. A ctually, these are
not the only two incidents of data security
breach in India. In the era where data is
called gold, with such a state of data security,
no country can be sure of staying safe and
walking on the path of development. Health-
related data, along with other information,
has a high market value and is therefore a
target of criminal hackers. It is the
responsibility of the government and those
organizations to protect the people whose
data they take. The government and
institutions in India seem to have failed to
fulfill this responsibility. The important
question is also that if military security and
basic infrastructure related data were stolen
in the same way, then what would be the
result? That's why the government should
take the latest incident very seriously and tell
the whole truth to the country.

India-France friendship should be immortal: with many important
agreements, there is hope of further deepening of relations

The strength that this historic visit of Prime Minister Modi has given to the relations between India and France will surely further strengthen
in the coming times. France also honored Prime Minister Modi with the 'Grand Cross of Legion of Honour', the country's highest honour.
Through these eight words of Hindi written by Macron, the deep relations between the two countries can be easily understood. France has
written a new chapter in relations with India thanks to its recent hospitality, which has indicated better times to come. Narendra Modi has
visited France four times since President Emmanuel Macron came to power in 2017. But this time the journey was very special. France not
only made him sit as a special guest at its national annual event 'Bastille Day', but also honored Prime Minister Modi with its country's
highest honor 'Grand Cross of Legion of Honour'. It is the highest civilian and military honor of France. This honor has been recorded as
a golden history between the relations between India and France. This was the second time that an Indian Prime Minister was invited to
Bastille Day. Earlier in the year 2009, the then Prime Minister Manmohan Singh participated in the same program as the guest of honour.
But this is the first time that an Indian has been conferred with the highest honor of France. Earlier, France has given this honor to former
South African President Nelson Mandela, the then Prince of Wales, King Charles, former German Chancellor Angela Merkel, former
United Nations Secretary-General Boutros Ghali. From this it can be estimated that what is the importance of this honor for an Indian
Prime Minister. 25th Anniversary of Glorious Relationship - Prime Minister Modi also highlighted the 25th Anniversary of the India-France
Strategic Partnership during the visit. In a joint press conference with the French President, the Prime Minister said that on the strong basis
of the last twenty-five years, we are preparing a roadmap for the coming twenty-five years. Ambitious targets are being set in this. In this
journey, we see France as a natural friend. This statement of the Prime Minister in itself further strengthened the foundation of the relationship
which was strengthened during India's nuclear test 25 years ago. In fact, geo-strategically, India has been very close to France since 1998.
In 1998, when India conducted nuclear tests in Pokhran, France was the only major country that stood neutral to India. After this test, all
the nuclear rich countries of the world had imposed various restrictions on India. America, Germany, Japan and Britain had openly
surrounded India with various sanctions. But France neither left India's side nor its hand even in those difficult times. Taking a step
forward in friendship, the then French President Jacques Chirac had also visited India. He had also openly advocated for the early removal
of sanctions imposed on India. Prior to the need-travel in the Indo-Pacific region, French leading business newspaper 'La Eco' had published
an interview of Prime Minister Modi. In this interview, on India's relations with France, PM Modi had said that the relationship between
the two countries is strong and it is based on trust. The relationship between France and India has remained stable even in difficult times.
We have been looking for opportunities for cooperation. During the interview, Modi described France as his strategic partner in the Indo-
Pacific region. He said that he and Macron have similar views on the international system. French President Macron has also openly
welcomed and felicitated Prime Minister Modi, expressing what India means to him. Both countries also announced the preparation of a
roadmap for the Indo-Pacific region. Important agreements in both countries — Three pillars of bilateral relations have been prepared in
the next 25 years. The first of these is mutual partnership for security and sovereignty. The second is partnership to protect the earth. The
third is partnership for the people. During this, talks and agreements took place on Rafale jets to Scorpene submarines. Several agreements
have been signed between the French space agency CNES and ISRO to promote scientific and commercial partnership. The two countries
have also agreed on mutual cooperation on the very ambitious maritime satellite Trishna for the Indian Ocean. Apart from this, a new target
has been set to welcome 30,000 Indian students in France by the year 2030. France has also agreed to issue Schengen visas for Indian
students. Schengen is a long term visa which Indian students have been demanding since a long time. This visa will be for five years.
Growing clout of UPI - France has further strengthened this relationship by recognizing India's UPI (Unified Payment System). Addressing
a program of Indian diaspora at La Seine Musical in Paris, PM Modi said — A new world order is emerging... an order where India will not
let go of any opportunity. Referring to UPL, the Prime Minister said that India and France have agreed to use UPI here. In the coming days,
it will start with the Eiffel Tower,

Diabetes: A health emergency

A large proportion of these diseases are related to lifestyle. It is necessary to make people
aware in this regard. Otherwise, the conditions for treatment will become dire - especially in
the situation when outdoor medicine is going more and more into the hands of the private
sector. The study report published by the famous British health journal Lancet last week
about diabetes patients in India is a bell of warning.

If people do not pay attention to this immediately, then the condition of India
can also be like that of Pakistan, where about 27 percent of adults have become victims of
this disease. According to Lancet, at present the number of patients suffering from diabetes
in India is more than 110 million. In 2019, this number was around seven crores. That is,
three crore patients have increased in four years. If you look at this growth rate, it is

Lancet has actually published the research report of the Indian Council of Medical
Research (ICMR). According to him, the cases of diabetes are stable in some states, while in
some states the cases have increased rapidly. The more worrying statistics pertain to the
population that has reached the stage of pre-diabetes. 15.3 percent or about 13.6 crore
population of the country are pre-diabetic. That is, there is a solid possibility of such people
coming in the grip of diabetes in the next few years. Research also states that more than 35
percent of the population is suffering from hypertension (high blood pressure) and high
cholesterol. 28.6 percent of the country's population is obese.

All these health conditions are mutually reinforcing. All these have a very serious effect
on a person. In such a situation, measures for prevention and treatment of these diseases
should become the priority of the country. A large proportion of these diseases are related
to lifestyle. It is necessary to make people aware in this regard. Otherwise, the conditions for
treatment will become dire - especially in the situation when outdoor medicine is going more
and more into the hands of the private sector. In this connection, the fact that came out from
the study is also important that in the case of pre-diabetes, there is almost no difference
between rural and urban areas.
