Can there be anything more unfortunate

than governments embroiling their own

people in litigation? Delay in disposal of

pending cases not only weakens the faith of

the people in the judicial system but also

hinders the progress of the country as crores

of people go round the courts and waste their

time and money instead of focusing on their

business. The fact that in 6.3 lakh cases the

central government is a party is astonishing.

When the central government is fighting so

many cases, then it can be easily understood

that the state governments will also be

fighting a large number of cases. In fact, for

this reason also, the number of pending cases

from the lower courts to the Supreme Court

is increasing. According to a recent figure,

the pendency of cases in all types of courts

has crossed five crore. This figure also shows

that the pendency of cases is increasing

rather than decreasing – not only in the lower

courts, but also in the High Courts and the

Supreme Court. The pendency of cases in

the lower courts is increasing at a much faster

rate. Five years ago, the pendency of cases

in the lower courts was 2.9 crore. Now their

number has reached 4.4 crore. This situation

should be a matter of deep concern, as it only

shows that the judicial system is on the verge

of collapse. Undoubtedly, the situation in the

High Courts and the Supreme Court is also

not satisfactory, because there too the

number of pending cases is increasing.

Shortage of judges and resources is cited as

one of the reasons for the rising number of

pending cases. No doubt it is a reason, but it

cannot be said to be the only reason. Another

major reason for the increasing burden of

pending cases is the continuation of date after

date. Don't know how many cases are there,

which should be resolved in two-four years,

but they remain pending for decades. The

same is the case with the High Courts and

the Supreme Court. The pendency of five

crore cases means that many more people

await justice, as in many cases more than one

person is facing court action. This is a form

of harassment by the judicial system. The sad

thing is that governments are also involved

in this oppression. Can there be anything

more unfortunate than governments

embroiling their own people in litigation?

Delay in disposal of pending cases not only

weakens the faith of the people in the judicial

system, but also hinders the progress of the

country, as crores of people instead of

attending to work, go round the courts and

waste their time as well as money. The people

of the country are fed up with the repeated

statements made by the policy makers that

pending cases are a big problem and delay

in justice is injustice, because even after

expressing all the concerns, the result is just

plain dark. After all, what is the value of that

concern, which does not help in solving the

problem?
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Insensitive politics, in the case of

crimes against women, there is no

talk of any particular state
After the gruesome incident of sexual assault on two women in Manipur, the way various parties are leveling allegations against each other

over other shameful incidents of women harassment is cheap politics and insensitivity to crimes against women. Due to this attitude of

politics, crimes against women are not being effectively curbed. Undoubtedly, the incident of Manipur is far more frightening and disturbing,

but it does not mean that the shameful incidents of sexual violence and harassment of women in other parts of the country should be ignored

or it should be shown that it happens all the time. Recently, in Malda, Bengal, two women were publicly thrashed in a half-naked state by

tearing their clothes. He was suspected of theft. Is it normal to strip and thrash women caught on suspicion of theft? Does it suit a civilized

society? Due to political reasons in Bengal also, some similar incidents happen to women, as happened in Manipur. Can anyone forget how

Trinamool supporters looted and burnt houses of opposition party workers in the presence of police and sexually assaulted their women

after the last assembly elections in Bengal? So much terror was created then that hundreds of people fled to Assam to save their lives. Bengal

also witnessed gruesome violence in the recent panchayat elections, but most of the parties kept mum as Mamata is reportedly a secular

leader. Along with other parties, the Congress is also attacking the BJP over the incident in Manipur. It is natural, but should it be ignored

that a minister of the Rajasthan government was sacked when he said that we have failed to protect women and looking at the atrocities

being committed against them, we should look inside instead of Manipur. Certainly, in the case of crimes against women, it is not a matter of

any particular state. Atrocities continue to happen to them in every part of the country and sometimes it is so terrible that the country has to

be ashamed, but political parties, many intellectuals and even a part of the media in India and abroad also express their indignation seeing

that under which party's rule the incident took place? Accordingly, their sensitivity awakens. This is narrow-mindedness of the worst kind.

Uproar instead of discussion, it

is difficult for the general public

to understand whose side is right
It is ironical that when the Opposition in the Parliament should come together to assure the people of the country and Manipur in particular,

then they are stuck on the rule of discussion. The ruling party is saying that it is ready for discussion but the opposition is alleging that it is

running away from the discussion. It is difficult for the general public to understand whose side is correct. Nothing can be more unfortunate

and disheartening than this that the shameful incident in Manipur which has stirred up the entire country, instead of being discussed in the

Parliament, there is only uproar. This uproar took place in both the Houses for the second consecutive day. After all, what other message

would be being sent to the country by this ruckus that our political parties are neither serious nor ready to hold any meaningful discussion

on a serious matter? The behavior of political parties in the Parliament is disappointing. No discussion could be held in Parliament regarding

Manipur for the last two days because the ruling party and the opposition are not able to agree on the rules under which the discussion

should take place. After all, is the debate necessary or under which rule should it happen? This is not the first time that an important matter

has not been discussed in the Parliament because of the rules under which it should be held. This happens often and sometimes there is

uproar for several days. A similar situation seems to be happening this time too. As always, the ruling party and the opposition are accusing

each other of avoiding discussion. There is no value of such allegations, because somewhere both the parties are responsible for the failure of

the discussion. It is difficult to understand why both the parties cannot agree on under which rule the discussion should take place. Can't a

middle ground be found for discussion? Undoubtedly, it can be extracted, if the aim is to give direction to the country by having a serious

discussion on a particular subject. It is ironic that when the Opposition in the Parliament should come together to assure the country and the

people of Manipur in particular, they are tussling over the rule of discussion. The ruling party is saying that it is ready for discussion, but the

opposition is alleging that it is running away from the discussion. It is difficult for the general public to understand whose side is right. She

is just seeing that the discussion is not happening. There are good reasons to believe that this tendency to put each other down has completely

eroded the harmony between the parties. This is not a good sign, because the Parliament can function only when both the parties agree on

the modalities of running the House together. Now this is becoming rare. The situation is such that the opposition leaders lay a lot of emphasis

on discussing various topics, but often they reach the House with placards written on them. This only shows that they are not serious about

meaningful debate in the Parliament.

No offense in communication
About twelve years ago, the Niira Radia episode, which shook the country's politics, ruling establishment, industry and media, is now again

in the news. The CBI on Wednesday told the Supreme Court that no crime has been found in its probe into recorded conversations of

former corporate lobbyist Niira Radia with several politicians, industrialists and government officials. It is also interesting that the inquiry

report was submitted in the year 2015 itself. If the result of the submitted report has come to know now, it clearly means that not much

interest has been taken in this 'high profile' case in the past years. Usually in such cases it is difficult to prove anything. Mutual communication,

coordination for any benefit and trying to get decisions according to your own can not be said in the category of any crime. Innumerable

people are involved in every decision, every decision can be right for someone and unfavorable for someone. Therefore, it is not surprising

if the CBI has not found evidence of any crime in the Niira Radia case. However, the court hearing in the Niira Radia case will start from

October, so before that the CBI will probably need to file another status report. Actually, this whole matter has arisen due to a petition filed

by famous industrialist Ratan Tata. Some tapes were leaked in the year 2010 and Ratan Tata demanded an inquiry into the audio tape leak,

calling the leak a violation of his right to privacy. In addition, the Center for Public Interest Litigation, an NGO, also pressed for an

investigation into the tapes and demanded that the tapes be made public. Mind you, the number of taped dialogues is 5,800. It is also

interesting that these tapings were being done for surveillance or investigation of tax evasion. The matter of tax evasion became small, the

interaction between the upper class people came to the fore prominently. It is also a matter of note that more than 13-14 years have passed

since these interactions. The Supreme Court had come to know about how corporate lobbyists and dignitaries talk to each other in the

country in the year 2013 itself and those conversations among the people were also in limelight, but now it is not easy to find sources of crime

in them. Meaning, in the absence of evidence, it is up to the court to proceed with the case. The Supreme Court, while ordering a CBI probe

in 2013, had pointed out the collusion between the lords or influential sections of the country, but later lost seriousness. Well, many things

happen in and around the ruling class in our country, which should not happen, but there is a great lack of measures and means to stop

these things. People have not forgotten, about thirty years ago the Vohra Committee report was tabled in the Parliament, highlighting the

criminal-politician-officer nexus, but little action was visible on the ground. In fact, improvement in any field is a collective responsibility, so

we should think about how eager the common people themselves are for any improvement.
