From 'Luna' to

'Chandrayaan-3'
Russia's 'Luna-25' crashed before landing

on the surface of the Moon's south pole. A

historic and ambitious mission of Russia

failed. The spacecraft had shown signs of

'abnormal condition' before it disintegrated.

Scientists also tried to repair it. The vehicle

was given 'Impulse' (a kind of push), but

'Luna-25' became uncontrollable. Contact

with 'Luna-25' was lost even before reaching

the pre-landing orbit. Ultimately, on Sunday,

August 20, 2023, this 'Russian mission'

collapsed after colliding with the surface of

the Moon. Destroyed in pieces. Thus another

scientific, space engineering endeavor

proved futile. It has also been established that

landing on the moon is a very complex and

'tricky' process. ISRO scientists have also

accepted this. Russian missions to go to the

moon and do research were started when

this country was the 'Soviet Union'. 'Luna'

is the nomenclature of the historical missions

under which Luna-9, Luna-16, Luna-13,

Luna-11, Luna-5, Luna-7, Luna-6 and

Luna-24 missions were sent to the Moon.

This was started on September 2, 1958 and

continued till August 22, 1976. Many

campaigns named 'Luna' were successful,

but after Russia came into existence, this was

its first and prestigious 'moon mission', on

which about 1700 crore rupees were spent.

Russia had sent this 'moon mission' only

during the war with Ukraine. The target was

set to 'land' on the surface of the south pole

of the moon, because even America and

China have not been able to land there yet.

India's 'Chandrayaan-3' is also aiming for

soft landing on the surface of the South Pole,

so now 'Agni-Pariksha' is our mission. After

the destruction of 'Luna-25', the landing time

of Indian 'Vikram Lander' has been

changed to 6.04 pm. Earlier it was to land

on August 23 at 5.47 pm. This date also has

its own significance, because the place where

Vikram Lander is to land on the Moon, there

will be sunlight and this light will last for a

sufficient period of time. However, the South

Pole remains completely 'dark' and the

temperature there remains more than -230

degree Celsius. One lunar day is equal to our

one year, so ISRO scientists made a proper

calculation of when there would be sunlight.

In this way our campaign was saved from

spending unnecessary resources of energy.

Since we have also faced the last minute

failure of 'Chandrayaan-2', this time extra

arrangements have been made and

precautions have also been taken. Our only

goal is that 'Chandrayaan-3' proves to be a

milestone and we can write history on the

moon. Although there are many

fundamental differences between 'Luna-25'

and 'Chandrayaan-3', the space missions to

the moon have the same common goal to

study the possibilities of water, soil, minerals,

climate, gravity and human life on the moon.

to do. Of course our missions failed, but

whatever our vehicles are roaming in space,

they have been continuously sending us

photos. That means research and

information is going on. Now our 'Vikram

Lander' is only 25 kilometers away from the

lunar surface. All its commands are working

systematically. The propulsion module from

which the lander was separated still has more

than 150 kg of fuel left, so it can remain active

in lunar orbit for several years instead of 3-

6 months. The last 15-20 minutes of the

landing of the lander are considered

extremely critical, as its position is like a

'chakravyuh'. We are waiting for the evening

of 23rd August. The reasons for which

'Luna-25' was destroyed could be technical,

software glitches are possible or there could

be some other reasons as well. Russia's space

agency will investigate those reasons, but our

gaze is on 'Chandrayaan-3'. God will do

good to all. This time the efforts of the

scientists are not to repeat the previous

mistakes,  time there is more hope of success.

In such a situation, the right decision to play only

one spinner, that too with a wrist spinner, will be decided only in the Asia Cup, but the absence of Yuzvendra Chahal is definitely going to be

felt by the team. Chahal got wickets when needed. After the Asia Cup, the selection of the team for the World Cup will be almost finalized,

then it can be assumed that Yuzvendra Chahal's ODI innings is almost over now. He has remained only a T20 player, because he played the

last ODI in January this year, in which he was the most economical bowler and in this match against New Zealand, Chahal took two wickets

in 7.2 overs and scored 43 runs. were given In this match, India won by 90 runs. Yuzvendra Chahal is such a player, who gives wickets to the

team when needed. A right-arm leg break googly, the bowler has bailed the team out of trouble several times and has an excellent record in

ODIs. He has taken 121 wickets in 72 matches and has an economy of 5.26. He is also the only bowler to have taken 4 wickets five times and

4 wickets twice in ODIs. In the Asia Cup, Team India has expressed more confidence in all-rounders along with fast bowlers. Jasprit

Bumrah, who is returning to the team after 13 months, will surely lead the bowling attack. Apart from them, Mohammed Shami and

Mohammed Siraj will also be seen in action. The responsibility of spin bowling has been given to Kuldeep Yadav. Hardik Pandya, Shardul

Thakur or Akshar Patel can be seen in action as the fifth bowler. All three are all-rounders. By the way, Kuldeep Yadav is a left arm spinner.

He also has a good record in ODIs. He has taken 141 wickets in 84 matches. The responsibility of spin attack is going to be on his shoulders.

All eyes on Bumrah - In the Asia Cup, all eyes will be on Jasprit Bumrah. Bumrah is such a bowler, who not only destroys the batting attack

of the opposition team, but is also considered to be a very economical bowler. However, he remained out of Team India due to injury for some

time and cricket fans were eagerly waiting for him. Perhaps this was the reason that the Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) sent

him as the captain of the team sent to Ireland.
