havoc of nature, life at risk and property being destroyed
The question is not only of the Himalayan states. From Kashmir to Kanyakumari and from east to west, our country has to face one or the

other calamity throughout the year. India, due to its unique geo-structure and socio-economic conditions, is highly vulnerable to not one but

several types of disasters. In these rainy days, the sky is raining in the Himalayan twin states of Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand. Heavy

rains have caused devastation at many places. So far 214 people have lost their lives in Himachal and 38 are missing in the debris. Same is the

condition of Uttarakhand also. Since June 15, till the writing of these lines, more than 100 people have lost their lives in disasters. Thousands

of small and big animals have been killed and about one and a half thousand small and big buildings have been completely or partially

damaged. Apart from these, 183 passengers killed in Chardham Yatra are different. Himachal Pradesh Chief Minister Sukhwinder Singh

Sukhu has estimated that at least Rs 10,000 crore has been damaged in the state and it will take at least a year to recover from the disaster.

Similarly, Uttarakhand Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami has also estimated the economic loss in the state to be at least Rs 1000 crore.

While the monsoon is now in full swing and the process of devastation is going on in the state from the mountains to the plains. In this period

of disaster, pilgrimage and tourism from Uttarakhand to Jammu and Kashmir has been badly affected, which will have a direct impact on

the economy of these states. Disasters only disasters in vast India - the question is not only of the Himalayan states. From Kashmir to

Kanyakumari and from east to west, our country has to face one or the other calamity throughout the year.

27 out of 36 states of the country

are prone to disasters – 27 out of 36 states and union territories of the country are considered vulnerable to disasters. 58.6 percent of the land

area is vulnerable to moderate to very high intensity earthquakes. 12 percent of the land is affected by floods and river erosion. Of the total

7,516 km coastline, 5,700 km is vulnerable to cyclones and tsunamis. 68 percent of the country's total cultivable land is prone to drought. The

hilly areas are prone to landslides and avalanches and 15 per cent of the land area is vulnerable to landslides. A total of 5,161 urban local

bodies are vulnerable to urban flooding. India's geography is highly vulnerable to floods. Out of the total 32 crore 90 lakh hectare geographical

area of the country, more than 4 crore hectare area is flood prone. Floods are a recurring phenomenon, which causes heavy loss of life and

damage to livelihood systems, property, infrastructure and public contracts. Thousands of crores are lost every year – according to a report

by the Uttarakhand Disaster Management Authority Floods in the country affect an average of 75 lakh hectares of land every year, claim

1600 lives and cause an average loss of Rs 1805 crore to crops, houses and public facilities. The highest number of lives (11,316) were lost in

the year 1977. On an average, major flood disasters occur in the country after every five years. According to a report by the World

Meteorological Organization "Stay of Climate in Asia-2022", climate change and water-related natural disasters in Asia in 2022 caused an

economic loss of USD 36,000 crore. Out of this, India's loss of $ 420 million is also included. Which can be estimated at Rs 34851.39 crore in

today's date. Loss of money and people due to natural disasters Apart from the crisis of human life in a particular area, the livelihood and

development structure is destroyed, as well as the prospects of livelihood and development in the near future are also affected. Among

natural disasters, coastal storms, tropical storms and tsunamis cause major damage to infrastructure such as ports, coastal roads and tourist

facilities. Agriculture is greatly affected by droughts, floods and extreme weather events. Tourist destinations are disrupted by disasters,

affecting local economies and livelihoods. Skyscrapers, bridges and roads are most affected by earthquakes. People continued to bear the

brunt of the devastating earthquakes of Latur and Bhuj for decades. People have not forgotten the wounds of Chamoli and Uttarkashi

earthquakes of the nineties till date.

However, climate change is also

responsible for slow-moving disasters such as drought. While emergency measures are important in times of disasters and need sustained

efforts. As a global community, we must move from reactive to proactive risk reduction. Proactive investment in risk reduction can help

countries prepare for this type of disaster. Wildly felling of trees has happened and is happening not only in India but in the world, due to

which the frequency of disasters has increased. Forests and other vegetation help to stabilize the slopes and hence reduce the risk of landslides.

Wetlands can help control floods. Coastal vegetation and natural features such as sand dunes and mangroves can provide protection from

storm surges, strong winds and cyclones.

Loss making banks were

merged with profit making banks. The most important step taken was that in case of bank failure, the account holder would get Rs 5 lakh

instead of Rs 1 lakh. However, people are not satisfied even with this because retired people have kept their entire provident fund money in

banks and they run their expenses only from the interest they get. Still getting the amount of five lakh is a great relief. Senior citizens

complain that they do not get much savings due to the reduction of interest rates by the banks. Taking another step of banking reform, the

loss making banks were merged with big banks under the Modi government and their functioning was improved . Now the Reserve Bank of

India has taken initiative to make the recovery by the banks justified. Although the banks themselves should act judiciously and act rationally

wherever there is a need to levy penal charges, but usually banks do not do so, that is why the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) had to issue

necessary instructions. Is. This step of the Reserve Bank of India should prove effective to ensure transparency in penal charges and interest

rates on loans. These guidelines regarding penal charges in loan accounts will be effective from January 1, 2024. However, if any recovery is

being done unfairly or with a wrong mindset, there is no harm in stopping it at the earliest. Till January 1, 2024, don't know how many

customers, crores of rupees will be wrongly collected by the banks. Indifference to implement such necessary economic reforms at the earliest

is not right.
