Suicide quota

Till August 27 this year, 23 young students
have committed suicide in coaching institutes
in Kota, Rajasthan. There is no possibility
that this process will stop or slow down. The
business establishments of Kota have become
centers of suicide. There is no counseling of
any kind to the students and no mental
measures have been taken to prevent suicide.
There are also no serious, motivational
speeches to change the mood. Whether it is
setting up a state level committee or setting
up special police stations for young students,
the root causes of suicide begin at home. The
father has to juggle lakhs of rupees or take a
loan. Parents want to impose their dreams
on their teenage children. A student
surrounded by the same tension feels lonely
and closed in the hostel. When he lags behind
or fails in the home examinations of the
institute, the only option that comes to his
mind is suicide. Only doctors or engineers
are not secure careers. We have seen the slow
practice of doctors and unemployed
engineers. Besides them, there are
innumerable professions where both money
and prestige are at stake. A blind
sheepishness has also made our young
students commit suicide. Students coming to
the coaching institutes of Kota would be
more or less aware that what is the rate of
success and selection! Still they are running
towards these institutions, so we will blame
the students only. Life will not end if the
students do not become doctors or engineers.
However, in 2020, more than 12,500 teenage
students committed suicide in India.

This figure is from the National Crime
Records Bureau. This is certainly a very
scary figure. Around 2 lakh students take
admission in 10 major coaching institutes of
Kota. The number of teachers is around
4000. Hostels are also around 4000 and
paying guests are around 40,000, but on an
average 34 students are committing suicide
everyday. There can be many domestic as
well as psychological reasons for this. The
student comes to the institute carrying stress
from home. The system of institutions is also
strained. A ctually, a 16-18 year old teenager
cannot think that what would be the state of
mind of his parents after the suicide? Some
such cases have also come to the fore, in
which the father also lost his life after the
suicide of son and daughter. What did either
side gain from this? Actually these coaching
institutes are also professional shopkeepers.
They give admission to 10-15 such students
who can crack all India level competitive
exams with good marks. Illustrated
advertisements of those students appear on
the front pages of newspapers, so business
flourishes. Rest of the students are the major
source of revenue for the institutes. They fail
or commit suicide. The whole system is
inequitable and unprofessional. Since two
students have committed suicide in the past,
the administration and the government have
come into action after that. It has been
decided at the level of the institutes that there
will be no exams on Sundays. Every
Wednesday will be a holiday so that the
students can have fun. At present, no
examination will be taken for two months.
On August 18, Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot
had taken a meeting of the state level
committee. In that, what study was done
about the institutions, what concrete action
was taken on them regarding the business
activities and trends of the institutions, their
information was not made available
completely. Actually it is domestic and
psychological problem. The shoplifting of the
institutes will come to the fore when the
students take admission there and join the
blind race to become doctors-engineers. Of
course, medical and engineering studies and
examinations are difficult, but teachers and
motivational, expert speakers can repeatedly
convince students to take them as a challenge.

Future drowning in Kota's ambition: Why life is being
thrown into the fire of career, who will explain to the parents?

Kota Coachings are famous all over the country for engineering and medical preparation. About one and a half to two lakh children come
every year for Kota coaching. For the last few years, Kota has started making an identity for the suicide of children more than coaching.
These days the process of suicide of children has increased rapidly, which has put the government and the parents in worry. In the year 2009,
the film came 3 Idiots. The film created an awareness in the society that the child should be given the freedom to choose a career according
to his interest. A large number of parents have given this freedom to their children after watching the film Three Idiots, but there are
probably many parents who dream of their children becoming doctors or engineers at any cost. Among them, this dream of some parents
passes through Kota, the education city of Rajasthan. Kota coachings are famous all over the country for engineering and medical preparation.
About one and a half to two lakh children come every year for Kota coaching. For the last few years, Kota has started making an identity for
the suicide of children more than coaching. These days the process of suicide of children has increased rapidly, which has put the government
and the parents in worry. The problem is how to stop the suicide? Neither the coaching staff nor the administration are able to find any direct
solution for this. The situation has reached to such an extent that the collector of Kota has to ban taking weekly tests in the coaching center.
The wings of the guest house and hostel have been fitted with springs. Will the suicides stop then? No one can guarantee it. In the last 8
months, 23 children have officially committed suicide in Kota. Not only in Kota, there has been a stir all over the country because of these
suicide incidents. Rajasthan Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot met the coaching operators of Kota recently. Tried to solve in this direction. The
Chief Minister even said that we cannot see children dying. He has formed a committee regarding suicide, which has to submit its report in
15 days. This committee can give its report this week itself. The Chief Minister had said that nowadays such an atmosphere has been created,
as if IITN has become like God has become. A ctually, such a race is going on in quota coaching, which is probably neither in the power of the
governments nor the society to stop it, because everyone wants to get their children admitted in II'T and Medical. The situation in Kota is such
that every year around 2 lakh children do coaching here. The annual business of coaching here has also crossed Rs 5000 crore. Lakhs of
people are directly and indirectly connected with employment through Kota coaching. In a way, a big industry has come up around Kota
coaching, in which everyone is looking for their share. Coaching does not guarantee your success- The big question is, can all children be
made engineers or doctors through coaching? Because experts also say that so many children cannot get selected in institutes like IIT or
AIIMS through coaching. The situation is such that four hundred children study together in each coaching class. The coaching institutes
themselves give priority to the talented children in the front line. The rest is just a crowd. A few years back, Infosys Chairman Narayana
Murthy had expressed concern over the fact that children are being sent to big institutes like II'Ts by learning tricks to pass exams through
coaching, while they are not natural talent. At that time Murthy blamed these coaching centers for the falling standards in big institutes like
IITs. Then what is the solution after all? By spending lakhs of rupees, the child takes admission in Kota coaching and after coaching for one
year, if he does not get admission then what should he do? Secondly, such a competition is created even inside the coaching that the child goes
into depression after getting less marks. This is said to be a major reason behind most of the suicides. Many children are sent to Kota against
their interest or wish, under the pressure of the family, who cannot handle the pressure of studies. Some children fail and do not have the
courage to return to the family and take extreme steps like suicide. How will the cases of suicide be stopped?- Coaching institutes along with
the government will have to find a way so that children do not end their lives. Parents have to think positively in this direction. Chief Minister
Ashok Gehlot's statement is absolutely correct that if someone does II'T, he will not become God. Today, apart from IIT and Medical, there
are many other fields in the country where children are performing well. making good money. It would be better if the interest of the children
is ascertained at the school level and the child can choose his field. In this direction, many changes have been made in the new education
policy made by the government, whose far-reaching impact will be seen. It is also seen in Kota coaching that parents put their children in
coaching after class 10th. Coaching centers conduct class XII from dummy schools. The government can at least stop the system of such
dummy schools immediately. There is a need to think very seriously in this direction even at the level of the society. The need is to make films
like 3 Idiots continuously, so that parents can be reminded from time to time that their child's life is more important than their career It's roll.

Sweet Pongal Ingredients - /2 cup
rice, ¥ cup yellow moong dal, 1 cup jaggery, 1 thsp ghee, /2
tsp green cardamom, 1 tbsp cashew nuts cut into pieces, 1 thsp raisins, 1 pinch nutmeg
powder Dry roast the yellow moong dal and rice on a non-stick pan. After roasting, wash it
thoroughly and remove the extra water from the strainer. Cook well in a pressure cooker
with 3 cups of water. When it cools down, mash it and keep it aside. Pour 1/4 cup of water in
the pan and let it heat up. Add jaggery and half a teaspoon of ghee to it. Cook on low flame
for about 2 minutes. Let the jaggery dissolve well. Add the mixture, cardamom and nutmeg
powder to it and keep stirring continuously on medium flame. Turn off the gas. Add chopped
dry fruits on top. Tomato Rice - Ingredients- 1 cup basmati rice, 1 finely chopped green chili,
1 tsp ginger garlic paste, few curry leaves, 1 tsp mustard oil, /2 tsp cumin, %2 tsp black mustard,
Y4 tsp turmeric powder, % 1 tsp red chili powder, 1/2 tsp coriander powder, 1 finely chopped
onion, 1/2 cup finely chopped coriander leaves, 2 cups chopped tomatoes, 1 tsp lemon juice,
salt as per taste. Method of preparation - Soak the rice in water for 30 minutes. - Heat oil in
a pan. Add tempering of cumin, mustard and curry leaves to it. - Add green chili, onion and
ginger garlic paste. Fry the onions till golden. Slow down the flame and add tomato, salt,
turmeric, red chili powder, coriander powder to it. Cover with a lid and cook for 5 minutes.
When the tomatoes are cooked, add 2-3 cups of water. Add lemon juice to it and let it boil.
Now add soaked rice and cover and cook. - When the rice is cooked well, serve it by adding
green coriander on top.
