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The story of the naming of India, in the

words of the Vedas, Puranas and scriptures
In the Vedic scriptures, although Bharat, the eldest son of Prajapati Rishabhdev, has been considered as the basis for the name of this

country 'Bharatvarsha', there are some contradictory references also, with reference to which some scholars have accepted the name of

Daushyanti Bharat as the basis. But this fact is not confirmed by ancient literature. According to him, Rishabh's son Bharat proves to be the

basis of the name 'Bharat'. Our country India is the only country on which whoever ruled it named it as per his wish, that is why it was called

Hindustan, India, but the actual name of our country "Bharat" has been in use continuously for centuries. It is well known that this name

and the pride of our country will remain forever. But do you know that our country “Bharat” was actually named after which “Bharat”?

What does the evidence say? Famous Bharatas in our country are - Adibrahma Adinath and Yashaswati son of Chakravarti Emperor

Bharat, Dushyant and Shankutala son Bharat mentioned in Abhigyan Shakuntalam, Dasharatha and Kaikeyi son Bharat of Ramcharitmanas

and Natyashastra pioneer Bharat. Although, time and again, Dushyant and Shakuntala's son Bharat have been said to be the basis for

naming Bharatvarsha and this baseless reference has been almost imposed, taught and propagated, but the truth is something else. For my

book "Bharatnama" published from Bharatiya Jnanpith, which is on the topic of naming of our country, I studied a lot before presenting

this topic with revised and authentic references and by deliberately not writing the book myself, I edited my research work and shared it

with the readers. Is assigned to. Its third revised edition has recently been published. In the book, through evidence-filled articles on this

subject in Hindi language as well as in Sanskrit, Marathi, Gujarati, Kannada, Tamil, Punjabi and English and references and quotations

from Vedas, Puranas, Upanishads and other texts, it is proved that our country "Bharat" is actually named after "Chakravarti Emperor

Bharat, the eldest son of Ayodhya ruler Adinath Rishabhdev." Articles of former Director General MC Joshi, Padmabhushan Baldev

Upadhyay, Dr. Muni Lal Ranga, Kailash Vajpayee, Professor Kuldeep Kumar, Dr. Shyam Narayan Pandey and many other thinkers,

writers and historians are compiled in Bharatnama. I am presenting some references for the hallmark - Bharatam Kulam (Aadiparva 74/

131) Some people believe that this land got its name Bharat from Shakuntala's son Bharat. For this reason, this Kaurava dynasty became

famous by the name of Bharat dynasty, the later kings of this dynasty were called Bharat (Bharatvanshi). But this is certainly the latter view.

Dushyant's son Bharat was born after 6 Manvantaras and 426 divine Yugas. Here, many years before this the name of the country had

become 'Bharat'. The great poet Kalidas in his famous 'Abhigyanshakuntal' has also mentioned that the country Bharatavarsha was not

named after Shakuntala's son Bharata. Certainly, the country 'Bharatvarsha' was named after Rishabh's son Bharat. (Bharatnama page

127) Such a description of Rishabh's son Bharat is found in both the Jain tradition and the Brahmin tradition, but in both the traditions his

life has been depicted in different ways according to their respective viewpoints. For this reason, even though there are many similarities

between the biographies described in Jain religious texts and Brahmanical religious texts, there are also some factual differences. In the Jain

tradition he is described as the first Chakravarti among the Shalaka-purushas and his entire life is in accordance with the teachings he

received from his father. They are followers of Nivritti Dharma and this is the natural Nivritti Dharma, but at some places the color of

Nivritti Dharma has also been added to it by the character writers. In the Vedic scriptures, although Bharat, the eldest son of Prajapati

Rishabhdev, has been considered as the basis for the name of this country 'Bharatvarsha', there are some contradictory references also, with

reference to which some scholars have accepted the name of Daushyanti Bharat as the basis.

(Chapter 76); Apart from the Puranas like 'Matsya Purana' (114-5-6) etc., it has been clearly stated in Shrimad Bhagwat that Bharata, the

eldest son of Rishabh, was a great yogi and in his name this country was called 'Bharatvarsha': Yeshan Khalu Mahayogi Bharato Jyeshtha:

Shresthagun Aasidyenedam year Bharatmiti Vyapadishanti (5/4/9). Apart from the above, almost all the Puranas and other literature of

Jainism are witnesses to this fact. (Bharatnama/147) Sobhichintyath rishabho bharatam putravatsalah.  Himadre Dakshinam Varsha

Bharatasya Nyvedayat. Tasmantu Bharatam Varsha Tasya Namna Vidurbudha: ? (Linga Purana, Ch. 35, Shlok 21, 23-24) That is, Shri

Rishabhdev ji gave the southern province of the Himalayas to Bharat. Therefore this province was named Bharatvarsha. Agnipuran is the

main encyclopedia of Indian knowledge. Its 383 chapters cover a wide variety of subjects. this book  There are lines related to 'Bharat and

India' - Jaramrityabhayam nasti dharmadhaam yugadikamna dharma madhyam tulya himadeshaatu nabhitah. Rishabh Marudevayan

Cha Rishabhad Bharatobhavatri Bhodaat Shriputro Shalyagrame Haring Gatah. Bharatat Bharatam Varsham Bharatat Sumatistvbhut ?

(Agnipuran, Chapter 10, Verses 10-12) That is, in that Himavat Pradesh (India was earlier called Himavat Pradesh), there was no fear of old

age or death, there was no religion and unrighteousness. There was equality among them. There Rishabh was born to Nabhiraj Marudevi.

Bharat came from Rishabh. Rishabh handed over the kingdom to Bharat and retired. From India the name of this country came to be

Bharatvarsha. Bharat's son's name was Sumati. Shri A in Vedanta Kesari. Chintamani has written in his article 'Rishabhdev and Adi

Shaivadharma' that if we go into ancient times, we find Lord Rishabh of Ikshvaku dynasty, who is the first Tirthankar of Jains and who

taught the lesson of non-violence to the Aryans. This Rishabh has been praised in the Rig Veda and has also been declared an incarnation of

Vishnu in the Srimad Bhagwat Purana. The character of Rishabh is the same in Hindu Puranas as it is in Jain scriptures. Both of them

mention Bharat as his son, in whose name this country came to be known as Bharatvarsha. Many historical, mythological, archaeological,

religious, literary and cultural evidences mention this. I hope that the real and authentic basis of naming the real name of our country Bharat

will definitely be taken into cognizance and will also be established in its true form.

If he used to go anywhere in the program, he used to take me with him

many times. His great specialty was that those who preached to the people, they themselves used to follow the same. He was a very kind and

genuine person. The whole family was kept in one thread. His editorials were very accurate, fair and fearless. He gave the same qualities to

Ashwini ji. His pen was neither afraid nor bent and was not with any party. Now that he was a minister in the center and the state, but he

abandoned everything in front of the truth. He was in a prosperous family. Both his sons and daughters-in-law used to respect him a lot. He

had great affection for all the grandchildren. He had discipline in the house like a king. Without his permission, even a leaf of the house did

not move. I loved this atmosphere. She used to take out his clothes in the morning and he used to go somewhere everyday, so she used to

accompany him by preparing parathas and his favorite vegetable of potato and peas for the way.

Not only this, the

needy elders (whose children come and say that there is a lot of inflation, we cannot keep them) are adopted from rich people, they do not

need to be taken home, they are given money for medicine and food and whatever help is given. It comes within 80 g, which helps many

needy elders.
