African Union in G-20

India has achieved some unprecedented,
global and diplomatic successes in the G-20
summit held in the capital Delhi. Within 10
minutes after the start of the conference,
Prime Minister Modi unanimously passed
the proposal to make the African Union a
permanent member of the G-20. Not only
this, union president Ajali Assoumani was
also invited to take his place. He came and
hugged Prime Minister Modi and then took
his seat. Surely, this was such a revolutionary
decision that 55 African countries would have
cheered together, because they have got the
opportunity to rise from the margins and
become a part of the global mainstream. Now
a part of the Third World or Global South
will be connected to the countries with the
developed and fastest economies of the world.
Most African countries have been poor,
backward, sick, malnourished and victims
of starvation. Some countries had started
moving forward on the path of economic
development, but the Corona epidemic
destroyed a lot. China has taken illegitimate
advantage of the plight of these countries.
Although its investment is more than 300
billion dollars. He is also helping the space
programs of 9 African countries. About 10
thousand companies are working in different
African countries, but African countries feel
that they are under the debt of China, hence
want freedom from it. India can prove to be
an 'angel' for them. Anyway, India has
completed 197 projects in African countries.
More than 182 projects of India are still
ongoing. More than 25,000 students from
African countries study in India.

We have provided loans of $12 billion to
African countries at very low interest rates.
India has also provided vaccines, generic
medicines, food items etc. for the Corona
epidemic and we are also providing
computers and related training to the African
population. India is working in agriculture,
health, pharmacy, textile, automobile,
banking, information technology, energy and
infrastructure development works etc. India
is one of the largest investors among African
countries. Now after the African Union
becomes a permanent member of G-20, they
will also be able to get easier loans,
investment and help from development
banks. This is implementing the G-20's motto
of 'One Earth, One Family'. Its wider impact
will be that China will have to change its
'Africa policy'. This is certainly India's
'extraordinary achievement', because we had
built consensus on the basis of our relations.
The second huge achievement is that an
agreement has been reached to create an
'"Economic Prosperity Corridor' of sea, ship
and train between India, America, Saudi
Arabia, United Arab Emirates, Britain,
Germany, France, Italy, i.e. Europe. This will
be an unprecedented and unmatched
corridor and trade, movement,
transportation etc. between its countries will
take on such wings as can only be imagined.
The China-Pakistan corridor has failed.
Although India is also a part of the corridor
with Russia and Iran, but the proposed
corridor will be different and much wider.
The third achievement was that India was
successful in getting 100 percent consensus
on the 37-page 'New Delhi Declaration'.
There was speculation that there would be
difficulties in issuing the manifesto, but India
also mentioned war and Ukraine. Ukraine
is mentioned 4 times, but Russia is not
named. India definitely had to make this
compromise. It was said that the effects of
war are widespread, hence this is not the era
of war. The threat or use of nuclear weapons
is also unacceptable. Force should not be
used on the sovereignty and integrity of any
country. All countries should work
according to the UN Charter. India managed
to mention global terrorism 9 times in the
manifesto. The resolution passed condemns
terrorism in all its forms as it is a serious
threat to peace and stability.

Bhagwat in favor of reservation

While supporting the reservation, Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh chief Shri Mohan Bhagwat has tried to clarify that his organization has
made statutory provisions for the Dalits and backward class people of the society. Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh chief Shri Mohan
Bhagwat has supported the reservation. He has tried to make it clear that his organization is advocating the continuation of the statutory
provisions made for the Dalits and people of the backward society because during the last two thousand years, the so-called upper castes or
upper castes of the Hindu society have been He does not consider the atrocities committed by the people of Dalits as justified and wants to
end the discrimination by repenting. However, in 2015, Mr. Bhagwat had said that the reservation policy should be reviewed. Shri Bhaiyaji
Joshi, who was also a leader of the Sangh, had also said long ago that reservation should continue until the communities receiving it
themselves say that they no longer need reservation. According to Shri Bhagwat, apart from social and economic equality, reservation is
also related to respect. Obviously, where there is inequality, there will definitely be insult to the people standing at the lower rungs of the
society. Despite this, the Sangh has been accused of being fundamentally against caste reservation. Shri Bhagwat has also directly accepted
in this statement that there is caste discrimination in Hindu society and poverty is linked to castes. In fact, this is the reality of India also. An
important aspect is that Mr. Bhagwat's statement has come after harsh comments made by politicians from South India about Sanatan
Dharma. This proves that the Sangh chief wants to make reservation undisputed even for the unity of the entire Hindu society. But this
statement is completely political due to which its echoes will also be heard from the political society itself. Because since the time of Jan
Sangh, BJP has been an advocate of reservation on economic basis. Now this work has also been completed because the Modi government
has given 10 percent reservation to the poor people of the so-called upper castes. In a sense, no one is deprived of reservation in Hindu
society now. But the real question is about government jobs? The way privatization of public companies and financial institutions has taken
place in the last 30 years is not showing any sign of stopping, at the same time, the way the practice of hiring employees on contract is getting
stronger in government offices as well as private institutions, it has had the most adverse effect. It has been imposed only on the people of
the castes falling under the ambit of reservation and has taken away their economic security. This is a very serious question which is
directly tied to the deteriorating economic capacity of the common man in India. It is true that the creator of the Constitution, Baba Saheb
Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar had initially made the provision of reservation only for the so-called Dalit castes and tribals of the Hindu society
for ten years and left the further decision to the social circumstances, but We are seeing that even today, not only in India but also in the
places where Indians are settling in foreign countries, on the basis of caste hatred, people from the lower castes are discriminated against by
the people who have settled there from India, while the Dalits The people of this caste who have settled in foreign countries are also equally
educated and economically capable. Therefore, caste discrimination has become ingrained in our blood because in foreign countries,
discrimination is done only by people who have gone from India. The most vivid example of this is the law made against discrimination on
the basis of caste in the US state of California. This also proves that despite living in modern American and European society, the mentality
of Indians does not change and they start finding their caste among the people among them. In India, the roots of castes are so deep that
people do not leave their caste even after changing their religion. In India and Pakistan, you will find Muslim citizens including Rajput, Jat,
Gurjar, Khatri and Pandit. In western Uttar Pradesh, even Tyagis are Muslims. Chauhan Muslims are found in abundance in Rajasthan.
Dalit castes will also be found in Muslim society, which include Khatik, Sakke, Ansar weavers, barbers, tailors etc. These are called
Pasmanda Muslims who will be found serving the people of their community called 'Ashraf'. However, now there has been a slight change
in this. Sir Syed Ahmed Khan, who was considered the vice-chancellor of the education world of Muslim society, was strongly against the
modern education of these Pasmanda Muslims. He was against seeing anyone from his own Pasmanda Muslim community as collector or
police captain or even sub-inspector. Therefore, not only Hindu society but also Muslim society is cursed on the basis of castes. For this
reason, British Prime Minister Churchill had said when America dropped the atomic bomb on Japan during the Second World War that
we thought the Americans were very intelligent but they dropped the atomic bomb to destroy Japan. If he had been wise, he would have
settled some upper caste people (including Brahmin community) from India in Japan. After a few years, Japan would destroy itself.
Therefore, the Sangh chief has given his statement only after examining the reality.

G-20: From India to Europe

India's respect has definitely increased by hosting the G-20 countries because under the chairmanship of this organization, its member
countries have taken many such decisions which will have a positive impact on the poor and developing countries of the world. India's
respect has definitely increased by hosting the G-20 countries because under the chairmanship of this organization, its member countries
have taken many decisions which will have a positive impact on the poor and developing countries of the world. Now, after African countries
become members of the African Union in the conference held in New Delhi, its influence will become very wide because there are a total of
55 countries in the union. The G-20 countries include the five nuclear powered countries of the world, also known as P-5. These countries
are China, Russia, Britain, France and America. All these countries are also permanent members of the Security Council of the League of
Nations. Along with this, the seven most developed nations of the world (G-7) are also included in it. These countries are America, Britain,
France, Italy, Germany, Canada and Japan. Therefore, it should become clear from this how important the G-20 organization is for the
economic development of the entire world. However, the heads of state of China and Russia did not participate in the conference held in New
Delhi and sent their other representatives. This is directly related to the current international political situation because Russia is embroiled
in a war with its neighboring country Ukraine and China is helping it, while the G-7 countries are helping Ukraine. Due to this, there is still
a possibility of the war getting extended further. It has been more than a year since this war has been going on, but till now there has been
no possibility of finding a solution to the problem through talks between the two. If we analyze from a scientific point of view, we will come
to the conclusion that the Russia-Ukraine war has adversely affected the poor and developing countries at the international level. Of the five
nuclear-armed countries in the world, three, America, France and Britain, are standing with Ukraine and two, Russia and China, are seen
standing together.

It can also be concluded that today's world is divided into two groups despite various platforms of common participation. In this, India
seems to be pursuing its national interests by remaining completely neutral. Recently, former Prime Minister of India Dr. Manmohan Singh
has also praised the stand of the Central Government on this issue and before him, Congress leader Rahul Gandhi had also supported the
stand of the Central Government during his US visit. Therefore, no political party in India has any objection to Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi's Russia policy. Shri Modi has said that the war between Russia and Ukraine should stop and a solution should be found
through dialogue because today's era is the era of strategic wars. It is not, rather it is the era of 'peace agreements'. This stand of Mr. Modi
has been supported in the joint declaration of the G-20 conference because in the joint statement or declaration, without naming Russia, it
has been said that any country should refrain from using war weapons against another country. The same is said in the rules of the United
Nations.

This was supported by those G-7 countries which are helping Ukraine in every way against Russia. Certainly, this G-20 conference will be
considered an achievement under the leadership of Mr. Modi because he has succeeded in keeping his cordial relations with Russia alive.
Every child of India knows that our relations with Russia have been very cordial and that Russia has blindly supported India at every turn.
A happy atmosphere was seen in our relations with America only when in 2008 India A nuclear deal was signed with America. Only after
this, there was 'freshness and freshness' in India's relations with America and avenues for importing American technology were opened. It
has been said in the Delhi Declaration of G-20 that a ground water connectivity project will be built to directly connect India to Europe. It
will be built using train and water route. India-Europe will be connected through West Asian countries. Gulf countries will also come in its
way but Pakistan is such a 'weak' country that it has not given permission to use its land for this project. Therefore, the India to Europe
project will be built through Iran. In diplomacy, this is the policy of 'showing chillies by feeding you onions'. This 'gift' of India to Pakistan
is such that when India will be connected to Europe by train route, it will be a suitable answer to the 'One Belt One Road' project being run
by China.

Group of African countries By making India a member of G-20 countries, India has made it clear that they too have an equal share in the
world's economic resources. However, India has been a supporter of making African countries shine in the world since the beginning. By
2008 itself, India had implemented the 'Pannet Africa' scheme and made the Net accessible throughout Africa. From education to administration,
India has been providing its expertise to these African countries for their progress in every field. Therefore, along the railway line through
which trains will run from India to Europe, electric cables (wires) will also be laid and a hydrogen gas pipeline will also be laid, which will
meet the needs of energy or clean fuel for the countries lying on the route and also for the European countries. The energy problem will also
become easier. Saudi Arabia's King Kumar 'Mohammed-bin Salman' donated an amount of 20 billion dollars for this project. Has also been
approved. Approval has also been given to provide an initial amount of 20 billion dollars for the commercial route to these countries. We will
call the G-20 conference a success and consider it an organization working for the welfare of developing countries.
