While deciding to hand over the IPC, it

has been made clear that in this regard, the

Central Government's proposal to replace

the Indian Penal Code with 'Indian Judicial

Code' will not have any impact on the various

cases filed under the section of treason

because the Center has The assurance or

oath given to the court last year about not

filing new cases under the law does not affect

the constitutionality of this law because 61

years ago in 1962, a five-member

constitutional bench of the Supreme Court

had declared it constitutional or valid. Has

given. Section 124A of the Indian Penal Code

applies to cases of treason. Ever since India

became independent, there has been a

demand from all quarters that this law made

by the British should be abolished. In a

democratic system, it is the religion of the

opposition parties to narrate against the

government and in this system, governments

are changed only through reasoned criticism

because the party with which the majority

of the people is with, comes into control of

the government. Britain itself had abolished

the treason law long ago. Therefore, the

court has ordered that all the petitions filed

challenging 124A should be sent to the Chief

Justice D.Y. Chandrachud so that he can

send them all to the newly constituted five-

member constitutional bench. A three-

member bench currently considering the

matter under the leadership of Chief Justice

Chandrachud rejected the central

government's plea that further hearing on

the matter should be postponed until the

government presents the Indian Judicature

Code Bill in Parliament. Makes the final

decision about presenting it. At present this

bill has been sent to the Standing Committee

of Parliament for consideration. The Central

Government wants to replace the old Indian

Penal Code with the new Indian Judicial

Code. On this, the judges said that the

Judicial Code would be a constitution of

criminal laws which cannot be applied

retrospectively. The new Code will come into

force from the day of its adoption, hence the

old cases will be decided under the existing

sedition law, hence it is necessary that a final

decision be taken regarding the

constitutionality of Section 124A. Because in

1962, this section was declared constitutional

in the case Kedarnath Singh vs. Government

of Bihar. Therefore, it becomes necessary to

dispose of the new petitions filed in this

regard. In 1962, only a five-member

constitutional bench had given the decision,

hence it is necessary to have at least a five-

member bench to give decision on new

petitions. At present the bench has only three

members. On behalf of the Central

Government, its Attorney General R.

Venkataramani was emphasizing that the

Central Government has sent the bill related

to the Indian Judicial Code to the Standing

Committee of the Parliament for

consideration. Therefore, the court should

wait until the parliamentary process in this

regard is completed. On this, the petitioners'

lawyer Shri Kapil Sibal argued that the

matter is pending in the courts under Section

124A, hence it is very important to send it to

a five-member constitutional bench. As far

as the new Penal Code of the Indian Judicial

Code is concerned, the provisions in it are

even more strict and autocratic. But

Venkataramani said that the Honorable

Supreme Court has postponed all the

previous cases under Section 124A, then

there is also a possibility that the Standing

Committee of Parliament will give its opinion

regarding such cases also.  depend on the

Standing Committee of Parliament.

In this context, an honest re-evaluation of the Ken-Betwa Link Project will definitely be in the national interest at

this time and will help in preventing unnecessary expenditure of a huge amount of money… Now a new act of the latest insistence on

destruction in the name of development. It is a river joint. Plans are being made to connect the Ken River flowing through Bundelkhand to

Betwa, even if it may lead to deep economic, social, environmental, etc. problems. What is this spectacle of river linking, we will try to throw

light on this topic in this article. If renowned experts have expressed apprehension that the consequences of a big river project could be very

harmful, then it should be stopped and reconsidered at the appropriate time. This reconsideration should not be such that it is nominally

stopped for some time, but various possible side effects should be examined with complete transparency and an open mind. If in reality the

adverse effects are found to be more, then instead of wasting billions of rupees on such a project, instead of abandoning it, this amount should

be spent on other works related to public interest, especially water conservation works. Ken-Betwa Link Project is one such scheme which

can present a major disaster for the Bundelkhand region which is already going through many difficulties. Under this disaster, which was

called after spending thousands of crores of rupees, the water of Ken River has to be sent to Betwa River through a canal by building a dam.

Thus, its origin is a preconceived notion that Kane has more water than its needs, although no authentic data is yet publicly available. This

thinking has been called unfair by many experts and former officials who have held government positions. By artificially reducing the water

requirements of the Ken region, the idea of excess water has somehow been established in it, which is not appropriate. Due to the large scale

indiscriminate sand mining that has taken place in Ken and some of its tributaries in recent years, Ken and its tributaries themselves are in

crisis. The flow areas of both Ken and Betwa are not very far, both meet in Yamuna, there is more or less rainfall in both the areas at the same

time, hence no purpose is going to be served by connecting the two. Especially considering that the water from this project will not reach

Betwa area where there is severe water shortage. In fact, it is not a question of Ken-Betwa, Uttar Pradesh or Madhya Pradesh. Since this

project is fundamentally baseless and without justification, in the national context it is a waste of money, whereas money should be available

for proper water conservation works. In this project, lakhs of trees will be cut and thousands of villagers will be displaced. Many years ago,

officially recognized documents had mentioned that 23 lakh trees had been cut, but at that time small trees were not counted in this. Now as

these have become bigger, there is a possibility of 30 lakh or more trees being cut in the project. The situation for the wild animals in Panna's

Tiger Reserve, Crocodile Protected Area etc. will become very disturbed, the reserve area will be divided and there will be shortage of water

for the aquatic animals. Thousands of people will be displaced due to dams and canals, fields will be destroyed, trees will be cut, many water

sources will be disrupted due to coming in the path of the canal. The water crisis will increase for many villages being irrigated by the Ken

River and canal system. The situation will be similar in the villages below the dams. When already in the Ken water system, there is less water

in the rivers and canals as compared to the requirements of the area, then one can think about what would be the situation if a lot of water

is sent out of the river. Mixing of water from one river with water from another river can cause problems for many aquatic organisms which

are difficult to predict in advance. The flow of this link scheme is different from the natural flow of most of the rivers of Bundelkhand and it

can cause disruption in the natural systems, sometimes causing floods, sometimes swamping and sometimes worsening the problem of

drought. Dr. Bhartendu Prakash, a senior scientist who was first a professor in IIT Kanpur and then active as Vikram Sarabhai Fellow on

behalf of Madhya Pradesh government, has done detailed studies on the solution to the water crisis of Bundelkhand. He has also recommended

that apart from the Ken-Betwa Link Project, more attention should be given to traditional rich water-conservation works. Pro. Braj Gopal

had also expressed a similar opinion on the basis of detailed studies of this relationship. Former minister and economist Dr. YK Alagh and

former Secretary, Water Resources, Government of India have expressed their opinion against the Ken-Betwa link project. The South Asia

Network of Rivers and Dams (SANDRP) has drawn attention against several potential side effects of this project. The budget of thousands

of crores of rupees every year for connecting Ken-Betwa should be used for the water conservation works of Bundelkhand for the next few

years.And if the money is spent on natural farming and afforestation, then a green, sustainable, livelihood-rich Bundelkhand will emerge

before our eyes.

This increases the risk of contracting dangerous

diseases like HIV, syphilis, chlamydia, herpes, hepatitis A and B. What are the reasons behind

having an STI? - STI It can happen through oral, vaginal and anal sex. Apart from this, it

can also spread through s*x toys. There are cures for some of these diseases, but doctors still

do not have the cure for some. Therefore, it is better that we remain aware about STIs. To

avoid this, some precautions should be taken, so let us know what are those important things.

1. Use condom- While having physical relations, always keep in mind that you are using

condom. At the same time, use dental dam during oral s*x. If you are allergic to latex, you

can use latex free condoms. However, before using a condom, definitely check the expiry

date.

After it comes

to a boil, reduce the gas and cook it on low flame. After some time, add mawa in it and keep

stirring continuously. After this, add chironji, almonds, cashews, pistachios and raisins to the

milk and keep stirring it continuously. If you do not stir it, it may stick to the bottom of the

vessel. When the milk thickens, add sugar to it. After adding sugar, cook it for 4-5 minutes.
