Era of new energy

Several MoUs were signed between Prime
Minister Modi and Saudi Arabia's Crown
Prince and Prime Minister Muhammad bin
Salman. Those were the conclusions of
bilateral talks, but among them the
agreement on renewable energy is
considered very important and relevant. If
the world's environment is to be saved from
destruction, carbon emissions will have to be
controlled. Earth's temperature will have to
be reduced, hence green and clean energy
will have to be given priority. Saudi Arabia
is a reliable and big trading partner of India.
It is the third largest country providing us
oil and gas. Last year a business worth Rs
4.3 lakh crore was done. About 24 lakh
Indians are working in Saudi Arabia. About
2700 Indian companies are working there.
There are also CEOs (Chief Executive
Officers) of many Indian companies. Last
year, about 1.75 lakh Indians went there for
Haj. Saudi Arabia is becoming a progressive
country. The restrictions imposed on cinema
there have been lifted. Arab women drive
cars. The restrictions on burqa are not
forced. India has normalized relations
between America and Saudi Arabia. Both
countries are committed to ensure that China
does not become an 'obstructor'.

Renewable energy is the need of the hour
and is also a strong, proven option. There
has been an agreement between India and
Saudi Arabia that they will expand the
capacities of renewable energy. Saudi Arabia
has set a target that it will have 50 percent of
its total energy from renewable energy by
2030. The production of this energy in India
in 2022 was 175 GW. Now it will be increased
to 450 GW by 2030. One gigawatt is equal to
1000 megawatts. That means we will be in a
position to generate 4.5 lakh MW additional
energy. Most of it will be from 'solar energy',
which is easily accessible to us from sunlight.
We are also a member of the World Solar
Alliance countries. India is in the role of a
pioneer of renewable energy at the global
level. In the country, solar plants are being
installed even on the rooftops of houses.
Possibilities are also being expressed between
India and Arab countries that the 'national
grids' of both the countries can be connected
through an undersea interlink, as a result
energy will be continuously available to both
the countries. Both countries continue to
make significant efforts to produce
renewable energy through their traditional
sources. This can be considered as new
research for the needs of the new era. An
estimate has also emerged that the global
capacity of renewable energy may increase
by about 4500 gigawatts by next year. This
will be double the combined capacity of
America and China. However, the
development and growth of renewable
energy is currently uneven state-wise. This
is also a serious challenge. Since the cost of
storing new energy is high, it is not attractive.
The conditions of 'peak demand' of energy
also differ across states. Of course, renewable
energy is continuously expanding in India
and the capacities will increase significantly
by 2030. If renewable energy capacities
continue to increase globally, it will be cost-
effective to connect countries' national grids.
The conditions and economic aspects will
become clear from India-Arab experiments.
The technology of energy storage through
batteries is also improving rapidly, but
trading countries have to be careful and
cautious that the technology is not misused.
However, the agreement between India and
Saudi Arabia is showing a ray of hope that
the future of renewable energy is bright. Both
the countries have signed agreements in
many areas including defence, tourism,
trade, but the idea of connecting renewable
energy and the grid is truly an innovative
beginning. Saudi Arabia should also agree
with India's stand on terrorism. In fact,
terrorism is a big threat to the entire world.

India Vs India-1: Hindu, India and
Sanatan, a vision and discussion

Persia and Greece had close relations long before the time of Alexander. Herodotus, a Greek historian and geographer, has given details of
the Greco-Persian Wars. The historian Herodotus was the first writer to systematically investigate historical events. The word 'Hindu' came
into existence just before the word India, about 600 years before the birth of Jesus Christ. The Sanskrit word ''Saptasindhu'' in the Rigveda
referred to seven rivers, including the Indus. Persia had a powerful king, Darius I, commonly known as ''Darius the Great'. The word

In Hindi it was known as Dara 1. He ruled Persia from 522 BC until his death in 486 BC. Skylax in his army was the man who discovered the
Indus River for his Persian emperor. He called the river 'Indus' as 'Hindu' because the Persians did not have the letter 's' in their pronunciation.
He used to read 's' as 'ha'. They used to call ""'week'' as ""hafta''. So 'Sindhu' became 'Hindu'. In the Persian scripture Avesta, Sapt Sindhu
was replaced by 'Haft Hindu'. This is more than a thousand years before the birth of Islam. This is also 600 years before the birth of
Christianity. It is clear that The word '""Hindu'' has nothing to do with Islam. Yes, it definitely happened that the Islamic Arabs not only
accepted this Persian word but also spread it in the name of Hindustan for centuries. So because of the Persians ''Hindu' "' The word spread
far and wide. The name also reached the Achaemenid province of Egypt where, around 500 BC, it was written '"H-n-d-w?-y'' on a statue of
Darius 1. This square seal is still in the museum in Tehran, Iran. This is the first word written as 'Hindu' in the form of any archaeological
evidence. Gradually this word started becoming popular in India. Prithviraj Raso proudly wrote 'Hindu' to Prithviraj Chauhan. The word
Hindu among the Puranas - '"Hindu' The word 'Bhavishya Purana' came into existence, which is so new that it is no surprise that it was
written in the 18th century. In this journey of centuries, the people of India started considering themselves as Hindus. The group of Vedic
rivers 'Sapta Sindhu', 'Haft Hindu' became. From this Indo-Iranian language world, the name of the religion of the Indians came to be
"Hinduism'', which till now must have been prevalent in some places under the name of Vedic religion and somewhere under the name of
Brahmin religion. The truth is that Hindus considered religion as a way of life and not a religion or religion. That is why the thinkers of India
did not give any name to their religion from the beginning. Recently, those who considered the word Hindu to be foreign named Hinduism
as Sanatan Dharma. Whereas the word Sanatan is an analysis and not a noun. Mahatma Buddha was the first to use the term Sanatan.
Said- 'Es Dhammo Sanantano' (Buddhist text Dhammapada see Sutra 5) but this is a term used in other meanings. The whole sutra says -
"Enmity does not end with enmity, enmity ends with non-enmity. This is the eternal law of the world." (Dhammavadam, translation-
Bhadant Anand Kausallayan) There was no religion named Hindu in Rigveda. But in Vedic culture the path of good deeds was called
eternal. In Geeta, God was called eternal. But by 600 years before Christ, the word Hindu for India had become popular in Asia Minor of the
Indo-European language family. India was born just from this word “Hindu”. Alexander and Hindu words - Persia and Greece had close
relations long before the time of Alexander. Herodotus, a Greek historian and geographer, has given details of the Greco-Persian Wars. The
historian Herodotus was the first writer to systematically investigate historical events. The ancient Roman orator Cicero gave him the title of
"Father of History''. He got the word 'Hindru' for 'Sindhu' from the Persians. So when the word '""Hindu'" river came to the Greeks, it
became Indos or 'India’' because the Latin transliteration of the Greeks was 'e' instead of 'ha' and 'd' instead of 'da'. Interestingly, Herodotus
generalized the term ''India" to all people living in the Indus Basin and east of Persia. Whereas he had no knowledge of the geography of our
native land. That is why Megasthenes, who later came to India with Alexander, named his book ''Indica". This is the world's first book on
"India'' written by a foreigner. The original book of ''Indica'" or any copy of it is no longer present in any museum in the world. But
immediately after that, Greek and Latin historians made a lot of mention of the India described in Indica. That means, when Alexander
attacked 'Indica’, he had no knowledge about the original name of our country. Historians do not find any written or archaeological
evidence as to what was the real name of 'India' 500 years before the birth of Christ. Names like Aryavarta, Brahmavarta, Jambudweep,
Bharat, Bharatvarsha, Bharatam may be in vogue but these words came into written form much later.

CBI: High officers also came under siege

The country's premier investigating agency 'CBI' will no longer need the government's permission to investigate against the highest officials
of the administration and will be able to investigate directly on the basis of its discretion and evidence. The country's premier investigating
agency 'CBI' will no longer need the government's permission to investigate against the highest officials of the administration and will be able
to investigate directly on the basis of its discretion and evidence. In this context, in 2014 itself, the Supreme Court had ruled on the petition
of BJP leader Dr. Subramanian Swamy that in the 'Delhi Special Police Establishment Act-1946', under which section 6A (1) of the Government
serving officers above Joint Secretary, Government's approval was necessary to initiate investigation against him, it is cancelled. Since this
section was added on September 11, 2003 during the then Vajpayee government, the court's decision will be considered applicable with
retrospective effect. The issue before the country's largest court was whether the disarmament of Section 6A (1) would be considered
applicable from then or from 2014? The five-member Constitution bench of the court gave this decision after considering this question.
Justice S.K. Since this was the real issue before the five-judge bench formed under the leadership of Kaul, the decision also focused on this
topic. In its decision, the Constitution Bench, citing various articles of the Constitution, made it clear that the law which has been declared
illegal will be implemented from the same date. CBI was formed by the first Prime Minister of India Pt. Jawahar Lal Nehru in 1963 under
the Delhi Special Police Establishment. This special police law was made in 1946 by the British government after the Second World War to
prevent corruption in government offices because during the Second World War that lasted from 1939 to 1945, there were reports of
rampant corruption in the supply of various items to the army. At that time, the situation was such that businessmen who supplied even eggs
to the army were becoming millionaires in no time. But Pt. Nehru felt the need to form CBI because at that time in independent India, the
echo of corruption spread among the people holding high positions in different states (including political leaders) started being heard till
Delhi. Concerned about this, Nehru ji revived the Delhi Special Police Act and named it CBI to investigate people holding high positions and
prepared 'Kamaraj Plan' to purify the Congress Party, under which all the Chief Ministers and Fresh appointments were made to these
posts after the resignations of cabinet ministers. This work was done by Nehru by making the then Minister of Tamil Nadu, Shri Kamaraj
Nadar the National President of the party, who ordered the resignation of Congressmen from all high posts. CBI's aim from that day itself
was to catch the corrupt.

Bra has a closer
relationship with your skin than clothes. Sweat, dirt and bacteria accumulate in its clothes. If
you wear a clean bra often, it will not only keep the health of your skin good, but it also
increases comfort and maintains confidence throughout the day, which also affects your health.
So, according to experts, how often should you Should you wash your bra? When it comes to
washing bras, there are no established studies on best hygiene. However, health experts can
give you the right advice. According to experts, wearing the same bra for a week is not a
good practice. The bra should be washed after wearing it two to three times, so that hygiene
and skin health is maintained. Wearing the same bra for several days continuously starts
accumulating bacteria, dead skin cells, dirt from sweat etc., which can make you ill. Apart
from this, it also depends on many other factors, like bra should be changed after workout,
just like you change other clothes. Exercising makes you sweat, sweat contains bacteria,
which can cause allergies or acne. Besides, we also apply lotion and perfume daily, due to
which washing the bra becomes more necessary. What is the correct way to wash the bra?
First of all, follow the instructions given in your bra to wash and keep it safe. Experts agree
that it is best to hand wash bras with mild detergent and cold water, especially if your bra is
padded. If you wash them in the washing machine, you should put them in a mesh laundry
bag first and then wash them. This does not spoil their shape. Use cold water, mild detergent
and delicate cycle in the washing machine. After this, hang the bra and dry it. Also wash the
bra thoroughly, so that there is no detergent left in it, which can cause skin infection. What
will happen if you do not wash bra for several days? If you wash the bra only after wearing
it for a week, it can affect your skin. Sweat, dead skin cells and dirt keep accumulating in the
bra, which causes fungal growth. You may suffer from bacterial or fungal infections like
folliculitis or candida intertrigo. Folliculitis is a type of skin infection that develops in hair
follicles and looks like acne. It also causes a lot of pain. Wearing tight clothes damages the
warm and moist skin follicles, which leads to infection. Candida intertrigo is also a type of
infection that occurs in the skin folds, which is caused by yeast. If you notice any signs of
infection, wash all your bras with disinfectant and clean them frequently. Also do not forget
to contact the doctor.

All these things cause stress in children, which sometimes does not go away
for a long time. Due to continuous ignoring of this, negative emotions start arising. Negative
feelings of resentment, disappointment, helplessness and despair may develop in children. In
such a situation, only schools and parents can teach the skills to deal with these difficulties,
hence their role is considered very important in the life of children. What can be done to stop
this step?- Not giving up and keeping trying, solving problems, not being afraid of conflict,
media literacy, controlling emotions are some of the skills which should be taught to children
since childhood. So that they become mentally strong. The most important skill among these
is 'asking for help when needed', which should be developed in every child as an important
life skill.
