Shimla away from crowd

It is not Shimla that is at fault, but the
tradition which ignored the expectations of
urbanization. Shimla came under the
supervision of clouds during the monsoon
session of the Assembly, otherwise the dream
palaces of every MLA have been built here.
Some MLASs believe that some unnecessary
offices from Shimla should be sent to other
parts of the state so that the crowd is reduced.
The date of this step was fixed at the same
time when former Chief Minister Virbhadra
Singh shifted some offices from Shimla to the
entire state or in keeping with the same
tradition, later departmental
decentralization reached the district courts.
Administratively, Himachal also got zonal
offices under Shimla, Mandi and
Dharamshala, later adding to this, the
Dhumal government also experimented with
opening some regional offices in Hamirpur.
During his Chief Ministership, Virbhadra
Singh had made Dharamshala the formality
of winter capital, apart from the capital
Shimla, but the previous BJP government
left holes in this campaign itself, as a result,
further desired steps could not be taken from
the Tapovan Assembly complex. On the
other hand, additional offices of the Sessions
Court of Kangra district were permanently
established in Palampur, Noorpur and
Dehra, but the political case of establishment
of High Court bench in Dharamshala is still
pending for forty years. Of course, many
offices can be shifted from Shimla in the
same way, like the Directorate of Fisheries
in Bilaspur, the headquarters of School
Education Board in Dharamshala and the
head office of Ex-Servicemen Welfare Board
and Finance Corporation are established in
Hamirpur.

Some other offices are also at different places.
If the Horticulture Directorate is shifted to
Solan, Agriculture Department
Headquarters to Palampur, Education and
Sports and Youth Directorate to
Dharamshala, Transport Headquarters to
Hamirpur and Industries Directorate and
Pollution Control Board headquarters to
BBN, then Shimla will get the opportunity
to meet the capital openly. The burden on
Shimla can be reduced by classifying major
administrative cities in Himachal. For
example, if BBN is given the status of
economic capital, then the entire banking
sector will be shifted there, if Mandi is given
the status of cultural capital and
Sundernagar is given the status of electricity
city, then Shimla will be heavily burdened
in the center here. Similarly, in view of the
relevance of Dharamshala being given the
status of winter, sports and event capital, the
headquarters of many departments can be
shifted. With this the resolution of becoming
a tourism capital will also be fulfilled.
However, the MLAs are making this
demand, but at the same time, the desire of
the public representatives, who have been
settling in Shimla due to their political
importance, will also have to be stopped.
This issue is not only about Shimla, but also
about addressing the increasing
urbanization in Himachal and the urban
mentality spreading among the people. Till
now, looking into the limits of urbanization,
some municipal bodies and especially five
municipal corporations have been formed,
but the meaning of urbanization, financial
needs, model of development and conditions
of civic facilities have not been fulfilled. More
than Shimla, the danger of overcrowding of
religious places is coming to the fore, similarly
new tourist destinations are also becoming
ugly. Apart from a new vision in the
development projects of places like Shri
Nayana Devi, Deotsiddh, Chintpurni, Bir-
Billing and Kasauli, the entire state will have
to be brought under the ambit of TCP. As
far as Shimla is concerned, an urban plan
should be made within the surrounding
twenty-twenty-five Kilometer radius under
the Capital Development Area.

India-West Asia-European Economic
Corridor: Internationalization of Dynamics

IMEC aims to facilitate trade between India, West Asia and Europe through a network of railway tracks and shipping routes. Seen in a way,
this is the internationalization of Gati Shakti. It was announced at a special event organized during the New Delhi G-20 summit co-chaired
by Prime Minister Narendra Modi and US President Joe Biden. The India-West Asia-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC) is an important
initiative that will take forward the Partnership for Global Infrastructure and Investment (PGII) envisioned by the G-7. The US, India,
Saudi Arabia, UAE, France, Germany, Italy and the European Union have signed an MoU to work together for the development of the
proposed corridor. The ambitious PGII initiative was launched during the G-7 summit in Germany for infrastructure partnerships with low
and middle income countries. Purpose and trade of the corridor — Actually, the purpose of this corridor is to facilitate trade between India,
West Asia and Europe through a network of railway tracks and shipping routes. Seen in a way, this is the internationalization of Gati Shakti.
This revolutionary corridor has the potential to spur economic growth through better connectivity and economic integration between the
two continents, thereby opening the door to sustainable and inclusive economic growth. It aims to usher in a new era of multimodal connectivity
leveraging railways, ports and surface transportation. IMEC will consist of two separate corridors, the Eastern Corridor connecting India
to the Arabian Gulf and the Northern Corridor connecting the Arabian Gulf to Europe. The Eastern Corridor will extend access from
Mundra Port to Fujairah Port in UAE and then to Jordan via rail and from Jordan to Haifa Port in Israel via a dedicated freight corridor.
Haifa is a major port located on Israel's Mediterranean coastline. The Northern Corridor will connect Haifa to France, Italy and Greece. Its
benefits can be seen in the nature of economies, the dimensions of participation and the new institutional mechanisms that will be created
over the next few years. In this context, it would also be appropriate to discuss the 'Development Pillar' here. In fact, in international
economics, geographical symbols have been consistently linked to development. These 'pillars' are those who create new patterns of
development near themselves. Similarly, Malaria and Indonesia put forward the idea of a triangle of development, where three cities were
linked together. Its objective has been to see how we can reduce the cost and competitiveness of exports and move towards building a joint
market. Similarly, the idea of ''economic corridor'' has also been put forward. These concepts offer possibilities for expansion and integration
within the ever-evolving economic landscape at the regional and multilateral levels. The corridor will change the future — It is also noteworthy
that the economic corridor, using spatial perspectives, envisages a gradual progression of development corridors, starting from a transport
corridor to a logistics corridor, from there to an economic corridor. corridor and then goes to the development corridor. IMEC can help in
States will play an extremely important role in rebuilding the India-West Asia Economic Corridor, which was known as the Red Sea Route
in ancient times. This route connected the Roman and Egyptian empires on the west coast with the Indian states of Gujarat, Maharashtra
and Kerala. The Red Sea is one of the largest water sources mentioned in ancient history. It was important in Egypt's early maritime trade
and was used as a water route to India. This new initiative also builds on another initiative, I2U2, launched in July 2022 by four nations,
India, Israel, the US and the UAE - beneficial for multiple nations. This initiative seeks to strengthen trade and value chain linkages, and the
1202 Innovation Center has been launched in Gurugram, Haryana. It also envisages an Agriculture Innovation Mission for Climate. With
Italy joining the IMEC initiative, it is also expected to join I2U2 (making it I3U2). India has also tried to establish connections with countries
where its trade interests are increasing. The recently signed Free Trade Agreement (FTA) with the UAE has opened up immense potential
for expanding bilateral relations and strengthening trade cooperation. Currently, there is $85 billion in annual trade and $15 billion in
investment with the UAE. India's imports with Saudi Arabia are $42 billion and exports are $11 billion; India's trade with Jordan is worth
$3 billion. The launch of the proposed corridor also reflects several regional ambitions to identify new routes and connectivity measures to
address challenges such as trade disruptions and protecting national economies from other emergencies. India-Myanmar Thailand Trilateral
Highway (IMT) The highway) is being extended to Laos and Cambodia. Considering the immense potential for diversification in conjunction
with the highway, on pursuing other major initiatives such as the Asia-Africa Development Corridor and the South East Asia-India-South
West Asia-Europe Corridor to broaden the benefits and exports of the Indian manufacturing sector More emphasis can be given. Other
steps such as the Abraham Accords between Israel, Bahrain and the United Arab Emirates to promote cooperation in West Asia are also
indicative of the new dynamism as PGII seeks to connect these parallel efforts. As IMEC offers possibilities for sustainable solutions in terms
of finance, ecology and above all ideology, India can hope to serve the purpose of a value-based economic framework. The need for strategic
thinking should not be forced on this. It is also pertinent to mention that the success of 'Make in India' and Production Linked Incentive
(PLI) schemes will crucially depend on the focused expansion of the Sagar Mala and Bharatmala initiatives to bridge ports and inland
waterways between countries and continents. Will work to connect. With emphasis on 'Make in India' with low carbon emissions, IMEC
can boost Indian manufacturing sector and exports. A major initiative towards employment. New corridor IMEC will lay cables to interconnect
communities while promoting digital connectivity. Will also help. With increased people-to-people contact and participation of communities,
we can ultimately aspire to sustainable economic growth and ensure inclusive outcomes through these. Several reviews have identified
IMEC as a strategic partner for China's Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). Being seen as a credible challenge. It is pertinent to point out here
that steps like IMEC for connectivity should be termed as development corridors, which can act as a development instrument to bridge the
gap of uneven industrialization and development in different regions. These can help in creating more employment opportunities, increasing
per capita income and reducing income inequalities. Thus, there is ample scope for various steps that are being contemplated now and may
be discussed in the future. But the need for collective thinking should not be forced on this. It will always be accepted that the principle of
national sovereignty can never be ignored or compromised. Countries that respect each other's sensitivities will ultimately be able to establish
partnerships. As the world moves towards achieving the Sustainable Development Goals, not only for the benefit and well-being of humanity,
but also for the protection of the environment at large, there is a need to ensure this delicate balance. There will be a need.

Incomplete ‘women power worship’

The new Women's Reservation Bill was introduced on the very first day in the new Parliament House. Union Law Minister Arjun Meghwal
introduced the bill with the name 'Nari Shakti Vandan Act', but it is incomplete as of now. This bill talks about giving 33 percent reservation
to women in the Lok Sabha, Legislative Assemblies and the National Capital Region House, but no provision has been made for reservation
in the Rajya Sabha, Legislative Council etc. Only women from Scheduled Castes and Tribes will get reservation in various houses. Perhaps
the ruling party should clarify during the debate why OBC, i.e. backward, Muslim and typical tribal women were left out! Women reservation
will currently be for 15 years. Parliament has the right to extend the period later. It has been made clear in the bill that census will be
conducted first. It will take more or less 2 years. Delimitation will be done after the census, on the basis of which seats will be reserved for
women. This also requires at least 2 years. It is absolutely clear that the system of women's reservation will not be implemented for 4 years.
After 2024, general elections will be held in 2029. The Women's Reservation Bill can be passed in both the houses only in the special session
of the Parliament. If despite being passed and becoming a law, the system of women's reservation is not implemented, then why was this bill
brought 6-7 months before the 2024 general elections? The present government came in May 2014. Before that, in March 2010, the Women's
Reservation Bill was passed in the Rajya Sabha with the help and support of the BJP. Then Dr. Manmohan Singh was the Prime Minister of
the country. After being passed in the Rajya Sabha, the bill was sent to the Lok Sabha, hence it became the property of the Lok Sabha. When
the tenure of the Lok Sabha ended with the 2014 elections, the Women's Reservation Bill was also repealed. This is a parliamentary system
and Home Minister Amit Shah has also made it clear in the House. Congress leader in Lok Sabha Adhir Ranjan Choudhary is factually
wrong that the bill is still alive in the Lok Sabha and Rajiv Gandhi had got the Women's Reservation Bill passed in the Lok Sabha during his
tenure as Prime Minister. This false and misleading information is merely a part of the race for political credit. Actually the question should
be asked that from May 2014 to 2023, why did Prime Minister Modi not take the initiative to pass this bill and ensure women's participation
in the development of the country? There are still many challenging modalities associated with the bill as to how women's reservation will be
implemented? Actually, this is incomplete worship of women power, however, passing of the bill will definitely create a political perception in
favor of the Prime Minister and BJP that they are pro-women. Even in the 2019 general elections, BJP got about 36 percent women votes.
About 29 crore women had used their franchise. Only 8 percent of India's 19 states have women MLAs and there are 78 women MPs in the
Lok Sabha. In 2019, a total of 8049 candidates contested the elections, out of which only 716 were women. This is only 9 percent. Of the 78
women MPs currently in the Lok Sabha, 31 are women from political families. They don't care about reservation or general status. If we
assess Indian women on the basis of 146 countries, their economic participation index is 142. We are also at 59th position in political
empowerment. It is meaningless to talk about gender difference or other indices. How much the common woman will be affected by women's
reservation and whether she will want to join the mainstream of politics is also a questionable situation. After delimitation, the number of
seats in Parliament is certain to increase. 888 MPs will be able to sit in the new Lok Sabha. 80 Lok Sabha seats of Uttar Pradesh will increase
to 147. Tamil Nadu's 39 seats will increase to 47. In this way the parliamentary seats of all the states will increase. There will be reserved seats
for women.

Ingredients for making Motichoor laddus: 2 cups
gram flour 1 tsp green cardamom 2 tsp food color 1 Liter milk 6 cups ghee 1 pinch baking
soda 3 cups sugar 4 cups water Method To make Motichoor laddus, first prepare sugar
syrup. For this, heat water in a pan and add sugar to it. Keep stirring it until the sugar
dissolves. After this add a little milk to it and keep cooking it for five minutes. When you boil
it, it will start foaming. Remove this foam and set it aside. When it becomes of uniform
consistency, add cardamom powder to it. After this, take gram flour and milk in another big
bowl and mix well. After this add some baking soda in it. When it is mixed properly, take oil
in a pan and filter the boondi. Filter the boondi till it turns golden. When it becomes golden,
take it out in a tissue paper and remove its extra oil. Now put this boondi in syrup and leave
it like this for some time. When it gets wet properly, make small laddus out of it. Now you can
offer them.
