Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
has created controversy by accusing India
of killing Khalistani terrorist Hardeep Singh
Nijjar. After Pakistan, Canada is the second
country to make such allegations.

India-Canada relations
had soured since the time of Justin Trudeau's
father Pierre Trudeau, when Canada
started promoting separatist organizations
in India. Justin Trudeau has also followed
in his father's footsteps by encouraging
radical Khalistan supporters. India has
expressed this concern to Canada many
times, but this is the first time that the
Canadian Prime Minister has openly
accused India of the killing of Khalistani
terrorist Nijjar.

This step taken by Sarojini Naidu 17 years before independence gave rise to the debate regarding women's
reservation in the coming days. Currently, there are 78 women out of 543 seats in the Lok Sabha which is less than 15%. At the same time,
there are 14% women members in Rajya Sabha which shows very low numbers. In state legislative assemblies this number is less than 10%.
This percentage was less than 5% in the country's first Lok Sabha in 1952, when only 24 women MPs were included. It is not possible to
solve the questions related to women unless women themselves are involved in solving those questions. What could be a better example than
the Panchayats of the country, in which excellent examples of women empowerment can be seen. If statistics are to be believed, women's
representation in global politics is 24 % of MPs. The Women's Reservation Bill should be seen as a powerful instrument in solving the issues
related to women. Which should be implemented as soon as possible so that positive energy can be spread in the path of women empowerment.
There is also a need to pay attention to women's education - when the number of women is more in our Parliament, then women's issues can
be debated vigorously.

The very serious allegations made by Canadian Prime Minister Trudeau on India by supporting pro-Khalistan militants have not only led
to diplomatic confrontation but have also put Indian students and NRIs in danger.

Although western countries start harassing India only on minor issues, they have been favorable towards India
in view of trade, market and strategic partnership. However, senior Canadian journalists and people of Indian origin are continuously
insisting that Prime Minister Trudeau should talk on the basis of evidence. Some countries including America have also started vocally
demanding investigation based on facts. If Trudeau is such an ideological, social and political sympathizer of Khalistan, then 'Khalistan' can
be established in Canada itself.
