Is Indian politics changing? Can there be

political consensus on other issues like

women's reservation and empowerment? Is

consensus and unity on women's reservation

at the level of ideas or is it a compulsion to

vote? After the Women's Reservation Bill

becomes law, will this system be

implemented in letter and spirit or will the

reserved category continue to be deferred?

If we remember the parliamentary

experiences during the four attempts of the

Vajpayee government and the Manmohan

Singh government of the UPA, then in

comparison the 'Nari Shakti Vandan' bill has

been passed almost unanimously in both the

houses of the Parliament. In the Lok Sabha,

454 votes were in favor of the bill and Owaisi

and one more MP from his party, i.e. only 2

votes, went against the bill. All 215 MPs

present in the Rajya Sabha supported the

bill. However, the total strength of the Upper

House is 245 MPs. This political expression

and maturity is subjective, but the staunch

opponents unanimously supported the BJP

government's bill, this is important politics.

Some loud voices were heard in both the

houses of the Parliament, some protests were

also seen, their logical views were also put

forward, but there was no uproar, indecent

comments, dissatisfaction, anarchy, drama

and even throwing the MPs out of the House

by Marshal. . MPs from Congress, DMK,

Trinamool Congress, SP, BSP, Janata Dal-

U etc. also demanded reservation for OBC

women. Questions regarding caste census

were also asked, the timing of

implementation of reservation was also

asked, concerns were presented on political

views, but when it came to division of votes,

votes were cast in support of the bill. The

entire opposition had to lay down its arms

in front of the necessity and compulsion of

connecting women empowerment and

mother power with the mainstream of

development, power and policy-making,

because now the mandate of women is

proving to be decisive.

After 2014, women have voted more than

men in most elections. This trend is also

increasing that now women vote according

to their conscience and their thinking. In the

2019 Lok Sabha elections, 67.18 percent

women voted, while the male vote was a little

more than 65 percent. More than 36 percent

women voted in favor of BJP, while about

20 percent women voted in support of the

largest opposition party, Congress. The total

number of women votes may increase in

2024, hence this political compulsion is also

working behind women's reservation.

Now

after being passed by the Parliament, the bill

will be sent to the assemblies. After the

approval of 50 percent of the assemblies, it

will be sent to the President. After the

signature of the President, it will take the

form of law.

 Then both census and delimitation are

essential conditions. Home Minister Amit

Shah has assured in the Lok Sabha that the

census will be started after the 2024 general

elections. It is certain that this process will

be completed only by 2026. At present, Lok

Sabha seats were determined on the basis of

1971 census. Now the population of the

country is around 140 crores, hence the

number of houses should be decided on that

basis. A new Delimitation Commission will

also be formed.
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Hope of returning to stability
After political turmoil in Pakistan, the Election Commission has finally announced the general elections. The Election Commission has said

that general elections will be held in Pakistan in the last week of January. There is hope that stability will return to Pakistan after the

elections. Pakistan Election Commission announced on Thursday that the general elections there will be held in the last week of January.

Although the voting dates have not been announced, in the current situation it is no less clear that the work of electing the next government

will be done by the end of January. Last August, the then Shahbaz Sharif government had dissolved the National Assembly, a few days

before the completion of its term. After that, according to the rules, there was 90 days time for new elections. But due to problems related to

census and delimitation, it was also certain that this time the elections would be delayed further. Politically, the arrest of former Prime

Minister Imran Khan has made the situation complicated. Economically, Pakistan is going through serious crises. Thanks to the $3 billion

bailout package from the International Monetary Fund (IMF) in July, it has managed to postpone the threat of default looming over it for

some time, but the crisis continues. Especially the skyrocketing inflation has made the life of common people difficult. What was making the

situation more difficult in such a situation of all-round crisis was the uncertainty regarding the next elections. Although the caretaker

government of interim Prime Minister Anwarul Haq Kakar is looking after the day-to-day affairs, this apprehension is troubling all the

concerned parties. Was making sure that the elections should not be postponed just citing the current crisis. This is why the Election

Commission's announcement has created a wave of hope there. This was reflected not only in political circles but also in Pakistan's benchmark

index KSE 100, which rose by 550 points after the Election Commission's announcement. But the important question is whether the election

results will be able to fulfill the hope of political stability that the announcement of elections has created? It seems difficult at the moment to

answer yes because former Prime Minister Imran Khan, who has been on the top of the popularity graph for some time, is in jail and has

been disqualified from contesting the elections. However, his party PTI is still in the race for elections and will try its best to get maximum

benefit from the sympathy of Imran supporters. But on the one hand, the anger of the Pakistani Army against them remains intact and on

the other, the parties of Bilawal Bhutto Zardari and Shahbaz Sharif will leave no stone unturned to take maximum advantage of the current

equation. In such a situation, whichever party comes to power after the elections, if due to that some peace and stability is established there,

then it will be a matter of relief not only for that country but for the entire South Asia.

Congress white paper
When I picked up the sweets with a borrowed spoon, the syrup slipped and stuck to my mouth. The Congress government is examining how

much the politics playing with the arrows of debt has hurt the government treasury. After almost two and a half decades, when any government

took the trouble to bring out a white paper on the economic condition of the state, it was found that even in the circumstances of deficit, a lot

of work has been done in wasteful expenditure of borrowings. Obviously, the white paper of Congress, due to its financial compulsions, has

brought to the table the shortcomings of the previous Jairam government. The committee formed by the Sukhu government under the

chairmanship of Deputy Chief Minister Mukesh Agrihotri on the condition of empty treasury has summed up the financial irregularities of

the previous Jairam government in a 48-page white paper. Till now, the Congress white paper is questioning the Jairam government about

the figures of taking loans, arranging wasteful expenditure and renouncing the responsibility of payment. Going forward, it will also have to

be told how the present government will come out of the current quagmire of the financial system. However, the documents of the white

paper show that the present Congress government has to repay a total of Rs 92774 crore towards the liabilities of the previous BJP government,

while in this too a loan of Rs 76603 crore has been collected. In the last year of power, the previous government had fried tempting puddings

with a loan of Rs 16621 crore, then who will pay the compensation for it? The surprising thing is that all those demand letters are colored

with this loan, which makes the expectations of the employees realize that tomorrow or not, the government will sweep the government

treasury for its mission repeat steps. There are also allegations on the double engine of the former government which came under investigation
by Mukesh Agrihotri's committee. Due to the dissolution of the Planning Commission, a loss of three thousand crore rupees to a hilly state

like Himachal and continuous reduction in the revenue deficit grant, the Finance Commission's indifference towards the hilly state has

increased. Revenue deficit grant has reduced from Rs 11431 crore to only Rs 3257 crore. The white paper also points to the void left by the

end of GST compensation. Deputy Chief Minister Mukesh Agrihotri termed the Centre's announcements as trivial and asked why Rs 1,000

crore for Mandi Airport, Rs 400 crore for Kangra Airport and Rs 20 crore for Jwalamukhi Mandir development did not come. Under the

influence of the crooked questions of the Sukhu government, Rs. 67 crores were spent on organizing the investor meet, Janmanch event and

Amrit Mahotsav celebrations of the previous government. The atmosphere of complacency for the political prosperity of the last year of

power makes every government spend more or less wastefully, but here the objections raised on the opening of a total of nine hundred new

institutions and offices along with the denotified institutions, are now being advocated loudly. Obviously, at such a sharp turn in the House,

BJP's day was over and the opposition ignored the government's white paper in ransom of boycott. In Himachal, which is struggling with

economic poverty and financial constraints, there have been stories of political extravagance in every era. If today thirteen board corporations,

despite being useless, are stealing goods from the government treasury, then it is the sin of the years. Be it BJP or Congress, as soon as they

came to power, they have been running the state with the help of ghee and sugar. Not only unnecessary offices, schools, colleges and medical

institutions, but also the number of government employees in proportion to the population, there are more appointments in Himachal than

the national figures. Now any government has started giving maximum patronage to politics by making appointments on lucrative positions

of power. It would be better if, along with measures to reduce the size and expenditure of the government in Himachal, solutions to stop

wasteful expenditure should also be brought forward. Undoubtedly the white paper has commented on the economic situation of the state.

Now to come out of this, political will and drastic steps are needed. Even the Central Government cannot ignore the pain of the mountain by

wearing a political mask, but this is starting to happen.

Women Reservation Bill: Historic

step to pass in Parliament
Finally after 27 years the Women's Reservation Bill was passed in the Parliament. The unity in favor of the bill was such that not a single vote

was cast against the bill in the Rajya Sabha and the bill was passed with an overwhelming majority in the Lok Sabha also.
