Question of conversion!

The light that Rishi Dayanand had lit with
the aim of reestablishing the true Sanatan
Vedic religion, strengthening Indian culture
and values and directly attacking the
hypocrisies and superstitions prevalent in the
society, is still burning bright.

In the 16th century, the
Maharawal of Jaisalmer had thousands of
Hindus return home in a huge yagya. In 1908,
thousands of people in Deeng, Rajasthan
became Hindus again. In 1922, in the meeting
of Kshatriya Utthan Samaj of Rajputs in
Allahabad, the Rajputs who had left their
religion were called upon to return to
Hinduism.

Shahrukh Khan's 'Jawaan' has done an unexpected feat and that is, the RSS devotees claiming monopoly on nationalism have been silenced
by this film. After making films like Kashmir Files, Kerala Story which gave the message of protest against a specific religion, the morale of
these people was sky high. They started believing that Indian nationalism dances to their tune. In a very systematic manner, he made Indian
nationalism divisive.

It is well
known that Hindi films are a spicy recipe of realism, escapism, ruling ideology and the need for egalitarian social change. But in the era of
'corporate supremacy-Manuvad' its egalitarian content disappeared. Hindi cinema has been praising nationalism as well as criticizing it.
After independence, the structure of socialist consciousness would not be broken, films were made within this limit. The films also continued
to show that the nationalism shown in films is not the solution to the social justice problems of our country. Even at that time, a section was
saying that 'Pather Panchali' defames India. At the same time, questions like 'what if this world is found?' were also raised in the films. Many
changes took place after the 1950-60s. Especially the upper caste supremacy prevailing in North India started sidelining the egalitarian
values. The corporate, its money and its class attitudes came to dominate cinema. The films of RSS people and their supporters started trying
to exclude social equality and justice from the debate. In such an environment, the film 'Jawaan' left him confused in its special style. Talking
about violence shown in films, today it is becoming rare to make modern films without strong action and bloodshed. Furthermore, video
games are now normalizing digital violence in a more visible form.

Not only farmers committing suicide due to debt, loans given to farmers at low interest rates and high interest rates to corporate companies,
air pollution and indiscriminate exploitation of nature but also the health system which seems to be collapsing, 'Jawan' made it the subject of
his film. Is. There is another difference in 'Jawaan': its villain is not a criminal standing on the periphery of capitalism, but he is at the center
of capitalism. The hero of Modi's new India is actually a villain whose only business is to make money from all kinds of natural resources by
trampling all democratic processes. In today's era, some right-wingers have started giving the message through cinema that only nationalism
can become the solution and alternative option to India's socio-economic and political issues. Some films propagated BJP-inspired nationalism.
The BJP and its supporters, in turn, promoted those films heavily and made them tax free because such a version of nationalism suited their
political ideology. At such a time, Anubhav Sinha's 'Mulk' was such an important film in which it was said that Indian Muslims also have
equal rights on India. Anubhav Sinha made it clear, yes this is his patriotism and nationalism. In fact, Indian nationalism permeates the very
fabric of Indian cinema. He has been expressing every phase of nation building. It has shown its strengths and weaknesses. Whether they
were explicitly aware of its inherent contradiction or not, in one respect this nationalism was unambiguous. O that this nationalism cannot
survive unless it is inclusive. He has been insisting that the nationalism that binds Amar Akbar Anthony together is the real Indian nationalism.
Very few superstars in Bollywood have done films based on as many issues as 'Muslim' Shahrukh Khan. Shahrukh Khan is the superhero
of the star era. There had to be a mix of their on-screen and real life. It is an integral part of the hugely expensive film industry. Still,
Shahrukh has been stamping his Indianness through his films.

Kabir Khan reminds us that the Indianness of 'Chak De India' is not limited to the banks of the Ganga, it is a
team made up of all the states. India's team cannot be formed without these states, that is why India is a federal state. Releasing a movie with
the name 'Pathan’' in Modi's state is a nationalist act in itself. If space is not kept for all-inclusive nationalism, then Muslim Indians will have
to repeat again and again that they are patriots. Using the prevailing norms of nationalism and patriotism in the current situation, Shahrukh
made a nationalist 'Pathan’' film parallel to Hindu nationalism. The nationalism of the 'young' is more intense and therefore more genuine.
The hero of this film does not fight with any stranger, he fights against the exploitation of farmers. He fights for the education and health of
the common people. Apart from this, it also fights environmental damage and pollution due to which people have to breathe poisonous air.
This is nationalism which is consistent with social reality. This is a nationalism that inspires honest introspection. On the other hand, this
nationalism questions our democratic status and emphasizes that democracy should be based on accountability. The suicide of a farmer is
the starting point of this story. The second point of departure is the common people, who break the dam in the hospital due to lack of oxygen.
To intrude. The third point is the private Indian capitalists who supply poor quality rifles to the army. The picture is ready. Many such
points together create this big 'nationalist' canvas. Of course, this film cannot be compared with Satyajit Ray, nor with Mrinal Sen, Ritwik
Ghatak, Shyam Benegal etc. Data shows that this 300 crore budget film is a blockbuster. He has earned Rs 700 crore in the first week itself!
In fact, Modi should have made an emotional appeal to the people to watch the cinema and applaud so that Indian capital can benefit.
However, this film 'Jawaan', which is earning huge profits, has done one thing very seriously. This film has raised questions on the system
which considers those who ask questions as traitors. Questions have been asked to those who call 'doctors' who provide oxygen to the poor
in hospitals as traitors. This is not the fault of director Atlee or Shahrukh Khan, if anyone remembers why Dr Kafeel Khan was put in jail for
questioning medical supplies. And during the Corona period, thought provoking questions have been asked about the supply of fake
ventilators in Gujarat and other states and who could be the perpetrators of the Tehelka scam and the Rafale deal. These questions force one
to think, that in the jails of India And how many innocent people are there. At the end of the film, the hero delivers a dialogue, ''We sacrifice
our lives for the country, not for people who sell the country like you''. After hearing this sentence, if anyone remembers the song 'Aaya
Deshvikreta Dekho, Aaya Deshvikreta' written for Prime Minister Modi, then it is not the fault of the audience. Just as 'Pathan' had a
political objective, so too does 'Jawan'. Many more meanings can also be derived from the film. Shahrukh openly said at an event in
Mumbai, the film was launched on January 26 and released on Krishna Janmashtami. (By the way, heroes are born in prison and destroy
evil forces). He has announced another news at the event. His film 'Dinky', about those who flee the country and abroad, will be released this
Christmas.
