From rape to sale
In Ujjain, the city of Mahakal Jyotirling,

Mahadev and temples, a 12-year-old minor

girl was not only brutally raped, but was also

injured and left abandoned. Neither any

divine miracle happened to save that girl nor

did any citizen try to help her by sharing

her pain. The humanity to take him to the

hospital was also missing. The girl kept

crying and pleading, but the real face of that

so-called holy city kept getting exposed. So

much indifference, insensitivity, indifference

kept coming forward that a life is dying, but

the doors of the houses are closed! This is

the terrible Kaliyuga. This is happening

everyday in our society and country.

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BJP's election strategy in MP and

political career of Shivraj Singh Chauhan
This is not a trivial decision but it is going to put a question mark on the era of Shivraj Singh in the politics of the state. This is the first time

in the last two decades in Madhya Pradesh that BJP is contesting the elections without the face of any Chief Minister. The BJP's decision to

field Union ministers and MPs in its second list for the assembly elections in Madhya Pradesh has sparked debate in political circles. Supporters

of the government are seeing this as an example of the seriousness and determination of the BJP to win the elections, but in reality it is

indicating the changing mindset towards the BJP in the state. It is important to understand the political meaning of this decision. Actually,

this is not a trivial decision but it is going to put a question mark on the era of Shivraj Singh in the politics of the state. This is the first time in

the last two decades in Madhya Pradesh that BJP is contesting the elections without the face of any Chief Minister. This has become clear

from the statements of Home Minister Amit Shah and Union Minister Narendra Singh Tomar. Obviously, it goes without saying that the

Kamal Nath vs Shivraj contest was over even before it started. Is this no-confidence within the party? There is no doubt that Shivraj was the

most popular leader of BJP in the state and his biggest strength was that he had the trust of the people of the state. Although BJP had lost last

time, it did not have much impact on the image of Shivraj Singh. But leaving aside its political style, “Modi-model of politics” has made a lot

of impact. Before Shivraj, leaders like Himanta Biswa Sarma have also been its hallmark. Here in Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh and

Rajasthan, BJP does not have a visible face. While there are reports of Vasundhara Raje being marginalized in Rajasthan, no big face is

visible in Chhattisgarh. Should it be seen in the sense that after the defeat of Himachal and Karnataka, now staking on the face of local and

regional leaders is a new challenge for the BJP or is it both an indirect effect and fear of the anti-incumbency factor? If seen, BJP, which is

entering the field with the help of its senior leaders, may consider it a strategic game at its level, but Congress and opposition parties will have

opportunities to take psychological benefits of such decisions. Will BJP have no less challenges? The workers may get excited by the entry of

veterans, but the basic question is, with which agenda will the BJP go among the people? On one hand, Congress will claim the implementation

of its works, plans and policies in Himachal, Karnataka, Chhattisgarh and Rajasthan, while in these same states, BJP will have the opportunity

to reach out to the people about the shortcomings of the government. As far as Madhya Pradesh is concerned, in the name of development

and public welfare, Shivraj Singh will have a challenge to gain public trust with the functioning of his third round government, while this

truth will also be ignored amid the promotion of many populist schemes including Ladli Lakshmi Yojana. They have to accept that MP has

a debt of ?3 lakh crore due to which the government is facing difficulty in paying old age pension, OBC scholarship and disability pension.

The decision to contest this election in Madhya Pradesh without Shivraj Singh Chouhan and giving tickets to veteran leaders indicates

reducing the anti-incumbency factor. But how successful it is for BJP remains to be seen? On the other hand, Congress will have a chance to

show charisma in the elections in the light of Rahul Gandhi's Bharat Jodo Yatra, as the party has proved by performing in Karnataka.

Disaster relief sheet
Ultimately, Himachal government has spread disaster relief by squeezing its limited resources. Creating a new trend of financial assistance,

the Sukhu government has made a total disaster relief package of Rs 4500 crore, out of which the government will spend Rs 3500 crore from

its own resources, while Rs 1000 crore will be spent under MNREGA. In future, there is a provision of up to Rs 1 lakh for financial assistance

for minor damages, while the government is providing relief of up to Rs 7 lakh for completely damaged buildings. This money will be

available to houses, shops or other properties damaged between July 7 to September 30. Before this, the government on its own has been

repeatedly requesting the Center to declare the disaster in the state as national and determine a relief package, but till now the message of

Modi government has not come to help Himachal. A long story of loss According to an estimate, some sixteen thousand private buildings

have been partially or completely ruined, while the state's accounting of its own properties adds a painful chapter to the terrible loss of ruin.

Obviously, if the government is now arranging disaster relief packages amidst the fixed development targets, then resources for some areas

will be less. This is such a management of budgetary provisions, which is linking the general allocation of funds with the purpose of disaster

relief. In bad times, friends are sought, but Himachal, standing alone, has lost its case in the Central Court. It is noteworthy that in some

states of the country and in the Chief Minister's Relief Fund, the money coming from the public and other sources is taking forward the spirit

of humanitarian contribution in advocating for relief. Chief Minister Sukhwinder Singh Sukhu himself has set an example by donating his

life savings i.e. Rs 51 lakh to this noble cause. It remains to be seen which items the relief package of Rs 4500 crore cuts. At present, in a

decision, the Himachal government is withdrawing the grant-in-aid amount of Rs 33.74 crore from five municipal corporations, while the Rs

1,000 crore allocated under MNREGA will also heal the wounds of the disaster.
