An eternal
war

This is not a war waged by one country
against another. The international terrorist
organization 'Hamas' of Palestine's Gaza
Strip has suddenly launched a terrorist
attack on the sovereign, autonomous country
Israel. Hamas thinks to the extent of hatred
and hostility towards Israel, hence does not
recognize its existence. It is difficult to assess
how far this war will drag on, but Israel has
retaliated by terming this attack as 'war'. As
a result, demolitions continue in the Gaza
Strip.

After all, how many attacks will Israel carry
out there, because after Gaza the borders of
other countries begin. However, this sudden,
unexpected war has divided the major
countries of the world into two parts.
Although Hamas is a terrorist organization,
whose strength is more than 50,000 fighters,
but Islamic countries like Iran, Lebanon,
Kuwait, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Indonesia,
Oman, Bangladesh, Pakistan etc. are
supporting Hamas.

They also fund it. On the other hand,
America, Britain, France, Germany,
Belgium and European countries including
India have termed Hamas' attack on Israel
as a '9/11 like terrorist attack' and have also
condemned it.

It should be expected that the hard work, passion and skill of our
players will now make India an 'Olympic Champion'. Gold medals for men and women cricket teams...Champions of badminton doubles
match...‘Yellow medals’ around the necks of both the Kabaddi teams...‘Golden shower’ resulted from amazingly accurate archery. India
has won a record 9 medals in this game, which includes 5 gold medals. India remained the 'golden master' in squash also. Our accurate
shooters hit the 'golden targets'. Sift Kaur Samra wrote new history by setting a world record in the 50 meter rifle event. Rudranksh,
Divyansh and Aishwarya also won the gold medal for India along with the world record. Our players have received a lot of silver and bronze
medals too. Surely this is a period of resurgence and strength of Indian sports. In the Asian Games, India has crossed the century by winning
a total of 28 gold medals including 38 silver and 41 bronze medals. On Saturday, the last day of the games, India made a record by winning
12 medals including 6 gold. In the 2018 Jakarta Asiad, India won a total of 70 medals including 16 gold. This time we have won 107 medals.
Our players have also brought alive and realized the motto of 'This time sau ke paar'. For the first time in 72 years of Asiad, India has won
more than a century of medals. This achievement is not accidental. If sons have won 52 medals (15 gold, 19 silver, 18 bronze), daughters too
have not lagged behind with 46 medals (9 gold, 17 silver, 20 bronze). The sons and daughters together have also won nine medals in mixed
events. Our golden players have also set world records. It should also be appreciated that India now stands fourth in the list of Asian Games
medalists. This achievement has also been achieved after 37 long years. Badminton deserves special mention as the pair of Satwik Rankireddy
and Chirag Shetty will now be 'number one' in the world. This is an unprecedented achievement. For the first time, this pair has won the
gold crown for India in badminton. Countries like China, Japan, Malaysia, Korea etc. have been the 'champion strongholds' of badminton
in Asia. By destroying their challenges, the Indian pair has put a ‘gold medal’ in our bag. Now there is no need to stop after achieving the
goal. This respected figure of 107 is just a ‘semicolon’. It is time to stop and think, discuss and decide strategies. India has the potential to
become a complete 'sports nation'. While we can produce world champion players like Neeraj Chopra, we have also produced male players
like Sable, Sreeshankar and daughter players like Harmilan Bains and Venkatesh. Now there is a need to provide them international
platform and training. The Government of India and the State Governments should fulfill the basic needs of these national heroes. Prime
Minister Modi will meet all these players face to face at his residence on October 10.

Wild things: how animals react to
the scariest sounds in the savannah

Panting after chasing an impala caught in its jaws, a leopard drags its prey to a shady spot near a water hole. Before he sits down to feast, a
voice, seemingly from nowhere, begins to speak calmly. It is very difficult to speak African languages...,” the disembodied voice begins. The
leopard stops, looks towards the source of the sound and then runs away, leaving behind its hard-earned money. This leopard has unknowingly
given up his lunch in the service of science. Researchers analyzed thousands of video recordings to reveal a hierarchy of fear in a group of
mammals living in and around the Kruger National Park in South Africa. While lions are nicknamed the kings of the beasts, videos show
that for wild mammals on the savannah - from tiny antelope to giant elephants — the scariest, deadliest predator is us. Researchers found
that the sounds of humans elicit more fear than the sounds of growling and growling lions. This underlines that our species is considered
uniquely dangerous, ''because we're super lethal,' says Western in London, Ontario. said Michael Clinchey, a conservation biologist at the
university. Researchers hope that understanding this universal fear of humans can help in the goal of stopping wildlife poaching. The study
from which the videos are taken, published Thursday in the journal Current Biology, is the latest in a series by Western University's Liana
Zanet and Dr. Clinchey, whose team studies fear. Dr. Zanet, Dr. Clinchy, and their colleagues have shown that it is not just being eaten, but
also the fear of being eaten, that has profound effects ranging from individuals to entire communities. So turning to the savannas of South
Africa, where a diversity of mammals has evolved over millennia alongside lions and human hunters, Dr. Zennett and Dr. Clinchy were
curious: where humans ranked on the scale of fearsomeness among these mammals. ?Working with local colleagues and other collaborators
in South Africa, the researchers set up equipment that tested the fear responses of a variety of animals. Motion-triggered automated behavioral
response systems record video of passing mammals as they react to a mixture of sounds on a spectrum from potentially scary to harmless.
The researchers placed recorders and audio speakers in trees near 21 water holes, habitats that thirsty animals are reluctant to leave during
the dry season, when the research took place. The devices run 24 hours a day for six weeks, playing clips of sound types in random order
when turned on speed. The gentle sounds - the controls in the experiment — were the songs of local birds. The more dangerous sounds were
dogs barking, gunshots, lions growling and growling and humans talking peacefully. The human voices included women and men speaking
in Tsonga, Northern Sotho, Afrikaans and English, taken from selected South African news clips — with a bit of football thrown in, of course,
in case the mammals were lacking a game. .

New tourism output

The schemes related to tourism are now smiling under ADB funding and from this point of view, the approval of Rs 1313 crore out of the total
proposals of Rs 2300 crore will become a reason to revive its capacity after the rainy disaster.

Public undertaking Himachal Tourism Development Corporation is facing
losses, so a new link will have to be made for better utilization of its premises. For example, if we develop some market of every city into a
tourism market, then the food and gifts of Himachal will reach the entire country. For this, urban and rural bodies should be forced to
enhance the tourism map of the state with their own resources. Long ago, in Mandi city, Pandit Sukhram created such a wonderful world in
the concept of Indira Market that this place became like entertainment with excitement, thrill and necessity of business. The irony is that we
did not promote the tourism importance of Shimla's Mall and Gaiety Theater in the state. More or less, every city, tourist destination and
religious place should choose paths and pastures of peace and for this, vehicles-free markets, large grounds and eco-tourism signs will have
to be increased. In the last decade, there was a demand to make the main market of Hamirpur city a vehicle-free mall road, but those who
saw business interest in chaos came out to oppose it politically. Kotwali market of Dharamshala does not want the vehicles to pass through the
bypass and in a similar dilemma, Shahpur market is facing the proposed four lane. Building malls to major markets requires will rather than
ADB funding. If electric carts run from one point to major markets and the arrival of vehicles stops in the mega parking before the market,
then many cities of Himachal can create an environment for tourists like Connaught Place or Seventeen Sector of Chandigarh. Similarly,
without the help of ADB, if tourism transport options are added to public transport, then the scenario of every city will be different. The state
should improve the format of small and big bus stands and improve them in private partnership, so that these places can also become city
centers in the future as mega parking, entertainment and business centers. In such a situation, with the cooperation of HRTC, Milk Federation,
HPMC and some other public and private sectors, we can fulfill the objective of introducing tourists to Himachal at the address of the bus
stand. We believe that if a sports, cultural and business complex is built along with the Dharamshala Cricket Stadium, then every day there
can be gifts of all Himachali products, display of arts, visits to tourist centers and promotion of new travel destinations. . In this direction, the
proposed Khadi Plaza of Mandi and Shimla is definitely a promising resolution. Of course, the search for 'new destinations, new paths'
should continue and also all the previous stalled tourist projects will have to be removed and completed. With the income of a dozen temples
of Himachal, we can promote the art world of Himachal, therefore, by developing art centers or art complexes at major religious places,
every kind of artist should get the opportunity to showcase and preserve their art.

Once the tomatoes are cooked,
mix all the spices well. Now add boiled potatoes to the pan and mix them well with the spices.
After this, mix cream and salt well. Now cook on medium flame for 15-20 minutes. When it is
cooked properly and the potatoes are properly mixed with the spices, then just add coriander
leaves on top, cover it and keep it aside. Ingredients for making Tandoori Roti: 1 cup wheat
flour 1/2 cup curd 1/4 cup water 1 teaspoon salt 1 teaspoon oil 1/2 teaspoon baking powder
Method: First of all, take flour in a big bowl and add baking soda and salt.

After this, apply a little
water on one side of the roti and stick it on the pan. Now roast this roti. When the roti is
cooked from one side, lift the pan and cook the roti from the other side also. Now apply ghee
or butter on hot roti and serve it.
