Double standards of America
and western countries

India-Canada relations are currently under
great strain. The reason for this is Canadian
Prime Minister Justin Trudeau's fabricated
allegation of Modi government's involvement
in the murder of Khalistani extremist
Hardeep Singh Nijjar and his continuous
attempt to add fuel to the fire of Sikh
separatism which is dying out in India. The
way this development is unfolding, it has once
again exposed the double standards of the
Western countries vis-a-vis America and the
anti-India forces in these countries. A
narrative is being created by America and
Western countries on Nijjar's murder that
if the investigation finds involvement of the
Modi government, then India should be
punished. According to US National Security
Council spokesperson Adrienne Watson,
""This is a serious matter and we support the
ongoing law enforcement efforts in Canada."
Not only this, a large section of the western
media is threatening through its editorials,
"If India had ordered a murder in Canada,
there would be consequences.' It says that
India will not have to follow the path adopted
by Russia or Saudi Arabia. But one should
not walk. Has this group given any such
advice on killing their enemies abroad on the
orders of America or Israel? It is not hidden
from anyone that America and Israel are
notorious in finding and killing their enemies
anywhere in the world. The American
investigative agency 'CIA' had made eight
unsuccessful attempts to assassinate Cuban
leader Fidel Castro. This conclusion is not
of anyone else but of the Church Committee
formed by America in 1975, in which an
attempt was made to Kkill Castro with
poisonous and explosive cigars.

Not only this, C.I.A. In collaboration with
President Ngo Dinh Diem of South Vietnam
and Patrice Lumumba of Congo, he
promoted the overthrow and assassination
of President Salvador Allende in Chile.
According to one figure, America has killed
more than a thousand terrorists in Iraq in
this manner. In the last several years,
America has also entered Pakistan and killed
60 top fanatic Islamists like Osama Bin
Laden, Qasim Sulemani in Iran and Imad
Mughniya in Lebanon. Was there any
uproar over this in the American-European
media? Israel is also adept at eliminating its
enemies in any part of the world in 'self-
defense'. A big example of this is the detection
and Killing of Palestinian terrorists who
murdered 11 Israeli players in the 1972
Munich Olympics at 7 places ranging from
Rome (Italy), Paris (France), Lillechammer
(Norway) and Lebanon-Cyprus.

Even today Israel does not hesitate in taking
such steps. The United Nations and other
human rights organizations condemn it, but
America and NATO allies remain silent on
it.

India people have started being killed on
their soil too. After all, who was Hardeep
Singh Nijjar, whom a section of the western
media is trying to hide his reality by calling
him a 'plumber' in their reporting?

Nijjar was included in the list of India's 'most
wanted' terrorists. There was a declared
reward of Rs 10 lakh on him. He was the
leader of the banned extremist organization

near Shahkot in Jalandhar district of
Punjab, who later settled in Canada on the
basis of fake documents. Nijjar, who was
involved in many anti-India activities, was
gunned down in broad daylight in Canada
in June this year. The question is, why did
Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
risk relations with India for a declared
criminal?

These include Aadhar Card, Ration
Card, Local Residence Certificate, proof of your relationship with the deceased, date and
time of death along with date of birth etc. Step 3- Now take the prepared form and submit it
to the Registrar/Sub Registrar's office. Then further process will take place and if everything
is found correct, a death certificate is prepared.

The letter further reads, 'Baby trust me, we are going to laugh at everyone, those who have laughed at us till now, underestimated us and criticized about you and me, they
will have no face to show very soon. It will happen because the time of truth has come. None of the allegations against us will prove to be true. And 'Victory will be ours, baby. The world
will now see this, none of the allegations against us will prove to be true, everything will fail. Sukesh Chandrashekhar, accused in the money laundering case of Rs 200 crore, is lodged in
Tihar jail. During this time, he has been accused of cheating Aditi Singh, wife of former Ranbaxy owner Shivinder Singh. ED is investigating the money trail in the case. Jacqueline
Fernandes, a witness in the extortion case, has also been questioned by the ED and was later granted bail by a Delhi court.
