In the legal sense, a power of attorney is a

legal document through which a person authorizes someone else to manage his property and take necessary decisions to do so. In the

language of law, the recipient of such power of attorney is called an agent and the person giving this power is called the grantor. Now what

Kamal Nath said means that if he also takes good decisions, his credit will be directly in his account and if he takes wrong or forced decisions,

his discredit will be transferred to Digvijay Singh's account. The spat that took place between the two leaders - However, in the program

organized on the occasion of releasing the letter of 1209 promises of the Congress Party in Bhopal, in the spat that took place between the

two leaders, Digvijay opposed this unsolicited and unexpected power of attorney by saying that That 'Brother, whose signatures are there

on A form and B form, PCC Chief.

In the video that had gone viral before this, Kamal Nath was seen telling those opposing the ticket announced

in Kolaras seat of the state that (Digvijay has distributed the ticket, hence) if you want to tear the clothes, then tear the clothes of Digvijay and

his son Jaivardhan Singh. Here the question is also that why should someone else allow the abuses given to one person to be deposited in his

current account. Then, what are the reasons behind the abuses that have been made? However, abuses given without reason may be

returned or rejected. But it depends on the person to whom power of attorney has been given. Here Digvijay tried to return the unsolicited

abuses by saying that I have no involvement in the reason why abuses are being transferred to me. That is, why is this borrowed vermillion

on my forehead? In this context, Digvijay Singh also posted a social media post. He said that 'when the family grows, there is both collective

happiness and collective conflict. Wisdom says that elders should find a solution patiently. In the manner of putting a cloth on this issue,

Kamal Nath said - I said this jokingly and in love. No one should be angry over this.' Actually, there are different ways of expressing anger

in politics. The rules of politics are not as clear and evidence based as those of science. But political expediency is the soul of politics.

Generally, what is seen here is not what is seen and what happens is often seen in a different form. In the latest case, giving abusive power of

attorney only means 'right to abuse'. As Digvijay Singh himself also said. It is a different matter that many times Digvijay himself stands in

the dock due to his own controversial statements and then tries to get out of the dock in the manner of 'blowing every worry into smoke'. .

The implication is that a politician must always be thick-skinned. Politics is not done by sentiments. Because the path of politics is full of

flowers and thorns alike.

Because many times, the moral responsibility of explaining and justifying the public statements of a top leader, no matter how

illogical or foolish, usually falls on those spokespersons or supporting leaders and workers, who are in any party for that very reason. So that

the top level spokesperson in the party can show the skill of logically interpreting what has been said or analyzing it out of context. This

maneuvering is the desired quality of any political 'power of attorney'. The belief behind this is that whatever has been said once is absolutely

correct and irrefutable. Even if you want to counter him, you will have to make headlines by making a very controversial and stupid

statement.

Shaktipeeth, Chattal Shaktipeeth and Yashore Shaktipeeth. Sugandha Shaktipeeth- Goddess

Sati's nose had fallen here. It is located in Shikarpur, 20 km from Barisal district of Bangladesh.

Here the goddess is also known as Sunanda, Devi Tara. The Bhairav here is called Trayambak

Bhairav. Kartoyaghat Shaktipeeth- It is located in Begada, Bhawanipur, Bangladesh. The

anklet of the Devi's left foot had fallen here. Here the goddess is known as Aparna and Bhairava

is known as Shiva Vaman. Chattal Shaktipeeth- It is located in Chittagong, Bangladesh. The

right arm of the goddess had fallen here. The power here is called Bhavani and Bhairav is

called Chandrashekhar. Yeshor Shaktipeeth- It is situated in a place called Jessore Khulna in

Bangladesh. Here the left palm of the goddess had fallen. The power here is called

Yashoreshwari and Bhairav is called Chandra. - Pakistan - A Shaktipeeth is established in

Pakistan, which is called Hinglaj Shaktipeeth. The head of Goddess Sati had fallen here. It is

located in Balochistan, Pakistan, 125 km from Karachi. is far. The goddess here is known as

Kottari and Bhairava is known as Bhimlochan.
