There was a massive explosion in the Gaza
Strip and 500 dead bodies lay in 'Al Ahli
Arab' hospital. Arguably this is genocide and
contrary to the rules and ethics of war. People
were undergoing treatment in the hospital
or were hiding to escape Israeli
bombardment. He was murdered. Russia
and China first used 'veto' in favor of Hamas
and Palestine in the United Nations Security
Council. Then America used 'veto' regarding
Israel's 'right to self-defense'. Both resolutions
collapsed and no decision could be taken in
the Security Council.
There was a missile attack on the hospital or
a rocket misfired. Was his killer Hamas or
did the Israeli army carry out the genocidal
attack? There are contradictory allegations
on this question. Arab and Islamic countries
consider Israel a 'genocide', while Israel
argues that this massive explosion was caused
by Hamas terrorists, because it has a history
of misfiring rockets and missiles. Last May,
2023 itself, Hamas fired 1469 rockets, out of]
which 291 rockets exploded midway. Some
rockets fell into the sea. Israel wants to
present some evidence to the Security
Council in view of the massive hospital
explosion. Iran is provoking Muslim
countries and threatening to mobilize on the
streets against Israel. America has warned
Iran against such attitude. US President Joe
Biden went to Israel for a few hours.
Imposed sanctions on some people, openly
supported Israel, described Hamas as
deadlier and worse than ISIS and returned
to Washington. There was no briefing about
the secret conversation between Biden and
Netanyahu. However, Biden could not go to
Jordan and hold summit talks with the
leaders of Arab countries, how serious can
this be considered? However, apart from
Gaza, Israel has also carried out air strikes
in Lebanon and Syria. Rockets and missiles
are still being fired at Israel. Where will these
horrors stop? Millions of people have been
displaced from Gaza, but millions are still in
Gaza. They are trapped in a ‘hellish maze’.
Hamas is using them as 'human shields', but
is also Kkilling them. Israel has started
supplying some water, electricity, fuel,
medicine etc.

The world seems to
be dividing into two parts. On one side there
are Muslims and Palestine supporters. He is
also clearly not anti-Hamas. On the other side
are the Jews and their supporters. Countries
like America, India, Britain, Germany,
France etc.
are supporting Israel. Is this division in the
world's interest? Millions of citizens of Arab
countries are working or engaged in business
in these big countries.

If the situation comes to expel them
from those countries and the Arab countries
also retaliate, then the entire world system
will be disturbed. Actually this is Muslim-

“Top hospitals’ that provide life
are turning deadly due to ‘fires’

While sick people go to hospitals to get a new life, they are also dying due to the fire incidents that occur from time to time. According to a
report, 122 people died in 29 major incidents of fire in hospitals in the country between August 2020 and April 2022...Hospitals are where
sick people go to get a new life, while the fire incidents that occur from time to time. Those people are dying without any reason. According
to a report, between August 2020 and April 2022, 122 people died in 29 major fire incidents in hospitals in the country. The following are the
incidents of fire in hospitals this year: * On October 16, in the morning, P.G.I. There was chaos due to fire in the basement of 'Advanced Eye
Centre', Chandigarh. Earlier on October 9 also, P.G.1. There was a massive fire in 'Nehru Hospital'. * On 12th October, CHL of Indore
(Madhya Pradesh) Due to a fire that broke out on the first floor of the hospital at night, the entire hospital was filled with smoke and the
I.C.U. 5 patients admitted in the hospital survived. * On August 23, a patient died tragically due to burns in a fire in a hospital in Hisar. * On
August 7, there was chaos due to a fire on the second floor of AIIMS, Delhi. 8 fire brigade vehicles controlled the fire and took the patients
to a safe place. * On July 30, after a fire broke out in the early hours of the morning in a hospital in Ahmedabad (Gujarat), 106 patients
undergoing treatment in various wards were hurriedly evacuated to safe places. * On July 12, a patient in the Medical College of Kota
(Rajasthan) died after the oxygen mask fitted to him caught fire due to a spark and the mask stuck to his neck. * On June 9, a mother from
Delhi- A fire broke out in the child hospital but the fire brigade arrived in time and rescued 20 children from there safely. * On March 16, a
child died in a fire caused by a short circuit in a hospital in Shihori town of Banaskantha (Gujarat) district, while two other children were
badly burnt. * Six people, including a doctor couple, died in a massive fire that broke out in Hazara Hospital in Dhanbad (Jharkhand) on
the night of 28 January. * On January 1, two people were burnt to death in a fire in a nursing home in Greater Kailash area in Delhi. * On
January 1, two hospital employees died in a fire in an eye hospital in Ahmedabad (Gujarat). Death occurred. Since most of the patients
undergoing treatment in hospitals are unable to walk, it is difficult for them to save their lives in case of fire, hence it is necessary to have
proper rescue arrangements there. Despite this, cases of violation of safety standards and not conducting safety audit in hospitals keep
coming to light and a large number of hospitals in the country are running without fire license. In Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh alone, there are
190 hospitals where satisfactory arrangements to deal with fire were not found. Similarly, CAG had stated in a report in April this year that
none of the 99 major hospitals of Himachal Pradesh had received the No Objection Certificate from the Fire Department. Under the order
issued on November 30, 2020, the Central Government had asked the hospitals and nursing homes across the country to follow fire safety
measures and the Supreme Court has also asked the Fire Department to conduct fire safety audit in the hospitals of all the states. .O.C.
Orders have also been issued, but these are not being followed. Therefore, it is important to ensure that the concerned hospital staff remain
alert while on duty, fix responsibility on them for any malfunction, and ensure regular checking of electrical equipment etc. Apart from this,
there is a need to take strict action against the staff responsible for such deaths, otherwise people will continue to die in hospitals.

One million Palestinians, including children,
women and the elderly, as well as hundreds of injured admitted to hospitals, were ordered to evacuate northern Gaza within 24 hours. Even
though Israel had warned them, where would they go? To the south is Egypt, which is not allowing them to come here. Although according
to the 1948 decision of the United Nations, both have equal rights on this place, but Palestine did not accept it. On the other hand, of course
Israel had accepted the principle of two states but in this they kept more of their share while Palestine's is less. Recently, Israel's agreements
with Saudi Arabia, Qatar, United Arab Emirates etc. seemed to help in establishing peace in the region, but now all this is looking difficult.
