Cabinet expansion wrapped up
The intention of blindfolding is good, this

message in your name is good. During his

visit to Bilaspur, Himachal Chief Minister

Sukhwinder Sukhu assured to fulfill the need

of political happiness and thus the name of

the district came out of the loop of cabinet

expansion. Although the path of cabinet from

Bilaspur is not far from Shimla, yet politics

has its own twists and turns. In such a

situation, the signal from the Chief Minister

is giving a message about the dimension of

regional politics. As easily as these headlines

talk about the journey of MLA Rajesh

Dharmani, they equally easily indicate the

political preparations for the upcoming Lok

Sabha elections. The government has been

on its job in the next phase of power in

Himachal, but the Lok Sabha elections will

determine how far the Congress has gone in

the end. To bridge the gap in the Lok Sabha

elections, hearts will have to be joined, not

carpets, and in the beginning, the sound of

Bilaspur is keeping its hand on the pulse of

the entire Hamirpur parliamentary

constituency. It is no surprise that the face of

Bilaspur is visible in the generosity of the

cabinet, but the government is trying to

maintain the balance of politics. Needless to

say, the electoral innings will be completed

by ensuring a place in the cabinet for

Hamirpur parliamentary constituency alone,

but the political desolation of the adjacent

Kangra parliamentary constituency has been

languishing for a long time.

Of course, the coin of Bilaspur will be useful

in the advocacy of Hamirpur, but with the

status of Chief Minister and Deputy Chief

Minister already in the government, this

parliamentary constituency is also becoming

a merger of Himachal and Central power.

* On October 6, a man was arrested in Jaisalmer (Rajasthan) for sexually assaulting his 5-year-old daughter. * On October 3, a case was

registered against the nephew of a married woman for blackmailing and raping her by making a video in a village in Mau (Uttar Pradesh)

district. * On October 2, a man was arrested in 'Lalauti' village of Fatehpur (Uttar Pradesh) on charges of raping his 17-year-old daughter,

making her pregnant and then giving her medicines and getting her aborted. Such incidents are not only bringing shame to humanity, but

they are also causing India's bad name in the world. Therefore, people involved in such crimes should be given the harshest punishment, so

that others also learn a lesson and this moral degradation can be stopped.

Election increase of MSP
The Agricultural Prices Commission of the Government of India has increased the Minimum Support Price (MSP) of wheat. Wheat is the

main crop of Rabi season. For 2023-24, the MSP has been increased by Rs 150 and the price of wheat has been fixed at Rs 2275 per quintal.

This is the highest increase so far, as the MSPs of crops were increased for two consecutive years in 2006-07 and 2007-08 during the UPA

government, but they were low in comparison. This MSP increase is not merely in view of the welfare of the farmers and their economic

condition. There is no possibility that this will lead to doubling of farmers' income. Actually, there is a flaw in the basic system itself, because

the farmer's crop is not purchased at MSP. The benefits of government procurement are extremely limited. Even 10-12 percent of the

farmers are not able to avail its benefit, hence the farmers are forced to sell their crops in the agricultural markets only. There, after many

types of deductions, farmers do not even get MSP. Selling the crop is his compulsion, hence the farmer is forced to sell the crop even at a low

price. This question has been present before the farmers like a 'Yaksha' for many decades. Even 10 years of Modi government will pass, but

the question of MSP will remain unanswered. Well, it has constituted a committee, in which some farmer representatives are also included,

but what is that committee doing, what conclusion has their discussion reached, has there been a consensus on the recommendation to give

legal status to MSP, but it is long. Despite the passage of time, nothing has been made public. Presently, announcing MSP has economic as

well as political and electoral dimensions. This is the last increase in MSP before the 2024 Lok Sabha elections. Apart from this, the process

of assembly elections is going on in five states. Voting will be held in November and the mandate will be declared on December 3. In these

states, wheat is the main crop of Rabi season in Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan. MSP has been increased, obviously keeping an eye on the

vote bank of the farmers. However, during its nine and a half year tenure, the Modi government has increased the MSP of wheat by Rs 875

per quintal, whereas during the UPA government this increase was made by Rs 770 quintal. The current government has also increased the

MSP of paddy by Rs 873 per quintal, but during the 10-year period of the UPA government, this increase was made by Rs 760. However,

such comparisons are wrong because currency devaluation and inflation also have to be taken into account. However, the increase in MSP

has been announced when the wheat in government storages has been stated to be 239.95 lakh tonnes as on October 1. This minimum stock

is just over 205.2 lakh tonnes. There are also some concerns about the prospects of the new crop. Last year the water level in the major

reservoirs of the country was 82.4 percent. This average in the last 10 years has been 94.4 percent. A strong El Nino is expected to continue

from winter through May, which will impact rainfall as a result. Some rain comes only in winter, so along with humidity the temperature will

also be low. This is a very important season for Rabi crop. Modi government is not in favor of taking any risk regarding shortage of supply

in view of the general elections, hence wheat is being stored. In this context, government procurement will also increase and farmers will be

able to get MSP, but how many percent will be such farmers? If there is a supply crisis, the government can also import wheat. Import is

cheaper, but the question is why our farmers are not self-sufficient in producing wheat?

Important suggestions from the judiciary regarding pending

cases and sexual relations

In this connection, two important comments and decisions of the Supreme Court and

Calcutta High Court are being given here. On October 20, citing nationwide data from the National Judicial Data Grid on pending cases,

Supreme Court judges Justice S. A bench of Justices Ravindra Bhatt and Arvind Kumar warned that: “If the legal process moves at a snail's

pace, justice seekers may lose faith in the judicial system. Therefore, joint efforts of Bar and Bench are required to deal with this issue. Some

cases are pending for more than 65 years. Along with this, the court has also issued some guidelines to ensure speedy hearing and disposal

of old cases. Similarly, in cases related to sexual crimes against women, based on the judgment of Calcutta High Court judges Chittaranjan

Das and Parthasarathy Sen. A division bench acquitted a minor girl's boyfriend, who was sentenced to 20 years in prison under the POCSO

Act by a subordinate court, after he was convicted of raping her. The youth had appealed against this in the Calcutta High Court. During

the hearing on this, the girl said that both of them had consensual physical relations, but since the age for consensual physical relations in

India is 18 years, it was considered a crime in her case. Expressing concern over the use of POCSO in such cases, the honorable judges

suggested decriminalizing consensual sexual relations between teenagers above 16 years of age and also gave some suggestions for the society

besides girls and boys. And said: “Teenage girls should control their sexual desires instead of falling prey to 2 minutes of pleasure because

even after getting barely 2 minutes of pleasure, girls fall in the eyes of the society. “Adolescent boys should also respect young girls and

women and their dignity and physical autonomy.” “It is the responsibility of young girls to protect their right to the integrity of their bodies,

their dignity and their self-respect. Strive for your overall development and control your sexual impulses.'' ''In the case of boys, their parents

should teach them how to protect a woman's honor, her dignity and the integrity of her body and How can one be friends with a woman

without being aroused by sexual desire, even if the initiative is being taken from the other side?'' He also stressed on making sex education,

health and physical hygiene a part of the curriculum in schools and on sexuality. She also stressed the importance of guiding and educating

teenagers about related issues: “Children, especially girls, need parental guidance and education to recognize bad touching, bad signals, bad

company. They should be told about the adverse effects that having sex before the age permitted by law can have on them.'' There should be

such a favorable environment in a home with children that no child grows up believing that women are It is normal to misbehave.'' It is clear

from both the above comments regarding the cases pending in the courts and sexual crimes, how aware and alert the judiciary is regarding

the issues related to public interest. The concerned parties should try to consider and implement these.
