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The National Council of Educational
Research and Training (NCERT) has
recommended that the word 'Bharat' be
used in place of 'India’' in the syllabus. At
present it is limited to the thinking and
recommendations of a committee. Article 1
of the Constitution mentions ‘India, which
is India’. That is, both the words were
acceptable to our constitution-makers and
they were considered mutually
complementary. Even after 76 years of]
independence, there is a section which
considers these two words as contradictory.
Considers ‘India’ as a colonial relic. ‘India’
has been explained by linking it to the Greek
language, pronunciation, Alexander and the
Indus Valley Civilization. What have we to
do with such ancient history, language and
its influences? How long will we remain
dependent on foreigners? India is an
independent, sovereign, democratic nation,
with its own unanimous Constitution. We
believe that all discussions should be held
after 1947 only. The process of converting
‘India’ into ‘Bharat’ cannot be implemented
by any organization or council. For that, a
proposal to amend the Constitution will have
to be passed in the Parliament. If NCERT
wants to teach students the proper history
of our freedom movement, then it should be
compiled in separate volumes from 1857 to
1947 and written afresh. This is a very
extensive and tedious task and also requires
sufficient time. In the context of this history-
writing, the periods of British rule will also
come automatically, hence 'one sect, two
causes' can be said.
We believe that everything in the school
curriculum should be in the abstract. The
remaining and detailed studies can be done
by students during higher education, as per
their interest. There is no justification in
continuing to harp on the past like the ancient
period, the ancient period, the Stone Age, the
Mughal period. These should be left to
researchers in the context of different
histories. The tender minds of school
students should not be polluted. There is
nothing to be gained from reading such
history except bitterness and hatred. The
campaign of ‘India’ versus ‘Bharat’ is also
meaningless. Is this being done in view of]
nationalism, Hinduism, Hindivad or does it
have any cultural significance? Of course,
our roots, our identity and our cultural
heritage lie in 'India' only. ‘Bharatam’ is
mentioned in Vishnu Purana,
Brahmapurana and many ancient religious
texts. But our country has also been
addressed by names like ‘Aryavarta’, ‘Hind’,
‘Hindustan’, ‘Bharatkhand’, ‘Himvarsh’ etc.
No one has any objection. Apart from
‘Bharat’, there are many mythological
stories associated with ‘India’ also. Indumati
was the wife of King Aja of Ayodhya and
mother of Dasharatha. When King Ram sat
on the throne of Ayodhya, the name of]
Grandmother Indumati was also prevalent
during his period, which we today call 'India’.
The name ‘Bharat’ was named after Bharat,
the younger brother of King Ram. Legend
also has it that the name of the son of King
Dushyant and Shakuntala was also 'Bharat’.
Rishi Kanva had blessed him to become
'Chakravarti Samrat', hence on his basis we
became 'India’'.

Bharat, the 'Chakravarti' son
of the first Tirthankara of Jainism,
Rishabhdev, was a world-conquering
emperor, hence the country was named

'Bharat'. However, both the terms are
popular.

Population: Troubled by the aging population, Europe
and India should also prepare to meet this challenge.

The effects of increasing elderly population in countries like Europe and Japan will be far-reaching. In India too, the elderly population is
expected to increase by 2050.

The latest report of the
World Health Organization (WHO) states that in Europe, in the year 2024, the number of elderly people above 65 years of age will be more
than that of teenagers under 15 years of age. It is noteworthy that in 2022, 21.1 percent of the population of the European Union was 65
years of age or older. According to this WHO report, to deal with the current negative situation, the people of Europe will have to change
their lifestyle and habits. Due to longer life expectancy, while the elderly population in Europe is increasing, the birth rate of children is
decreasing drastically. WHO says that in Europe and countries where the elderly population is high, the elderly will have to participate in
sports and cultural activities more time per day. They will have to do at least 150 minutes of exercise every week, only then they will be able
to remain healthy and participate in economic, social and cultural activities. WHO also says that being physically active can reduce the risk
of death by 35 percent. With the increase in the number of elderly people, changes are visible at the economic, social and cultural level in
European countries. For example, the decline in youth population has reduced the physical capacity of the workforce, leading to decline in
production, slowing economic activity and higher expenditure on health, thereby weakening the economy. Apart from Europe, Japan is also
troubled by the increasing population of elderly. According to the recent report of WHO, the number of elderly people aged 100 or more in
Japan has exceeded 92 thousand. America is also troubled by long life expectancy, low birth rate, increased health care costs, as expenditure
on public health is increasing there. Due to this there has been a huge reduction in the number of workers there. America's dependence on
other countries for workers has increased. Industries have also been negatively impacted. Cases of loneliness and depression are being seen
among children, teenagers and youth. Due to the adoption of one child policy to control the population in the year 1980, the youth population
in China has decreased and the number of elderly has increased drastically. According to the United Nations Population Division, China's
labor population will be reduced to only 548 million in the next century. The decline in the labor force will have a negative impact on the
country's infrastructure, which is a driver of development. However, India is untouched by this problem. In India, the elderly population of
5.5 percent in 2011 will increase to 15.2 percent by the year 2050, while in the year 2050, the elderly population will be 32.6 percent in China
and 23.2 percent in America. In India, by the year 2050, the elderly population will constitute one-fifth of the total population in four
southern states, Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Karnataka and Tamil Nadu. The number of youth population in the states like Uttar Pradesh,
Rajasthan, Assam, Bihar, Haryana etc. will be high in the year 2050, due to which the migration of youth from these states to the southern
states will continue. Due to such changes, the pressure on the infrastructure of the southern states may also increase and changes may be
seen in the social and cultural level. Even though its overall impact is not visible from the economic, social and cultural perspective, its far-
reaching impact cannot be ruled out. Therefore, European countries, Japan, China and America need to make new policies in the changed
environment and implement them concretely.

The elite people of Lahore are firmly in the PTI camp. It seems that we are once again returning to 2018, when the security establishment
installed a new face, Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf Party leader Imran Khan, as the Prime Minister in the hope that through him he would rule
Pakistan.
